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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1.Tents (no larger than a 10x10 fi.) are allowed on the beach, but they have to be placed
behind (North of) the designated sign marker post and should be removed before night.
Tents cannot be placed between the sign post and the Gulf of Mexico. This is for designated
emergency ond safely access.

2. Pets are not allowed on fhe beach on fhe Gulf of Mexico or surrounding islands (Robinson,
Bird, Walker). However they are allowed af the designated city Dog Park on Canal Rd. (Hwy
180) next o Sportsman Marina. All dogs should remain on a leash within the city limits.

3. Gloss in any form (bottle, cup, container, etc.) is strictly prohibited on our beaches and
islands.

4. A yellow fiog posted along gulf beaches means o use caution while swimming in the gulf
waters and is permitted.

A red fiog means danger and one should not swim in the waters.
Double red flags meon that swimming in the woters is prohibited by low,
Purple means WARNING! A jellyfish or other marine threat.

5. All trails and parks ore free and open from daylight 1o dusk 7 days a week.

6. Fires or flomes are strictly prohibited on the beach. This includes grills, fiki-torches, lanterns,
open fire pits, candles, fireworks, efc.

7. Jet skis, boats, and any other motorized vessels, ore prohibited from lounching clong the
gulf front beaches.

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After wobbling across the Gulf of
Mexico at a pace slower than many
people walk, Hurricane Sally shifted
east, shifted west and shifted east
again, finally setting her sights on
landfall in Gulf Shores.

The storm slammed into Baldwin
County’s seaside the same day as
Hurricane Ivan 16 years ago. The two
made landfall in nearly the same
location and at the same time of day.
Sally arrived at 4:45 a.m., Ivan at 2:50
a.m.

As a Category 3 storm Hurricane
Ivan devastated not just the U.S.
but caused massive damage in the
Caribbean where it killed more than
60 people before turning toward
the US. Gulf Coast. Hurricane Ivan
arrived as a Category 3 storm on Sept.
16, 2004, packing 120 mph winds. It
caused 57 deaths in the U.S. alone and
$27 billion in damage.

At press time only one death has
been attributed to Hurricane Sally
after it finally rolled in as a Category
2 after weakening and strengthening
several times in its long crawl to the
coast.

Much of the initial damage of both
storms is the same. Electrical lines
snapped. Trees uprooted. Roads
were turned to rivers. Residents in
