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LISD eyes Larkspur subdivision for new elementary

After LISD’s $454.4 million bond was ap-
proved by voters Nov. 7, district officials 
are considering plans for a new elementary 
school in the rapidly growing, northern-
most area of the district.

The LISD Board of Trustees considered 
the Larkspur subdivision in Liberty Hill as 
the site for the district’s 27th elementary 
school at their Nov. 16 meeting. The loca-
tion for the new school, slated to open in 
August 2019, came with the district’s an-
nual demographer’s report, which provided 

growth projections throughout the next de-
cade.

The land for the school is already owned 
by the school district, said District Spokes-
person Corey Ryan.

Trustees will discuss the final selection 
of the site, its boundary process and con-
struction timelines at their Dec. 7 meeting.

“We need to be moving very quickly so 
we can meet the timeline that’s outlined in 
this report,” said LISD Superintendent Dan 
Troxell.

The Larkspur school should relieve over-

Trustees 
consider 
method to 
end school 
calendar 
earlier

The Leander ISD 
Board of Trustees ap-
proved a study to con-
sider becoming a District 
of Innovation at its Nov. 
16 meeting for flexibility 
in creating it’s academic 
calendar for 2018-19.

A District of Innova-
tion (DOI) is a state pro-
gram that allows school 
districts the same abili-
ties as open enrollment 
charter schools. This 
includes flexibility with 
class size ratio, teacher 
contracts, or flexibility 
in creating academic cal-
endars, said Dan Troxell, 
LISD superintendent.

Many families in the 
district have raised 
concerns about the aca-
demic calendar ending 
on June 8, Troxell said. 
Some have said the June 
dates interfere with fam-
ily vacations, enroll-
ing in ACC courses and 
high school remediation 
courses, among other is-
sues.

Meanwhile, some 
neighboring districts — 
such as Austin ISD — are 
able to finish school by 
Memorial Day due to 
their DOI status. Because 
of standard state restric-
tions, districts cannot 
start their school year 
before the fourth Mon-
day in August.

Troxell and the trust-
ees said they wanted to 
limit the DOI study pa-
rameters strictly to cal-
endar flexibility.

Tommy L. (Tom) Spoonts 
was born in Megargel, TX 
on June 7, 1926, to Thom-
as L. Spoonts and Caroline 
Sutton Spoonts, who both 
preceded him in death. 
Tom passed away at his 
home in Liberty Hill, TX, 
on November 21, 2017, at 
the age of 91, after a brief 
illness. He had two sisters, 
who also preceded him in 
death, Bertha McSeverns 
and husband, Mac, and Lou-
ise Branch and husband, 
Joe. Tom is survived by his 
wife, Bette Gene Spoonts 
of the home, and children, 
Peggy West and husband 
Larry of West Monroe, LA, 
Bill Spoonts and wife Juan-
ita of Loveland, CO, Dan-
ny Spoonts and wife Ann 
of Denver, CO, Tommy 
Spoonts, Jr. and wife Judy 
of Lubbock, TX, and Bonny 
Jones and husband Gary of 
Cedar Park, TX. He also has 
12 grandchildren and 25 
great grandchildren, several 

nieces and nephews, as well 
as many others who called 
him Dad and friends from 
around the world.

Tom served his coun-
try in the US Navy during 
World War II. He was at-
tending the University of 
Texas in Austin as a Naval 
student in medical school. 
Later he was transferred to 
officer training school, then 
sent to Camp Bradford Am-
phibious Naval base near 
Norfolk, VA. Because of his 
medical training, he served 
as a medic on a hospital 
ship heading to the coast of 
France, to pick up and care 
for wounded soldiers. The 
ship returned to Newport 
News, VA, and he was select-
ed to stay there to assist the 
corpsmen at the hospital. 
At the time the war ended, 
he was beginning Navy Pilot 
Training School at St. Mary’s 
College in Berkley, CA. After 
returning home, he attend-
ed the University of New 
Mexico where he reconnect-
ed with his childhood friend 
and the love of his life, Bette 
Gene Foster (“Pidge”). They 
were married on March 8, 
1947, in Albuquerque, NM. 
They soon moved to Carls-
bad, New Mexico.

Tom was appointed 
a deacon at the Fox and 
Lake Church of Christ in 
Carlsbad as a young mar-
ried man with a family. 
He served in that capacity 
for seven years and then 
was appointed an elder in 

which position he served 
8 years. Then he moved to 
Texas and helped start the 
Westover Hills congregation 
in Austin. There he was ap-
pointed an elder and served 
for twenty-five years before 
retiring to go to the island 
of St. Kitts in the Caribbean 
where he was a self-sup-
ported missionary for sev-
eral years. Then later, he 
continued to do missionary 
work in Hawaii and Central 
America. At the time of his 
death, he was continuing to 
support the native mission 
works on the island of St. 
Kitts and in Africa.

 As an electrician, he 
worked in construction and 
the potash mines in south-
ern New Mexico, and as an 
engineer he worked for the 
City of Carlsbad, the City 
of Austin, and Travis Coun-
ty. As a traffic engineer, he 
served as president of the 
International Municipal Sig-
nal Association, where he 
was the inventor of several 
traffic innovations, includ-
ing the blue reflectors on 
the streets that mark the 
location of fire hydrants 
for the fire trucks, which 
are still in use all across 
the United States today. 
When you have to wait for 
the pedestrian light to give 
you permission to cross the 
street in front of the Texas 
State Capitol Building, you 
can thank Tom Spoonts.

