The Lord knows the widow at Zarephath
and is aware of her needs

There was a great drought in the land at the
time of Elijah’s visit to the widow at
Zarephath in 1 Kings. This story bears strong
testimony that God knows and loves each one
of his children, because it is obvious that God
is VERY aware of this widow and her needs.
Elijah had to travel way out of his way to get
to this woman. Zarephath was in the opposite
direction from where he was. Yet, she was
important enough to God that God com-
manded Elijah to go to her. One can only
imagine what her prayers must have been.
Maybe she had been praying for a miracle
and for deliverance from drought and from
her son’s death. Perhaps she didn't think her
prayers would be answered like they were.
The widow has faith to walk into the
unknown

It is important to know that the widow did
not know who Elijah was, and she did not
know that there would be more meal and oil
left over after she had fed him. She gave ALL
she had and put her trust in the Lord. She
went to the very edge of her faith, and God
sustained her by God’s hand. Sometimes we
reach what seems the very end of our limits,
the bottom of our barrel, calling upon all our
resources. And God provides the deliver-
ance.
The widow receives revelation from the
Lord and is faithful and obedient

After all that this woman goes through, her
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son gets sick and dies (v. 17). This seems to
be more than she can bear and she reaches her
breaking point. She says to Elijah "What
have I to do with you, O man of God? Are
you to come to me to call my sin to remem-
brance, and to slay my son?" We don’t know
the specific nature of her sin (maybe she is
simply recounting in general her past
wrongs). Despite her faith, she feels like
God has forsaken her and is punishing her.
Even Elijah asks God "Have you also brought
evil upon the widow with whom I sojourn, by
slaying her son?" After much pleading, Eli-
jah is able to bring her son back to life.

Even though she had witnessed a miracle of
God breathing new life into the child, and she
had been fed by the hand of the Lord, she still
has her moments of weakness and doubt.
But as the living child is given back over to
his mother she remembers her faith and the
mercy of the Lord and cries "Now by this I
know that you are a man of God, and that the
word of the Lord in my mouth is truth." God
does not leave her alone. Once again God
hears her prayers and provides deliverance
even when she thinks God has forsaken her
and there is no hope.

So, the lessons to be learned from this story
from 1 Kings are that:

-- Every day we are dependent on God for
our lives;

-- Whether we recognize it or not God sends
us manna from heaven each day we are alive;

-- We live by faith; and

-- God does not leave us alone. God hears
our prayers, and God answers them... often
in ways that we never imagined.

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Rector of West Concord
Bishop of Wall Street

Investigating West Concord’s history has led to discovering some fascinating stories.

At the top of the list, along with jazz musician, Doc Evans, is the story of William Wilkinson, who was the rector
of the Episcopal Church in West Concord in the early
1900s.

Recently I was skimming the October 3rd, 1935 edition of the West Concord Enterprise, celebrating the 50th
anniversary of West Concord’s founding. The following paragraph caught my eye as the editors provided a short
historical sketch for West Concord’s Episcopal Church completed in 1900. “For a period of many years the Reyv.
William Wilkinson conducted services both in Wyman Hall (West Concord’s Opera House before City Hall was
built in 1911) and in the church. Rev. Wilkinson later attained fame as the so-called Bishop of Wall Street where
he daily conducted services at noon at Wall Street, New York City.”

After reading that I had to know more. When I was a child West Concord’s Episcopal Church was the brown
church on Arnold Street. When it was built it had a large congregation. As the new Methodist, Baptist, Lutheran,
and Catholic churches were built, the number of Episcopal church members grew smaller. The Episcopal
Church’s last service was in 1966. In 1994 the church was completely torn down, but the roof was taken intact for
areplica church in the Little Log Pioneer Village near Hastings. Marilyn and Wes Miller, who had purchased the
parsonage and the church next to it, used many of the beautiful features of the church in their parsonage home. — — —
From the Altar Chair to stained glass windows, these touches made the Miller home unique. William Wilkinson, standing in the center, preaches on

Who was this unique man who was known as the “Bishop of Wall Street”? After reading about him, he looms Wall Street
almost “bigger than life” to me. Obituaries from the New York Times, The New Yorker magazine, and the Star
Tribune provide many insights about this unusual man. William was born in Yorkshire, England in 1848. His
father was a woolen weaver and William was apprenticed at the age of 10 to become a weaver as well. He
followed the trade for 20 years, and by studying at night, became a self-educated man. Even as a child William
was interested in religion and eventually wrote a series of articles about the dismantling of the Church of Ireland, a
big topic in British politics. His articles were so well received that influential members of the public
said this young man belonged in the pulpit, not at the loom. William prepared himself for the ministry and became
an Episcopal clergyman.

