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Motorcyclist dies
following Sunday
afternoon crash

A motorcyclist from Durango died
following a crash Sunday afternoon,
Aug. 18, according to the Pagosa
Springs Police Department.

“The Pagosa Springs Police De-
partment is deeply saddened to
report a fatal motorcycle accident
that occurred yesterday ... on High-
way 160 at Talisman Drive,” a press
release from Police Chief William
Rockensock states.

According to the press release, at
approximately 2:36 p.m. on Sunday,
Aug. 18, a motorcycle driving west-

bound on U.S. 160 collided with a
vehicle that was making a U-turn on
U.S. 160 from Talisman Drive.

“Despite the immediate response
from emergency medical person-
nel, the motorcyclist, identified as
a 55-year-old male from Durango,
Colorado, was pronounced deceased
atthe scene,” the press release states.

Archuleta County Coroner Brad
Huntidentified the victim as 55-year-
old Robert Mason, of Durango.

The vehicle, a 2017 Buick, driven
by 63-year-old Carlos Gutierrez from
Evans, Colo., made a left U-turn
across the westbound lane of U.S.

Commissioners approve
county manager’s
employment agreement

The Archuleta County Board of
County Commissioners (BoCC)
unanimously approved the employ-
ment agreement with its new county
manager, Jack Harper, on Tuesday,
Aug. 20.

Harper was initially selected as the
interim county manager on May 14
and selected again as county man-
ager on Aug. 6.

During the Aug. 20 meeting, Com-
missioner Ronnie Maez asked if
county attorney Todd Weaver had
“vetted” the employment agreement.

Weaver indicated thathe had, and
that he had to update the format and
rewrite most of the agreement, noting
the previous document to be old and
outdated.

According to the employment
agreement, Harper will receive an
annual salary of $150,000, and is
entitled to a severance package if he
is terminated without cause.

“In the event the Employee’s em-
ployment is terminated without
cause, the Employee shall be entitled
to severance benefits - If Employee’s
employment is terminated without
cause by Employer, then Employer

CDOT outlines details for
upcoming reconstruction project

The Cone Zone Care Committee
— an extension of the Pagosa Springs
Main Street Advisory Board — and
the Colorado Department of Trans-
portation (CDOT) held an informa-
tional meeting on Tuesday, Aug. 19,
highlighting some more details in
regard to the upcoming reconstruc-
tion of U.S. 160 through downtown.

CDOT Regional Communications
Manager Lisa Schwantes and Pro-
gram Engineer Kevin Curry were in
attendance and provided informa-
tion on atimeline of the project, along
with other details that have been
worked out so far.

Schwantes began by explaining
that CDOT Region 5 covers an area
containing 15 counties throughout
the southwestern portion of the state.

“It’s quite a large area that we are
responsible for,” she said.

She noted that CDOT has hired a

project manager, RockSol Consult-
ing Group, that will be taking on the
consultant role for the project.

She went on to note specific dates
as to when the project will be put out
for contractors to bid, noting the proj-
ectwill be advertised starting Sept. 19
and will close on Oct. 17.

“That’ll give the opportunity for
contractors to bid on that project,
Schwantes explained.

She also noted that CDOT is an-
ticipating selecting a contractor by
mid-November, possibly sooner de-
pending on the bids received.

Schwantes explained that the
project will begin in the spring of
2025.

Later in the meeting, Curry further
explained that the contractor will be
allowed to start on March 17, 2025,
at the earliest, and the latest possible
start date will be April 14, 2025.

“So, it gives ‘em a small window
that they can get started,” Curry said,

Please, be caretful

Multiple times in recent weeks we've
had to report unpleasant news about
crashes where people were seriously hurt
or killed due to someone not exercising
enough caution and failing to obey the law.

We know of other serious crashes in the
area recently, as well, and see people driv-
ing aggressively often, following the person
in front of them closely, changing lanes
without signaling, flipping U-turns where
not allowed and more.

When we heard several hundred cyclists
would be passing through this week, it put
us even more on edge. We sincerely hope
everyone stays aware, drives carefully and
that we don’t have to report more bad
news during what should be a fun, though
demanding, tour of Southwest Colorado
for these cyclists.

We find ourselves hoping for safety on
the roads a lot these days as we see and
hear of more and more crashes and more
is added to the traffic mix.

The tourist seasons are, undoubtedly,
lengthening in Pagosa Country, bringing
more and more traffic at the same time that
Pagosa continues to grow.

School, with its increased traffic at
already-busy times of the day, is also start-
inglocally, with some already backin class
and others set to return on Sept. 3.

We also have to now take into account
that lane filtering is legal for motorcycles

in Colorado for at least the next few years.

It all makes driving more complicated,
and driving must demand our full attention
for us to get from point A to point B safely.

Asthe Colorado State Patrol (CSP) often
tells reporters in asking articles to use
“crash” instead of “accident,” “Crashes are
no accident — they are preventable.”

Be aware of what'’s around you while
driving — pedestrians, motorcycles, cy-
clists, animals or anything else. Buckle
up. Don’t drive distracted. Don’t drive
impaired. Follow the speed limit and re-
duce speed when conditions dictate. Do
all of those safety things we're told time
and time again.

While motorists need to be aware of
their surroundings and watch for pedes-
trians, it’s also important that we exercise
caution and share the responsibility when
we’re the pedestrians.

