Flowers noted that the range was 
constructed about two years ago 
and currently there are two covered 
shooting stations, along with a stor-
age container and a shed on the 
property.

Town hires financial advisor 
to navigate sewer system work

On Sept. 19, the Pagosa Springs 
Town Council approved a resolution 
to authorize the professional ser-
vices of a financial advisor to guide 
the town through the difficulties of 
financing large capital projects, such 
as the town’s needed sewer system 
improvements.

The council approved a profes-
sional services agreement with 
McLiney and Company, a Division 
of SAMCO Capital Markets Inc., to 
serve as the town’s financial advisor. 

According to an agenda document 
on the matter, Town Manager David 
Harris recommended McLiney and 

Company to the council after inter-
viewing two additional companies 
specializing in financial advisory for 
municipalities. 

Joey McLiney, who represented 
the firm at the meeting, said, “This is 
what I do. This is what my family has 
done since 1928.” 

McLiney’s main role will be to help 
the town financially navigate the 
overhaul and improvement of its 
sewer system, which is governed by 
the board of the Pagosa Springs Sani-
tation General Improvement District 
(PSSGID).

At the Oct. 1 meeting, McLiney 
recommended that the PSSGID move 
forward with a $4.5 million revenue

High temperatures persist 
as region waits for fall

Temperatures in Archuleta County 
are likely to continue hovering 10-15 
degrees above normal in the com-

Iron will: Paula Jo Miller 
conquers the Ironman 
and a chorus of doubts

Four years and nearly 10,000 miles before crossing the finish line of 
the Ironman triathlon on Sept. 8 in Madison, Wisc., Pagosa Springs’ Paula 
Jo Miller was sitting on the side of a mountain unable to stand.

Moments earlier, skiing with friends in Telluride, Colo., Miller’s skis 
had suddenly sunk in the snow while her knees “kept going,” and she 
heard a distinctive pop.

“It’s a pop you hear in your head,” Miller recalled.
Uncertain of the damage, she stood to test the knee but it collapsed, 

and that’s when she knew, “This is not good.”
Miller scooted herself down the mountain by inches, but she noted 

her mind was racing: “I don’t want to go through another knee surgery. I

100 years ago
Taken from SUN files of  

October 5, 1924
Drilling was resumed yesterday morn-

ing on the Montroy hot water well by I.H. 
Jones and J.P. Sisson. They had previously 
reached a depth of about 149 feet with a 
light flow of warm water, and only drilled a 
few minutes when they struck a heavy flow 
of hot artesian water at the 151-foot depth.

They continued drilling and at this writing 
have reached the 180-foot depth, while the 
flow of water has increased both in volume 
and pressure. Its temperature is about 121 
degrees Fahrenheit, but they will continue 
until the lower stratum of water has been 
reached, which carries the same temperature 
as the hot spring, or 153 degrees.

The unfortunate feature about the 
present strike of hot water is that it has 
considerably lessened the pressure of the 
Arlington well, with the result that the wa-
ter cannot be forced through the pipes suf-
ficiently for heating purposes, which also 
affects the Citizens bank, Hatcher Hdw. Co. 
store, New Light & Power Co. office and the 
Masonic lodge rooms, all of which receive 
their supply for heating from this well.

75 years ago
Taken from SUN files of  

September 30, 1949
The American Legion at its regular 

meeting on Thursday night of last week 
scheduled activities for the fall months and 
announced that the first of these activi-
ties open to the general public would be 
a bingo party which is to be held Friday, 
October 7. The Bingo party will be held at 
the Legion House in the town park and the 
public is cordially invited to attend.

The Legion will also hold a stag party at the 
Legion House on Armistice Day, Friday, No-
vember 11. This party is open to all of the men 
in this part of the county and a good time is 
assured all those who attend. The Legion is 
putting on these various affairs in order to 
raise the necessary funds to complete pay-
ing for their club house. They hope to make 
a nice profit on both of the above affairs and 
the public is promised a good time.

Paul A. Day, fireman, USN, of Pagosa 
Springs, is serving as a crew member 
aboard the attack transport USS George 
Clymer, which is participating this Fall in 
“Operation Miki”, a large-scale amphibious 
exercise in the Pacific.

50 years ago
Taken from SUN files of  

October 3, 1974
Dr. Randall Davis has opened his den-

tal practice in Pagosa Springs. Dr. Davis 
opened his office last week in a location 
between Harvey’s Motel and the bridge at 
the east edge of town.

The building occupied has been com-
pletely remodeled and redecorated inside 
and out. The interior is very tastefully deco-
rated in early day styles. The new dentist 
has all new equipment of the latest design, 
including x-ray equipment.

Dr. Davis and his wife, Cindy, came here 
early this spring to prepare for the opening 
of the practice. Slow delivery of equipment 
made it much later than expected. The 
equipment is now complete, however.

The weather here is pleasant, tempera-
tures are mild, skies are clear, fall colors are 
at their peak, and tourists are few. Mini-
mum temperature this past week was 20 
degrees, the day time highs have been near 
70 degrees, and it is very pleasant.

25 years ago
Taken from SUN files of  

September 30, 1999
August sales tax collections in Archuleta 

County this year totaled $443,258, an in-
crease of 28.8 percent over the collections 
for August of 1998.

Since Jan. 1, the county has taken in 
$2,650,484, an increase of 14.83 percent 
over year-to-date collections through Au-
gust of last year.

Sales taxes collected in Archuleta 
County are divided with the town of Pagosa 
Springs on a 50-50 basis. The county’s por-
tion is apportioned among its general fund, 
road and bridge fund, and road improve-
ment fund. So far this year, the general fund 
has received $530,097, the road and bridge 
fund $132,524, and the road improvement 
fund $110,815.

The town’s $1,325,242 share of this 
year’s collections is used for capital im-
provement projects. About 90 percent of 
the sales taxes are collected from busi-
nesses located within town boundaries.

One of the things that separates 
the human species from the rest of 
the animal kingdom is our ability to 
make choices.

County is at a crossroads and faced 
with a decision about our future. I am 
referring to the upcoming election 
for county commissioner between 
incumbent Warren Brown and his 
challenger, Wayne Hooper. On the 
one hand we have someone who has 
been in office and has a track record 
of dubious decisions verses a new 
candidate with a fresh approach.

I believe 
this commercial accurately descri-
ibes Wayne, and his background and 
experience point to good reasons to 

elect him.
I know Mr. Brown is popular, as I 

see his yard signs everywhere. How-
ever, he has some baggage that 
many people may not be aware of. 
Mr. Brown is the subject of an ethics 
complaint that was filed with the Col-
orado’s Independent Ethics Commis-
sion (IFC) in August 2023. This basis 
for this complaint was a change in the 
County Employee Handbook related 
to reimbursement of travel expenses 
that was misinterpreted. Both Brown 
and a former commissioner were 
reimbursed for use of their vehicles 
to and from work. The IFC regarded 
this complaint as nonfrivolous and 
proceeded with the inquiry. So far, 
the legal fees paid by taxpayer dollars 
are approximately $38,000. As of this 
writing, a year later, the complaint has 
not been adjudicated, so the final cost 
of this fiasco is unknown.

In addition, Mr. Brown was in-
volved in recommending the county 
purchase new payroll software, con-
trary to the recommendation of the 
Finance Director to update to the 
software being used at the time. This 
decision wasted even more taxpayer 
money, approximately $48,900. These 
decisions reflect poor judgement, in 
my opinion. We now have the oppor-
tunity to make a change - let’s take it.

Wayne Hooper taught ethics class-
es at the college level. He is well prac-
ticed in determining right from wrong. 
I have every confidence that any deci-
sion he makes will be well researched, 
well thought out, and ethical. I am 
convinced that Wayne is the right man 
for the job of County Commissioner 
representing District 1. Use the ability 
you have to choose wisely.

New mural project approved by town planning commission

On Sept. 24, the Pagosa Springs 
Planning Commission determined 
that a proposed mural project, 
planned for 511 San Juan St., which is 
home to the Bootlegger liquor store, 
qualifies as public art, rather than as 
a commercial advertising sign.

The determination was made 
after the commission motioned to 
require the owners to remove text 
of the business’s name as well as 
signage giving directions to the busi-
ness storefront.

Community Development Direc-
tor James Dickhoff told the planning 
commission that the mural would 
be installed on the “east side of the 
building, facing east,” and the art-
work aims to “beautify the back of 
the building.”

Dickhoff explained that the pur-
pose of the meeting was for the com-
mission to set a precedent about the 
“fine line” between public art and an 
advertising sign. 

“At what point does a mural be-
come a sign?” he asked the commis-
sioners.

He explained that if the commis-
sion decided that the artwork is a 
business sign, then it would need to 
abide by the town’s Land Use and 
Development Code (LUDC) rules 
for business signage, which allows 
for 75 square feet of business signage 
on a wall. 

But if it was deemed public art, 
then the entirety of the wall could be 
utilized for the mural, according to 

the LUDC. 
“We want to make sure that we 

don’t have a loophole that would 
allow businesses to use a mural in 
place of their sign without it being 
considered a sign for size allow-
ances,” Dickhoff said, thinking that 
“once you put the business name on 
that mural, it becomes a sign.”

“This would be one of the first 
murals out there, that I’m aware of, 
that would have some indication of 

what is being sold at the business,” 
he said. 

The commissioners faced two 
main choices — to approve the mural 
with the business name or approve 
it without the name — but Dickhoff 
also suggested that the commission 
could come up with its own decision 
outside of these two choices.

Mark Zeigler, representing the ap-
plicants at the meeting, said he would 
be “absolutely OK” with removing the 

Bootlegger text from the mural.
Planning commissioner David 

Pribble suggested that the language 
around signage and public art in the 
LUDC should be revisited when the 
code is updated. 

When a motion was made to ap-
prove the mural without the business 
signage and the directional arrow, 
it was passed unanimously by the 
commission.

Main Street board approves funds for promotional materials

With the Colorado Department of 
Transportation (CDOT) delaying the 
reconstruction project of U.S. 160 
through downtown Pagosa Springs 
until the spring of 2025, the Pagosa 
Springs Main Street Advisory Board 
has been left with excess funds in its 
budget for 2024.

During a meeting held by the 
board on Sept. 12, Main Street Coor-
dinator Kat McFadden explained that 
there were a couple of new items on 
the agenda under new business that 
consisted of purchasing additional 
promotional materials and improv-
ing the board’s website.

McFadden explained that the 
town and the Pagosa Springs Com-
munity Development Corporation 
each contribute half of her salary.

She noted the town has also pro-
vided the Main Street Advisory Board 
with funding.

“They also have generously given 
us $20,000 of programming funds,” 
McFadden said, explaining that 
the board has spent approximately 
$4,000.

