District announces
names of county’s
new K-8 schools

The St. Johns County School District (SJCSD) announced
earlier this week the names of the new K-8 schools currently under
construction to meet the demand of the county’s growth.

The school in Nocatee previously known as “KK” will be called
Palm Valley Academy, and the school in Saint Johns formerly
known as “LL” will be called Freedom Crossing Academy. Both
names were approved at the SJCSD School Board meeting held on
Tuesday, March 13.

According to the district, principals Jessica Richardson and
Allen Anderson, respectively, collected input from the public and
provided the suggested names to school board members during
their workshop held March 6. Both schools are scheduled to open
for the 2018-2019 school year.

The new schools, said the district, will feature movable walls
between two classroom teams as well as extended learning areas
for collaboration opportunities. Each facility, the district contin-
ued, includes state-of-the-art technology and core facilities with
a media center, cafetorium, playgrounds and physical education
fields.

District officials said the design used for both K-8 schools is a
modification of Patriot Oaks and Valley Ridge academies, with
the addition of a third floor that will house eight classrooms, three
science labs, ESE (Exceptional Student Education) classrooms, a
technology lab, business lab, skills lab and a resource room. The
planned capacity for these two schools is approximately 1,490
students per school.

Palm Valley Academy is located at 2135 Palm Valley Road
in Ponte Vedra, and Freedom Crossing Academy is in Aberdeen
located at 1365 Shetland Drive in Saint Johns.

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Katz 4 Keeps to close permanently March 18

Love Me True Rescue
to take up the mantle

After 11 years of rescuing and car-
ing for cats at its facility in Ponte Vedra
Beach, Katz 4 Keeps will close its doors
permanently Sunday, March 18.

“For the past 14 years, we have fulfilled
K4K’s mission to rescue, rehabilitate
and re-home approximately 2,500 felines
with an outstanding protocol of care that
ensured our cats and kittens received a
healthy start to a healthy life,” Founder
Mary Boushie wrote in a message to sup-
porters on the nonprofit’s Facebook page.
“This could not have been accomplished
without our many dedicated K4K volun-
teers, the ‘Luv ‘Em Up’ socializers, car-
ing veterinarians and others who worked
quietly in the background to support the

mechanics of our mission. We will soon
lock K4K’s door for the last time, grateful
that all cats have been placed in their for-
ever homes with caring community resi-
dents who trusted us enough to adopt.”

No longer accepting new cats, staff and
volunteers at the shelter spent the last few
weeks working tirelessly to ensure that all
the remaining felines in their care were
adopted prior to closing, officially accom-
plishing that goal early last week.

“We adopted out all 24 adult cats in 12
days, which is awesome,” said Bethany
Mockler, a volunteer at the shelter.

While the Katz 4 Keeps shelter has
been in operation since 2007, according
to Mockler, Boushie has been person-
ally rescuing cats in the Ponte Vedra area
since 2003. Now, after 15 years of dedica-
tion to the rehabilitation and re-homing of
cats, Boushie has chosen to retire to spend
more time with her loved ones.

“Mary has been dedicated to this for a

really long time, but running a physical
facility is a 24/7 role,” Mockler ex-
plained.

Although Katz 4 Keeps is closing its
doors, many of the shelter’s volunteers
are currently helping to open another cat
shelter, Love Me True Rescue, in Ponte
Vedra Beach.

“We are opening, hopefully by May,
on Palm Valley Road in Ponte Vedra
Beach,” Love Me True Rescue Founder
Lisa di Donato said. “Our rescue is a
little different than Katz 4 Keeps. We
are a communal room rescue, so there
won’t be any cages, really. There will be
mostly free-roaming cats, and kittens will
be in pens. Our mission is also slightly
different, in that we rescue mostly from
high-kill shelters — animals that are in
danger of being euthanized — but we’re
still taking in cats from other places when
we have the room, and we are still an
adoption center.”

With Love Me True’s future home at
5150 Palm Valley Road, #403, currently
under construction, a definitive open-
ing date has yet to be set. Tentatively,
however, di Donato is planning for a date
in either late April or early May. In the
meantime, the local community has begun
raising support, including neighboring
CrossBarre Inc., which will hold a fund-
raiser tomorrow, March 16, for the shelter.

“There’ll be a silent auction and a
dance party,” di Donato said. “I think it’s
supposed to be somewhat of a surprise,
but I know they’ve been advertising it, so
I’m really appreciative of it and just so
amazed by how much the community’s
supporting us.”

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Local historian
gives presentation
at Ponte Vedra Inn

& Club on 1942
Nazi U-boat attack
off Jax Beach

Local historian Scott Grant delivered a
presentation on Thursday, March 8 at the
Ponte Vedra Inn & Club on the 1942 Nazi
U-boat sinking of the SS Gulf America oil
tanker less than 10 miles off the coast of
Jacksonville Beach.

During his presentation, Grant recanted
the story of Captain Reinhard Hardegen —
a German submarine commander respon-
sible for sinking 24 merchant ships in
World War II — and the damage he inflicted
with his U-123 submarine. Taking place on
April 10, 1942, Grant said the sinking of
the SS Gulf America was the worst home-
land disaster in American history that took
more lives than 9/11 or Pearl Harbor.

