PVHS student claims school stifled
political speech on gun control

A Ponte Vedra High School senior is
claiming the school stifled his political
speech on gun control by turning his
planned walkout last week into a support
forum, while faculty is saying the school
simply wanted to remain apolitical and
promote a message of unity.

Nick Famularo told the Recorder that
students had organized a walkout to join
the #Enough national student walkout
for gun control on March 14 at 10 a.m.,
but the protest turned into a politically-
benign event instead.

“We were aiming to create this event
and get around 200 students in the court-
yard from 10 to 10:17 a.m.,” he said, “to
not only honor the people who lost their
lives in Parkland but also to demand that
Congress pass some kind of gun legisla-
tion to protect our schools.”

After approaching administrators to
get their approval, Famularo said school
officials organized their own event on the
same day called a “support forum” that
was “wiped clean of political messag-
ing.”

“We were not allowed to bring any po-
litically-charged signs or make any form
of political statement,” he said. “Instead,
it was only to honor the victims and not
to demand change or anything like that.”
(Discussions the Recorder had with other
students confirmed this to be true.)

Although Famularo said the school
altered his intended walkout, his prin-
cipal noted that he wasn’t aware of the
student’s original idea. According to
Ponte Vedra principal Fred Oberkehr,
the school informed other students that

administrators wanted to stay away from
politics.

“I sent out an email to the parents,”
Oberkehr noted, “I sent an email out to
the teachers, and I sent out a communica-
tion to all the students clearly stating that
the event we were going to hold here on
the Ponte Vedra High School campus
would not be political.”

Famularo asserted that removing
political messaging from the event was
“extremely discouraging.”

“In essence, they did stifle our political
voices and told us we weren’t allowed to
bring that message to the forum,” the stu-
dent said. “They didn’t call it a ‘walkout’
anymore because they said instead of us
walking out of class, it was more of them
walking with us. In my opinion, it was
kind of a way to avoid conflict but at the
same time they’re stifling our voices.”

The Ponte Vedra senior did say he
appreciated the opportunity to honor the
Parkland victims, which was part of his
original plan for the walkout.

“Don’t get us wrong,” he said, “[the
event] did line up with half of our
original intentions, which was to honor
the victims and mourn the losses but
at the same time it was meant to de-
mand change and discuss gun control.

... It went from a student-organized and
student-led event to something crafted by
the administration.”

According to Famularo, administrators
said they would remove any politically-
charged signs relating to gun legislation
from the March 14 event, but students
were allowed to wear orange to show
unity for gun control.

The student said he wanted to honor

the Parkland victims in the first half of
his planned walkout, then allow student
speakers to share their political perspec-
tive on gun legislation and urge their
peers to contact their representatives.

Oberkehr said students are “free and
entitled” to express themselves politi-
cally in their personal lives and in other
avenues, but last week’s forum, however,
was not the right time or place for divi-
sive political issues.

“A school is not a place to have politi-
cal debates on this particular topic, not
on that particular day in my humble opin-
ion,” he said. “The most important thing
and I think the greatest thing we can do
as educators is share a message that we
need to be looking out for one another.”

Oberkehr added that there are plenty
of other forums and places for students
to share their political views, such as
Washington D.C. and Tallahassee.

According to the principal, students
appreciated the forum and “thought
the day was a good day.” Additionally,
Oberkehr noted that he hadn’t received
any negative feedback “until now” on
anything related to last week’s event.

Furthermore, Oberkehr said his stu-
dents were “terrific” at the event, and he
received positive feedback from attend-
ees.

“All in all, it was the right message,
and it was the message that needed to be
sent,” he said. “Not a message of division
about how one person may feel about
whatever political message it was that he
wanted to share. ... The purpose of that
day in our opinion was not to engage in
a political conversation, discussion or
position.”

LETTER TO THE EDITOR

Clearly, there has been a lot of talk in
the news about school safety, specifical-
ly regarding the shooting that occurred
at Marjory Stoneman Douglas High
School in Parkland.

Democrats are proposing the idea of
implementing stricter gun laws to stop
potential shooters from obtaining guns.
Republicans are opposing this proposi-
tion, making clear that they do not want
to see a change to gun rights as they are
now. The call for a solution among right-
wingers has led to the idea of allowing
teachers to carry firearms in school.

