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Construction of
new PGA Tour
headquarters
to commence
summer 2018

Construction on the new global home
of the PGA Tour is scheduled to begin
this summer, according to officials in
the company. The 187,000 square-foot
building will be located off of Palm Valley
Road and is projected to be completed by
late 2020.

“Our sitework is anticipated to begin in
June or July, and that will include mobili-
zation, clearing, grading, utilities, digging
of the lakes,” said Kirsten Sabia, vice
president of integrated communications
for the PGA Tour. “The building construc-
tion is anticipated to start sometime in the
late fall, when they actually start to lay the
foundation itself.”

Ponte Vedra Beach has been home to
the PGA Tour since the late 1970s, but
according to Sabia, as the organization
has expanded, it has become increasingly
challenging for the Tour to maintain a
well-organized operational structure.

“We’ve grown into a global tour,” she
said. “We have employees not only here
on the First Coast, but also in our tourna-
ment offices around the country. We have
16 different buildings here in Ponte Vedra
where our employees are spread out, and
it’s not very efficient. For us to be in one
building, it will make us not only more ef-
ficient, but more effective, more cohesive
and integrated as a global organization.”

Designed by Foster + Partners, a
London-based architectural firm, the office
building will be set 880 feet back from the
main road, according to a recommendation
for approval St. Johns County submitted
to the Ponte Vedra Architectural Review
Committee (PVARC). It will be mostly
obscured from view by landscaping
and will be surrounded by a large pond.
Designed in a sleek, modern style, the
three-story building will be made of steel,
concrete, metal panel and glass, and will
feature columns, a flat roof and outdoor
decks and balconies made of wood.

“What we really liked about Foster +
Partners was the way that they took the
environment here — of Ponte Vedra, of
TPC Sawgrass, of our sport — and how
they brought that into their design of the
building,” Sabia said. “There’s water,

o

e v .

there’s light, there’s external walk-

ing paths. We are a sport that is played
outdoors, somewhat rain-or-shine, and
we feel like they really grasped that part
of the nature of our sport in our future
building.”

According to the county’s report, the
environment was an inspiration not only
for the building’s aesthetic design, but
also its functionality. The design is pro-
posed to be certified LEED (Leadership in
Energy and Environmental Design) Gold,
a rating given by the United States Green
Building Council to buildings that achieve
the second-highest level of sustainability
and energy efficiency possible (the highest
rating being Platinum).

“We’re a sport where the environment is
important to what it is and to our athletes
and where they participate, so having our
building be one that takes the environment
into consideration is extremely important
to us,” Sabia explained.

Even so, for those in the community
who have outspokenly opposed the new

-

building’s construction, the main point of
contention has been a possible increase

in traffic through Ponte Vedra Beach—an
issue that has become increasingly vexing
for many residents as St. Johns County’s
population continues to grow. The PGA
Tour, however, contends that its new
headquarters will not adversely impact
current traffic.

“We have a lot of employees who live
here in Ponte Vedra Beach and the sur-
rounding area,” Sabia said. “I drive on
A1A everyday and have for 19 years, so
I get it, but the future traffic generated by
our headquarters is not expected to exceed
the traffic volumes that currently exist.

In fact, as we consolidate our employees
into one building, many of our employees
who are residents of Ponte Vedra Beach
and travel on A1A for their normal work
— especially for those coming from the
west — they won’t even hit A1A. So, to a
certain extent, we’re going to be taking
traffic off of A1A, and we’re going to be
taking traffic off of Solana to that one

point of location.”

Sabia conceded, however, that traffic
patterns may be affected this summer as
construction begins on the building’s entry
point, which will be located where the
County Courthouse Annex building cur-
rently stands at 5430 Palm Valley Road.

“We are working to widen County Road
210 at that point of access, and that will be
for probably about six weeks this summer
when school is out to minimize the traffic
impact,” Sabia said.

While the PGA Tour’s primary focus is
on THE PLAYERS Championship next
month, according to Sabia, moves to begin
construction will follow shortly after.

