Joy Vision Acupuncture opened its doors on July 18 
after moving to the area last year. 

For 15 years prior to that owner Dr. Erica Joy Siegel 
had her practice in Indianapolis, which was known as Indy 
Acupuncture & Health Services and Indy Downtown 
Community Acupuncture. 

However, she took advantage of the opportunity to start 
a new practice and specialize in an effective acupuncture 
protocol designed to help heal the eyes.

“It is a wonderful adjunct therapy and complement to 
conventional medical treatment for the eyes,” Siegel said. 
“The needles do not go in the eyes, ever. The points are in 
the limbs and brow.”

According to Siegel, that is a common question she 
receives from patients when they first hear about vision 
acupuncture.

The idea to go in this direction with her business came 
about several years ago when a patient with a genetic, 
deteriorating eye disease requested that she travel to learn 

the Acunova Protocol. 
So, always looking to learn more about the many 

aspects of her field, she did and gained a new appreciation 
for the process.

“Dr. Boel, the creator of the Acunova Protocol, was 
named ‘Acupuncturist of the Century’ by an international 
congress for this discovery,” Siegel said. “Before I learned 
the protocol, she (the patient) would travel once a year 
for a maintenance week to have this protocol done to 
help slow her deterioration. Not many acupuncturists in 
the U.S.A. are trained in this unique protocol, as it was 
developed in Denmark.”

The protocol consists of daily treatments for two weeks, 
excluding weekends. Patients spend two hours at the clinic 
daily.

“Our mission is to transform lives by improving vision 
and helping slow the disease processes that cause blind-
ness,” Siegel said. “Eventually, we would like to build a 
fund or receive grants to help people struggling financially 
to have the Acunova Protocol done. We are the only prac-
tice in the Southeast U.S.A. specializing in the Acunova 
Protocol.”

Having only been in business for less than a month, 
Siegel currently has just one employee on staff in the form 
of practice manager Heather Howard.

Other than the Acunova Protocol (acupuncture for eye 
disease), there are many other services Joy Vision offers, 
including traditional acupuncture, cupping, supplements 
(Premier Research Labs) and herbal consults.

“Our patients are primarily looking for help with a 
variety of vision issues, such as macular degeneration and 
glaucoma,” Siegel said. “Research has shown the Acunova 
Protocol is also very effective for chronic and acute pain 
conditions. Acunova works via regulating the brain and 
thus can have widespread influence throughout the body.”

According to Siegel, the clinic is spacious yet cozy and 
the treatment rooms have recliners to relax in during the 

sessions, which most patients take advantage of by going 
into deep relaxation or taking a nap during treatments.

“We pride ourselves on being warm, friendly and 
accommodating,” Siegel said. “We want people to feel like 
they’re at home.”
