his late father John; his powerful 
will to be the best and his appalling 
behavior. Archival footage and 
interviews with Borg, Smyth, the 
McEnroe offspring, Billie Jean King 
and rock musicians Chrissie Hynde 
and Keith Richards, among others, 
augment the commentary.

The film almost has the feel of 
a psychiatry session as McEnroe 
bares his soul about aspects of his 
life, which was the goal for the 

film’s director, Barney Douglas 
(“Warriors”).

“(I wanted it) to be something 
where he’s almost exploring himself 
and ‘Why was I like that? Are 
there other things I haven’t looked 
at? Am I going to make the same 
mistakes as my father?’ ” Douglas 
says, “And I feel like that is kind of 
a parable for me, it’s a parable for 
John to himself. He’s going, ‘This 
great man, who had all these things 
going for him when he just self-
destructed.’ He’s talking about his 
father but I feel like it’s a warning 
to himself with his own kids, not to 
mess it up, not to be disconnected.”