He had a talent and love 
for music that he passed 

down to at least 3 genera-
tions of his family. He sang 
tenor and played the clari-
net, piano, violin, and banjo.

Tom loved the Lord Je-
sus with all of his heart, 
soul, mind and strength. 
He especially loved the 
churches that he has been 
a member of the last sev-
eral years of his life: the 
Smithwick Church of Christ 
in Smithwick, TX, and the 
Cloudcroft Church of Christ 
in Cloudcroft, NM, who are 
the sponsoring churches of 
his most beloved mission 
works with Randolph Pren-
tiss in St. Kitts and Julius 
Ojunga in Kunya, Kenya.

Pedernales Electric Co. 
will distribute nearly $8.6 
million in capital credits to 
members — with many in 
Cedar Park and Leander — 
in December, according to 
a press release.

“Part of the coopera-
tive difference is returning 
our margins back to our 
members,” PEC Controller 
Freddy Wolff said. “A capi-
tal credit distribution is 
a great benefit and a way 
for our members to share 
in the success of the coop-
erative.”

Because PEC is a mem-
ber-owned cooperative, 
it does not earn profits. 
Whenever revenue exceeds 
budgeted expenses, the co-
operative earns margins, 
which are allocated out to 
members in the form of 
capital credits.

The 2017 distribution 
was approved Oct. 16 after 
the PEC Board of Directors 
reviewed the cooperative’s 

fiscal health and deter-
mined the amount will not 
result in any adverse im-
pact.

How it works
This year’s distribution, 

outlined below in more 
detail, will be executed in 
accordance with the co-
operative’s capital credits 
policy.

Members who accu-
mulated capital credits 
in 2016 will receive 40.5 
percent of their alloca-
tion, discounted to ap-
proximately 18.25 per-
cent, which represents the 
net present value of their 
credits. This distribution 
will total approximately 
$4.1 million. Members 
may opt out of their dis-
counted 2016 capital cred-
its if they prefer to receive 
non-discounted credits 
in a future distribution, 
which PEC predicted to be 
on a 30-year cycle.

Members who accu-
mulated capital credits in 

1986 and 1987 will receive 
100 percent and 26 per-
cent, respectively, of the 
non-discounted credits al-
located from those years. 
This will total approxi-
mately $4.1 million.

The estates of deceased 
members received an esti-
mated total distribution of 
$300,000.

Current members are 
scheduled to receive distri-
butions as credits on their 
December bills. Members 
with multiple accounts 
will receive all their credits 
on a single account’s bill.

Former members with 
capital credit distribu-
tions totaling more than 
$10 will receive a check. 
A check may be issued for 
any distribution under $10 
by request or when accu-
mulated unpaid distribu-
tions exceed $10. Former 
members are encouraged 
to contact PEC to ensure 
their current address is on 
file.

“In the last decade, 

more than $107 million 
has gone back into the 
hands of PEC members,” 
Emily Pataki, PEC’s board 
president, said. “These 
dollars come from the co-
operative’s continued pos-
itive margins and are made 

possible through our com-
mitment to maintaining a 
financially healthy organi-
zation. We take great pride 
in the unique relationship 
we have with our members 
and in sharing PEC’s suc-
cess with them.”

Members will receive 
more information about 
capital credits with their 
December bill. Additional 
information is also avail-
able here or by calling our 
capital credits line at 800-
230-2207.

“Local control on the 
calendar makes sense, 
as long as districts don’t 
abuse the power and 
push the start date of the 
school year into late Au-
gust,” Troxell said. “We 
are looking at options 
that may push the start 
date back a week to give 
us flexibility in June.”

The other alternative 
to adjusting the calendar 
without attaining DOI 
status could be adding 
minutes to the school 
day, said Board President 
Pamela Waggoner.

“You can absolutely 
reduce the number of 
days at the end of the 
school year by counting 
minutes, and it doesn’t 
require a DOI, but you 
lose instructional time,” 
Troxell said.

Next Steps
With the resolution 

approved at the Nov. 16 
meeting, the Board will 

hold a public hearing 
Dec. 7, where the Board 
will decide whether to 
create a state-required 
DOI committee of teach-
ers, instructional staff, 
parents and community 
members.

However, the decision 
to approve the study 
doesn’t mean the district 
will ultimately decide to 
adopt a DOI, Waggoner 
said.

“I want to make sure 
we have maximum expo-
sure to the public and 
collect maximum feed-
back from the public 
prior to us adopting it 
and then saying, ‘Hey we 
just did this,’” said Place 
5 Board Member Jim 
MacKay.

If the Board decides 
to move forward with 
the committee at their 
Dec. 7 meeting, the study 
will begin on Dec. 16. 
The DOI Plan will then 
be sent to the Commis-

sioner of Education on 
Jan. 12 and be available 
to the public online for 
30 days.

The board will hold a 
public hearing and vote 
on adopting the DOI on 
Feb. 15, according to 
meeting documents.

At least 651 districts 
have become Districts of 
Innovation since 2015.

crowding at Plain Elemen-
tary School in Leander.

Demographers esti-
mate there will be 1,084 
students in the Plain Ele-
mentary attendance zone 
in Oct. 2018. Addressing 
the overcrowding of the 
school is the first priority 
in the district’s long term 
plan, said Stacey Tepera, 
data manager for Popula-
tion and Survey Analysts, 
or PASA.