When William found himself in poor health, his doctors recommended that he go to the United States and live
somewhere out in the open. Minnesota qualified for that recommendation and he arrived in our state in 1882, first
working under well known Bishop Whipple and eventually becoming rector of St. Andrew’s Church in
Minneapolis.

He also for a time was chaplain of the Minnesota House of Representatives.

William’s tenure at Minnesota coincided with the great Hinckley fire. His obituary tells us that “he assisted in
the relief work among the victims and survivors, helping to conduct burial services for 418 of the dead, 113 in one
day.” On my desk next to me is a 500 page historic book I ordered from Amazon, written by William Wilkinson
and titled

“Memorials of the Minnesota Forest Fires in the Year 1894”. All who perished, known and unknown, are listed
in the book, as well as many accounts of survivors, photos, and how the people of Minnesota helped with relief William Wilkinson, right, conducts the Liberty Loan
work. I cannot imagine a more comprehensive account of what happened during the fires and after. Because of s . .

Rev. Wilkinson’s efforts in the Hinckley Fire aftermath, he was called to California in 1906 to render service Choir in 1918 at the time of the First World War
following the San Francisco earthquake.

The 1904 West Concord Enterprise tells about Rev. Wilkinson conducting confirmation services at St.
Matthew’s Episcopal Church in West Concord. It also mentions that he was a house guest of W.T. Schmidt, of the
First National Bank. W.T. was a prominent member of St. Matthew’s.

In 1905 the national general convention of the Episcopal church was held in Minneapolis. A delegate to the
convention was J.P. Morgan, one of the wealthiest and most powerful businessmen in the world at the time. After
hearing Rev. Wilkinson preach, he asked him to come to Wall Street and paid all his expenses for the first year.
Loosely affiliated with Trinity Church located at 89 Broadway, just opposite Wall Street in the financial district,
Rev. Wilkinson preached a noonday sermon every day, standing on
a box in the middle of a gathered crowd. It was said that J.P. Morgan always came to the window at Noon and
watched William preach to the people below. In 1912 Wilkinson preached one of the memorial services at Trinity
Church for John Jacob Astor IV who died with the Titanic when it sank.

There is no doubt that William Wilkinson made his mark on Wall Street. Upon his death in 1925 at age 78,
when he lay in state at the famous Trinity Church at the head of Wall Street, four thousand people passed through
the church to pay their respects. There were so many mourners that 12 special police officers were hired to keep
open the central aisle of the church so that the presiding church officers would have a way for their procession to
reach the front of the church. The Star Tribune reported that hundreds of Wall Street men and women missed their
lunches to give respect to Rev. Wilkinson. More than 20 honorary pallbearers included some of the most
distinguished men of Wall Street. Among them were the Chairman of the Board of the United States Steel
Corporation, the president of Metropolitan Life Insurance, the Vice-President of the New York Stock Exchange,
and a former governor of New York.

The New Yorker sorrowfully stated, “With the Bishop gone, New York has one less kindly face to cheer it. He
was a nice old man, filled to overflowing with the milk of human kindness, an Episcopalian more because he had
to be something than because he believed in one sect above all others. His was a congregation that gathered
together in the open not because of unity of creed but because of a common desire to consecrate a few minutes of
the busy day to thoughts of the higher things of life.”

A second funeral was held at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church in Minneapolis. The Bishop of Wall Street was laid St. Matthew’s Church, West Concord

to rest in beautiful Lakewood Cemetery in Minneapolis.

The first year the group raised $150,000 and
last year they reached $1 million. Over
$224,000 was paid out to over eighty separate
entities in the last year. The state is still the
largest beneficiary of the local charitable
gaming, raking in more than a third of the rev-
enue created.