According to the CSP, Colorado hit a
record for pedestrian fatalities in 2023 with
153 people killed (foot and bicycle). That'’s
is an 18 percent increase over 2022.

“There is no question about who will
suffer the most in a collision between a
pedestrian and a vehicle,” stated Col. Mat-
thew C. Packard, chief of the CSP. “Whether
it'’s self-preservation or common sense,
pedestrians must be just as aware of their
surroundings as motorists are.”

Following are some safety tips from the

L.OOKING BACK

CSP and National Safety Council:

o Whenever possible, walk on the side-
walk; if no sidewalk is available, walk facing
traffic.

o Follow the rules of the road and obey
all traffic signs and signals.

« When available, cross streets at cross-
walks.

e Look left, right and left again before
crossing the street, making eye contact with
drivers of oncoming vehicles to make sure
they see you.

o Stay alert — avoid cellphone use and
wearing earbuds.

e Avoid alcohol and drug impairment
when walking or biking.

o At night, wear bright/or reflective
clothing or use a flashlight.

o Children younger than 10 should cross
the street with an adult.

According to Advancing Transportation
Safety — a statewide collaborative effortled
by a team of state and local agencies, advo-
cacy groups, academic institutions and pri-
vate entities — “6,799 people have lost their
lives and 35,539 people have been severely
injured on Colorado roadways since 2013

That includes 720 fatalities and 3,949
serious injuries in 2023.

It takes all of us to be safe on the road-
ways to help reduce those numbers.

Please, be careful.

100 years ago

Taken from SUN files of
August 22, 1924

The Masonic cornerstone laying of Pa-
gosa’s new school house will definitely take
place on Saturday afternoon, August 30th,
by the grand lodge of Colorado and will be
in charge of District Judge Jesse Wiley of
Del Norte, grand master of this state.

Mrs. Vivian Flaugh has recovered suf-
ficiently from poisoning to leave the Du-
rango hospital and will be able to return
home Sunday.

The rural schools of Archuleta county
have declared an increase of salaries for
teachers for the coming term, the increases
ranging from $10 to $25. Scarcely any
school will pay less than $100 per month,
the raise being necessary owing to the
short supply and heavy demand of certi-
fied teachers.

The new steel brace for the Piedra
bridge, to take the place of the one dam-
aged last week by a huge rock loosened
while blasting, is expected to arrive tomor-
row and will be put in position at once.

A 700-pound capacity churn is being
installed at the Pagosa creamery today.

75 years ago

Taken from SUN files of
August 19, 1949

The town board at a special meeting
Monday night of this week awarded the
contract for the water works improvement
which has been contemplated for some
time. Mr. Morrill of Delta was low bidder on
the labor and construction and Thompson
Pipe and Steel Co. of Denver received the
contract for furnishing the materials.

It is anticipated that work will start on
this important project as soon as materials
are on the ground and will be completed
prior to the first of the year. The contract
calls for the construction of an infiltration
gallery, a new pump house, an additional
line to the reservoir and other miscella-
neous items.

With the installation of the filtering
equipment the town water supply will be
much purer and the filters should eliminate
the muddy water that has been prevalent
in the spring and fall.

Mr. Ben K. Lynch last week purchased
a new ambulance for service in connec-
tion with his business. The car is a Kaiser
and will give the community an excellent
ambulance. Mr. Lynch had heretofore used
his hearse which was slower than the new
ambulance.

I just finished reading Project
2025’s chapter on the Department
of Veterans Affairs and two words

were being created in the Iraq war.
The 2025 Project uses the backlog of
claims and appointments to bolster
their claim that government doesn’t
work. Thankfully, President Biden’s
administration has increased the VA
budget 9.8% for an increase of over
$30 billion for health care, benefits
and National Cemeteries. Plus an
increase of $41.8B or 21.6% for 2024
benefit programs, such as compensa-
tion and pensions, readjustment ben-
efits, housing and insurance and just
this year, benefits for toxic exposure.

Here are a few more Republican
VA plans in 2025. Increase the num-
ber of patients seen by each physi-
cian by decreasing time spent with
them. Recruit retired physicians (ha,
that’s a good one). Outsource benefit
decisions to the private sector (think
private insurance). Hire private com-
panies to perform disability medical
exams (again think private insur-
ance). Increase automation to pro-
cess claims with private contractors
and the use of AI (more talking to a
robot). Removing all Senior Manage-
ment on day one to ensure political
control. Fire all civil servants who will
not sign a loyalty oath, just as Trump
installed political hacks and yes men
instead of relying on experts, doctors
and scientists.

VA patients are a unique popula-
tion that in many cases require long
term and specialized treatment. It
has been shown the the VA hospitals
continuously out perform the private
sector in the delivery of those services
and at alower cost. Privatization only
increases costs by transferring money
from healthcare to CEOs’ and inves-
tor’s pockets.

Other cuts proposed in Project

Dear Editor:

The County Commissioners have
a fiduciary duty to manage taxpayer
money wisely and seek cost-effective
solutions to County challenges. One
pressing issue is the need to relocate
the County’s administrative staff
within the next three years. The cur-
rent proposal—to purchase a five-
acre lot on South Pagosa Blvd. for
$2.178 million and construct a new
Administration building—seems to
be an excessive and expensive solu-
tion, potentially leading to a long-
term debt of up to $20 million.