Board president Rick Holter com-
mented, “We got money to spend, 
folks.”

“We definitely have some program 
funds to spend,” McFadden added.

She explained that the board an-
ticipated more expenses this year, 
with the CDOT reconstruction proj-
ect initially slated to begin this past 
spring.

After receiving just one bid on the 
project, which was over budget, 
CDOT decided to delay the project 
until spring of 2025.

During the meeting, McFadden 
mentioned that one thing of utmost 
importance is a website for the board 
to share information to the public 
about the reconstruction project.

McFadden stated that the board 
could pay $3,500, or less, to have a 
website designed and developed to 
meet its needs.

She noted that would not include 
hosting fees for the website.

McFadden explained that the 
Main Street board has positioned 
itself to be a central point of commu-
nication for all things CDOT relating 
to the reconstruction project.

“I think it’s really critical that we 
have that single point of contact for ev-
erybody to be able to easily find us and 
navigate from our page to any other 
resources they may want,” she said.

Board member Haz Said sug-
gested some other options the board 
could explore in getting a website 
developed.

He explained that the board is 
currently paying nothing for “bro-

chure-ware” through the town’s web-
site, noting the service is very basic.

“We need something more robust 
than that,” he said, adding that he is 
not sure he could support a proposal 
to increase expenses from zero to 
$3,500 for a website.

McFadden mentioned that $3,500 
would be the max, and that it is pos-
sible to get that cost down.

Said mentioned that unless the 
board would be supporting a local 
business in the town or county, “I 
really think we can do much less 
than that.”

He suggested the board could 
spend a couple thousand dollars on 
gift cards to support local business 
through promotional events.

“If we’re gonna go to Durango and 
spend up to $3,500, I have a real prob-
lem with it,” he said.

Pagosa Springs Mayor and Main 
Street board member Shari Pierce 
asked if the board had inquired with 
the town about options to host the 
board’s website.

McFadden indicated that she 
would look into it.

“We just need to see what the op-
tions are,” Pierce said, reminding 
that the Main Street board is under 
the town.

In order to spend the remaining 
funds available to the board, it also 
discussed purchasing promotional 
materials such as tents, an outdoor 
flag for events and a Main Street 
board tablecloth.

Holter indicated that the board 
could potentially carry more than 
$5,000 in its budget to the next fis-
cal year.

Pierce explained that she was not 
sure if the board had that option and 
she would need to see if “that’s really 
something we can do.”

McFadden also suggested the 
board can purchase hand warm-
ers for this year’s Old Fashioned 
Christmas event as a way to use the 
remaining funds.

She noted that, “As a result of all of 
these things combined, that pretty 
much puts us at budget in terms of 

expenses.” 
“And the carryover should allow 

us to do some more ambitious things 
for cone zone next year, which obvi-
ously is going to need to be a priority,” 
Holter added.

The board then unanimously ap-
proved a motion to purchase pro-
motional items in the amount of up 
to $8,000.

need to be active. I’m not good when 
I’m not mobile.” There was that time 
she’d been on crutches in the past, 
and it hadn’t gone well.

By the time she was aloft in a he-
licopter on her way to the emergency 
room, Miller’s worry and frustration 
were still there, but something else 
was, too.

It was warm and sweet, and Miller 
wrapped both arms around it.

“I just sat there with my arms 
around this sweet dog and talked 
to her,” Miller remembered of the 
moment. “I just said, ‘Thank you for 
being here.’ I needed someone to be 
with me.”

She didn’t know it then, but Mill-
er’s knack for summoning support 
and gratitude amid dire challenges 
would become her near-daily mis-
sion for the next four years, and one 
that would eventually propel her 
across the finish line at one of the 
sporting world’s most punishing 
physical tests.

‘I can’t do that’
Miller had experience fixing bro-

ken things.
She’d owned her own business as 

a consultant for fledgling nonprofits, 
stepping in as a temporary executive 
director to help turn things around. 

“That became my specialty over 
time,” she said.

So, when doctors told her she had 
torn her ACL and asked her to con-
sider surgery, Miller knew she would 
need a plan.

“I just go into problem-solving 
mode at that point,” she said. “I’m just 
thinking about what can I do and how 
can I get this done soon.”

She decided to forego surgery and 
rehabilitate her knee with the help 
of a physical therapist in Pagosa 
Springs. This was 2020, and as the 
pandemic of COVID-19 gradually 
shuttered the world, Miller wondered 
how to stay motivated through the 
isolation of lockdown.

Also on her mind was her 60th 
birthday, then four years away, and 
what she could do to celebrate the 
milestone.

One day while camping with her 
husband, Miller was reading a news 
article about an Ironman triathlon in 
Idaho when a familiar feeling began 
creeping in. 

It was doubt.
“The race sounded so challenging 

and like something I could absolutely 
never do,” she recalled. “My first 
thought was, ‘No. There’s definitely 
no way I can do an Ironman.’”

But for Miller, self-doubt was often 

ground for steely determination to 
grow. 

“Some people are really able to 
believe in themselves, like they can 
do anything,” she said. “And there’s 
a part of me that has a lot of confi-
dence, but there’s also a part of me 
that doesn’t believe in myself. I have 
to show myself that I can do it before 
I get the confidence.”

In her telling, Miller’s husband 
Lowell puts it more succinctly. 

“He totally gets me,” she said. “He 
always says, ‘If you want Paula to do 
something, tell her she’s not able 
to do it.’ Because I love being the 
underdog.”

Her instinct told her the Ironman 
was the right thing to do, despite all 
the reasons to say no. After all, she 
was 56 years old and nursing a torn 
ACL. She couldn’t swim a lap in the 
high school pool without pausing 
halfway, out of breath. She was asth-
matic and anxious.

And yet, a small, persistent voice 
inside kept saying, “Yes.”

So, for the next four years, with the 
help of a team that grew to include 
family, friends, local health practitio-
ners and her coach, Joanna Zeiger — 
herself a former world champion tri-
athlete — Miller quietly transformed 
her mind and body as she began 
training for the race of her life.

The long road to Madison
To complete an Ironman, Miller 

would need to swim 2.4 miles, cycle 
for 112 miles, and then run a mara-
thon — another 26.2 miles.

“It was daunting,” Miller recalled. 
So, she explained, she and her 

team set about building a training 
regimen that focused on consistency 
and small victories along the way.

While training, Miller completed 
almost 30 other races — itself a feat, 
but one that helped her manage 
expectations as she prepared for the 
Ironman in Madison.

By her count, Miller swam, biked 
and ran 9,916 miles preparing for 
the race — probably more — and 
though there were hard days, she felt 
the benefits of her training almost 
immediately.

Physically, she was stronger. She 
started feeling more confident, too, 
and noticed that the little things 
she used to stress about didn’t have 
as much pull as they once did, she 
noted.

“I joked that I just didn’t have the 
energy to worry … because I was al-
ways tired. For four years, I’ve been 
tired,” she laughed.

Miller started improving in races 
and cried every time she crossed a 

finish line.
“I didn’t think I could do that next 

distance,” she said, tears welling up 
again. “I just kept doing things that 
my mind told me I couldn’t do.”

Miller’s mind would continue to 
test her physical resolve all the way 
to race day, and even beyond.

‘It is a battle’
As the sun rose over Madison’s 

Lake Monona — the site of the swim 
portion of the race — Miller began 
visualizing the day ahead.

“I like to have time to just sit and 
quietly visualize the day and how I 
want it to unfold,” she said. 

Gathered with other swimmers 
and headed toward the lakeshore, she 
spotted a familiar face in the crowd.

“I see one of my high school girl-
friends … and she’s standing there 
yelling for me,” Miller remembered. 
“And so, of course, I start crying. I 
have so much anxiety built up and 
energy and four years of thinking 
about this day in my head.”

But as she slid into the waters, all 
those thoughts drifted away. 

“And now you’re just swimming,” 
she said.

Until April of this year, Miller 
hadn’t enjoyed swimming and felt 
like she was floundering through her 
practice races. By September, she felt 
like she could finally relax and even 
enjoy the 2.4-mile course.

“And then in the second 1.2 miles, 
that’s when I start visualizing the next 
part of the race and thinking about 
my bike,” she relayed.

As she peeled off her wet suit and 
headed toward what would be the 
most challenging part of the race, 
Miller was again met with the sup-
port she’d come to rely on for the past 
four years.

“They surprised me and showed 

up right after my swim,” she recalled. 
“I turned the corner and there’s my 
whole family wearing matching T-
shirts that say, ‘PJ’s Support Crew. Tri 
to Keep Up.’”

Miller would need that support for 
the next 112 miles because, despite 
her careful planning and training, 
she said, “You can’t control Mother 
Nature.”

On race day, riders along the bike 
course faced a constant headwind 
and 20 mph gusts of crosswinds 
through the remote stretches of Wis-
consin farmland. For Miller, it was the 
most grueling and mentally exhaust-
ing ride of her competitive life.

“I am just hanging on trying not to 
get knocked over by the wind while 
I’m trying to go as fast as I can down a 
hill, and the roads have potholes,” she 
remembered. “You can never take a 
mental break.”

Once again, alone with her 
thoughts, Miller waged a battle 
against her own self-doubt.

“There were times I really just 
thought, ‘I don’t want to do this. What 
are you trying to prove? Why are you 
doing this?’ But then the other voice 
in me is like, ‘C’mon, you can do this.’ 
So, I’m constantly negotiating with 
myself and talking myself out of quit-
ting. It is a battle,” she said.

She recited the words that were 
engraved on a small necklace she’d 
decided to wear for the race, and that 
had become her mantra. 

“I just kept saying, I’m grateful, I’m 
thankful, I’m blessed,” she said, and 
as 10 mile markers ticked by, inching 
her closer to the Capitol building and 
streets lined with fans, Miller began 
to once again believe.

“I’m like, ‘OK, this is great … be-
cause I never want to ride my bike 
again,’” she said, laughing.

bond to finance repairs to the most 
urgent problem — failing sewer lines. 

Town staff has described this 
emergency as “Phase 1” of a much 
larger project. 

 McLiney explained that taking the 
revenue bonds route could be ac-
complished without raising rates on 
wastewater customers beyond what 
is already planned.

The board ultimately voted to 
move forward with this revenue 
bond, with Mayor Shari Pierce voting 
against the measure. 

However, the remainder of the 
project facing the district has an 
estimated price tag of $41 million, 
according to the Summary of Engi-
neering Report. 

Doubts about the long-term vi-
ability of PSSGID’s wastewater sys-
tem arose after a town-hired con-
sultant, Roaring Fork Engineering, 
conducted a comprehensive study 
of the district’s sewer system in 2023, 
pointing out all the necessary repairs. 