Grant, who leads Standfast Asset Man-
agement, is dedicated to educating the pub-
lic on this war story through presentations
and question-and-answer sessions.

limit saturated fat to less than 10 percent of
one’s caloric intake, or less than 20 grams

To address the prevalence of heart total. Instead, Schooley suggested choosing
healthy fats, which include monounsatu-
rated fats (olive and canola oil, almonds,
cashews, hazelnuts and avocado) and omega
3 fatty acids (flax or chia seeds, walnuts and
fish).

As for fiber, Schooley advised that the
goal should be to consume at least 25 grams
of soluble and insoluble fiber daily. Sodium
intake, on the other hand, should be watched
closely, she said, limited to less than 2,300
milligrams per day, or less than 1,500 mil-
ligrams for adults with high blood pressure.

Regarding fats, Schooley said it is best to

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Kazakh women offered hope, opportunity
through The Greatest Exchange program

By Samantha Logue

As the “home of the free,” America has
become known around the world as a land
of liberties and opportunities — many of
which citizens of other countries have only
dreamed of. With the help of the Greater
Jacksonville community, however, one lo-
cal nonprofit has taken up the task of mak-
ing that list of dreamers a little shorter.

The Greatest Exchange, founded in
2014, is a cultural exchange program that
enables young, college-age Kazakh women
to spend their summers working as camp
counselors in the Jacksonville area.

“In the summer of 2014, | brought two
girls from Kazakhstan and they lived with
me for 10 weeks as they worked as sum-
mer camp counselors in the Splash Water
Park at Nocatee,” said Founder Kelly Ray,
who spent time working in Kazakhstan as
an English teacher and dance instructor.
“Not only did they do an incredible job as
counselors, but their lives were completely
transformed. They were also able to earn
enough money to cover an entire year of
expenses in Kazakhstan.”

It’s now been four years since those first
two women came to Ponte Vedra, and The
Greatest Exchange program has expanded
to include more participants and several
other camps, including those of Julington
Creek Plantation, Crosswater Community
Church, Serenata Beach Club and Bartram
Academy. Although the program has since
grown into a full-fledged nonprofit, it was
never Ray’s plan for that to happen. The
original idea behind the program, she said,

stemmed from a simple, yet earnest desire
to help the oppressed and hard-working
Kazakh women she had come to know and
love.

“There’s this tremendous pressure,
oppression, lack of self-worth and lack
of opportunity given to young women
there,” she said. “I thought, ‘How much
more equipped and how much more loved
would they feel if they had the opportunity
to come here and participate in everything
that we have to offer on this side of the
world, and then take all of that back to
make a difference in their own communi-
ties?””

Now, years later, many of the program’s

former participants seem to be doing just
that.

“Every single one of our girls has gradu-
ated from college and is now employed,”
Ray said. “And not only are they employed,
but they’re actually using their English
skills in jobs that they otherwise wouldn’t
have been eligible for, had they not partici-
pated in this program. We have girls that
said they never knew how to smile. We’ve
seen them grow in confidence, we’ve seen
them grow in opportunities and we’ve
really seen them grow in love and hope as
well.”

The program’s participants aren’t the
only people to have benefited from The

Greatest Exchange either, as many of their
host families have come to view the women
as part of the family.

“While The Greatest Exchange program
lasted only through the summer, the experi-
ence is long-lasting,” said Sarah Hydrick,

a host mother with the program. “The
connection with our new daughter and the
community of supporters we are now a part
of grew stronger even after the summer was
over, and we are so looking forward to host-
ing again this year.”

For Gulassem, a 2016 participant whose
last name has been omitted for her safety,
the opportunities afforded to her through the
program were invaluable.

“It was literally the best summer in my
life,” she said. “My favorite part about the
whole program is that (it gives) such big
opportunities to Kazakh girls and make their
hearts bigger and give the feeling that every
dream is real. | want everybody in The
Greatest Exchange to understand what great
things they do. They are literally changing
the world, making a few little hearts happy.”

While there are countless opportunities
that The Greatest Exchange program has
to offer these young women, for Ray, what
matters most is the people that they become
in the process.

“What we want the girls to believe is that
it’s not about their address, it’s about who
they are as a person,” she said. “We just
want them to be able to take anything that
they’ve learned and to make a difference in
their own culture.”

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How to connect with local people with
intellectual and developmental differences

March is Devel-
opmental Dis-
abilities Awareness
Month, and now is
the perfect time to
make a lasting con-
nection to someone
in our community
who has an intellectual and developmental
difference (IDD) like Down syndrome or
autism spectrum disorder. (Intellectual and
developmental disabilities are defined as
a group of disabilities that begin at birth
or in childhood that can affect a person’s
intellectual, physical and emotional devel-
opment.)

People with IDDs can form strong
personal connections just like anyone
else, but many people feel uncomfortable
or don’t know how to approach them.
That’s why Delores Barr Weaver, through

her fund at The Community Foundation,
collaborated with four local nonprofits to
launch Connectable, a community-wide
awareness campaign that encourages peo-
ple to become connectable to those with
IDDs in whatever way they can — whether
through volunteering, employment or just
by learning more.