As a student of Ponte Vedra High
School, I am not opposed to this solu-
tion, but it has become clear to me that
many people do not feel safe about
teachers carrying firearms. They bring
up the issue of hostile teachers, and
the possibility of them using their guns
inappropriately. I would like to propose
a solution to cater to both sides of the
argument.

I firmly believe that teachers should
be able to take this position of respon-
sibility voluntarily; carrying a firearm
should not be a part of an educator’s job
description.

The system I am proposing operates as
follows:

First, every teacher that wants to opt
in should receive adequate firearm train-
ing (including safety and operation).
The NRA would most likely be happy
to provide this training to teachers given
that they are currently under heavy fire
from Democrats.

In every classroom, there should be
a gun safe. These safes will have two
levels of security. Unlocking the safe
will require a passcode known by only
faculty that have opted in, and approval
of access from the centralized system. In
the event of an active shooter emergen-
cy, a lockdown is initiated by admin-
istration. As a part of the lockdown’s
commencement, a signal will be sent to
the safes allowing them to be unlocked
by the teachers.

This system takes away the possibil-
ity of having a hostile teacher use his/
her gun to become a threat to others
on campus. It also allows them to have
access to their gun when they truly need
it, satisfying the call from many for
teachers to be allowed to carry their own
firearm.

Everyone cares about the tragedy of
the situation, and it is unfortunate that
we have let it divide us. People have
forgotten about the core of the argument,
and instead regressed into the rhetoric
of their respective side. As the push to
implement solutions to this paramount
issue continues, I can only hope that this
suggestion does not merely add noise to
the conversation, but promotes coopera-
tion and agreement from people on both
sides of the aisle.

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SJSO places emphasis on school
safety following Parkland shooting

Chuck Mulligan, the community af-
fairs bureau commander for the St. Johns
County Sheriff’s Office (SJSO), said the
bureau has an intensified focus on the
safety of St. Johns County students fol-
lowing the Parkland shooting in February.

Mulligan explained that the deputies
were assigned to St. Johns County schools
to ensure a copycat wouldn’t replicate the
Parkland shooting. Placing armed person-
nel inside the schools was a short-term re-
sponse, Mulligan said, because long-term
assignments would be difficult consider-
ing the office’s other responsibilities and
lack of additional manpower.

In the days following Parkland, Mul-

ligan said a statewide conversation
occurred on how to distribute funds to
counties within the state. Citing legisla-
tion recently passed by the Florida House
on mandating additional funds for armed
school officers and mental health ser-
vices, Mulligan said he wasn’t sure how
additional funds will be distributed across
Florida and how the new law will be
implemented.

“We’re not exactly sure how much
money will be coming from the state,”
he said. “That is still being planned as of

last week as to how much money is being
disseminated into what county and how
much each county is going to get based
on whatever formula the state uses. We
can tell you on the short term that we will
be definitely working with the district to
determine what they wish to happen in
the school system and what they believe it
should look like.”

Mulligan also said the sheriff’s office
is working with other agencies to review
protocols and conduct an active shooter
incident roundtable. According to the

community affairs bureau commander,
SJSO held a private meeting with other
government agencies in response to Park-
land where they exchanged ideas.

“There is a committee that has been
formed between the sherift’s office and
other law enforcement agencies,” he said.
“We will be discussing the law that has
been passed and the moneys that will be
made available. There may not be enough
funding to implement every strategy
that’s been laid out, so we have to look at
all that — and we’re not there yet in that
regard.”

Creekside High School safety training

Creekside High School will be hosting
a law enforcement training session on
Thursday, March 29, that will place depu-
ties in a realistic active shooter scenario.
According to Mulligan, members of the
school district will be there to observe the
session and get a first-hand look at how
officers would respond in a crisis.

“There will be sheriff’s office training
while the school is out for spring break,”
he said. “This was scheduled before Park-
land; it was scheduled months and months
ago. This wasn’t in response to Parkland,
this was going to happen one way or
another.”

Mulligan said the training session oc-
curs annually and officials pick a new
venue each year.