“It’s going to be fantastic,” she said.
“We’re in buildings that were built in
1980 and now it’s 2018, so the idea of
having something new where we can all
be together ... it’s just going to make us a
more tight-knit unit than we already are,
and I just think it’s going to be great to
be able to see our colleagues on a more
regular basis.”
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Florida DEP investigates Ponte Vedra Beach residents
for non-compliant excavation of beach sand

Four Ponte Vedra Boulevard residents,
including the CEOs of Web.com and
United Airlines, are being investigated by
the Florida Department of Environmental
Protection (DEP) for engaging in non-
compliant excavation of beach sand.

According to DEP documents obtained
by the Recorder, the department sent
warning letters on March 22 to financial
advisor Christopher Aitken from Aitken
and Associates, resident Margaret Conolly,
Web.com CEO David Brown and United
Airlines CEO Oscar Munoz. The letters
state that — following a department inspec-
tion yielding photographic evidence — the
homeowners used mechanical equipment
to scrape or push sand from the existing
beach to create a small frontal dune at the
base of the original eroded dune.

DEP Deputy Press Secretary Dee Ann

Miller said the department has been active-
ly working to investigate all non-compliant
beach-related activities and notify owners
if further actions are required.

“The Department has sent warning let-
ters to four St. Johns County property own-
ers for sand scraping activities performed
at their properties,” Miller said in an email
to the Recorder. “These letters address
noted potential violations during recent
inspections. Excavation of sand (sand
scraping) seaward of the Coastal Con-
struction Control line must be permitted.
These activities must also be conducted in
accordance with the state’s environmental
laws and conditions included in the permit
for those activities.”

Richard S. Brightman, an attorney
representing Aitken, told the Recorder that
the dune system in front of Aitken’s house

FEMA approves
more than

$10 million for

St. Johns County
Matthew recovery

St. Johns County will receive
$10,315,123 from the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA), including
reimbursement for debris removal and for
dredging on Treasure Beach following
Hurricane Matthew, according to a recent
press release sent by the agency.

The $10 million awarded represents
three grants, at a federal cost-share not
less than 75 percent of the total cost of the
projects. The remainder will come from
non-federal sources.

These grants are funded through
FEMA'’s Public Assistance Grant pro-
gram, which reimburses communities for
actions taken in the immediate response
and during recovery from a disaster.
Eligible applicants include states, feder-
ally recognized tribal governments, U.S.
territories, local governments and certain
private nonprofit organizations. The grant
applications are submitted by the state,
which coordinates the process with local
governments.

FEMA obligated funding for this
project directly to the State of Florida.
Following the state’s review process and
upon receipt of appropriate documenta-
tion, the awards will be provided to St.
Johns County on a reimbursable basis.

was seriously undermined by last year’s
hurricane season and the property needed
a rebuilt dune. Aitkens learned of a local
study showing that beach scraping was
an effective way to protect properties
without harming the beach, Brightman
said. Other residents in the area did the
same type of work, Brightman added,
without any investigation or penalties
imposed by the DEP.

Brightman noted that Aitken used
small Bobcats to move small amounts
of sand in front of his home — which
sparked the DEP’s investigation. Fol-
lowing hurricanes Matthew and Irma,
Brightman said the agency provided no
guidance to Aitken on how to restore
protective dunes.

Furthermore, Aitken’s lawyer argued
that the Ponte Vedra Beach residents did
not “steal” sand from the beach. He not-
ed that property owners placed the sand

in front of their homes at a great expense
before it got washed down the beach due
to inclement weather. With hurricane sea-
son approaching again, Brightman said
coastal homeowners are at risk and need
to protect their property.

Brian Wright, the vice president of
public relations & communications at
Web.com, said David Brown is in talks
with the DEP and fully prepared to work
with the department regarding the matter.
The Recorder was unable to get in touch
with the other residents.