“The acceleration of 
population in Larkspur 
we’ve seen has been re-
markable,” Tepera said. 
“In September, there were 
97 homes under con-
struction in the subdivi-
sion.”

The school in Lark-
spur may potentially 
serve nearby subdivisions 
such as Summerlyn West, 
Bryson, Orchard Ridge, 
said Pat Guseman, chief 
demographer for PASA.

To save approximately 
$300,000, the district will 

be following designs that 
closely resemble Akin 
Elementary, with a few 
tweaks, district officials 
said. 

“When we project 
growth, we have to define 
a geographic area and say 
we project this many stu-
dents to live in this area 
and this is how it might 
relate to the capacity of 
a school,” Tepera said. 
“However, no decisions 
have been made about 
any attendance zones, 
and no decisions have 
been made about where 
your child will go to 
school.”

Five schools in four 
years

Based on moderate 
growth projections, LISD 
expects to continue add-
ing more than 1,000 new 
students per year for the 
next 10 years. The rapid 
growth raises the possi-
bility of needing five new 

schools in four years be-
tween 2019 and 2023.

According to the an-
nual demographer’s re-
port, home builders have 
built on 73 percent of the 
district’s available land 
for new single-family and 
multi-family units. This 
does not include an ex-
pected 45,889 new units 
between now and 2027.

“Elementary school 
No. 28 could be fully uti-
lized in 2020 as we get 
closer on,” Tepera said.

Estimated growth will 
be highest in the northern 
part of the district and 
along the Ronald Reagan 
Boulevard corridor be-
tween Journey Boulevard 
and FM 2243.

“We’re grateful LISD 
got its bond passed,” 
Guseman said. “Because 
you’re going to see that 
growth marching forward 
and it will be important 
to have the monies to ac-
commodate this growth.”

AUSTIN — Gov. Greg 
Abbott on Nov. 20 extend-
ed the disaster declaration 
for counties affected by 
Hurricane Harvey. 

Some 60 counties are 
included and they will 
continue to be eligible for 
assistance as they recover 
and rebuild.

“The most important 
message I want to send to 
the victims of this storm is 
that they are not alone as 
they continue to recover 
from this storm. While we 
still have a long way to go 
to return to a new normal, 
I have no doubt that Tex-
as will eventually emerge 
from this disaster stron-

ger than ever before,” Ab-
bott said.

Declarations must be 
renewed every 30 days for 
assistance to remain avail-
able. Gov. Abbott said he 
would continue to renew 
them as needed through-
out the recovery process.

Counties covered in the 
disaster declaration in-
clude: Angelina, Aransas, 
Atascosa, Austin, Bastrop, 
Bee, Bexar, Brazoria, Bra-

Aid request is granted
On Nov. 17 Abbott an-

nounced that the Federal 
Emergency Management 
Agency granted his request 
to extend the deadline to 
Jan. 16 for Transitional 
Sheltering Assistance for 
victims of Hurricane Har-
vey. Nearly 17,000 fami-
lies are receiving this form 
of assistance, which is in-
tended to help those who 
have been unable to return 
to their homes find short-
term shelter in hotels or 
other temporary housing 
locations. Abbott said he 
remains “committed to 
doing everything possible 
to get these families back 
under their own roofs.”

HUD funds committ ed
In other hurricane-re-

covery news, the U.S. De-
partment of Housing and 
Urban Development on 
Nov. 17 awarded $5 bil-
lion through a community 
development block grant 
program supporting the 
repair of damaged homes, 
businesses and critical in-
frastructure. 

HUD Secretary Ben Car-
son said the agency would 
work with Abbott and his 
staff  “to do whatever is 
needed to rebuild dam-
aged homes and to restore 
shuttered businesses in 
some of the hardest-hit ar-
eas of the State.”

U.S. Sens. John Cornyn 
and Ted Cruz acknowl-
edged the importance of 
federal disaster aid to 
Texans who are continu-
ing to suffer as a result 

of Hurricane Harvey and 
expressed support for the 
programs. 

In September, President 
Trump signed legislation 
securing $7.4 billion in 
funding for Harvey and 
major disasters, such as 
Hurricane Irma (Florida), 
Hurricane Maria (Puerto 
Rico) and the California 
wildfires.

Court blocks new law
Austin U.S. District 

Judge Lee Yeakel, in a Nov. 
22 ruling, granted perma-
nent injunctive relief to 
abortion providers who 
have been trying to pre-
vent enforcement of a law 
passed last spring by the 
Texas Legislature.

The law would require 
a provider to perform an 
additional procedure to 
ensure fetal demise be-
fore continuing a dilation 

and evacuation abortion. 
Yeakel, in finding for the 
plaintiffs, said the addi-
tional procedure, which 
involves a lethal injection 
to a fetus in the second tri-
mester, would be invasive, 
risky and medically unnec-
essary.

Texas Attorney General 
Ken Paxton said the state 
would fight the injunction 
in the U.S. Court of Ap-
peals for the Fifth Circuit.

Job growth conti nues
The Texas Workforce 

Commission on Nov. 17 
reported that the state’s 
economy added 71,500 
seasonally adjusted non-
farm jobs in October 
while annual employment 
growth was 2.6 percent 
for the month, marking 90 
consecutive months of an-
nual growth.

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Property owners 
deserve tax relief

Onward Christian soldiers: Jim Bakker’s War

I
magine working hard 
all your life, buying 
the home you always 

wanted and living in a 
friendly neighborhood. 
That’s the American 
Dream! 