The charitable gaming includes pull tabs, e-
tabs, bingo and raffles and they are located at
the Dodge Center Legion, Dodge Center
Country Club, Claremont Pub and J & H Bar
in Blooming Prairie. The funds raised are
used to support local causes that benefit the
towns and surrounding communities where it
is needed most.

In 2012 the state legislature allowed expan-
sion of features for e-tabs that made the gam-
ing more fun and greatly increased the players
use. This created growth in the charitable
gaming organizations which serve the small
rural communities. In the last year casino lob-
byists pushed the state legislature to eliminate
these features claiming they too closely imi-
tate the slot machines used at the casinos.
Local gaming organizations benefitted from
the improved e-tab game features, but found
that once the state collected out state funds to
pay off the stadium bond, St. Paul suddenly
wanted to change the rules again. Opponents
argue that forcing charitable gaming to return
to older technology is like requiring people
with smart phones to go back to flip phones.
This will make the gaming less popular and
less profitable, directly impacting the funding
for many local programs. This would amount
to millions of dollars less available to the
local community, while directly benefitting
the casinos.

Our elementary has been im-
plementing these strategies with the cur-
riculum that was purchased a couple of
years ago. Witnessing the progress of our
young readers is truly exciting. I feel
blessed to work in such an amazing school
district that provides a world class learning
experience.

Triton High School
College Opportunities

Triton High School Seniors Vinny Beauchamp, Alex Naze, Tristan Nelson

Each issue of this school year’s Triton
Times, I usually highlight Triton High
School’s concurrent course offerings avail-
able to our students. But this month, I would
instead like to focus on three senior gentle-
men who earned college credit by taking part
in the PSEO program (postsecondary enroll-
ment options). Similar to concurrent courses,
high school students who take PSEO courses
earn both high school and college credit. But
students must attend class at the college (or
online) in order to earn the credit, instead of
just coming to Triton to take concurrent
courses. Vinny Beauchamp, Alex Naze and
Tristan Nelson are the first Triton students to
complete the RCTC Welding Technology
Certificate in the fall semester of their senior
year and now go on to finish their high school
classes and earn their high school diploma at
graduation this spring. These three attended
RCTC full-time in the fall and completed six
college classes: Blueprint Reading, Process
Theory and Safety; Shielded Metal Arc Weld-
ing; Oxy-fuel Welding, Cutting and Braze
Welding; Gas Metal Arc Welding; Gas Tung-
sten Arc Welding; and a Welding Internship.
They earned a total of sixteen college credits
and completed the Welding Technology Cer-
tificate program—all at no cost to them.

I was able to get them to share a little bit
about their experience with me. When I asked
them why they decided to do the PSEO weld-
ing certificate program at RCTC they all im-
mediately said “Because it was free.” They
also enjoyed the increased amount of freedom
in their fall semester with having Fridays off
and only needing to report to RCTC and
worry about their college classes. They en-
joyed these classes because they were so
hands-on and of direct interest to them. All of
these classes transferred to the high school as
elective credits, which meant they got to
make great use of their electives required for
graduation.

Tristan also added that Paul Titus, the RCTC
welding instructor, is awesome. They all
agreed that they appreciated his teaching style

where he made it clear it was on them to get
their work done, but he would be there to help
when they needed it. Alternatively, they ad-
mitted the most challenging part of the pro-
gram was needing to drive to Rochester four
days a week to complete the courses and
along with that, having the gas money and re-
liable vehicle to make that happen. In fact,
when I asked them what they would tell other
students who are thinking about doing this
program, they focused on transportation, sug-
gesting that it’s helpful to carpool and make
sure at least one person has a car with decent
gas mileage. Vinny very definitively said,
“Do it. It’s free, it’s fun and you get a certifi-
cation.” Tristan added, “There is no nega-
tive.” Alex pointed out, “Besides the gas
money.” Clearly, they’ve also learned about
making wise decisions with their money!