A more prudent approach would
be to purchase and remodel an exist-
ing building. This could be achieved
within the three-year timeframe and
might be funded using the County’s
existing reserve funds, avoiding ad-
ditional taxpayer debt. Such a strat-
egy would also provide the County
with more time to plan for future
expansion needs. Furthermore, non-
taxpayer funding options, like grants,
could help cover future costs, and the
remodeled property could be sold if
it becomes surplus.

Even if the County opts for new
construction, less expensive parcels
are available near or within Harman

noting that the contract has 324 work-
ing days.

Curry also explained that the con-
tractor will have a working day con-
tract, which will include penalties for
going over.

Schwantes went on to explain that
CDOT has hired a third-party public
information team, Trulove Strategic
Communications, that will be re-
sponsible for distributing informa-
tion relating to the project.

Trulove Strategic Communica-
tions was represented in the meeting
by Tracey Trulove, who indicated that
she formerly served as the communi-
cations director for CDOT Region 3
and was responsible for leading the
Grand Avenue Bridge construction
project in Glenwood Springs that
occurred in 2016 and 2017.

Schwantes indicated that Trulove
has already been tasked with creating
a project hotline, email and website.

Trulove indicated those resources
should be ready in time for the Cone
Zone’s next informational meeting
scheduled for Sept. 16.

Schwantes explained that typically
the contractor selected is responsible
for putting together a public informa-
tion team.

“We did this differently this time,’
she said, adding the “hope is for more
control on how that’s taken care of”

Curry went on to explain that “it’s
a long contract” due to the amount
of utility work that needs to be done
before any paving can occur.

He noted that the town has also
requested to have work done at the

will be instructed to alternate traffic
every 15 minutes, and that it may take
longer than that to actually be able to
drive through the construction zone.

However, Curry mentioned, “I
don’t think we’ll have anything go-
ing on for that length of time, to be
honest,” and that a situation like that
would need to be addressed imme-
diately.

Curry added that the project man-
ager will be notified if excessive back-
ups are occurring.

He further explained that access
to all businesses must be continuous
to pedestrian traffic.

“All of these things are in here
primarily for, one, safety for every-
body,” Curry said.

Curry also spoke about
phasing of the project
and that it “needs
fo take into account
the seasonal business
nature of the town:
June, July and August.”

He also noted that the contractor
will have to work with business and
property owners who have driveways
connecting to U.S. 160, and that the
contractor must maintain access to
at least some of the driveway space.

“We know Pagosa Springs gets
congested in the summertime,” he

said.

Curry also replied to a question in
regard to the winter shutdown, not-
ing that “construction evidence” will
be everywhere, but that two lanes of
traffic will be maintained.

Curry also spoke about concerns
of CDOT being able to cover the cost
differences compared to the previous
bid that was denied.

Henoted that CDOT hasbeen able
to “find budget” to cover the new
estimated cost of the project, “and,
surprisingly, it came out to what the
first bid was — imagine that.”

He also explained that once a
contractor submits a bid for the job,
“that’s his price,” and that contractors
take the market into account when
they submit a bid.

In response to a question about if
any of the restrictions that the local
business representatives came up
with made it into the contract, Curry
explained that all utility work is re-
quired to be completed before any
paving can be done.

He explained that part of the con-
tractor’s bid submission will outline
how they plan on completing the util-
ity work, but “we simply can’t dictate
where a contractor works when for
convenience,” adding thatlimitations
can only be put in place for safety or
congestion concerns.

He explained that anytime CDOT
tries to dictate a specific time frame
for pieces of the project, CDOT takes
on a risk of time and money.

He noted that CDOT did review
that option and found that it would
increase the total cost by one-third

tion project, but that CDOT’s traffic
and safety division is currently study-
ing that intersection.

The issue of parking was also
brought up with questions about
what is being done.

Main Street Advisory Board chair
Rick Holter explained that a task force
has been working on the issue and is
coming up with multiple solutions.

Curry added that there will be no
parking on the street due to safety
reasons, but that the overlook parking
lot will remain open.

One member asked if the new
pavement will be able to handle the
large volume of semis that come
through Pagosa.

Curry replied that the new pave-
ment will be 9.5-inch-thick concrete
and should be “more than enough”
to withstand heavy truckload traffic.

He mentioned that the utility work
will need to be completed before
any concrete can be placed, also ac-
knowledging a concern about having
geothermal lines replaced.

He mentioned that some of the
geothermal lines will need to be
replaced as part of the project, along
with water, sewer, electric and fiber
lines.

“I'think about every type of utility
you can think of is getting moved or
replaced,” he said.

In response to a question about if
businesses will be responsible for
relocating any private utility lines,
Pagosa Springs Community Devel-
opment Director James Dickhoff ex-
plained that the town is planning on
working with contractors to perform

Community Development Corporation awarded $20,000 grant

The Pagosa Springs Community
Development Corporation (PSCDC)
has been awarded $20,000 from
the Colorado Housing and Finance
Authority’s (CHFA’s) Direct Effect
Awards.

A press release from CHFA an-
nounced on July 31 that $1,362,000
would be donated to 104 nonprof-
it organizations around the state
through the program.

The press release explains that
award recipients include public
housing authorities, cities, counties
and local municipalities “whose
missions align with CHFA’'s work to
strengthen Colorado by investing in
affordable housing and community
development.”

According to CHFA, the grant
award “will help to build internal
capacity by hiring staff to assist with
grant execution and compliance.”

Housing update

Ataregular board meeting held by
the PSCDC on Wednesday, Aug. 14,
Executive Director Emily Lashbrooke
provided an update on the organiza-
tion’s current housing project.