Currently, the PSSGID pumps its 
wastewater through a series of lift 
stations 7 miles uphill to the Pagosa 
Area Water and Sanitation District’s 
(PAWSD’s) Vista wastewater treat-
ment plant. 

Aging infrastructure and a history 
of failing lift station pumps have re-
quired the district to spend millions 
of dollars to keep its current system 
running, and if the district sticks with 
this system, or moves to something 
new, multimillion-dollar capital 
projects loom in the future.

According to the recent memoran-
dum of understanding (MOU) be-
tween the PSSGID and PAWSD, 
“There remains uncertainty as to the 
long-term viability of the [district’s] 
main pipeline and two pump sta-
tions.” 

PSSGID’s “collection system suf-
fers from clogging, root intrusion … 
and pipe deterioration, resulting in 
significant intrusion and inflow due 
to the advanced age and deferred 
maintenance,” the MOU states. 

In addition, PAWSD’s Vista waste-
water treatment plant also faces “sig-
nificant costs to remain in compli-
ance” with state environmental regu-

lation 85, regarding the amount of 
nitrogen and phosphorus discharge, 
the Roaring Fork study explains.

The PSSGID would be responsible 
for 25 percent of these upgrade 
costs, per its current agreement with 
PAWSD. 

 PAWSD has estimated that bring-
ing the Vista Plant into compli-
ance with Regulation 85 would be a 
multimillion-dollar upgrade project. 

Roaring Fork’s analysis suggests 
that, in the short term, the PSSGID 
would need to fix the sewer pipe 
problems and, in the long term, 
should think about consolidating 
with PAWSD.

McLiney explained to the board 
that it could look at financing this 
larger project through either a gen-
eral obligation bond or a sales tax 
solution. Both of these options would 
need to come before the voters in a 
future election. 

During public comment, resident 
Bill Hudson suggested that the dis-
trict should seriously consider the 
sales tax option. 

A general obligation bond would 
place the burden of paying back the 
loan squarely on the ratepayers living 
within the town’s wastewater district, 
whereas a town sales tax option 
would spread the burden out to oth-
ers, including out-of-town visitors, 
Hudson suggested.

McLiney described the sales tax 
option as the more “elegant ap-
proach,” saying it would put the 
district in “the driver’s seat of its own 
future.” 

He suggested that the district take 
action immediately on the $4.5 mil-
lion revenue bond to fix the urgent 
problem and then, in the coming 
months, explore the sales tax option.

Public Works Director Karl John-
son has stated at multiple public 
meetings that his staff is currently 
working on identifying and fixing 
what he calls “category 4 and 5 prob-
lems.” 

At a Sept. 3 meeting, the board of 
the PSSGID voted to move $500,000 
from town funds to allow Johnson to 
start on critical repairs to the sewer 
system, and the board moved forward 
on Oct. 1 with the revenue bond to 

finance the completion of the Phase 
1 project.

McLiney explained that the 
$500,000 loan from the town to the 
PSSGID would be paid back through 
the financing from the revenue 
bonds. 

He explained that the district 
should see the financing by Decem-
ber, but it should be no later than 
January, which would allow staff to 
finish the pipe repair project rela-
tively soon.

Johnson explained that the 
$500,000 that the town loaned the 
district was currently being used to 
purchase “some equipment, some 
materials that will allow us to start ad-
dressing some of the Category 4s that 
we are really afraid will turn into 5s.” 

Board member Mat deGraaf ex-
pressed that he is in favor “of getting 
you guys the equipment that you 
need to do as much of the work that 
we can.” 

Board member Leonard Martinez 
said, “In any scenario we look at,” the 
rehabilitation of category 4s and 5s 
“has to be done.”

At the Oct. 1 meeting, board mem-
ber Madeline Bergon asked her 
colleagues, “Are we feeling that, at 
least, step one, going after the [$4.5 
million] revenue bonds … seems like 
a logical first step?” and suggested 
that the sales tax question could be 
explored later. 

Board member Matt DeGuise 
wanted clarification that the bonds 
could be supported by the current fee 
schedule, without raising rates, with 
McLiney affirming that it would be.

Pierce said, “I don’t feel like I’m 
prepared to make a decision tonight.”

“I’m prepared to make a decision 
on the revenue bonds, but on the 
next step, I’m still needing time,” 
deGraaf said. 

Martinez said that the revenue 
bonds seemed “straightforward to 
me, and it’s timely. We need to get on 
with the Cat 4s and Cat 5s, so I don’t 
see a downside to that at all.”

A motion was made to direct 
McLiney to proceed with Phase 1 
using revenue bonds. The motion 
passed 6-1 with Pierce opposing.

citing surveillance video.
According to Archuleta, the indi-

vidual “kind of ignored” the keypad 
and other measures on the counting 
room door.

Archuleta explained she was giv-
ing a tour to a clerk from another 
county the following Tuesday when 
she noticed something wasn’t right.

“It was closed, but I could tell 
something was wrong with it,” she 
said.

Archuleta explained she opened the 
door and could tell it had been opened, 
so she immediately called the mainte-
nance supervisor to secure the door.

The maintenance supervisor 
called the county manager, she 
added, and she called the Secretary 
of State’s Office, Dominion and law 

enforcement.
Elections staff also began check-

ing surveillance, she noted.
The room was entered at approxi-

mately 1:30 p.m. on Sept. 20, with the 
individual opening the door, taking a 
couple steps in, looking around and 
walking out, Archuleta relayed.

“There was absolutely no activity 
until I went in there on Tuesday about 
1 o’clock,” she said.

Archuleta indicated the surveil-
lance footage shows nothing was 
touched and no one else entered the 
room until she did.

“The door is actually still secured,” 
she said, adding all the seals in the 
room were still good, and checks and 
balances show that the voting equip-
ment is still verified.

She noted that she reached out to 

both party chairs following the in-
cident.

“Our investigation determined 
there was no intent or criminal act, 
there was nothing nefarious about 
the employees’ actions and no crime 
was committed,” Rockensock states 
in an email to The SUN.

Archuleta added she plans to have 
more cameras and an alarm on that 
door installed and is applying for 
additional grant funding on top of a 
grant the office received this week.

On Monday, Sept. 30, Secretary of 
State Jena Griswold announced the 
first round of County Security and 
Accessibility Grants, which include 
$4,235.62 for Archuleta County.

Counties can use the grants to 
increase the security and accessibility 
of voting systems and locations, boost 

election judges’ pay, and provide 
funding for Sunday voting locations 
ahead of the 2024 General Election, 
according to a press release from the 
Secretary of State’s Office.

The press release adds, “Awards 
include funding for overtime pay for 
security personnel, camera and door 
upgrades to improve security, security 
features to reinforce elections build-
ings, additional drop box lighting and 
reinforced drop boxes, backup power 
for voting systems, and adding acces-
sible voting booths and lighting to vot-
ing centers, among other additions.”

“These grants enable Colorado to 
strengthen our gold-standard elec-
tions by further expanding election 
accessibility and security across the 
state,” said Griswold.

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“The most notable thing is that 
we’re so warm and dry right now,” 
Boyer said. “We’re in a really strong 
blocking pattern with high pressure 
really firmly in place.”

With tropical storms forecasted to 
pass through the Gulf of Mexico on 
Friday, Boyer noted there may be 
moisture and cloud cover in the Pagosa 

Springs area, but that it’s “going to take 
a lot of saturation to get rain to the 
surface” and may only result in gusty 
winds.

According to NWS data, tempera-
tures in Archuleta County are typically 
in the upper 60s by early October. 

On Monday, a reading from the 
Pagosa Springs airport recorded a 
temperature of 79 degrees.

The NWS expects that trend to con-
tinue through the weekend and into 
next week, with temperatures in the 
high 70s.

“We know we’ve been 10 degrees 
over normal for the last several days in 
a row there,” Boyer said. “That’s what 
we’re seeing across the forecast area, is 
10-15 degree departures from average 
normals.”

In a statement released Tuesday, the 
Grand Junction office also called for 
warmer-than-average cold tempera-
tures in the region.

From Thursday to Monday, “Lows 
… are expected to run close to 10 de-
grees above normal,” the office stated. 
“High pressure remains in control 
through the week, keeping the forecast 
dry and temperatures above normal.”

Miller had planned to finish her 
ride in seven hours. By the time she 
reached the end of the road race and 
changed into her running shoes, 
she’d been on her bike for eight hours 
and 11 minutes.

 When she started the run, relief 
flooding her, Miller described a feel-
ing of “pure joy.”

“I left the bike in the past,” she 
said, remembering how good it felt 
having solid ground beneath her 
feet, hearing cheers through the city. 
“I was just having a blast. You were 
never alone, ever.”

Miller said she congratulated her-
self for having managed her pace 
and nutrition throughout the swim 
and bike ride so that, for the final 
half of the marathon, she could af-

ford to slow down and take in the 
experience.

“As I hit mile 24 I realized, I’m go-
ing to do this. I’m actually going to do 
this,” she said. “It took all day to be-
lieve that I would — and four years.”

Along the sidelines, family, friends 
and strangers reminded Miller of the 
beginnings of her dream, and why she 
chose to chase it.

There was her milestone birthday 
and the memory of her strong moth-
er, who taught Miller and her sisters 
that women could do anything that 
men could; there was her relation-
ship with her own anxiety, which she 
combats with medication and talk 
therapy; and of course there was her 
own inner critic.

Crossing the finish line 15 hours 
and 44 minutes after starting, Miller 

stated she recognized it was all fuel 
for the journey.

“I truly have never felt so much 
love from my community and my 
friends and my family,” she said. 
“That was my fuel, truly. It was just 
pure love. And love is so powerful.”

The road ahead
The Ironman isn’t the end of the 

race for Miller. 
Back in Pagosa, she is hoping to 

build a community for women that’s 
built on mutual support and skill 
sharing, and raise awareness for 
mental health.

“We’re working on trying to gather 
women and bringing them together. 
Not to lecture them, but to ask them 
the question, ‘Is there something 
you’ve always wanted to do but 

haven’t yet done because you didn’t 
think you could?’”

For Miller, who was diagnosed 
with generalized anxiety disorder 
at age 40, having a community of 
support was essential to achieving 
her dream.

“If I can do this, anyone can,” she 
said. “But it doesn’t have to be the 
Ironman. I want to reach out to wom-
en in our age group to support each 
other and help each other and encour-
age each other to try new things.”

That new thing arrives for Miller 
Dec. 14 — her 60th birthday — when 
she’ll travel to New Zealand for a half-
Ironman at the world championships. 

Her support team, whether cheer-
ing remotely or along the sidelines, 
will be there, too.

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“I became aware of it a couple 
years ago,” Flowers said.