The campaign also encourages people
to replace words like “disabled” with
“differences” to highlight the abilities of
people with IDDs.

If you’re ready to connect with people
with IDDs but aren’t sure how, here are a
few tips for starting a conversation.

m Treat them like you would any
other friend or acquaintance. People
with 1DDs are individuals with their own
opinions, passions and thoughts. Ap-
proaching someone with an IDD for the
first time is just like other first meetings.
Introduce yourself, ask questions, listen
and share your thoughts. Unless you know
specifics about them, there’s no need to
behave differently.

m Don’t speak slower or change your
communication style unless they ask.
Many people with IDDs can understand
regular speech, so slowing down or
modifying how you talk can be conde-
scending to them. Talk at your normal
speed and volume, and they will let you
know if you need to change. In addition,
make sure to give them time to express
themselves at their own pace. Some
people with IDDs may stammer or get
frustrated, but don’t take it personally.
Stay calm and enjoy the conversation.

m Speak directly to people with
IDDs, not to other people with them.
Most people with IDDs prefer to be di-
rectly addressed, even if they seem quiet
or withdrawn. A frustrating, if common,
experience for people with IDDs is when
people hold entire conversations about
them as if they are not there.

It’s always a great feeling to establish
a genuine connection with someone,
so never be afraid to have a friendly
conversation with someone with an IDD.

You can take the next steps in becom-
ing connectable by taking the pledge

at ConnectableJax.com or by getting
involved with one of our area nonprofits
that provide a positive system of care for
those with IDDs.

The nonprofits that contributed their
time and expertise to launching Connect-
able include The Arc Jacksonville, North
Florida School of Special Education,
Down Syndrome Association of Jack-
sonville and Special Olympics Florida,
but there are many others from which
you can choose.

People with IDDs are an important
part of Northeast Florida, and we all
benefit when we recognize the many
ways they are able to contribute to our
lives both as individuals and as a com-
munity.

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Just say no? Or should I blow? It's not that simple ...

Let me be clear: No
attorney can ever tell
you that you should
“always blow,” or
“always say no,” if
you are ever invited
to take a breatha-
lyzer test. Too much
is involved in this
very critical decision, and every case is as
unique as one’s fingerprints. So, how do I
handle this question that has been asked of
me approximately 17,000 times?

First, | have to explain that anything | say
can never be deemed legal advice. What
lawyers should do in these situations is
stick to what the law says, or the different
types of legal interpretations that may be
applied to a given set of facts. So, with that
in mind, let’s take a look at how our DUI
laws are written with respect to breath and

blood tests.

In Florida, and in most states, the type of
test requested has its own set of laws and
procedures. Let’s start with breath testing.
When you signed for your license, you
agreed that you would provide a breath
sample to an officer if requested after being
lawfully arrested. This law is known as the
“Implied Consent” law. Although some
lawyers say that there is a “right” to refuse
the test, it’s probably more accurately
referred to as an “option” to refuse.

The catch is that if you refuse the test,
your license will be suspended for 12
months for a first refusal, but that goes up
to 18 months if there is a prior refusal on
the person’s record. A temporary hardship
license can be obtained in many cases. A
civil hearing, referred to as a formal review
hearing, can be set up to allow the person
or his/her attorney to challenge that suspen-
sion.

What most people aren’t told, however,
is that if you do blow and you blow over

the limit, your license will be suspended
just the same, albeit for a shorter period
of time. For those who blow over, their
suspension can be challenged, as well, at a
formal review hearing. These proceedings
are civil and are not a part of the separate
criminal prosecution that occurs in the
criminal courts.

In Florida, if you refuse the test and have
a prior refusal, you could also be charged
with an additional criminal count of what
they call “criminal refusal.” This is why
attorneys cannot haphazardly — in a few
sentences — tell someone that they should
either blow or not. The truth is, many
people refuse the breath test for a multitude
of different reasons. Some question the
machine’s reliability. Some simply have a
firmly rooted distrust for law enforcement.

Others have been told to never take the test.

Still, others refuse because they mistakenly
believe they can call an attorney right there
on the spot and seek real time advice.

Until very recently, the consequences for

refusing a blood test were similar to breath
cases. However, just last year the United
States Supreme Court, in a landmark case
known in legal circles as “Birchfield,” ruled
that a warrant for blood must be obtained
instead of using the Implied Consent laws
to obtain a blood sample. Blood draws, the
court reasoned, is a more intrusive proce-
dure and invokes more privacy interests
than obtaining a sample of one’s breath.
As a result, one can argue now that there
is a “right” to refuse a blood test, unlike a
breath test.

S0, as you can see, the decision to submit
to such testing is a difficult one. Ideally,
you’d be able to call an attorney on the
spot, but reality tends to eliminate that op-
tion. Now, if I could only regurgitate this
information Saturday when I’'m sure this
topic will surface. It’s St. Patrick’s Day, so
be safe!