Forson:‘l am not in support of teachers carrying weapons’

SJCSD superintendent
addresses school safety
at local Rotary club

St. Johns County School District
(SJCSD) Superintendent Tim Forson told
the Rotary Club of Ponte Vedra Beach
last week that he does not support arm-
ing teachers in the wake of the Parkland
shooting.

“I am not in support of teachers carry-
ing weapons,” said Forson at the club’s
March 15 meeting at Marsh Landing
Country Club. “That wasn’t part of the
contract—the written contract, the social
contract, the emotional contract — for an
educator.”

What the superintendent does support
is the addition of a professional to every
school campus who can be responsive to
a threat.

Forson told the local Rotarians that

there will be a commitment to such a safe-
ty effort by next school year, noting that
he and Sheriff David Shoar have devel-
oped a joint committee to work through
the matter. Forson is expecting funds from
the state to support these efforts.

“I think the answer is having someone
at every campus who can be responsive
and has the understanding, wherewithal,
training and ability to be reactive,” said
the superintendent. “It [a shooting] typi-
cally happens in three to five minutes. It’s
gotta be a single focus and someone who
responds to that piece of it.”

Forson told the Rotary club that he is
also expecting funds from the state to
help fortify the district’s facilities. He
said SJCSD is already well ahead of other
districts here because many of its facilities
were built post-Columbine.

The district superintendent said that the
community will not necessarily eliminate
the threat, however, unless more attention
is paid to mental health, which he noted

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St. Johns County awaits final
decision on bed tax increase

Tourist Development Council recommends approval,
allocation of funds for beach renourishment

With hurricane season looming just
over two months away, residents of St.
Johns County are eagerly awaiting a final
decision on whether they will soon have
a local funding source to combat the in-
creasingly critical issue of beach erosion.

The tourist development tax, also
known as the bed tax, is the potential
source in question, with a proposal to
raise the tax from 4 to 5 percent currently
under consideration. If approved, the tax
increase is projected to generate an addi-
tional $2.57 million annually, and it is the
hope of many residents that those funds
would be designated for a beach renour-
ishment plan.

On Feb. 26, following a request for rec-
ommendation from the Board of County
Commissioners, the Tourist Development
Council (TDC) discussed the proposal
at great length, with numerous residents
coming forward to voice their support.

“With 42 miles of beach, we are a
coastal community,” County Commission
District 4 candidate Dick Williams said.
“It’s a huge asset, and for the purposes of
the fifth cent, clearly it is a major tourist
attraction. But the reality is, if we don’t
have a long-term plan, we’re going to
continue to see that asset go away.”

Ponte Vedra Beach resident Guy Rasch
agreed, warning, “We’re losing people
already. The two renters on either side
of me, the rental properties, have not
been able to fill their properties recently,
because they didn’t have beach to go to.
... You can have a conquistador and you
can have a young lady in a bikini advertis-
ing coming to the beaches, but if you have
no beach to come to, it doesn’t do us any
good.”

Other residents echoed those senti-

ments, with some even voicing support
for increasing the tax to 6 percent. St.
Johns County Tourism and Cultural De-
velopment Director Tera Meeks advised,
however, that the county is only currently
eligible to raise the tax to 5 percent.

While the majority of the TDC ex-
pressed support for adding a fifth cent to
the bed tax, there was some dissention.
For example, St. Augustine Mayor Nancy
Shaver — who left the meeting before the
vote — felt that the resulting funds would
be insufficient to truly make an impact on
the issue of beach erosion.

“I don’t believe it is our role to solve
what is a major issue across the state, and
for that reason, I do not support levying
the fifth cent—even though I believe,
quite frankly, there is probably not much
tourist resistance,” Shaver said. “This
discussion is clearly being driven by the
beach issue, and I think it’s the wrong
thing for us to do. I think there is a huge
problem in the county, in the state and
nationally, but we’re not going to solve it
by a penny of bed tax.”

Another topic of contention was how
the funds would be allocated, with some
people expressing hopes that they would
also benefit the county’s other tourist
attractions. Commissioner Jay Morris,
however, stated he would only support
raising the tax if the resulting funds were
designated specifically for a beach man-
agement plan.

“There are no beaches,” he said. “The
beaches aren’t there anymore. This is the
only funding source available that we
have to kick this (renourishment) program
off, so I am totally in favor of it, if we can
do that.”