Meanwhile, Miller said the agency
wants corrective actions and restoration
activities to protect the beach, dune sys-
tem and private properties while comply-
ing with Florida’s environmental rules
and regulations. According to Miller,
the department is committed to assisting
homeowners recover from hurricane-
related impacts “as quickly as possible.”

A DEP source also said the depart-
ment met with the property owners and
is evaluating the next steps to take in its
investigation.

revealed, St. Johns County Fire Rescue

treated 180 overdose patients with Narcan,

a medication used to counteract the effects
of an opioid overdose. In addition, 63
babies in the county were born addicted
to opioids in 2016, according to the
video, and 35 people died from opioid
overdoses in 2017.

“This is a phenomenon that none of us
could have predicted,” said Sheriff Shoar
after the video concluded. “This problem
is an equal opportunity problem. White,
black, rich, poor. I don’t care where you
sit.”

Forson echoed Shoar’s sentiments, ex-
plaining that the problem is affecting all
members of the family, not just teenagers
or young adults. As a result, he said it’s
incumbent upon community residents to
support each other, and avoid the mindset
of “not my kids, not my problem.” In
addition, Forson stressed the importance
of education and intervention at a young
age.

Captain Coy also addressed education,
or the lack thereof, noting that several
people in the community don’t know
what to do with pain medications when
they no longer need them. To confront
this problem, Coy said the Florida Na-
tional Guard has worked with PACT to
create magnets identifying locations of
prescription pill drop boxes in St. Johns
County. Five such locations exist in the
county, he said, at the St. Johns County
Sheriff’s Office substations, the St. Au-
gustine Beach Police Department and St.
Augustine Police Department.

Kelley also emphasized the importance
of education, encouraging event attend-
ees to be honest with their children at a
young age.

From a medical perspective, Dr.
Graves said a culture shift must take
place to reverse the epidemic. When she
first started out in pharmacy 25 years
ago, the school of thought was to treat
pain with painkillers in abundance. Now,
Graves said the medical community un-
derstands how wrong that was and must
change the culture not only in the health
care system but also with those people
who have been treated by the health care
system.

Andrade noted that in 2017, Flagler
Hospital transferred out seven pediatric
overdoses to Wolfson Children’s Hospi-
tal. She said Flagler has started an opioid
stewardship program with an interdisci-
plinary council charged with addressing

what can be done to address the epidemic.

Thanks to recent legislation, she said
anyone who now comes to the emergency

department seeking pain medication

will be provided with only three days of
medications. Andrade noted it takes six
days to become addicted to such medica-
tions. Overall, though, Andrade said the
medical and treatment community in

St. Johns County doesn’t currently have
enough resources to adequately address
the epidemic.

Following comments from the panel-
ists, Drug Free Duval Executive Director
Susan Pitman concluded the evening with
a presentation on the impacts of opioids
and proposed next steps.

A 2014 study from the home re-
modeling and design platform Houzz
found that 56 percent of homeowners
were making updates to improve their
yards for entertaining. Similarly, nearly

surveyed by the American Institute of
Architects in 2016 said outdoor liv-
ing spaces were popular features in the
homes they built.

Large-scale renovations can greatly
affect a home, but smaller projects can
yield impressive results and be complet-
ed over the course of a single weekend.

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Time to pause,
reassess risk
and possibly
reallocate

I suggest the fol-
lowing Mark Twain
quote is appropriate
for this relatively
long and arguably
very important
Harry Pappas column: “I did not
Columnist have time to write a

short letter. There-
fore, I wrote a long one instead.”

My apology for the length of this
dispatch, but what I have to say is so
important that I had to consume more
real estate than I or the fine people at the
Recorder would have liked. Okay, enough
of the chit chat; away we go.