But today, too many 
Texans are in danger of 
losing their homes be-
cause of rising property 
taxes. Too many seniors 
are watching their prop-
erty tax bills rise, while 
their retirement income 
stays the same. No Texan 
should have to sell their 
home because the gov-
ernment keeps raising 
property taxes each year.

I believe that home-
owners deserve property 
tax relief. My wife and 
I are homeowners like 
many of you. We are sub-
ject to the same taxation 
and have experienced 
annual increases in our 
property tax bill. Even 
while the school district, 
city and the county hold 
their tax rates steady, or 
even cut their tax rates, 
our property tax bill goes 
up. 

Between 2014 and 
2017 my property tax bill 
has increased more than 
43 percent. I believe that 
reform is needed to pre-
vent people from being 
taxed out of their homes.

The majority of Tex-
ans also want stricter 
limits placed on local 
government’s ability to 
increase taxes. This past 
session I voted in favor of 
a bill to slow the growth 
of property taxes.

Disagreements be-
tween House and Senate 
negotiators resulted in 
failure of the bill. This 
was a missed opportuni-
ty and to me it is a major 
disappointment. I remain 
committed to working 
with my colleagues in the 
House and the Senate to 
reach an agreement that 
helps homeowners with 
their property taxes. 

Under current law if 
a city, school district or 
county raises taxes more 
than 8 percent, the cit-
izens can petition for a 
rollback election to ei-
ther approve the new tax 
rate or “rollback” the tax 
rate to the existing rate. 
A tax increase of 10 per-
cent would result in an 
automatic election. 

The House passed a 
bill requiring an auto-
matic election if a local 
tax increase is 6 percent. 
When the bill was on the 

House floor I voted in 
favor of an amendment 
to lower that amount to 
4 percent. The amend-
ment did not pass and 
the final version of the 
House bill, which I also 
voted for, remained at 6 
percent. When the Senate 
passed their version of 
the bill they voted for a 
4 percent automatic elec-
tion.

What would you rec-
ommend if the Senate 
bill said 4 percent and 
the House bill said 6 per-
cent? Do you think offer-
ing the body the chance 
to vote on a 5 percent 
limit would be a good 
compromise? I certainly 
believe it would be ac-
ceptable, but it was not 
to be. The negotiators in 
the two chambers were 
not able to reach a com-
promise. I never got a 
chance to vote on a com-
promise bill. Due to the 
deadlock the bill did not 
pass.

The failure of the bill 
left homeowners with-
out a new mechanism to 
keep local property taxes 
in check. It is true that 
neither version of the 
bill would have reduced 
taxes, but it would have 
slowed the growth of 
property taxes.

I want to hold govern-
ment more accountable, 
so it taxes less, spends 
less, and does more to 
cut waste, fraud and 
abuse of taxpayer dol-
lars. The best place to 
start is through substan-
tial property tax relief 
that will allow families to 
afford their dream home 
now and in the future. 

Government has no 
right to tax Texas fam-
ilies out of the homes 
they worked their whole 
lives to buy. Government 
has no right to force se-
niors from their homes 
because of unending 
hikes in property taxes. 
I will make property tax 
reform priority number 
one in the next legisla-
tive session because our 
families, homes, neigh-
borhoods and quality of 
life are worth protecting.

vulnerable among us.”

We have now reached that mo-
ment when Christian preachers of 
every kind must stand up and de-
mand that those who claim to fol-
low The Christ actually follow The 
Christ. We cannot allow another 
American Civil War to commence 
being led by faux Christian leaders 
who preach hatred, exclusivity and 
war itself as a solution to anything.

You, the reader of this article 
and all the other publicity in this 
crisis, must take this seriously. Six 

weeks before the firing on 
Fort Sumter, no one had seri-
ously thought that a real war 
would occur. And then with-
out warning, America caught 
on fire.

As the convicted felon 
Jim Baker says, we are very 
close to a civil war. Our 
whole country is armed and 
dangerous. One match, one 
bullet, one mistake. Even 
one impeachment trial, and 
we are done. If we really 
claim to be Christians, then 
we must follow The Christ. 
At the very least we must 
seek peace with our Amer-
ican Brothers and Sisters. 
And we must act now.

Family — we all have it. The 
relatives we love and the relatives 
we avoid. Families can be small or 
big, natural or adoptive, and may 
include a plethora of different 
dynamics. Your family is a road 
map to your past, present and fu-
ture. And family is at the center 
of the new film “Coco” from the 
Disney and Pixar team.

Miguel (voiced by Anthony 
Gonzalez) has rhythm in his 
heart. His family, whom he loves 
dearly, has barred music from 
their house. He struggles to see 
how he fits in to this unit where 
he can’t follow his passion, es-
pecially when he finds out some 
of his inspiration may have origi-
nated with former music star Er-
nesto de la Cruz (Benjamin Bratt), 
a man who Miguel believes just 
might be his great-great-grandfa-
ther.

As they prepare to celebrate 
the Day of the Dead, the fami-
ly displays pictures of their de-
ceased relatives to invite them 
to cross to the living and be 
with them for this special day. 
Miguel wants to perform during 
his small town’s celebration, but 
when his abuelita (Renee Victor) 
destroys his secret instrument, 
he sets out to find a guitar to play 
in the square, never expecting 

his search would lead him to the 
Land of the Dead.