I approached these three last spring about
doing this program and while they were in-
terested, they were also hesitant because I
was talking to them about going to college
full-time and that was not the path they had
planned. I asked them after completing this
program, “Did you ever think you would
have a college certificate before your high
school diploma?” The unanimous, emphatic
answer, “No.” “I didn’t think I’d even be in a
college,” added Vinny. Even though they
weren’t planning to attend college, they all
recognized that having the welding certificate
allows them to go straight into the workforce
and easily get a job with their certification.
They mentioned having more and better ca-
reer options as another helpful “side effect”
of this program. College-credited opportuni-
ties can truly be for all students, no matter
what path they are planning after high school.
I hope that all students consider all options
available to them, no matter their intended ca-
reer path after high school. ALL high school
students have the ability to earn college cred-
its and credentials that will always stick with
them, for free! If I haven’t convinced you,
take it from Vinny and Alex who ended with,
“Take the opportunity. You won’t regret
doing it.”

I soon realized that this required a
lot of travel and decided it would not be a
good fit for being away from the farm. A good
friend of mine who was currently in the
HVAC industry recommended checking out
the HVAC department at South Central Col-

lege in Mankato.

After the visit, I immediately knew this is
what I wanted to do and here I am. We offer
heating, cooling, plumbing, and water sys-
tems. water softeners, drinking systems,
etc.."

Nate took over for Brad Luiken in May of
2023. Brad was the original owner, and was
in business for over 35 years. Nate will be
taking over for Joe at Jandro Heating and Air
in February. Joe was in business for a long
time, and was looking to retire. He wanted
someone to take over his business. After
meeting with Joe, both Joe and Nate decided
it would be a good fit to combine both com-
panies, and that's how the two very success-
ful businesses became one. The business is
located in Faribault.

They have a 45 minute service radius.
Kenyon, Wanamingo, Zumbrota, and Pine Is-
land are included in their service area.

Do | Need to File a Tax Return This Year?

What are the IRS income tax filing requirements for retirees this tax
season? | didn’t file a tax return the past two years because my income
was below the filing threshold, but I got a part-time job late last year, so I'm
wondering if I'm required to file this year.

--Retired Worker

Dear Retired,

Whether or not you are required to file a federal income tax return this year will
depend on how much you earned last year (in 2023), as well as the source of the
income, your age and filing status.

Here’s a rundown of this tax season’s IRS tax filing requirement thresholds.

For most people, this is pretty straightforward. If your 2023 gross income -
which includes all taxable income, not counting your Social Security benefits,
unless you are married and filing separately - was below the threshold for your
filing status and age, you probably won’t have to file. But if it's over, you will.

Single: $13,850 ($15,700 if you’re 65 or older by Jan. 1, 2023).

Married filing jointly:$27,700 ($29,200 if you or your spouse is 65 or older; or
$30,700 if you’re both over 65).

Married filing separately: $5 at any age.

Head of household: $20,800 ($22,650 if 65 or older).

Qualifying surviving spouse: $27,700 ($29,200 if 65 or older).

To get a detailed breakdown on federal filing requirements, along with
information on taxable and nontaxable income, call the IRS at 800-829-3676 and
ask them to mail you a free copy of the “1040 and 1040-SR Instructions for Tax
Year 2023,” or you can see it online at IRS.gov/pub/irs-pdf/i1040gi.pdf.

Check Here Too

Be aware that there are other financial situations that can require you to file a
tax return, even if your gross income falls below the IRS filing requirements. For
example, if you earned more than $400 from self-employment in 2023, owe any
taxes on an IRA, Health Savings Account or an alternative minimum tax, or get
premium tax credits because you, your spouse or a dependent is enrolled in a
Health Insurance Marketplace plan, you’ll need to file.

You'll also need to file if you're receiving Social Security benefits, and one-half
of your benefits plus your other gross income and any tax-exempt interest
exceeds $25,000, or $32,000 if you’re married and filing jointly.

To figure all this out, the IRS offers an online tax tool that asks a series of
questions that will help you determine if you’re required to file, or if you should
file because you’re due a refund. It takes less than 15 minutes to complete.

You can access this tool at IRS.gov/Help/ITA - click on “Do | Need to File a Tax
Return?” Or you can get assistance over the phone by calling the IRS helpline at
800-829-1040.