Lashbrooke explained that the
Archuleta County Housing Author-
ity (ACHA) is stepping in to pro-
vide income verification and deed
monitoring services for the PSCDC’s
workforce housing development
in the Trails and Chris Mountain II
neighborhoods.

The PSCDC plans to build 45
homes over three years, with 10
homes set to be completed and avail-
able for qualified buyers to purchase
by the end of this year.

Lashbrooke went on to explain
that the agreement with the ACHA
requires the PSCDC to create a
memorandum of understanding
(MOU) outlining the ACHA’s role and
responsibilities.

“I'thought, ‘How bad could it be?”
Lashbrooke said in regard to the cost
ofhaving an MOU drafted, explaining
that ACHA asked for the PSCDC to

cover the costs.

She noted the total cost came out
to approximately $3,300, comment-
ing it is an unbudgeted expense for
the PSCDC.

PSCDC president Sherry Waner
commented, “Unfortunately, it’s
pushing the cost up for the home-
owners because we have to pass that
coston.”

Waner also noted that the ACHA
is charging individuals $200 for a
credit check and income verifica-
tion, which the PSCDC is requiring
in order to become an eligible buyer
for the program.

Lashbrooke noted that the ACHA
is not making any profit from that
charge and that a third party is per-
forming the credit check, which is
causing the $200 fee to be collected.

Lashbrooke also noted that she
does not understand the need for
an MOU “because this is the job the
housing authority should be doing,’
but that she understands “the value
of the document”

Lashbrooke noted the only thing
the ACHA will have to continuously
monitor on the deed restriction for
33 years is that the home is owner-
occupied.

Lashbrooke explained that the
recent award from CHFA may be
able to be used to cover the cost of
the MOU.

She also noted the MOU estab-
lishes a five-year time frame with the
option to renew.

Lashbrooke also briefed the board
on another unforeseen costs as-
sociated with the housing project,
explaining that the Pagosa Area Water
and Sanitation District (PAWSD) and
the Pagosa Lakes Property Owners
Association have holding fees for
water and sewer connections.

She explained that the holding fee
for 35 lots that the PSCDC received
from the county is about $9,000 per
year.

Lashbrooke noted that this was
not known when the lots were ini-
tially transferred.

“It keeps adding,” she said.

Waner commented on the topic,

highlighting a main reason why the
PSCDC first got involved with afford-
able housing projects.

“One of the biggest reasons we
were asked to tackle this project was
to, one, identify what the hurdles and
theroadblocks are,” she said. “There’s
probably an opportunity for a lot of
different organizations to come to-
gether to help remove those barriers
to entry for creating affordability in
housing.”

Board member Brooks Lindner
asked if PAWSD would be willing to
waive the holding fees.

“Because they waived our capital
investment fees, they are not willing
to waive the holding fees,” Lash-
brooke said, adding that the PLPOA
has to go to a vote for the fees to be
waived.

“That’s highly unlikely to pass for

us,” she said.

“This seems like one that would be
easy for them to waive,” Linder re-
plied, noting this is “just [a] stagnant
holding fee deal”

Lashbrooke also noted that
PAWSD would not be able to collect
this fee if the PSCDC were not doing
its housing project.

Lashbrooke mentioned that the
CHFA award mightbe able to be used
to cover the holding fee.

The PSCDCwill be holding its first
housing opportunity drawing today,
Aug. 22.

Atthe meeting, Lashbrooke noted
there are four eligible homebuyers
for this drawing. She noted that the
PSCDC will hold another drawing
in September and possibly one in
December or January 2025.

water. I don’t believe it is anything
toxic, but I'm not an expert on it.
It may subside as we get into some
cooler nights here in August, hope-
fully, but difficult to know for sure.

“I'think it may be possible to miti-
gate some of that issue with a man-
agement plan, but that would involve
getting the owners involved and
probably some level of funding, re-
search and development of a plan.
Could include things like lake aera-
tion or other means. Technically, the
water is owned by [the Pagosa Area
Water and Sanitation District], and
is primarily used to irrigate the golf
course under agreement. The lake
level fluctuates as irrigation is pulled
out, but then recharged via a pump-
ing system from nearby lakes.”

Janowski and Barns worked to fill
the lake to an appropriate flow level

and the smell subsided a great deal.

We will continue to have fluctua-
tions in the smell’s intensity, but we
are hoping it calms as the weather
changes. Lake water levels will con-
tinue to be monitored.

The lake will also be treated in
early spring to mitigate the smell
come watering time next summer.

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Change order for Light Plant Road project,
multiple chip seal projects approved by county

At a regular meeting held by the
Archuleta County Board of County
Commissioners (BoCC) on Aug. 20, the
board approved a change order in the
amount of $18,500 for the Light Plant
Road project currently taking place.

Earlier that day at a work session,
Public Works Director Michael Torres
explained that prior to milling on Light
PlantRoad, it was unknown that there
was astate 911 fiber line at the hairpin
turn headed east toward U.S. 84.

He noted the fiber line is owned by
Lumen, also known as CenturyLink.

“So, CenturyLink has been really
hard to geta hold of and get anything
done,” he said.

Once CenturyLink “finally” came
out to the site, it was determined that
it could take up to two months before
they could get a crew out to relocate
the fiber line, Torres explained.

He explained that he asked for an
alternative way to take care of the is-
sue and it was decided that PAP, the
selected contractor for the Light Plant
repaving project, would dig a trench
and have the line relocated.