She explained that she was told by 
the former county manager, Derek 
Woodman, that the range was only 
being used by law enforcement. 

“Eventually, I got word that they 
were also inviting local instructors to 
come out and bring groups of people 
and have classes,” Flowers said, 
explaining that those uses would 
require a permit with the range op-
erating commercially.

The Keyah Grande property is 
zoned as agricultural ranching, 
which, under current county land 
use regulations, does permit outdoor 
shooting ranges, planning manager 
Owen O’Dell explained at the Sept. 
26 meeting.

When asked if the shooting range 
would need to go through a permit-
ting process if it were only being used 
by law enforcement, Flowers said in 
the interview, “My interpretation of 
the regulation would be yes. How-
ever, I am frequently … reminded by 
the county attorney that the county 
does not have to follow its own regu-
lations.”

She explained that if the range is 
only for the use of the county sheriff’s 
office or other law enforcement agen-
cies, then a review process would not 
be needed.

Flowers added that since the 
range will be used for a commercial 
operation with the general public 
having the option to pay to use the 
facility, a permitting review process 
is required.

During the Sept. 26 meeting, 
O’Dell briefed the planning commis-
sioners on the topic for its consider-
ation of a conditional use permit to be 
issued for the shooting range.

“Keyah Grande aims to offer a 
user-friendly environment for shoot-
ing sports and firearm training,” 
O’Dell said.

He explained that the facility will 
be intended to serve guests, local law 
enforcement agencies and trainers in 
the wider community.

O’Dell indicated that outdoor 
shooting ranges are permitted in 
agriculture ranching districts in the 
county with a conditional use permit 
approval from the county.

He also mentioned that the range 
was permitted by the former county 
manager, and that the issue was 
brought to the attention of the plan-
ning commission by the current 
county manager, Jack Harper.

“The reason this structure is al-
ready built is our previous county 
manager gave them the go-ahead 
without a planning review. Our new 
county manager is the one who 
helped us initiate this review,” O’Dell 
said. “So, it was the previous county 
manager who allowed this use.” 

Flowers mentioned in the inter-
view that it took about a year to get 
Keyah Grande to “participate” in 
getting the required permit for the 
shooting range.

She explained that just a few 
months ago, Keyah Grande applied 
for a permit to expand its restaurant 
facilities at its guest house and the 
county informed Keyah Grande that 
the restaurant expansion would not 
be approved “because they had an 
illegal operation on the property,” 
with operating a commercial shoot-
ing range “that technically needed 
a permit.”

She mentioned that Keyah Grande 
was informed that the restaurant 
expansion would not be approved 
until it started pursuing a permit for 
the shooting range.

“We got them to participate,” 
Flowers said.

During the meeting, O’Dell ex-
plained that planning staff conducted 
a review with additional conditions 
for recommended approval.

O’Dell also explained that shoot-
ing ranges are regulated state to state 

and not at the federal level, noting 
that all approval and permits are to 
be completed at the local level and 
no permit from the state is needed.

Planning commissioner Peter 
Beaudry asked about the accessibil-
ity to the shooting range and if the 
plans have been shared with the 
Colorado Department of Transporta-
tion (CDOT).

Planning commission chair Matt 
Nobles also asked if the current ac-
cess from U.S. 160 would continue 
to be the main access for the shoot-
ing range.

“That is not a permitted CDOT 
access point,” O’Dell said.

Flowers mentioned that condi-
tions for the guest house would be 
lumped into one decision, and that 
CDOT is considering all uses through 
the main gate.

O’Dell added that he has been 
unable to get a clear answer from 
CDOT as to what Keyah Grande will 
be required to do.

Warren Sackman, a representative 
from Keyah Grande, was in atten-
dance to comment and answer ques-
tions about the design and intended 
uses of the shooting range.

Sackman explained that the cur-
rent access to the shooting range 
from U.S. 160 will not continue to 
be used and that the range will be 
accessed from within the Keyah 
Grande property, behind a second, 
separate gate.

O’Dell added that the range has 
been constructed for shots to be fired 
toward the north into an earthen 
berm that is at the base of a hillside.

Harper explained to The SUN that 
the Archuleta County Sheriff’s Office 
(ACSO) contributed $8,700 in fund-
ing for road gravel and construction 
of the shooting bay shelters.

Harper noted the funding for the 
range came from a grant that was 
awarded to ACSO from the Colorado 
Department of Law and the funds 
were spent in August 2022.

During the meeting, the planning 
commissioners asked other ques-
tions about operating hours, planned 
security for the facility and what kind 
of guns will be shot at the range.

Flowers noted that the operating 
hours must be in the daytime only, 
and Sackman mentioned that Keyah 
Grande plans to have range officers 
on-site when the range is being used, 
adding that it will not be an “unat-
tended range.”

Sackman also mentioned that 
there will be surveillance cameras 
on-site.

O’Dell went on to explain that the 
county’s noise ordinance allows for 
up to 55 decibels of sound from the 
property line.

Sackman indicated that Keyah 
Grande has not nailed down specifics 
about what guns will be permitted at 
the range and that it would need to 
see what kind of noise levels will be 
incurred.

“Obviously we want to be respect-
ful of our neighbors,” he said, “and 
keep that number as low as possible.”

Sackman also noted that it is a 
shooting range and, “it will make 
some noise.” 

O’Dell pointed out, “This is a first 
for the Planning Department,” and 
that he is open to suggestions on how 
the county should test and monitor 
sound coming from the shooting 
range.

“Just so we know, the range has 
been in operation for a while, and 
we’ve had no complaints about 
sound,” Flowers added.

She confirmed in the interview 
that there have been no formal com-
plaints received by the county in 
regard to the shooting range.

Beaudry asked how high the 
mound is that the users are shoot-
ing into.

Planner Justin Griffin noted it is 
the base of Devil Mountain and from 
the highway, “talking about running 

up a thousand feet.”
An audience member interjected, 

commenting, “That’s absurd,” refer-
ring to Griffin’s description as inac-
curate.

O’Dell described it as a natural 
berm.

Sackman explained that the range 
sits approximately 50 to 80 feet above 
the grade of U.S. 160 and the range 
backs into a canyon.

“We’ve put berms up that will help 
deflect noise away from the highway 
and our neighbors across the street,” 
he added.

Sackman went on to explain that 
Keyah Grande has provided 10 cov-
ered shooting stations with roof 
protection and that the structures 
are angled in a way that helps “push 
noise away from the highway.”

Beaudry asked if the range would 
be suitable for hunters to practice on.

Sackman indicated that the facility 
is set up with a 50-yard range and a 
100-yard range.

Sackman also explained that the 
intention of Keyah Grande is to pro-
vide a facility for law enforcement to 
use at no cost and operate the facility 
in “a private-type manner,” explain-
ing that users would be in a club 
and, “not that anybody can come off 
the street and shoot whenever they 
want.”

“Really looking to make it more 
palatable to the local community,” 
he said.

The planning commission then 
heard multiple public comments on 
the matter voicing concerns of noise, 
lead remediation plans and security 
of the facility.

The first public comment came 
from a woman who noted she is the 
owner of the “only property directly 
adjacent” to Keyah Grande, and not 
on the other side of U.S. 160.

“So, there is a tremendous amount 
of noise affecting my property,” she 
said.

She claimed that the shooting 
range is “materially injurious,” to her 
property.

She also asked if there has been a 
noise study performed by a third-
party engineering firm, with the 
planning commission indicating 
there has not.

“They don’t have any understand-
ing as to the exact impact of adjacent 
properties,” she added.

She also claimed that the location 
chosen is the only location on the 
Keyah Grande property that affects 
only the neighboring properties.

She noted that the property is on 
thousands of acres and there are 
other locations that would not affect 
her property.

The Keyah Grande property is 
more than 4,000 acres in size, accord-
ing to its website.

The commentator also mentioned 
the range was constructed without 
any proper approval.

“But, they chose to develop and 
build this range before they had any 
approval,” she said, “ It’s already built 
and you’re set to vote on it? That’s 
absurd.”

She went on to comment that “it’s 
BAU — it’s business as usual in 
Archuleta County,” strongly urging 
the commission to vote against al-
lowing the shooting range.

Flowers noted that because it was 
primarily being used for the ACSO, 
permit approval was not required, 
but opening up for classes requires 
a permit.

Another public comment from a 
man identifying himself as a former 
range instructor in Aspen mentioned 
that the noise generated from 10 guns 
going off “is unbelievable,” urging 
the county to perform multiple noise 
tests.

“I think it’s terrible what you might 
allow,” he added, suggesting the 
county look into its noise ordinance 
more.

Flowers noted that given the prop-

interview that the shooting range 
is going through an “after-the-fact” 
permitting process, which involves 
additional fees, noting Keyah Grande 
has to pay twice as much for the con-
ditional use permit.

Flowers also explained that if the 
range were only to be used by Keyah 
Grande guest house guests, then only 
a minor amendment to the existing 
permit would be required.

She added that, in this case, “It’s 
not even really intended for that,” 
noting it is intended more so for law 
enforcement and private classes.

“And I do believe that they [Keyah 
Grande] started it out because they 
wanted to be helpful to the law 
enforcement,” she said, explaining 
there is an opportunity to expand 
and provide a shooting range for the 
community.

She added, “They’re pursuing all 

the right things to get it all lined up 
and compliant.” 

Flowers explained that Keyah 
Grande is at risk of the county rul-
ing that the range cannot be located 
where it is. 

She noted that the county cannot 
completely rule against a shooting 
range, as the land use regulations 
allow for it, but that the county can 
list certain rules to be followed and 
dictate where it is located on the 
property.

If the planning commission rules 
that the range cannot be located 
where it currently is, Keyah Grande 
would be required to remove the 
current structures or it would be out 
of compliance with the county and 
subject to fines or lawsuits.

“I don’t know what the county 
would do,” Flowers said.

erty is zoned as residential, the 
lowest allowed noise level would be 
enforced.

Flowers also clarified that the 
planning commission would only 
make a recommendation on the mat-
ter and that final approval will come 
from the Board of County Commis-
sioners (BoCC).

Another public comment from 
someone living in the area expressed 
concern about noise coming from 
the range.

“My biggest concern is, I live 5 
miles away and I can hear those 
shots,” the commenter said, explain-
ing that he has had to move in the past 
because of a similar issue.

He also urged the county to have 
restricted hours on the facility.

“This is a real serious problem,” he 
added.

A resident living on Forest Service 
Road 628 stated, “We hear the range 
now,” noting they are 1.5 miles away 
from it.

He also stated that he is a 27-year 
Army veteran and asked if there are 
any plans for lead remediation, not-
ing there are multiple people with 
water wells in the area.