Ultimately, the council voted — with
one dissention — to recommend raising
the bed tax from 4 to 5 percent, with the

stipulation that the resulting funds be al-
located “in total, or to the greatest extent
possible, for beach renourishment.”

With that recommendation in mind,
the Board of County Commissioners
will put the matter to a final vote, with at
least a 4-1 supermajority required for the
proposal to be approved. Although a date
has yet to be set for that vote, community
members like Ponte Vedra Beach resident
Martha Johnson are continuing to stress
the urgency of the matter, stating: “If we
lose the beaches, we lose everything.”

is at the heart of the national prob-
lem. Within the schools, Forson said
educators must focus on building and
enabling relationships, both teacher-
to-student and student-to-student
relationships. He cited programs that
exist today in SJCSD schools that
connect older and younger students to
help the younger students transition
into new environments, as examples.

Forson said he also expects state
funding for mental health support,
but he doesn’t anticipate a mental
health professional being added to
every school. Instead, he said mental
health must be addressed community-
wide, both inside and outside of the
schools.

Overall, the superintendent said a
different level of concern has devel-
oped after the Parkland shooting, and
action must be taken locally to protect
students, because nowhere is immune
from the threat.

“This is not to scare anybody, but
Parkland, Florida, is Ponte Vedra,
Florida,” he said. “A lot of times, we
think it’s the most diverse schools.
It’s the schools where there may be
conflicts and challenges. No, it’s
anywhere. We have to be conscious
of the fact that everyone could be at
risk.”

S.A.F.E. Pet Rescue, Inc. in St. Augus-
tine Beach recently launched a program
that allows animal lovers to house long-
term shelter dogs on a short-term basis.

The Pet Pal program kicked off in
February and is designed for people who
are unable to adopt a dog for a lifetime
but are still interested in the companion-
ship of a furry friend. That amount of time
varies per person, said S.A.F.E. Founder
and President Robin Kantner-Nordan, but
it can range from a weekend to several
weeks.

The initiative started, said Kantner-

Nordan, after the nonprofit organization
realized that many of its shelters’ long-
term dogs were being overlooked. Pet Pal
launched to help these dogs find homes,
even if only for a short period of time,
while also providing company and enjoy-
ment for the person taking care of the dog.

In many cases, Kantner-Nordan said
these people are unable to adopt a dog
on a full-time basis because of their
employment situation or financial state.
The program is also perfect for seniors or
responsible college students who feel they
are too old or young, respectively, to take
on a full-time pet, she added.

In each case, S.A.F.E. works with the

interested party, pairs the person with a dog
and delivers the dog to the home to ensure
it’s safe and comfortable. Kantner-Nordan
said the dogs arrive freshly groomed and
flea-free, and the organization provides
food and necessary medications and equip-
ment, such as a bed, crate, collar, leash, etc.

“Whatever the dog needs will be provid-
ed to make this time away from the shelter
enjoyable and a wonderful experience,”
said Kantner-Nordan in a text message to
the Recorder.

The S.A.F.E. founder added that the
organization will offer a small financial
stipend to the people who take in the dogs
as a token of appreciation. She noted that

the experience is helpful to S.A.F.E., as it
provides information about the dogs that
would have previously been unknown,
such as how the dog behaves in the home
environment.

Overall, Kantner-Nordan said the pro-
gram offers dogs that are both small and
large, and young and old.

“We have a dog for every personal-
ity,” said Kantner-Nordan, who did note,
however, that puppies are excluded from
Pet Pal.

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Three Ps: Problems, pensions and planning

By Ric Schilling

Those who have
read this column for
some time will recall
that I have written
frequently about the
coming crisis in pub-
lic pensions — those
plans for state and
local government
employees. We saw
that issue first hand in the Detroit bank-
ruptcy a few years ago, and it is becoming
a huge issue in many northern cities and
states where these liabilities have been
underfunded for decades.

Now, the crisis is spreading to the cor-
porate world as well, as seen with the $31

billion shortfall in GE’s pension plan. It
wasn’t that many years ago that GE’s pen-
sion plan had a multi-billion-dollar surplus,
yet it is now in the hole by $31 billion and
growing. What happened?