It is hard to believe how quickly the
stock market had declined during Febru-
ary and March (3,000 points or about
11 percent). As of this writing, we have
recouped much of the significant drop in
almost just as short of time! Now that is
volatility! Please keep in mind that with-
out volatility, we would have no reason to
expect higher long-term gains. One thing
about market corrections is eventually
they will stop. The problem, of course, is
figuring out when. As we know, nobody
can predict whether the recent advance
of the stock market signals the end to the
correction or perhaps we may test the
lows again.

The past few months remind me of
what happened in January 2016, when
the stock market got off to a terrible start,
the worst in years. The pouting pundits
of pessimism were talking recession
and bear market, only to experience a
head-snapping rebound. Then, during
the Brexit vote, the stock market fell 5
percent in just two days (sound familiar?),
which was seen as another indicator of
recession.

But, it turned out to be a great buying

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opportunity, akin to every sell-off since
March 2009. Yet, fear is a very powerful
force that can drive people into very ir-
rational behavior. My position remains the
same: Just stay the course. In other words,
don’t do something; just stand there! I get
it; it’s easier said than done. Nonetheless, I
know that in times like these, it is so easy
for folks to lose faith in the stock market
because we have scorched fingers and
badly bruised confidence, especially from
the 2008 stock market debacle. Therefore,
I often remind clients and myself that my
goal and No. 1 responsibility is not to
make clients a lot of money, but instead, to
reasonably control one’s risk in a well-bal-
anced, efficiently diversified and tax-smart
portfolio that is prudent and cost effective.
With this methodology in mind, I want
to share with you a risk-averse strategy
that has been around since the mid-90s
but has exploded in popularity since the
2008 stock crash and the subsequent
gut wrenching stock and bond market
declines. During the past decade or so,
investors have discovered a unique and
appealing strategy for a portion of their
investment portfolio. It is called a fixed-
index annuity, or an “FIA.” So, what is a
fixed index annuity? It is considered fixed
because your account is guaranteed never
to go down no matter what happens to the
stock or bond markets.

Additionally, with an FIA, you es-
sentially have two options. The first is a
guaranteed one-year fixed rate. The other
option is to have your yearly interest deter-
mined by the return of the stock market,
measured by the S&P 500 (dividends not
included) up to a “cap rate.” It only makes
sense that since an FIA offers us no down-
side risk, we will not participate in the full
upside of the S&P 500 given the cap rate.
For example, if we select the S&P 500
option with a cap rate of 6 percent and the
market increases 8 percent during the next
12 months, we will earn 6 percent interest
or the cap rate, not 8 percent. However,
if the market would decline say 5 percent
during the same time period, we will not
share in the loss. Thus, our interest for that
period is zero.

While FIAs offer several distinct
advantages over stocks and bonds, they
are not without their disadvantages. First
and foremost is duration. Although an FIA
does allow for partial withdrawals (10
percent a year), it is not as liquid or acces-
sible in the early years, as perhaps the rest
of your portfolio. Given the benefits that
an FIA offers, the sponsoring company, in
order to make a reasonable profit, needs to
have our money for a realistic amount of
time. Nevertheless, I argue that why would
one want to liquidate an FIA, mainly since
it offers reasonable potential growth op-
portunity with no downside risk?

Moreover, since I suggest that an FIA
should comprise only a portion of one’s
assets, one should have other options if

a need presents itself to access money
earlier than expected. So what are the fees
for a FIA? Zero! Yes, that is correct; there
are no fees unless, of course, you have an
additional rider purchased, or you self-
impose a surrender charge by withdrawing
more than your annual 10 percent free
withdrawal in the early years.

In closing, an FIA might be an excellent
way to reallocate some of your money into
a more secure alternative without sacrific-
ing too much upside potential. I encour-
age you to speak to your financial advisor
about this intriguing approach to invest-
ment management. [ hope that you will
take this time to pause, reassess your risk
and possibly reallocate a portion of your
assets to a fixed index annuity.

Tim Crosby, the strategic partnerships
manager for K9s For Warriors, told local
Chamber of Commerce members at a
luncheon last week that the organization
plans on opening five new campuses
throughout the United States over the
next seven years.