There, he meets the relatives 
whose pictures were displayed 
back home. But even these rel-
atives, now skeletons, won’t 
let him return home unless he 
gives up music. Miguel can think 
of only one person who might 
help him return home and ex-
press his musical talents: his 
great-great-grandfather. To help 
him navigate this new world, Mi-
guel enlists Héctor (Gael García 
Bernal), a stranger who is dying to 
have his picture put up at home 
so he can cross over one last time 
to see the love of his life. Can Mi-
guel and Héctor find the legend-
ary Ernesto de la Cruz, and will 
Miguel get home?

Visually, this is one of the most 
stunning animated offerings I 
have seen. From start to finish, I 
found myself captivated by the 
detail displayed in all the charac-
ters — both living and dead. This 
is a magnificently animated film.

The story, focusing on Miguel 
and his family, is heartwarming 
and poignant. Adults can relate 
to the familial relationships on-
screen. We cheer for Miguel but 
understand something must be 
driving the attitudes of his fami-
ly, and we long for a positive res-
olution that will satisfy everyone.

But — and you knew there was 

a “but” coming — where “Coco” 
falls a bit short is in its suitability 
for younger viewers. I don’t be-
lieve this film possesses the same 
magic of other Pixar offerings. 
The skeletons might be scary 
for younger viewers, and the 
concept of dealing with death is 
something many parents, rightly 
or wrongly, try to keep their chil-
dren from experiencing.

That said, “Coco” delivers a 
winner to older kids and adults, 
an underserved market in ani-
mated films. They will get a lot 
from the message of family that 

permeates every moment of this 
film.

I’m glad I didn’t write this re-
view immediately after seeing 
“Coco” as my thoughts on the 
film have turned warmer during 
my rumination. “Coco” has al-
lowed me to reminisce about my 
own family members who have 
passed from this life. I am bless-
ed to have known them. I won’t 
forget them, and I will make sure 
others won’t either. No matter the 
circumstance, family will see you 
through.

In just their second full sea-
son, the Glenn boys’ basketball 
team isn’t afraid to show off 
their swagger.

Athletes from across the 
LISD continue to sign on to 
play at the collegiate level. 

Three students from Le-
ander joined that growing 
list last week. Mason Mont-
gomery will play baseball at 
Texas Tech, Sarah Cano will 
swim at Illinois, and Pilar 
Gonzaba will play volleyball 
at Incarnate Word. 

“Going through it all 
is really stressful because 
you’ve got a bunch of 
schools calling you,” Mont-

gomery said. “You’ve got to 
take your time. In the end, 
Tech was just where I want-
ed to go. I felt a good con-
nection with the campus 
and the coaches.”

The trio joined 10 stu-
dents from Rouse, sev-
en from Cedar Park, and 
five from Vandegrift, who 
signed earlier in the week. 

The Lions baseball team 
finished last season 4-14 
in district play and Mont-
gomery was the team’s only 
first-team all-district selec-
tion. 

Texas Tech has been a 
perennial postseason play-
er in the last few seasons. 
The Red Raiders were the 
No. 1 seed in their region-
al bracket last year but 
were eliminated after three 
games, one year after ad-
vancing to the College 
World Series in 2016.

Vandy’s 
season 
ends 
in 2nd 
round

Vandegrift knew the running 
game was going be the differ-
ence against Cibolo Steele. 

The Knights outgunned the 
Vipers by 100 yards on the 
ground in a 36-18 win last Fri-
day afternoon at New Braunfels 
Canyon High School. 

It’s the second year in a row 
Vandegrift fell to Steele in the 
area round. 

“We just couldn’t make the 
last tackle because they’re so 
quick and so fast,” Vipers head 
coach Drew Sanders said. “We 
actually clogged the gaps up 
pretty good. Offensively, we 
missed several opportunities. 
It was partly playing Steele and 
partly our mistakes.”

Vandegrift capitalized 
on a pair of turnovers and a 
muffed Steele punt in the first 
half, scoring a touchdown and 
getting a long field goal. The 
Knights scored two touch-
downs in the final four minutes 
of the first half and the Vipers 
could never recover. 

Senior quarterback Justin 
Moore threw for 87 yards and 
a touchdown, a 5-yard pass to 
Bryson Brown early in the sec-
ond quarter. Senior receiver 
Justin Florence led the Vipers’ 
receiving corps with six catches 
for 55 yards. 

Moore finished his senior 
year with 2,546 yards and 25 
touchdowns. Senior Peyton Au-
sley was his leading receiver 
with 74 catches for 946 yards 
and 11 touchdowns, while Flor-

ence capped off his final 
year with the Vipers with 
687 yards and six scores. 

Junior running back 
Isaiah Smallwood rushed 
for 155 yards and one 
touchdown in Friday’s loss 
and finished the year with 
1,207 yards and 19 touch-
downs on the ground. 

“They had three DI guys 
in the (secondary) and we 
wanted to establish the 
run to open up the play 
action stuff underneath,” 
Sanders said. “We took 
shots every once in awhile, 
but weren’t as successful 
as we wanted to be. I don’t 
think we’re that far away 
from them.”

Moore threw his only 
interception on the first 
drive of the second half, 
and the Knights returned 
it for a touchdown. Small-
wood scored on the next 
drive to help cut the lead 
to 11 points. 

Reece Watson came 
down with a Vandegrift 
interception early in the 
fourth quarter, but the 
Vipers went three-and-out 
thanks in part to a 15-yard 
personal foul. 

Brady scored again with 
just over three minutes 
left to put the game out of 
reach. 