Check Your State

Even if you’re not required to file a federal tax return this year, don’t assume
that you’re also excused from filing state income taxes. The rules for your state
might be very different. Check with your state tax agency before concluding that
you’re entirely in the clear. For links to state tax agencies see Taxadmin.org/fta-
members.

Tax Preparation Help

If you find that you do need to file a tax return this year, you can free file
through the IRS at IRS.gov/FreeFile if your 2023 adjusted gross income was
below $79,000.

Or, if you need some help, contact the Tax Counseling for the Elderly (or TCE)
program. Sponsored by the IRS, TCE provides free tax preparation and
counseling to middle and low-income taxpayers, age 60 and older. Call 800-
906-9887 or visit IRS .treasury.gov/freetaxprep to locate services near you.

You can also get tax preparation assistance through the AARP Foundation Tax-
Aide service. Call 888-227-7669 or visit AARP.org/findtaxhelp for more
information. You don’t have to be an AARP member to use this service.

Power Outages
and Why

and Minnesota native Terry Campbell.
Terry now splits his time between Min-
nesota when its warm here and Tennessee
when it’s cold here.

Power outages can be frequent in Western
Tennessee. Virtually everyone has a genera-
tor. I had a generator at the construction site
because I built for the first year without serv-
ice to the address. I just always keep it fu-
eled up and plenty of gas in reserve.
Windstorms or tornadoes seem to happen
about 12 months out of the year down here.

We have had a number of close calls with
windstorms but they always just missed us.
One night about five years ago, we had just
arrived at out cabin in Big Sandy to do some
maintenance. [ hadn’t even got the tools out
of the truck when the rain struck. It usually
rains with a vengeance, and wind. We re-
treated to the house and shortly after the
power went out. When the storm passed, we

headed back home, only to find a big tree
over the road, blocking our path.

In 2020 we went to Nashville on March
2nd to see Collective Soul at the Ryman.
After the concert we discussed stopping at
one of the restaurants on Broadway for
dessert but decided to head home. On the
drive home I could see an angry lightning
storm behind us. When we turned on the
news at home, we saw that a tornado had
struck about two blocks from the concert
venue we attended.

Three years ago, while we still lived on the
Cumberland River and had just started build-
ing our new house on the Tennessee River, a
big storm came through. The tornado passed
within a mile of our home under construc-
tion, jumped the river and tore up a path
heading east, destroying homes within in a
couple miles of where we lived twenty miles
away. We were in Minnesota at the time and
were quite surprised at the devastation when
we returned. I recall driving down Cypress
Road and observing the trees flattened out
across the landscape, thinking I was going to
be cleaning up debris instead of building a
house.

Last winter we were in the yard putting
chairs away because wind gusts were fore-
cast within the hour. We stood and watched
as one tree toppled over in the woods across
the road. Then we heard a crash about a
quarter mile down the road. We could see the
power line on the ground and knew what the
outcome would be. I pulled the generator up
from the garage and plugged it in and fired it
up.

So, this December when I arrived, I had to
reset all the digital clocks in the house. It is
just a fact of life. I had only been home one

day, when the following evening the lights
flickered and went off. After lighting a cou-
ple candles, I decided to go to bed rather than
start the generator. I woke up a couple hours
later and the power was back on. The next
day I was talking to my neighbor Harry, who
lives about a mile down the road. Since there
was no wind that night, we supposed it was
one of the local boys with too much beer and
too little common sense behind the wheel of
his pickup who had run into a power pole
somewhere.

A couple days later I was walking my dog
and I stopped to visit with my neighbor, the
mayor. Before he retired, he was the mayor

in Pulaski, Tennessee, so everyone calls him
the mayor. He asked me if I saw what caused
the electrical outage. He had the pictures on
his phone. He was coming home that Friday
evening and a guy had just hit a power pole
in the ditch. It sheared off the pole and he
continued down the ditch a hundred yards
before crashing into a house and the vehicle
was lodged in the living room. All that was
visible was the rear end of the car framed by
the red bricks of the house. Was a Friday
night so I guess one could expect it. The
funny part of all these intoxicated mishaps is
that after living in Stewart County for five
years I learned it was a dry county.