Torres noted that the county will
seek reimbursement from Centu-
ryLink in the amount of $14,500 to
cover the cost of relocating the fiber
line.

He also noted that CenturyLink is
aware of this plan and that the county
will be seeking reimbursement.

Torres added that paving on Light
Plant Road began this week.

Also included in the change order

is $4,000 for “additional work to be
performed to reclean all roadside
ditches after a significant rain event,’
a document attached to the meeting
agenda states.

According to an email from Com-
munications Specialist Ashley Spring-
er, “Per Mike Torres, the project is still
on schedule to be completed by ‘the
end of August.”

Chip seal projects

At an Aug. 6 meeting, the BoCC
approved awarding the 2024 county
chip sealing project to A-1 Chipseal
at a cost of $846,324.

Earlier in the day, at the work ses-
sion, Torres explained that the project
would cover 10 miles of roads.

He indicated that the county re-
ceived two bids on the chip sealing
project, from PAP ata cost of $872,980
and from A-1 at a cost of $846,324.

A-1 is currently performing chip
sealing work in Pagosa Springs, Tor-
res stated, which meant that they
would be faster to mobilize, in addi-
tion to being the lowest bidder.

He stated that the chip sealing will
occur on roads where hot-in-place
recycling work occurred earlier in
the year, including sections of North
Pagosa Boulevard, South Pagosa Bou-
levard, Navajo Trail Drive and Hatcher
Circle.

Chip sealingwill also occur onroads
in the Lakewood Village area that were
treated with Enviroad paving products
in 2023, Torres stated, adding that Envi-
road would also be coming to the area
soon to perform repairs on these roads
prior to chip sealing.

He expressed hope that this would

improve these roads and make them
“nicer” since they currently “look like
agravel road”

Torres explained that the county
initially anticipated that the cost of the
chip sealing project would be about
$1.2 million and that he was working
with A-1 to potentially do additional
roads with the remaining funds since
the initial project is less expensive.

The group then briefly discussed
what roads might be selected for
work, with Torres explaining that he
plans to spend 80 percent of the bud-
geton larger projects and dedicate 20
percent to smaller roads that have not
received work in the past, including
areas that were previously chip sealed
but have deteriorated.

Commissioner Warren Brown
stated that the roads treated by En-
viroad in the Lakewood Village area
should still be under warranty and
commented that the county should
investigate charging Enviroad for a
portion of the cost of chip sealing
those roads since they have “failed
completely in many spots””

Torres stated that, from his discus-
sions with Enviroad and others, he be-
lieves that the intention of Kevin Pogue,
the previous public works director, was
to chip seal these roads, although he
was not sure why the Enviroad treat-
ment was applied if the roads would
ultimately be chip sealed.

In the future, he commented that
chip seal would be the county’s “best
bet” for the roads in the area.

Brown asked County Attorney Todd
Weaver to work with Torres to deter-
mine what legal options the county
would have to seek reimbursement for

the projects, adding that he feels the
county should be “made whole for that
substandard product that was applied.”

Weaver stated that he would look
into the contracts and the county’s
legal options.

Torres commented that the con-
tracts for the project were “kind of
vague!’

Commissioner Ronnie Maez ques-
tioned if there was a contract for the
work.

Torres confirmed there was.

Brown noted that the Enviroad
product began to fail soon after it
was applied.

At the Aug. 6 BoCC meeting, Tor-
res presented the bids and the com-
missioners unanimously voted to se-
lect A-1 for the project after indicating
that they had no further questions.

During the regular meeting held
by the BoCC on Aug. 20, the board
voted unanimously to approve an-
other chip seal projectin the amount
of $348,367, also awarded to A-1.

The roads for this project include
Fiesta Place, Enchanted Place, Day-
spring Place, Carefree Place, Butte
Drive and County Road 200.

Earlier in the day at a work session,
Torres explained that due to the way
the contract with Davis Engineering
reads, the additional roads were not
able tobeincluded in a change order,
but that a new project was created.

“These were all roads that were
chip sealed long ago,” Torres said,
explaining that the roads are currently
being milled and that chip sealing will
begin next week.

“200 needs it bad ... well they all
need it, but man,” Maez said.

Sheriff proposes updates to model traffic code, records retention schedule

The Archuleta County Board of
County Commissioners (BoCC) dis-
cussed the model traffic code and
the record retention schedule for the
Archuleta County Sheriff’s Office
(ACSO) with Sheriff Mike Le Roux at
its Aug. 6 work session.

Le Roux explained to the BoCC that
both proposals are intended to upgrade
things already in place for the ACSO.

In 2020, the county adopted the
2018 Model Traffic Code, Le Roux
stated, which he explained adapts
state statutes on traffic law into a for-
mat that is easier to reference and that
the county can adopt it, allowing any
revenue from traffic citations to come
back to the county instead of going to
the state.

The ACSO had about 6,500 calls for
service in 2018, Le Roux stated, while it
had about 13,000 in 2023.

He added that the county also had
492,000 people pass through in the
summer of 2023.

Le Roux explained that the 2024
Model Traffic Code has a significant
number of changes from the 2018
version, but that most of these relate
to punctuation or changes in state
statutes.

He stated that, in 2020, the county
omitted many portions of the traffic
code since they involved things that
were not available to the ACSO or not
relevant to the county, such as rules
around ski areas, vehicle ramps and
minimum standards for commercial
vehicles.