“At some point that’s going to sink 
into the ground,” he said.

He also commented on the need 
for range officers to be present, say-
ing, “the ranges that have problems 
don’t have on-site supervision.”

He also noted that law enforce-
ment has automatic weapons and if 
those were to be used at the range, 
the berm is “not going to stop that.”

He went on to suggest that if the 
shooting range is going to be ap-
proved, “then it ought to be a first-
class firing range.” 

Sackman replied to the concern of 
lead remediation plans saying, “We 
anticipate doing some lead reme-
diation.”

He noted that, at this point, details 
have not been finalized as they are 
still waiting to be able to open.

“It is on our agenda to deal with,” 
Sackman added.

Sackman then went on to pro-
vide some history of how the shoot-
ing range and the situation came 
to be.

“The local law enforcement were 
looking for a place to shoot,” he said.

He added that conversations with 
community members identified that 
there was no shooting range avail-
able and that it was a need in the 
community.

“If we can give the opportunity to 
the local people to be able to enjoy 
the outdoors as well, we would like 
to do that,” he said.

Sackman added that Keyah 
Grande is trying to take the proper 
steps in getting the facility approved, 
and is cognizant of the noise issue 
and will do what it can to mitigate it.

Planning commissioner David 
Pribble made a motion to table the 
recommendation on the matter for 
further clarification on items such as 
lead remediation, operating hours, 
how noise would be monitored and 
for staff to add an engineering sound 
study of firearms.

Flowers later explained in the

‘A lot of upcoming talent’: Middle school 
runners finding success on and off the course

Pagosa Springs Middle School is 
making waves in cross-country this 
year, with the bigger-than-normal 
team finding success on and off the 
course.

According to coach Mat Wolford, 
the team has “18 middle-schoolers 
that have chosen to run instead of 
playing volleyball, football, soccer ... 
it’s unique. That in itself is quite an 
accomplishment.”

Wolford indicated teams may typi-
cally have 12 or fewer athletes.

“Something’s been happening 
here in town,” he said, adding it may 
be a focus on endurance sports in 
the community with things like the 
mountain biking team.

Wolford said he and his wife, who 
are both part of the district and have 
coached a variety of things, focus on 
fun and character development first 
in coaching, with very little focus 
given to the accolade aspect.

“We don’t even really talk much 
about winning,” he said. “It just about 
... doing your best, and I think that 
resonates with a certain type of kid.”

Wolford added he’s encouraged by 
the numbers of athletes the program 
is seeing.

The coach noted the cross-country 
program isn’t a “legacy” program 
with athletes who are returning each 
year, but has had to build up as it goes.

Wolford noted the program is 
overcoming a lack of experience in 
the young runners with high-mileage 
weeks that are made more interest-
ing and fun by varying trails and 
runs, as well as doing activities like 
a poker run.

“We’ve been able to build mileage 
very, very quick,” he said.

The program has also received a 
lot of support, both from the athletes’ 
parents and the community, Wolford 
explained, with community members 
helping the team learn about recov-
ery and parent volunteers showing 
up to run with the team.

One parent shows up every 
Wednesday to host a turnaround 
aid station with water and oranges 
during practice runs, Wolford added.

The coach also divulged another 
secret to the program’s success — 
the area.

“The area is so inspiring,” he said. 
“Like, our area is so incredibly beau-
tiful that I think, you know, once the 
students put some effort in and they 
get that run in and then, towards 
the end, they just kind of take a look 
around. They realize ... how fortunate 
we are to have this natural beauty to 
explore.”

He added running is one of the 
“coolest ways” to showcase the 
beauty of the area.

And it appears to be working, with 
PSMS Principal Chris Hinger high-
lighting in an email to The SUN that 
the Pirate boys’ squad has won two 
meets so far this season, in Ignacio 
and Dolores.

“Last year we participated and we 
ran, but this year we’re winning 
meets,” he said.

He added the boys placed fifth at 
the Joe I. Vigil XC Invitational, which 
is a large meet.

“That’s huge,” he said, adding, 
“That’s a massive accomplishment 
for these runners.”

Wolford also highlighted that the 
win in Dolores came down to a 
tiebreaker between Pagosa and 
Bayfield, with Pagosa’s Wells Witting 
being the tiebreaker and serving as 
the symbol of not quitting.

Wolford added he’s proud that the 
team is going from a club that may 
not have been recognized as a serious 
running club to being a contender at 
every meet it attends.

“With the few numbers we have, 
we’re just doing so much,” he said.

The boys’ squad’s lead runner, 
Rylan Ash, an eighth-grader, has also 
seen a lot of success on the season.

Hinger highlights Ash has won 
every meet he’s competed in this year, 
including the Joe Vigil meet, which 
included 132 runners.

“Not only did Rylan win this race 
but he got the second-fastest time 
ever recorded on this course, in 31 
years,” Hinger wrote. “He’s probably 
the most successful [middle school] 
runner that I’ve ever seen in my time 
here.”

Winning that meet, according to 
Wolford, put Ash as the one of the top 
runners in the state.

Wolford added the kids on the 
team chase Ash down and he’s taken 
on an important role as a leader on 
the team. 

“He just works so hard,” the coach 
said, adding Ash is focused and 
driven, and his successes come from 
raw effort and grit. 

Wolford also highlighted the per-
formances of Analise Hinger for the 
girls’ squad, as well as the fact that 
some of the program’s lead runners 
are in sixth grade.

“We have a lot of upcoming talent,” 
he said.

But not all of the successes have 
confined to running, Wolford indi-
cated.

“We put a lot of thought into the 
ethos of our program,” he said, ex-
plaining they incorporate a frame-
work for happiness that includes 
enjoyment (the people), purpose (the 
why) and satisfaction (the byproduct 
of the hard work).

The coach highlighted that a few 
students on the team struggled 
academically and with behaviors 
last year, but, since joining the team, 
have remained eligible academically

The Pagosa Springs High School 
Pirate soccer team suffered its second 
loss of the season this week, falling 
to the Bayfield Wolverines by a score 
of 2-0 on Tuesday, Oct. 1, at Golden 
Peaks Stadium.

Pirates pick up second consecutive win

The Pagosa Springs High School 
Pirate football team picked up its sec-
ond consecutive win this last week, 
defeating the Elizabeth Cardinals 
33-10 on Friday, Sept. 27, at Golden 
Peaks Stadium.

With that win, the Pirates im-
proved to 3-1 on the season and 
moved up to fifth in the Selection and 
Seeding Index standings.

Coach Nathan Morales com-
mented that it was another solid 
outing from the Pirates.

“I thought they played really well 
for four quarters,” Morales said of 
the Pirates.

Pagosa jumped out to a 13-0 lead 
in the first quarter with two rushing 
touchdowns from Colton Lucero — 
one for 5 yards and one for 30 yards.

Pirate quarterback Creede Dozier 
found the end zone in the second 
quarter with a 55-yard touchdown 
rush that brought the score to 20-0.

The Cardinals were able to force a 
safety on the Pirates following offen-
sive possession which made it 20-2, 
giving the Cardinals the ball back 
with a few minutes left to play in the 
first half.

The Cardinals scored on their fol-
lowing possession from a 25-yard 
reception and a successful two-point 
conversion brought the score to 20-10 
at halftime.

After a scoreless third quarter, the 
Pirates were able to find the end zone 
again about halfway through the 
fourth quarter with a 1-yard rushing 

touchdown by Seth Zeigler, bringing 
the score to 26-10 following an unsuc-
cessful extra-point attempt.

The Pirates were able to get the 
ball back and piece together one 
more scoring drive, with Lucero scor-
ing his third rushing touchdown of 
the night, this time for 71 yards.

Morales commented on the Pi-
rates’ offensive performance, noting 
how big runs are a byproduct of each 
of the 11 Pirates on the field executing 
their job.

He noted that the offensive line 
and receivers have to follow through 
with their blocks in order to see 
success in the run game the way the 
Pirates have been this season.

Lucero ended the game with a total 
of 161 rushing yards and three touch-
downs on 23 carries. This is Lucero’s 
second consecutive game with three 
rushing touchdowns.

Through the first four games of the 
season, Lucero has racked up a total of 
816 rushing yards. 

“He is a special back for sure; I don’t 
want to discredit that at all,” Morales 
said, noting that Lucero runs hard, and 
does a good job reading his blocks and 
finding the right holes.

Morales also noted how he has been 
pleased with the overall team effort.

“I’m proud of the way the team is 
doing their job,” he added.

Morales explained that the Pirates 
have strong leadership up front, with 
three seniors making up the team’s 
starting offensive line, along with a 
senior tight end.

“It’s a huge bonus for us,” he said.
With the Pirates finding success in 

their running game, Morales explained 
there was not really a need to throw the 
ball too much against the Cardinals.

Dozier ended the night completing 
two of four pass attempts for 80 yards. 
He also racked up a total of 83 rush-
ing yards and one touchdown on 10 
carries.

Lucero had one reception for 20 
yards and Jayton Ross had one recep-
tion for 60 yards.

Zeigler had one carry for a 1-yard 
touchdown.

Alex Pacheco and Ross each had 
one carry on the night for 1 yard.

The Pirates ended the game with a 
total of 327 yards on offensive, with 80 
yards through the air and 247 yards on 
the ground.

Gavin Carter converted three of 
five extra-point attempts on the night.

The Pirates’ defense came up with 
two turnovers on the night with 
interceptions by Zeigler and Adrian 
Vega, and the team tallied a total of 
49 tackles.

Lucero led the team with 10 tackles 
and one sack, followed by Ross with 
eight solo tackles.

Zeigler and Tommaso Nigro each 
tallied six solo tackles.

Morales commented on the Pi-
rates’ defensive performance, noting 
that they did what they set out to do 
every week by swarming the football 
and reading keys to be in position to 
make a play.

“I think we were a lot more disci-
plined this week,” he added, noting 
that the Pirates were not affected by 
penalties as much compared to their 
matchup against Monte Vista the week 

before.
“The kids played well,” he said. 

“They were fired up, ready to go.”
Morales added the senior and 

junior leadership on the team “be-
comes infectious” and the energy 
trickles out to the rest of the team.

He also commented on the sup-
port the Pirates are getting from the 
community.

“We’re gonna keep working hard 
for them, as well,” he said.

The Pirates will be on the road for 
their first league game of the season 
on Friday, Oct. 4, taking on the Salida 
Spartans in Salida at 7 p.m.

Morales commented that Salida is 
“a tough league opponent” and that 
the Pirates will need to have a good 
week of practice to make sure they are 
ready for the matchup.

“I hope we continue to do good 
things and we’re able to keep work-
ing hard,” Morales said, adding the 
Pirates need to stay focused.