The company started underfunding their
required annual contributions some years
ago in favor of buying back their stock to
strengthen the stock price. That decision
has now saddled them with a huge liability
that will undoubtedly impact their flex-
ibility in dealing with the current financial
challenges they face.

Like many companies, GE assumed that
plan assets would earn 7-8 percent per year
yet invested a substantial portion of those
assets (+/- 40 percent) in bonds, which
have earned very little over the last decade.
So, the underfunding was exacerbated

by the plan consistently underperforming
against the actuarial assumptions used to
calculate required annual contributions.
Another actuarial assumption that
proved wrong was participant longevity.
Pension plans have been hesitant to revise
longevity assumptions upward as this will
increase required contributions, yet no one
can deny that people are, on average, living
some years longer than most plans assume.
Years ago, many companies were
more willing to increase benefits such as
healthcare and pensions than wages as the
impact on current financial results was less
significant. However, these benefits have
a dramatic liability associated with them
that can accumulate in a substantial way

over time. That’s what has happened
at GE and many other American
corporations. How this all works out
is anyone’s guess but if these corpora-
tions all end up transferring their un-
derfunded plans to the Pension Benefit
Guarantee Corporation (PBGC for
short) — a government agency in the
business of managing troubled pension
plans from the private sector — we
may all ultimately be on the hook for
these problems.

I believe the lesson here is to not
entrust your future security entirely to
anyone else — have a sound financial
plan and create your own pension
plan so you don’t have to rely solely
on others for your financial security.
Remember, a corporation’s first and
foremost obligation is to benefit its
stockholders, not its employees or re-
tirees. Don’t depend on someone else
who you don’t want to be in control,
to care for you in the future. Be your
own protector.

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Should you make extra mortgage
payments or boost your investments?

Every month, you
pay your mortgage,
and depending on
your circumstances,
you may be able to
afford to put in ad-
ditional payments —
perhaps sizable ones.
But should you? Or,
if you really have the extra money, should
you invest it?

Initially, you might think it would be
quite nice to rid yourself of that mortgage
sooner, rather than later. But is it really the
burden it seems?

Actually, you get some real benefits
from a mortgage. It certainly provides
something of great value to you — your
home. If you got your mortgage — or re-
financed your home — within the past de-
cade or so, you are borrowing money at a
pretty favorable interest rate, by historical
standards. And even assuming a mild rate
of inflation — such as what we’ve had for
the past several years — you’ll essentially
be paying off your mortgage with cheaper
and cheaper dollars over time. Plus, your

interest payments may well be tax deduct-
ible. (The new tax laws limit deductions
on new mortgages of $750,000 or more.
For questions on your specific situation,
consult your tax professional.)

So, given these advantages, an argu-
ment could be made that you should be
in no hurry to pay off your mortgage.

Still, you might be tempted to make the
extra payments because you’ll be build-
ing home equity. After all, isn’t this equity
valuable? It is — to a degree. The larger
your home equity, the more money you’ll
get to keep when you eventually sell your
home.

But in the meantime, that home equity
may be less useful than you might imagine.
For one thing, just building more equity
won’t make your home more valuable — it
will rise (or fall in value along with what-
ever’s happening in the housing market).
By contrast, you could take the extra
money and buy more shares in an invest-
ment such as stocks — and the more shares
you own, the more valuable your invest-
ment will be if the price per share rises.

Also, if you were to experience a
temporary job loss or some other financial
emergency, your home equity might not
help you much; if you’re not working, you

could even have trouble getting a home
equity loan. Conversely, your investment
portfolio can offer you greater liquidity,
depending on your specific investments.
Most investment vehicles, such as stocks
and bonds, generally can be sold quickly,
without much difficulty. (Keep in mind,
though, that if you were forced to sell
investments when their price was down,
you could take a loss on the sale.)

Clearly, you could gain some advan-
tages by using any extra money to invest,
rather than paying down your mortgage.
Nonetheless, you may simply get emo-
tional and psychological satisfaction by
speeding your progress toward the day
when your house is paid off — and that
type of satisfaction certainly has value.
You’ll need to weigh these intangible
factors carefully in deciding whether to
increase your investments or make extra
mortgage payments — because, ultimately,
you need to feel that you’re doing the
right thing, for the right reasons.