“It sure is disappoint-
ing when you talk to ev-

erybody at halftime and 
then go out and make a 
mistake like that,” Sanders 
said. “At the same time, we 
still came back and fought. 
We’ve had a hard time all 
year overcoming penalties 
(like that).”

Defensively, Vande-
grift is losing four of its 
top five tacklers via grad-

uation. Jonathan Roth led 
the team with 126 tackles, 
nine of which were for a 
loss, followed by Osora-
chukwu Ifesinachukwu 
(114, 14 sacks), Mark Pur-
vis (130, 6 TFL), and Cole 
Walther (73, 2 TFL).

This postseason mir-
rored last year for the 
Vipers. They started the 

playoffs with a come-
from-behind win against 
San Antonio Johnson in 
the first round before los-
ing to the Knights, who 
advanced to the state title 
game last season, in round 
two. 

Vandegrift isn’t getting 
any smaller, and figures to 
be a fixture in Class 6A for 

seasons to come. 
“We’re eventually going 

to break through and have 
6A success,” Sanders said. 
“Right now, we’re kind of 
stuck in the second round. 
I love the fight and the 
fire in the team. I’m so 
proud of the guys and I’m 
so proud to be the head 
coach at Vandegrift.”

again third round and we’re going 
to go really hard. You can’t under-
estimate any team. They’re athlet-
ic. It’s my senior year and I want to 
give everything I have. I don’t want 
to lose again, so I’m going really 
hard.”

The season changed for Cedar 
Park when quarterback Mak Sexton 
broke his leg during district play. 
Ryan Fiala stepped in and has been 
gaining confidence every week. In 
two playoff games, the junior has 
293 yards and four touchdowns. 

A trio of senior receivers — 
Brant McDonald, Payden Sawicki, 
and Carlos Woolery — have caught 
five touchdowns in the span.  

While the Sexton injury has af-
fected the offense, senior defen-
sive back Gunnar Chriswisser was 
injured in the same district game 
against Georgetown and has been 
out just as long. 

His absence has changed the 
look of the defense, but not the 
results. Magnolia averaged 39.9 
points per game while Ennis scored 
37.3 each time out. The Timber-
wolves held them to 20 and 14 

points, respectively. 
Chriswisser wasn’t able to play 

in the playoff game against Manvel 
last year, either, having done some 
major damage to his shoulder ear-
lier in the season. 

“It still hurt because seeing the 

faces of the seniors and juniors af-
ter lost, it was just devastating,” he 
said. “(This year has) been rough. 
Not getting to finishing my senior 
season again. God has a different 
plan for me and you’ve just got to 
accept it and move on.”

Montgomery said. “Obvi-
ously (I’m looking forward 
to) the baseball, but I’m 
looking forward to the col-
lege experience. I’m just 
going to enjoy it.”

Like Montgomery, Cano 
struggled with the decision 
on which school to choose.

Coach (Maegan Meynig) is 
my third coach now. She’s 
done a really awesome job 
of stepping in.”

Gonzaba remembers 
going to volleyball tourna-
ments and seeing represen-
tatives from all the colleges 
she emailed and getting 
nervous about not knowing 
whether they were watch-
ing her or someone else. 

The Cardinals volley-
ball team finished with an 
8-15 record, including a 7-9 
mark in Southland Confer-
ence play. Gonzaba said 
she chose Incarnate Word 
because the coaches and 
players felt like part of her 
family, much like what she 
experienced at Leander. 

“We have a good culture 
here,” she said. “You al-
ways support one another 
matter what sport you’re 
in. You have football and 
baseball and basketball 
here and everyone just 
kind of boots each other.”

The hustle and bustle of the 
often hectic holiday season can 
make it easy to overlook religion 
during this special time of year. 

Come the holidays, adherents 
of Judaism celebrate Chanukah 
while many Christians celebrate 
Christmas. Though different, the 
two holidays share some similar-
ities.

In celebration of Chanukah, 

families gather for an eight-day 
commemoration to honor the 
rededication of the Second Tem-
ple of Jerusalem and a miracle 
in which a small amount of oil 
illuminated a menorah for eight 
days. Perhaps because it falls 
during the holiday season, Cha-
nukah has become one of the 
most well-known Jewish celebra-
tions, even for those who do not 
adhere to the Jewish faith.

For devout Christians, Christ-
mas isn’t about eggnog and Santa 
Claus. Christmas (Christ’s Mass) 
is a celebration of the birth of 
Jesus Christ, who Christians be-
lieve is the son of God. Christmas 
is a day of great joy in the Chris-
tian faith because it marks the 
beginning of Jesus’ time on earth.

Both Chanukah and Christ-
mas, while joyous celebrations, 
are laced with solemnity. The 

Second Jewish 
Temple was 
desecrated by 
Greek-Syrians, 
who had erect-
ed an altar to 
Zeus and sacri-
ficed pigs with-
in its sacred 
walls. At this 
point in time, 
Jews had to 
practice their 

faith in secret, reading the Torah 
underground and using dreidels 
to simulate games and confuse 
Greek soldiers. However, the 
Jews, led by a small group of reb-
els known as 
the Macca-
bees, perse-
vered, mark-
ing the joy 
of Chanukah 
for years to 
come. 

The peri-
od leading 
up to Christ-
mas known 
as Advent is 
a time for repentance and prepa-
ration for the grace and mira-
cle of Jesus’ birth. According to 
Christianity.com, the word “ad-
vent” is derived from the Latin 
word “adventus,” meaning “com-
ing.”