The ACSO did not have stafftrained
to enforce commercial vehicle statutes
but has now worked extensively with
the Colorado State Patrol (CSP) and
state port of entry staff to conduct ve-
hicle inspections and issue citations,
he explained.

By adding the rules for commercial
vehicles in the code, the county could
work more closely with the CSP to
inspect vehicles and ensure safety, Le
Roux commented, adding that this
would help prevent crashes involving
unsafe commercial vehicles.

He recommended that the county
adopt the entire model traffic code
instead of omitting portions to ensure
that the ACSO would have the maxi-
mum amount of enforcement tools
available to it.

He added that the 2024 Model Traf-
fic Code also has additional rules con-
cerning e-bikes and usage of phones
while driving.

Le Roux explained that code in-
cludes afee structure for fees to be paid
to the state and county, and that most
of these fees have remained the same,
although some have decreased.

He concluded by recommending
that the county adopt the 2024 code
to bring the county up to date and
give the ACSO more tools for traffic
enforcement.

The county would like to keep this
version of the traffic code for a “couple
of years” after this, Le Roux stated,
although potentially not for six years.

Commissioner Warren Brown
asked Le Roux, ifan ACSO deputy stops
a commercial vehicle and cites it for a
commercial vehicle violation, whether
the money from this citation presently
goesto the state instead of to the county
due to the county’s model traffic code
not including rules on commercial
vehicles.

Le Roux stated that is correct and
that many commercial vehicle viola-
tions involve large amounts of money.

Commissioner Ronnie Maez asked
if the ACSO could cite a commercial
vehicle for a safety violation.

Undersheriff Robert Hill explained
that the county could do this once ithas
adeputy trained in commercial vehicle

inspections.

Le Rouxadded thatthe ACSO works
in collaboration with the CSP currently,
with the CSP performing inspections
and then handing over the safety viola-
tions to the ACSO to report.

He explained that the training re-
quired to cite commercial vehicles
takes approximately six months and
is complex.

The ACSO used to have staff with
this training, but they no longer work
for the agency, Le Roux stated.

Maez asked if many counties in
Colorado have moved to the 2024
Model Traffic Code.

Le Roux stated that he is aware of
some counties that have switched to
the code, although he did not have an
exact count.

County Attorney Todd Weaver
added that such switches were dis-
cussed in a county attorney listserv he
isapartof.

Weaver stated that the traffic code
is similar to many building codes in that
itis not typically updated every year.

Le Roux commented that he does
not support “change for the sake of
change,” but that he feels the county
is becoming “outdated” and that he
would like to update the code more
frequentlyand to adopt the entire code.

He moved on to discuss records
retention, explaining that the ACSO
is looking at transitioning to the Colo-
rado State Archives records retention
schedule.

He stated that the ACSO has alarge
number of records that have been
kept during its transition for its former
offices in downtown Pagosa Springs
to its new location in Harman Park
and that state archives record reten-
tion schedule would provide a more
comprehensive system for determining
whether to dispose of or retain these
records compared to the current ACSO
record retention schedule.

He explained that the Archuleta
County treasurer, as well as the clerk
andrecorder, have adopted the Colora-
do State Archive retention schedule, as
have 29 sheriff’s offices across the state.

Shifting to the newrecord retention
schedule would allow the ACSO to re-
assess its old records and catalog new
ones in a more efficient manner, Le
Roux concluded.

Maez commented that the new
schedule would “probably be a better
way of doing business.”

Safe2Tell reports reach all-time high in 2023-2024 school year

As the 2023-2024 school year
draws to an official close, Safe2Tell
saw a significant surge in report vol-
ume, with a more than 25 percent in-
crease compared to the previous year.

The July monthly report, released
Tuesday, reveals a total of 28,218 re-
ports for the school year, the highest
ever in Safe2Tell’s history.

“Colorado’s students and com-
munities have demonstrated con-
stant vigilance, as evidenced by the
substantial increase in Safe2Tell
reports that the program received this
school year,” said Attorney General
Phil Weiser. “It’s never been harder

to be a young person, and we must
remain committed to our children’s
safety, mental health and well-being”

In July alone, Safe2Tell received
738 reports, a 17.5 percent increase
from June and a 50 percent rise
over July 2023. The most common
issues reported in July were suicide
(130), cyberbullying (38) and welfare
checks (36).

“This increase in reports reflects a
collective commitment to creating a
safer environment for every student,”
explained Safe2Tell Director Stacey
Jenkins. “We look forward to build-
ing on this progress in the upcoming
school year”

False reports make up 3.7 percent
of all reports submitted to the pro-

gram this year. False reports are those
that contain untrue information and
are submitted with the intent to harm,
injure or bully another person.

Safe2Tell’s anonymous reporting
platform played a crucial role in
protecting students’ safety this past
month:

o A report was received about a
student bullying another student
based on their appearance. School
teams notified the parents and will
take disciplinary action, monitoring
the situation when school resumes.

o Another report highlighted a
student using drugs and pressuring
others to do the same. School teams
are aware, and the dean and coun-
selor will meet with the student when

the fall semester begins.

Safe2Tell is a successful violence
intervention and prevention program
for students to anonymously report
threats to their own, and others)
safety. Safe2Tell is not an emergency
response unit nor mental health
counseling service provider; it is an
information pathway for distribut-
ing anonymous reports to local law
enforcement and school officials
required by state law.