Salida enters tomorrow’s game 
with a record of 2-2 on the season and 
are ranked 31st in the seeding index.

Charter school students take learning into the community

Seven weeks, 13 trips, 110 students 
and three community service projects. 

Not even two months into the 
school year, every Pagosa Peak Open 
School (PPOS) student has climbed 
aboard their bus and left campus in 
search of answers to questions like 
“How does my school compare to 
schools of the past?” and “How can I 
recognize and collaborate with neu-
rodivergent thinkers?” 

Student learning that stretches be-
yond their school walls also provides 
students with opportunities for civic 
engagement. Students wonder, “How 
can I positively impact my own com-
munity?”

While second-graders work toward 
solutions around providing for moth-
ers and children at the Aspire clinic, 
kindergartners visit preschools to 
collect data around what toys and 
materials are the most engaging for 
young students. 

In upcoming months, search your 
neighborhood for free community 
libraries created by PPOS students, 
who are curious about how they can 
create things with their own hands that 
positively impact others. During the 
holiday season, purchase cards created 
by PPOS students alongside Aspen 
House members; your donation goes 
directly to the Aspen House efforts, 
supporting adults with disabilities who 
need a home.

“By engaging with the community 
through fieldwork, students are able 

to expand their knowledge of our town 
and find ways to make it better,” PPOS 
Advisor Kelle Bruno said. “I want the 
students to feel like they are able to give 
back to their community and make a 
difference.” 

Bruno’s class is not only creating 
free libraries for the community, but 
also their own class book on “The Tools 
of First Grade,” where each student will 
have two pages of the book to write 
and illustrate about the tools they use 
during school.

PPOS is a project-based learning 
school where students use guiding 
questions to engage in learning around 
important social studies and science 
concepts instead of textbooks. Often 
students grapple with ethical ques-
tions and need to open themselves up 
to multiple perspectives on issues. As 
young as 5 years old, PPOS students are 
asked not only to share their thoughts 
and opinions, but also are expected to 
listen openly to others.

One opportunity came after making 
connections with Aspire staff and hear-
ing about the needs of their communi-
ty. PPOS staff brought this information 
to second-graders, who considered 
their role in supporting Pagosa Springs 
families.

“We were able to connect around 
the needs of children and have those 
needs met by children,” PPOS Advisor 
Rue Graham said. 

PPOS students brainstormed ways 
to entertain toddlers who get fussy 
in the waiting room, as well as new 
mothers in need of supplies for home. 
Students are doing their own fundrais-

ing to create gift bags to be distributed 
to the visitors of Aspire, which will 
include items such as diapers, wipes, 
clothing, personal hygiene products, 
baby formula and a small comfort item. 

“Much of what students have 
learned throughout this project is their 
role in being a part of a community,” 
Advisor Traci Landis said. “Citizen-
ship starts with an understanding and 
developed care for the community.” 

PPOS second-grader Hazel said, “I 
feel good about it because I like helping 
people. I feel good about helping our 
community because your community 
helps you, and you should give back.”

Students began this project building 
their literacy and citizenship skills by 
participating in a series of focused 
read-alouds to explore the question, 
“What is school, and why are schools 
important?” Through the text, “Off to 
Class,” students learned about schools 
around the world and the challenges 
some communities face. From there, 
students looked closer to home: What 
challenges do we have and how can 
we help?

“We often live in our own little social 
and virtual bubbles and don’t get many 
opportunities to interact with or impact 
others that are living different lives,” 
said Alison Beach, whose daughter is 
in third grade at PPOS. “This is a skill 
that needs to be intentionally taught 
and is rare to see in our technology-
dependent modern lives.”

Through these opportunities for 
civic engagement, students address 
Colorado Social Studies Standards 
Civics & History. 

The school is showcasing the stu-
dents’ project work during their Fall 
Showcase Night on Oct. 11 from 4:30 
to 5:30 p.m. at the school.

PPOS is a free, K-8 district charter 
school focused on implementing a 
project-based learning curriculum in 
a restorative practices environment. 
Fieldwork and interviewing experts 
are foundational to project-based 
learning. PPOS aims to foster academic 
excellence, and support our students 
in contributing to an evolving world 
through community participation and 
civic engagement.

Colorado Education Commis-
sioner Susana Córdova said, “We 
are grateful to board member Varela 
for his service on behalf of educa-
tors, children and families, and for 
bringing the voices of Congressional 
District 3 to the board.”

The announcement will trigger the 

convening of a vacancy committee in 
the 3rd Congressional District that 
will identify Varela’s replacement on 
the State Board of Education. 

Members of this committee are 
selected by the Republican party. The 
previously scheduled election for the 
State Board of Education representa-
tive from Congressional District 3 will 
take place in November. 

Congressional District 3 covers 
about 50,000 square miles running 
from the Wyoming to New Mexico 
border in western Colorado and parts 
of southern Colorado.

Upper San Juan Watershed Enhancement Partnership 
to present Pagosa Gateway Project designs

The Upper San Juan Watershed 
Enhancement Partnership (WEP) is 
inviting the public to attend a presen-
tation and Q-and-A of the 60 percent 
designs of the Pagosa Gateway River 
Project on Oct. 10 from 5:30 to 7 p.m. 
at the Ross Aragon Community 
Center. 

The public can also view and make 
comments on the designs on mypa-
gosa.org.

Light refreshments will be pro-
vided. 

The Pagosa Gateway Project is a 
vital restoration endeavor targeting 
approximately 2 miles of the San 
Juan River upstream of the Town of 
Pagosa Springs. 

This initiative aims to strengthen 
the river’s resiliency, reinforce river-

banks, minimize stream bank hazards, 
safeguard aquatic habitats and enrich 
recreational opportunities amid chal-
lenges posed by dwindling water flows 
and escalating temperatures. 

The project is overseen by the 
WEP, a Pagosa Springs 501(c)(3) 
nonprofit organization. 

In early 2024, the WEP conducted 
a rigorous procurement process and 
selected FlyWater Inc. to design, per-
mit and build the project. Construc-
tion of the project is expected to be 
completed by late 2025. 

The project consists of a series of 
river corridor improvements, includ-
ing channel enhancements, riparian 
area revitalization, habitat improve-
ments tailored to support the local 
fishery, and stream bank protection. 

To the extent possible, stream 
bank features that currently pose a 
risk to boaters and other river users 
will attempt to be minimized.

The collaboration of 18 dedicated 
landowners amplifies the project’s 
impact, ensuring benefits extend 
both upstream and downstream of 
the project area. 

By enhancing stream connectivity, 
diversifying habitats and bolstering 
the river’s resilience to drought and 
low-flow conditions, the project aims 
to foster healthy fish populations 
and riparian habitat throughout the 
region.

Archuleta, Mineral county commissions and staff meet

Commissioners from Archuleta 
and Mineral counties gathered for-
mally on Sept. 25 at the Bruce Spruce 
Ranch outside of Pagosa Springs, 
sharing ideas and voicing mutual 
concerns during what was the first 
combined meeting between the two 
neighbors.

Joining commissioners and ad-
ministrators inside the rustic lodge 
were law enforcement and emer-
gency management teams from the 
two counties, representatives from 
the U.S. Forest Service, as well as a 
few “curious citizens.”

Together, the group addressed the 
impacts of shared issues ranging from 
disaster preparedness and emer-
gency response to the controversial 
development of the Village at Wolf 
Creek.

‘Don’t hesitate to call’
The site of the meeting — 15 miles 

from Pagosa Springs but within 
Mineral County lines — illustrated 
some of the unique challenges facing 
the counties’ emergency response 
efforts: from Creede, the Mineral 
County seat, it was an hour’s drive.

“It takes a long time for them to get 
over here,” Archuleta County Under-
sheriff Robert Hill explained, describ-
ing the stretch of U.S. 160 that winds 
through a remote corner of Mineral 
County but that’s actually nearer to 
emergency response resources in 
Archuleta County.

“We do everything we can to make 
sure that we provide immediate law 
enforcement service until they (Min-
eral County response teams) can get 
here,” Hill said. “And we’re happy to 
do that for them.”

Hill described the relationship 
between the counties’ law enforce-
ment offices as particularly strong, 
and reflective of the shared history 
between Archuleta County Sheriff 
Mike Le Roux and Mineral County 
Sheriff Terry Wetherill.

“(Sheriff Le Roux) and Sheriff 
Wetherill have been good friends for 
many years,” Hill said.

Hill noted that both Le Roux and 
Wetherill served as emergency man-
agers for their respective counties 
before becoming sheriff.

“We in our office want to continue 
that relationship and help each other 
out,” Hill said, adding that this year 
has been “pretty quiet” before catch-
ing himself and knocking on a piece 
of nearby wood.

Other than a dispute between an 
outfitter and a hunter, which Hill 
said resulted in an arrest in Hinsdale 
County, “we haven’t been busy in 
your county this year,” he continued. 
“Last year was not necessarily the 
same. But, we’re happy to help in any 
way we can. If you folks need any-
thing from us quickly, don’t hesitate 
to call. We’re here.”

“And we very much appreciate 
that,” Mineral County Commissioner 
Ramona Weber replied.

When Archuleta County Commis-
sioner Warren Brown asked about 
a hypothetical response to wildfire 
in the same area — a wide swath 
of difficult terrain with dangerous 
conditions for much of the year — a 
multiagency network of cooperation 
was discussed.

“Our motto is … we say, ‘Yes,’ and 
then we figure it out,” Hill said. “We’re 
going to get out there and get it done.”

Asked how jurisdictional distinc-
tions are drawn during an emergency, 

effectively designating which county 
or agency is responsible for com-
manding the response, Hill explained 
intergovernmental agreements have 
already been established, saving criti-
cal time and, possibly, lives.

“Initially, we could care less whose 
(jurisdiction) it is,” Wetherill added. 
“We just go and get involved and start 
trying to figure it out.”

It’s an approach that’s working, 
according to Patrick Moran, Divide 
District ranger with the U.S. Forest 
Service.

“When we get a smoke report, it’s 
usually just a very general area,” Mo-
ran said. “That’s why it’s nice to have 
so many great partners.”

 He added, “Jurisdictions are fig-
ured out later. It’s more important to 
just figure out what is going on and 

what we’re going to do. Then we can 
start getting our incident command 
system in place.”

Mutual-aid agreements between 
local county agencies and the Forest 
Service are fleshed out annually each 
spring, before active wildfire season, 
according to the Forest Service’s 
Anthony Garcia, representing the 
Pagosa Ranger District.

“It’s worked really well,” he said.
Garcia’s point was emphasized as 

the group traded stories of dramatic 
rescues and cooperative searches 
through dense backcountry.