 Advent is a time to both re-
flect on the past and look forward 
to the future. Much like Lent, Ad-
vent is intended to be a season of 
fasting, prayer and reaching out 

to God.
During the 

holiday sea-
son, houses 
of worship 
customarily 
host prayer 
sessions and 
special hol-
iday-related 
events. The 
faithful are 
encouraged 

to participate in these events in 
celebration of their faith.

Prayer can help remove dis-
tractions during the holiday sea-
son, helping individuals recon-
nect with the true meaning of the 
holiday season. 
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Advent is time for slowing down, prayer, preparation
T

his Sunday 
begins the 
four-week 

church season 
of Advent. Most 
Christians know 
what some of the other church 
seasons are — Christmas, Lent, 
Easter. But many don’t know 
much about Advent and Epipha-
ny. Because Advent is upon us, I 
want to remind the reader that it’s 
more than just a countdown to 
Christmas.

Author Eric Metaxas describes 
it this way: “For nearly two millen-
nia, Advent has been the season 
in which Christians reflect on the 
bookends of God’s redemptive 
acts in Christ: His Incarnation and 
His coming again in glory to judge 

the living and the 
dead.”

In a “Peanuts” 
cartoon strip, Char-
lie Brown says to 
Linus, “Life is just 

too much for me. I’ve been con-
fused from the day I was born. I 
think the whole trouble is that 
we’re thrown into life too fast. 
We’re not really prepared.” Linus 
asks, “What did you want . . . a 
chance to warm up first?”

The Advent season is sup-
posed to be our chance to warm 
up. It’s that time to prepare our 
hearts and homes for the birth 
of the Christ child (called the “In-
carnation”) as well as to reflect on 
His Second Coming. Yes, most of 
focus is on decorating, buying, 

and cooking — as we prepare for 
Christmas. But if we aren’t careful 
the time of preparation will be 
over and the big day will be here 
and it will be 
just another 
holiday. The 
gifts are open, 
paper is all over 
the floor, we’re 
stuffed from 
all the food and 
the TV is show-
ing something 
inane. Then all 
of a sudden that empty feeling 
will hit us. That Charlie Brown 
feeling of something missing, as 
if we were thrown into Christmas 
too fast. That’s when we’ll realize 
we needed time to warm up. 

The church set aside this four-
week pre-Christmas season as 
a time of spiritual preparation 
for both of Christ’s coming. It’s 

a time of quiet 
anticipation, of 
reflection and 
prayer. If Christ 
is going to come 
again into our 
hearts, there 
must be repen-
tance. Without 
r e p e n t a n c e , 
our hearts will 

be so full of worldly things that 
there will be ‘no room in the inn’ 
for Christ to be born again in our 
hearts.

The Anglican Book of Common 
Prayer has a short prayer that cap-

tures well the essence of Advent: 
“Almighty God, give us grace to 
cast away the works of darkness 
and put on the armor of light, now 
in the time of this life, in which 
your Son Jesus Christ came to vis-
it us in great humility; So that, at 
the last day, when he shall come 
again in his glorious majesty to 
judge the living and the dead, we 
may rise to the life immortal.”

St. Athanasius put it this way 
— “He became what we are that 
He might make us what He is.”

And I like the way another 
theologian put it. “Advent is the 
time to listen for footsteps ‑ you 
can’t hear footsteps when you’re 
running yourself.”

This Advent, slow down. Re-
flect. Pray. Repent.

I don’t always recognize Jesus

A 
minister pulled 
from his mail-
box an envelope 

with no return address 
containing an incendiary 
piece of “hate mail.” It 
was from a parishioner 
who catalogued all the 
pastor’s mistakes; de-
meaned his family; com-
pared him to other great 
pastors that had gone be-

fore him, and took issue 
with most every sermon 
he had ever preached.

It was unfortunate. 
Yes, ministers make mis-
takes. They are extremely 
human in spite of their 
collars, credentials, vest-
ments and stoles. But 
most pastors, priests, 
and rabbis do their best 
to honor their calling and 
help others. This particu-
lar letter-writer, however, 
had no such compassion.

It was the conclusion 
of the letter that I remem-
ber. It read, “I pray that 
you will come to know 
Jesus as I do, rather than 
just knowing Jesus like 
you do.” When you need 
an edge against your en-
emies, any angle will do  
— even Jesus.

For 2000 years Jesus 
has taken on the form re-
quired of him. The zeal-
ots of his time wanted 
him to be a violent rev-
olutionary. The legalists 
tried to make him a tra-
ditionalist. The anxious 
masses, and those clos-
est to him, attempted to 
make him a king. Jesus, 
of course, rebuffed all 
these efforts.

In fact, Jesus’ even-
tual crucifixion was due 
largely to the fact that 
he would not play by the 
rules. He would not be 
the kind of Messiah peo-
ple thought he should be. 
He would not fit into po-
litical, religious or social 
categories. We continue 
the tradition.

If needed, we will 
wrap Jesus in the red, 
white and blue and 
send him out before our 
armies waving the flag. 
We will use his words to 

strengthen our particu-
lar economic policies or 
to justify greed. We will 
explain away his hardest 
sayings in order to de-
fuse him, and even drop 
his name in the right cir-
cles if it will garner a few 
more votes in November.

The Jesus who walked 
the Palestinian hills of 
the first century was a 
far cry from these things. 
Certainly he would have 
shocked us. The cal-
loused hands of a car-
penter; the dark, olive 
skin of a Middle Eastern-
er; dirty feet, shaggy hair, 
and numbered among the 
poor and marginalized: 
He was nothing like the 
respectable, American, 
blue-eyed counterfeit we 
have been sold.