To make a report, individuals can
call (877) 542-7233 from anywhere at
any time. Reports also can be made
at Safe2Tell.org, by texting S2TCO
to 738477 or through the Safe2Tell
mobile app, which is available on the
Apple App Store or Google Play.

All teachers who work in a school
district designated as rural or small
rural in the state of Colorado are
eligible. The grant can be used for
just about anything that positively
impacts students, whether it be a
classroom, materials or an outing to
expose students to something new,
a classroom kit of tech training tools,
or maybe an exciting new program
for the school/classroom.

The Nathan Yip Foundation’s mis-
sion is to empower Colorado stu-
dents, staff and schools in an effort
to address the educational and op-
portunity inequities that can exist
between rural and urban schools in
the state.

Teachers are encouraged to look
at these grants as a chance to pro-
vide opportunities/experiences for
students that might not be otherwise
be possible, either in the classroom
or in school-related extracurricular
activities.

What teachers can request funds
for is only limited by their innovation.

Funds must be used for anything
that will positively impact the stu-
dents/school/community. This could
include but is not limited to kits,
equipment, materials that are beyond
the scope of the district budget, trav-
eling/conferences (for teachers and/
or students), classroom supplies, etc.

In 2023, the Nathan Yip Founda-
tion funded 69 teacher grant re-
quests.

the grants funded in 2023 for some
examples of things that we fund.

In addition, the Nathan Yip Foun-

dation will be expanding the grant
program through an online platform
that gives Colorado residents an abil-
ity to help fund grants this year.

At the Nathan Yip Foundation’s
Mid-Autumn Festival on Sept. 22, more
than 350 people are expected to attend
as the fundraising drive for Colorado
Rural Teacher Grants kicks off.

Following the festival, a statewide,
online fundraising drive will take
place from Sept. 22 through Oct.

This
three-week virtual fundraiser is an
opportunity for schools, teachers,
and the general public to encourage
friends/family to support individual
teacher requests directly with a tax-
deductible donation.

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Archuleta County coalition awarded $125,000 grant

On Tuesday, Aug. 20, Gov. Jared
Polis, Colorado Parks and Wildlife
(CPW) and Great Outdoors Colorado
(GOCO) announced grant recipients
for the Outdoor Regional Partner-
ships Initiative establishing two new
partnerships in southwestern and
southeastern Colorado.

There are now 20 outdoor regional
partnerships covering about 75 per-
cent of the state. First launched in
2021, the initiative funds regional
coalitions that bring broad interests
together to ensure that Colorado’s
lands, waters and wildlife thrive while
also providing for equitable and qual-
ity outdoor recreation experiences.

“The collaborative energy behind
the Regional Partnerships Initiative
reflects the collaborative spirit of
Coloradans. These partnerships give
communities the opportunity to ex-

pand conversations around wildlife
management, sustainable recreation
and how we can protect our wild,
open spaces,” said Polis.

“We celebrate the most recent
grant recipients for the Outdoor
Regional Partnerships Initiative, a
cornerstone in our efforts to foster
sustainable outdoor recreation and
conservation across Colorado,” said
CPW Director Jeff Davis. “The suc-
cess of these partnerships reflects the
dedication of communities across
Colorado to steward their natural re-
sources and recreation opportunities.”

This grant cycle increases the
amount of money invested in outdoor
regional partnerships to $4.9 million,
with another round of grant funding
opening in the fall of 2024 for coalition
capacity and regional planning efforts.

Grantrecipients include six estab-
lished coalitions spanning the West-
ern Slope and central mountains, and
two emerging coalitions in the south-

How families can get ready for a new school year

Children will soon be trading in
summer games for the bells of school
as summer vacation gives way to the
start of a new academic year.

August through September is
prime back-to-school season, with
children all across the country stock-
ing their backpacks and shopping for
new school wardrobes.

There is more to getting ready for
the start of school than making sure
pencils are sharpened and tablets are
charged. Parents and children can
work together to ensure the transition
back to the classroom is as seamless
as possible.

Adjust sleep and wake
times

Summer vacation often means
letting loose of schedules for a while,
and that may translate into later-
than-normal bedtimes and rising a
little later in the morning.

Everyone in the household will
have to reacquaint themselves with
schedules that ensure kids get to
school on time.

A few weeks before the first day
of school, start incrementally going
to bed at an earlier time and start
waking up earlier each morning. Try
to plan out the increments so that by
the time the last few days of summer
vacation wind down, the family is on
target with a waking schedule that
mirrors the school schedule.

Acclimate to being
around people

Although summer vacation may

to 30 people their age. It may take a
transition period to get used to being
around a bunch of peers, so families
can visit places where there tend to be
crowds of kids, such as zoos, aquari-
ums, parks and trampoline centers.
These can be low-pressure locations
to dust off social skills.

Know the route or plan
for school transportation

Students may be driven indepen-
dently, ride the school bus, walk or
bike, or carpool with others to and
from school. Families can establish
plans so that getting to and from
schoolis not something kids need to
worry about.

Practice routes and timing, taking
into consideration that when schools
open there will be much more traffic.
Parents can reassure children that
there will be a learning curve, but all
of the kinks generally get worked out
during the first week.

Avoid ‘summer slide’

Most students don’t want to think
about studying, homework and test-
ing while on summer break, but it
can be beneficial to stay current on
some lessons.

Summer slide refers to the loss of
some of the learning achieved dur-
ing the previous school year over the
summer break.