“A gentleman in his 70s went out 
hiking with his dog and never made 
it back to his vehicle,” recalled Stanley 
Okazaki, deputy of emergency opera-
tions in Archuleta County.

In that 2023 search effort, which 
Okazaki described as enduring for 
months, “Mineral (County) was 
instrumental in helping us. They 
brought their drone out and four of 
their guys, which was considerable 
considering their size and the dis-
tance they had to drive each day. They 
were a huge help.” 

Village at Wolf Creek
More questions than answers 

surfaced as the commissioners ad-
dressed recent developments in the 
decades-long effort to build resort-
style accommodations atop Wolf 
Creek Pass and what impacts their 
counties might face.

Mineral County Commissioner R. 
Scott Lamb described the privately 
ventured project, known as the Vil-
lage at Wolf Creek, as “getting fired up 
again” after an April ruling by the U.S. 
Court of Appeals required the Forest 
Service to build an access road to the 
proposed site.

Since that ruling, Lamb said Min-
eral County administrators have 
received little news about the project. 

“This has been going on since

1986,” he said. “It fires up and then 
it settles down. I think in Mineral 
County we’ve all kind of tired of it.”

And yet, Lamb continued, ironing 
out the legal wrinkles and consider-
ations for the project, whose future 
remains uncertain, is likely to land 
with Mineral County administrators.

“Which, once again, is bizarre 
because we’re the county that, re-
ally, looking at the big picture, will 
be less affected than Archuleta or 
Rio Grande (counties),” Lamb said, 
turning to his Archuleta County 
counterparts to say they, too, would 
have “a seat at that table.”

“There’s going to be some big deci-
sions that we have to make, but we 
want to get input from all of the 
people that are affected,” Lamb said, 
adding, “People in Mineral County, 
by and large, are not in favor of this 
at all.”

But, because the proposed site for 
the development sits on private land, 
Lamb noted there is little choice Min-
eral County commissioners have but 
to consider the project as they would 
any other in which a landowner 
wishes to develop their property.

Leavell-McCombs Joint Venture 
(LMJV), named in part for late Texas 
billionaire B.J. “Red” McCombs, owns 
the roughly 300 acres next to Wolf 
Creek Ski Area where the proposed 
village would sit.

“(LMJV) has certain rights that 
can’t be abridged or infringed upon,” 
Lamb explained. “There’s not going to 
be any favoritism. We’re not going to 
excessively hold their feet to the fire. 
But there’s a ponderous process that 
… involves a lot of other agencies.”

 As the group weighed the impacts 
of the potential development — in-
cluding on workforce housing, tour-
ism dollars, water and highway access 
— Archuleta County Commissioner 
Veronica Medina raised the imme-
diate specter of fire in the beetle-kill 
ravaged area and asked what efforts 
the two counties could embark upon 
to mitigate the threat.

“Are there any plans, right now, 
today?” Medina asked.

While Moran explained Wolf 
Creek Ski Area is managing its own 
property, efforts to clear the dead 
trees from the wider area were com-
plicated due to access and lumber 
markets — and very costly.

“But, wouldn’t it be more costly if 
we have a fire?” Medina asked. “What 
could we do to start planning some-
thing?”

Garcia described some of the ap-
proaches taken by the Forest Service, 

including active timber management 
on Wolf Creek Pass and “natural igni-
tions when appropriate.”

“We know that fire has a pretty 
major role in this landscape in the 
right conditions,” he said. “We’re try-
ing to use all the tools that we have at 
our disposal to try to address some of 
those impacts.”

As the group further explored 
those impacts — including addi-
tional mitigation efforts, hypothetical 
evacuations and the overall health 
of the forest — there was a consen-
sus that more conversations were 
in order, and that this first meeting 
between the two counties should not 
be the last.

Lamb’s suggestion that “we re-
solve to make this an annual thing” 
was met with mutual agreement 
around the table.

Visitors will gaze 
in wonder at the heavenly skies and 
ponder what significance they had 
for the Ancestral Puebloans when 
they looked up at the same night skies 
1,000 years ago. 

This is recommended for ages 4 
and up.

The gate will be 
promptly locked at the end of that 
time. 

Tickets are $20 for ages 13 and up,

They will 
also be afforded the closest view pos-
sible of the two pinnacles: Chimney 
Rock and Companion Rock. 

Please keep in mind that the lec-
ture before the moonrise is approxi-
mately 30 minutes in length, and the 
hike back down the high mesa occurs 
after dark. 

The hike up to the Chacoan Great 
House Pueblo may be difficult for 
some due to the steep gradient, un-
even footing, and elevation ending at 
7,600 feet. The elevation gain is 200 
feet. Participants should be in reason-
able physical condition and willing to 
hike mostly uphill for 1/3 mile (and 
return steeply downhill).

Full Moon Program

the Chimney Rock site — Ancestral 
Puebloan culture, archaeoastronomy 
theories, area geology, etc. 

Then, as the full moon begins to 
rise, a single flute note follows anoth-
er and another as you become slowly 
embraced by the music of Martinez. 
You’ll be torn between looking west 
to see the spectacular sunset or focus-
ing on the eastern mountain range to 
see the first sliver of moon.

The entire program lasts approxi-
mately three hours including check-
in, driving to the mesa top and hiking 
the Great House Trail. At the end of 
the trail, visitors will enjoy a 360-de-
gree panoramic view from atop the 
mesa ridge. They will also be afforded 
the closest view possible of the two 
pinnacles: Chimney Rock and Com-
panion Rock. 

Please keep in mind that the lec-
ture before the moonrise is approxi-
mately 30 minutes in length, and the 
hike back down the high mesa occurs 
after dark.

The hike up to the Chacoan Great 
House Pueblo may be difficult for 
some due to the steep gradient, un-
even footing, and elevation ending 
at 7,600 feet. The elevation gain is 
200 feet.

Participants should be in reason-
able physical condition and willing 
to hike mostly uphill for 1/3 mile 
(and return steeply downhill). This 
program is not suitable for children 
under 8, and parents are asked to 
closely supervise their attending 
children for the safety of all attendees. 
Water, flashlights and a blanket or 
mat for ground seating (no chairs) 
are recommended.

Geology Tour
The Geology Tour is offered week-

ly on Tuesday late afternoons and 
Saturday mornings. 

This 2.5-hour guided tour explores 
the local geology and its relationship 
to the daily lives of the Ancestral 
Puebloans who lived at Chimney 
Rock more than 1,000 years ago. 

Tour participants will be taken on 
a journey through geologic time 
to learn what the rocks present at 
Chimney Rock today tell us about the 
geography of southwestern Colorado 
over time. 

Participants will also learn how to 
identify common rocks and fossils 
in the area. Rock types impact struc-
tures, pottery, tools and soil produc-
tivity. Geologic processes determine 
the landscape at Chimney Rock and 
play a central role in climate. The 
relationship between the two pillars 
(Chimney Rock and Companion 
Rock) and the South San Juan Moun-
tains in terms of astronomical obser-
vations will be discussed. The tour 
also covers the key points discussed 
in the archaeological-focused tours 
like the Great House Tour. No prior 
knowledge of geology is required. 

The hike up to the Chacoan Great 
House Pueblo offers great views and 
photo opportunities, but may be dif-
ficult for some due to the steep gra-
dient, uneven footing, and elevation 
ending at 7,600 feet. The elevation 
gain is 200 feet. Participants should 
be in reasonable physical condition 
and willing to hike mostly uphill for 
1/3 mile (and return steeply down-
hill). The tour length includes 30 
minutes for the hike to and from the 
Great House Pueblo. 

Check-in is at the Colo. 151 en-
trance gate. Please adhere to the 
check-in timeline. The gate will be 
promptly locked at the end of that 
time.

Tickets are $20 for ages 13 and up, 
$10 for ages 5-12, and under 5 are 
free.

At the end of 
the trail, visitors will enjoy a 360-de-
gree panoramic view from atop the 
mesa ridge. They will also be afforded 
the closest view possible of the two 
pinnacles: Chimney Rock and Com-
panion Rock.

Peregrine falcons are often sighted 
on the left side of Companion Rock, 
so cameras are a must.

The hike up to the Chacoan Great 
House Pueblo may be difficult for 
some due to the steep gradient, un-

even footing, and elevation ending at 
7,600 feet. The elevation gain is 200 
feet. Participants should be in reason-
able physical condition and willing to 
hike mostly uphill for 1/3 mile (and 
return steeply downhill). 

Check-in is at the plaza kiosk at 10 
a.m. The tour begins at 10:30 a.m. 
Tickets are $12 for ages 13 and up and 
$6 for ages 5-12. It is recommended 
for ages 5 and above due to uneven, 
rocky steps and steep drop-offs.

For those who 
dress up, you may be chosen as the 
evening’s sexiest cowgirl and sexiest 
cowboy. 

This year the Jackson Mountain 
Ramblers will get the crowd dancing 
with their soaring vocals and rich 
harmonies, acoustic guitar, bass, 
saxophone, accordion and plenty of 
percussion. 

The evening has grown over the 
last nine years, and now it fills the 
Archuleta County CSU Extension 
Building at the fairgrounds. Rotary 
members work for weeks making 
decorations to deck the hall with 
a western theme. There will also 
be free wagon rides. Last year, the 
club added a chuckwagon dinner. 
Of course, there is a cash bar to wet 
your whistle, featuring a signature 
bourbon caramel apple cocktail; red 
and white wine; an assortment of 
beers; and bourbon, vodka and rum.

107th anniversary feast day Mass for 
St. Francis Mission Church planned for Oct. 6

Dive into the history of southwest 
Colorado and you will discover a col-
orful tapestry created by small com-
munities and the original settlers who 
defined those communities.

Among the settlers who left a last-
ing impact on our region’s history are 
the Spanish descendants who started 
building year-round settlements along 
the San Juan River in the mid-1800s. 
They settled near rivers and tributaries 
which provided reliable water resourc-
es for establishing farms and ranches.

Facing numerous hardships, it was 
their determination and unshakable 
faith that laid the foundation of each 
community. While towns varied, 
Catholic churches were the common 
thread and were the heart of these 
communities.

As described by the San Juan 
Mountains Association (sjma.org) 
in its 2019 study of historic churches 
along the San Juan River, the Catholic 
faith was “a unifying force in their lives.” 
Churches were an expression of the 
residents, who were deeply rooted in 
their Spanish heritage, family tradi-
tions and Catholic faith.

The 2019 study captured the his-
tory of 20 village churches that include 
four missions that are part of Pagosa 
Catholic Community. They uncovered 
the uniqueness of each community 

and brought to the forefront the im-
portance of preserving the history 
embedded in the churches.