I admit I don’t al-
ways recognize Jesus. 
Just when I think I have 
him figured out, he does 
something crazy: Like 
command me to love my 
enemies; or tell me to do 
good to those who don’t 
deserve it. He challenges 
me to give away my pos-
sessions; to take sides 
with the vulnerable; or 
tells me to turn the other 
cheek.

Jesus might be subject 
to our individual inter-
pretations, but he is cer-
tainly not subject to own-
ership or being tamed. 
He runs roughshod over 
our preconceptions, over-
turns the established or-
der of our lives, surpris-
es us with fierce, wild, 
grace. And he invites us, 
not to cling to our opin-
ions about him, but to 
cling to him, and let our 
hearts follow where he 
leads.

F
ans of the CBS hit 
television show “The 
Big Bang Theory” may 

have learned that, in 2014, 
the five original cast mem-
bers renegotiated their sal-
aries to earn $1 million per 
episode. 

The original cast — 
largely male — includes 
Johnny Galecki, Jim Par-
sons, Simon Helberg, Kunal 
Nayyar, and Kaley Cuoco. 

Two actresses later joined 
the show, becoming main-
stays of the comedy. How-
ever, newcomers Mayim 
Bialik and Melissa Rauch 
haven’t earned nearly as 
much as their costars for 
years. Recently, the original 
actors  agreed to a pay cut 
so that Bialik and Rauch 
could earn more.

Unfortunately, the “Big 
Bang Theory” scenario 
is not an anomaly. Many 

women still earn less than 
their male counterparts.

Although the gender 
pay gap has been getting 
steadily smaller, women 
still earn roughly $.80 to 
every $1 earned by men in 
both the United States and 
Canada, according to the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics 
and Statistics Canada, re-
spectively. Women’s Policy 
Research says that, if cur-
rent trends continue, wom-

en will not match men in 
pay until 2059. 

Race and age also play 
a role in the pay dispari-
ty, with Asian American 
women earning around 90 
percent of what white men 
do, and Hispanic or Latina 
women earning about 54 
percent of what white men 
earn, according to a 2016 
report from The American 
Association of University 
Women. 
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P
am Waggoner, the Leander

I first became interested in the 
service to the school district be-
cause I had three small children 
coming into the district. I was the 
PTA president at Steiner Ranch 
Elementary and took it upon my-
self to attend the board meetings 
twice a month so I could learn 
about the district. I felt that the 
PTA needed to have a legislative 
arm to it and understand what 
was going on at the district lev-
el. After two years of attending 
meetings, an opening came up 
on the board. I had some people 
ask me to step up and run, and 
I thought of it as a great way to 
serve my school district.

Q 
You’ve been a leader 
for a lot of the or-
ganizations you are 

involved in, what motivated 
you to step up to those roles?

I think you have to have a 
passion for it, and people see 
that passion. I feel that educat-

ing our youth and being involved 
with these types of community 
programs are where you can have 
the greatest effect, the greatest 
influence. It’s something that has 
always been important to me, and 
the school board has been my av-
enue to do that and has allowed 
me to serve in leadership posi-
t i o n s in other 
areas of the

Q 
What is your vision for 
the Leander school dis-
trict?

Right now, we are focused on 
academics. We want to have sys-
tems and processes in place so 
students who want the highest 
level of academics can get it along 
with any CTE, Career and Tech-
nology Training, they want. 

Some of the challenges are 
that because we are such a large 
district and so diverse, it’s almost 
like trying to keep up with sever-
al districts in one. Often, we are 
facing several problems at once, 
where other districts may only 
have one. 

One challenge will be the 
growth that we are experiencing 
in the north, and making sure 
that schools are being built to 
keep up with that. Recently the 
community passed the bonds 
that will enable us to build and 
keep up with the growth, which 
will be very helpful. On the other 

side of that, we have areas that 
are built out. This gives us the op-
portunity to use existing building 
to do different things with other 
than have a traditional type of 

school, like having a school fo-
cused on fine arts or STEM, or 
having a school that is run more 
like a charter school but in the 
district. It’s exciting methods to 
think about and will give people 
the choice for their children to at-
tend the type of school that they 
want in the school district.

Q 
What has been the most 
rewarding part of the 
work you’re doing?

There’s so many aspects to 
that. You get into this kind of 
volunteer work because you tru-
ly want to make the lives of chil-
dren better. It’s been so gratifying 
to have been able to see children 
going through the system, includ-
ing my own, and go on to college 
or tech school, or some of them 
just come right out of school and 
start their own business and have 
been very successful. There’s a lot 
of time spent on issues, there’s 
always something going on that 
takes your attention off the main 
thing, which is our students, but 
at the end of the day the most re-
warding thing is watching these 
students get their education, hav-
ing doors open to them and pro-
viding them with opportunity.

against other teams (has changed),” said 
Sam Martin, junior. “Like how we go into 
the games. Last year we were scared going 
into the games. Now we’ve got more confi-
dence built up.”

Glenn opened before the 2016-17 
school year and included freshmen and 
sophomores from Leander and Rouse. The 
Grizzlies play in District 19-4A this season 
and will be Class 5A when schools realign 
before next year. 

Martin said he chose to come to Glenn 
over Rouse because he wanted to build 
something new and be a part of the first 
class.