Some experts say summer slide
is overstated, but it can’t hurt for
students to refresh their memories
on some math, science and language
arts concepts over break so that they
will be ready to hit the books when
the new school year begins.

Prep for school lunches

Children and adults can work
together to map out healthy eating
options for school lunch. School
lunches are built to be nutritionally
diverse and have options that even
picky eaters will like.

School is right around the corner,
and families should get ready for the
routine and needs that go with the
academic year as the first day draws
closer.

thoughts of hunting were frequent.
Two, newly wed, 19 year high school
sweethearts, were in a store in Wich-
ita, Kansas. I, being one of the two,
was looking, as most hunters do, at
the gun rack of the guns for sale. My
new bride came by and asked what
I was looking at. I said they have a
Winchester, model 12, feather lite,
12 gauge, modified barrel shot gun,
that is on sale for $67.50.

Skimping on sleep sets your brain up to
make bad decisions. It dulls activity in the
brain’s frontal lobe, the locus of decision-
making and impulse control.

So it’s a little like being drunk. You don’t
have the mental clarity to make good
decisions.

Plus, when you’re overtired, your brain’s reward centers rev up, looking for something that feels
good. So while you might be able to squash comfort food cravings when you’re well-rested, your
sleep-deprived brain may have trouble saying no to a second slice of cake.

We all gathered together on that
beautiful summer day to enjoy a
site visit to the farm and enjoy lunch
where all the beautiful produce is
grown for WIC and ASI clients.

During the visit, we had the op-
portunity to see all the beautiful gar-
dens and high tunnels growing with a
bounty of fresh, seasonal vegetables.
We also heard from Frederics and
Candalariahowtheymetseveral years
ago when Frederics moved his family
from the Front Range to Pagosa.

Kendall McAllister, a longtime
Pagosa resident, is responsible for
bringing this unlikely duo together,
and we couldn’t be more grateful
for all the magic they are creating
to support our local food system in
Archuleta County. In fact, this is the
first year that all the produce grown
at TerraWalk Farm is going directly to
residents of Archuleta County.

Participating clients of ASIreceive
a fresh, local organic produce box al-
ternating weeks throughout the grow-
ing season, which runs June 2 to Oct.
18. Clients pick up their bi-monthly
fresh produce boxes at the Pagosa
Senior Center. Clients receive a call
toremind them to pick up their boxes.

What'’s available this season?
Below is a sample list of vegetables
clients are receiving on a bi-monthly
basis:

Produce share 1: Spinach, rad-
ishes, garlic scapes, kale, parsley and
arugula.

Produce share 2: Lettuce, turnips,
baby beets, mustard greens and
greens mix #1.

Produce share 3: Spinach, radish,
summer squash, greens mix #2, basil,
kale and beets.

Produce share 4: Swiss chard,
mizuna, carrots, turnips, arugula,
summer squash and cucumber.

Produce shares 5-17: Greens of the
week (kale, arugula, greens mix, Swiss
chard, lettuce or Asian greens) and the
following options that are subject to
availability: tomatoes, carrots, turnips,
cucumber, onion, beets, eggplant,
summer squash, garlic and peppers
(sweet and hot).

Produce share 18: Lettuce, carrots,
tomatoes, cucumber, broccoli, leeks
and cilantro.

In addition to their weekly food,
clients also receive a quarterly news-
letter that includes simple, relevant
recipes, musings and photos of the
farm they are supporting.

ASI'would like to give a big shout-
out to our hardworking farmers who
make this program possible and all
the clients who are enjoying this
beautiful food. We would also like to

thank Nourish Colorado for funding
this year’s program. We hope to con-
tinue to offer this fantastic nutrition
program to our community for many
years to come.

Older adults can receive more than $2,000
in help paying Medicare Part B premiums

By Eileen Doherty
Colorado Gerontological Society

Hundreds of Coloradoans maybe
eligible for financial assistance with
Medicare Part B premiums of $174
per month.

Colorado’s Medicaid program is
responsible for paying Medicare Part
B premiums for those whose gross
income from all sources is less than
$1,992 a month for a single person
and $2,239 for a couple.

Individuals must have less than
$12,430 in resources, with couples
having less than $20,130. Resource
exemptions include a home, one car,
a term life insurance and an irrevo-
cable burial plan.

Individuals who participate in this
program are also exempt from the
Medicaid Estate Recovery program,
meaning that Medicaid cannot put a
lien on the home. Individuals cannot
be asked to sign a waiver that allows
the state to put a lien on their home
by the county department of human
services.

Very low-income individuals

qualify for the Qualified Medicare
Beneficiary Program, which pays the
Medicare Part B premium as well as
the Medicare Part A and B deduct-
ibles, the Part A and B co-pays, and
co-insurance. Those with a slightly
higher income qualify for the Special
Low Income Medicare Benefit or the
QI-1 program, which pays only the
Part B premium.

To qualify, you must apply either
online at Colorado PEAK at https://
co.colorado.gov/colorado-peak or
submit a paper application.

All individuals who are eligible
for financial assistance for Medicare
Part B are also eligible for Medicare
Part D assistance through the Low
Income Subsidy (LIS) or Extra Help
with prescription drug premiums,
as well as deductibles and co-pays
for prescriptions. To apply for LIS,
submit your application online at
Social Security or https://www.ssa.
gov/medicare/part-d-extra-help or
call the Social Security Administra-
tion at (800) 772-1213.