St. Francis Church, a 107-year-old 
church situated in the local ranching 
community of Frances, is one of the 
local missions. The original church 
was dedicated in October 1914, but it 
unfortunately burned down in October 
of 1915. The church bell was salvaged 
from the fire.

The present structure, which is 
located approximately 3 miles from 
the original church location, was 
dedicated in 1917. At some point in 
the church’s history, it was redesig-
nated as a mission church.

For the past 30 plus years, the 
caretakers, known as mayordomos, 
have been Floriann and John Gal-
legos Jr. Celebrating 65 years of mar-
riage, the Gallegos family lineage is 
pivotal in the building of the 1917 
church.

As described by John, “One of my 
grandfathers purchased and donated 
two acres for the church and my other 
grandfather purchased and donated 
another two acres for a school house.” 

Rebuilding the church after the 
1915 fire was a community effort.

When Floriann was asked why she 
was dedicated to the care of the histori-
cal church, she replied, “I figured that 
if there was anything I did right in the 
world, I would take care of the church.”

Led by the Gallegos’ love of St. Fran-

cis Mission Church and each other, 
along with the help of volunteers, the 
church’s heritage and the unwavering 
faith of the founding families who built 
the church 107 years ago is preserved 
for future generations.

In celebration of the 107th anniver-
sary of St. Francis Mission Church, a 
feast day Mass will be held on Sunday, 
Oct. 6, at 1 p.m. The church is located at 
8329 Colo. 151, which is 9 miles south 
of U.S. 160 junction.

A community potluck will follow 
the once-a-year Mass. Side dishes 
and desserts are appreciated.

Just how powerful and important is vitamin D? 

It is important enough for men to not overlook. 

Today’s research excerpt is for those who have a 
prostate or know someone who does. 

Vitamin D supplements may slow or prevent low-
grade prostate cancer from progressing, a small new 
study suggests. 

“Vitamin D decreases inflammation in tissues, and 
inflammation is a driver of cancer,” explained Bruce 
Hollis, the study’s lead researcher and a professor of 
pediatrics, biochemistry and molecular biology at the 
Medical University of South Carolina in Charleston. 

For the study, researchers randomly assigned 37 men who elected to have their prostate removed 
to receive either 4,000 international units (IU) of vitamin D or an inactive placebo daily for 60 days 
before their operation. 

When the prostate gland was examined after their surgery, researchers found that many who 
received vitamin D had improvements in their prostate tumors, while the tumors in the placebo 
group remained the same or got worse. 

“In greater than 60 percent of those taking it, vitamin D actually made the cancer better,” said Hollis. 

Hollis reported that in some cases the tumor shrank and in others the cancer went away. 

However, the study was small, and results from a larger trial aren’t expected for several years, he 
added. 

Doctors often recommend a “watch and wait” period for men with low-grade, or less aggressive, 
prostate tumors. But many patients and their families aren’t comfortable waiting and opt to have 
surgery before it’s deemed medically necessary. 

These findings suggest that taking vitamin D might help reduce the need for such radical treatment.

Peggy wrote, “God wants us to 
honor our families and take care of 
each other, but when we don’t talk 
about what this means before it hap-
pens, we put everyone in a difficult 
position.

“Caregiving is sacred and sacred is 
hard. We struggle with the unwieldy 
tension of being grateful that we’re able 
to care for our parents while at the same 
time being battered by what it requires.”

I’ve said to my children, “I don’t 
want to be a burden, I want you to 
enjoy me.” It will be up to each child 
to see us in the right light, a burden 
or a delight. Hopefully, we still have 
much to give to our relationships with 
our children and we are still interest-
ing to them.

Our children didn’t see this mis-
sion coming, but have moved into 
this place of taking care of Al and me. 
It seems to be a precursor for the days 
ahead.

Final brushstroke: God has been 
very generous to us. It seems we are 
living longer and our bodies start to 

break down before we are ready to 
leave this earth. This means even the 
healthy will need a certain amount of 
care. It’s a family affair. It’s all part of life.

A few facts about ageism, which 
affects people of any age and harms 
all:

• There are many forms of ageism, 
including internalized, cultural, im-
plicit, institutional and benevolent. 

• Negative self-perceptions of ag-
ing decrease quality of life and can 
shorten lifespan by 7.5 years.

• Ageism intersects with, and 
exacerbates, other discriminatory 
“isms,” like racism.

• In the media, older adults are 
underrepresented and more often 
portrayed using negative stereotypes.

• According to the United Nations, 
on a global scale, one in two people 
are ageist.

“The American Society on Aging 
and our members, partners and allies 
are raising awareness about ageism 
and its harms,” added Clark-Shirley, 
“so we can each take steps to change 
how we feel and act about aging. I 
hope you will join us.”

The ASA unites, empowers and 
champions everyone working in 
aging.

This week’s Bird of the Week, compliments of the Weminuche Audubon 
Society and Audubon Rockies, is the golden-crowned kinglet.

Not much longer than a hummingbird and weighing about the equiva-
lent of two pennies, this is one of the world’s smallest perching birds. In 
summer, they inhabit dense, mature spruce, fir and pine forests where 
they are always on the move, looking for food. These tiny birds lead a 
precarious life in regions where winter temperatures can dip well below 
zero.

Even in winter, golden-crowned kinglets are primarily insectivores. 
They feed on a variety of small insects and also eat spiders and their 
eggs. Being lightweight allows them to cling to the clusters of needles 
on the tips of conifer branches where they can locate hidden food un-
available to heavier birds. On occasion they drink from sapsucker wells 
and in urban areas will come to suet feeders.

In order to fuel a high body temperature and metabolic rate, this king-
let needs to eat constantly. In winter, going without food for as little as 
two hours during the day may mean starvation and freezing to death. It 
may eat three times its body weight in insects each day to build up fat 
stores for the night.

Outside of breeding season, they live in small groups that huddle 
together at night for warmth. An inch-thick layer of feathers and tucking 
exposed areas on the head in them, along with redirecting blood flow 
away from the feet and legs, helps to reduce heat loss.

Groups are in constant vocal contact while foraging throughout the 
day in order to avoid separating in the dense forest. Tuning into these 
high-pitched, thin, “seet-seet-seet” calls while hiking in the woods may 
be the only way to locate these greenish-olive diminutive birds. With a 
bright crown of feathers bordered by black and white stripes, yellow in 
females and orange and yellow in males, they are the little kings of our 
beautiful fall forests.

In Pagosa Springs, we believe no 
child should ever go hungry. Yet, the 
reality is that many children in our 
community face food insecurity. 

The Rotary Club of Pagosa Springs 
and Pagosa Springs Mountain Rotary 
Club have been working to combat 
this issue through our Feed Our Chil-
dren program, which has just begun 
its 14th year of providing weekend 
meals to families in need.

We currently are serving 40 fami-
lies, involving 94 children, which is 
our largest ever participation.

All public school children are 
provided a free breakfast and lunch 
each school day — a crucial service 
that ensures they have meals during 
the week. However, the need doesn’t 
stop when the school day ends.

The Feed Our Children program 
bridges this gap by supplying nutri-
tious food to children every weekend 
throughout the school year. Each 
Thursday, third- and fourth-graders 
from participating families pick up 
backpacks at school, filled with food 
for all of the children in the family to 
enjoy over the weekend. 

Our goal is to help children return 
to school on Monday happy, nour-
ished and ready to learn. This initia-
tive complements the efforts of local 
food banks by providing additional 
food specifically chosen to appeal 
to children and requiring minimal 
preparation.

A lack of access to adequate 
nutrition during weekends and 
school breaks can significantly hin-
der a child’s ability to learn, grow 
and thrive. Food insecurity creates 
obstacles to their development and 
well-being. Rotary’s goal is to help 
remove this barrier, ensuring that 
every child has the nourishment they 
need to succeed.

The feedback we’ve received has 
been incredibly positive. Parents 
have shared that this program has 
“made a huge difference because 

we are no longer stressed about 
whether we will be able to put 
food on our table.” The children, 
whom we consider vital partners 
in supporting their families, have 
enthusiastically described the pro-
gram as “fun,” with food selections 
they find “awesome,” “great” and 
“really good.”

Teachers and school staff, who 
see the impact of hunger on students 
firsthand, have been equally sup-
portive, calling the program “unbe-
lievably important for the health, 
happiness and ability to concentrate 
for these children.”

This program wouldn’t be pos-
sible without the support of the 
school staff and the overwhelm-
ing generosity of our community. 
Churches, businesses, organization, 
and individuals have all contributed, 
making it clear that we stand united 
in our belief that no child should 
ever go hungry. The Ruby M. Sisson 
Memorial Library also supports the 
program by hosting a collection box 
near its entrance where community 
members can donate needed food 
items.

at the beginning, middle and end of 
each school year.

Habitat for Humanity volunteer spotlight: Lorelei Vining

Lorelei Vining, who was an intern 
at Habitat for Humanity of Archul-
eta County this summer through the 
Pagosa Springs Community Develop-
ment Corporation’s Summer Work 
Program, was not looking forward 
to her high school’s homecoming 
celebration. It meant she would miss 
a day of volunteering at the Habitat 
Archuleta build sites.

Vining, who just began her senior 
year at Pagosa Springs High School, 
said, “Sadly, it interrupts my coming 
to volunteer tomorrow,” and said her 
Saturday at Habitat would’ve been 
“way more fun.”

She added she “loved” interning 
at the Habitat Archuleta sites this 
summer because of the camaraderie 
among the volunteers.

“The variety of things you can do 
is great,” Vining said. “You get tired of 
one thing, you can do something else. 
Although I never got tired of doing 

any of it.”
Vining explained she was part of the 

Building Trades Program at the high 
school, where she, working with two 
others, learned valuable construction 
skills by building and designing a shed.

Vining became entrenched in the 
program, taking multiple classes about 

construction and designing buildings. 
Vining even had a hand in designing 
the storage units the high school is 
building.

Vining was on Habitat’s build sites 
four days every week. She said her 
favorite task was drywalling.

“It really helps being detail-orient-
ed with that kind of thing,” she said. 
“You have to be really smooth before 
you can texture it.”

Vining was born and raised in 
Pagosa Springs and is planning on 
volunteering with Habitat Archuleta 
through the end of the build season. 

Vining did not hesitate to say she’d 
return as an intern or volunteer next 
year.

In her free time, she said she “col-
lects hobbies like baseball cards.”

Vining added that in one of her 
classes she’s working to paint a mural 
on a “boring” wall in the high school. 
It will involve a pirate ship with a logo, 
despite her aversion to two-dimen-
sional art.

After she graduates in the spring, 
she plans to take a gap year to learn 
more about the trades, “and get all of 
the certifications or lessons that I can 
and do all the classes that I can that 
could help.”

“I’m taking it slow, not rushing,”
