‘Fun art, not fine art’ is the key

When sisters Libbi Poole and Lesley 
Vitel teamed up to buy the Painting 
with a Twist studio in Ponte Vedra 
Beach their main goal was centered 
around having fun and creating an 
atmosphere and experience that created 
lasting memories for people.

The fun has been endless ever since 
they purchased studios in Ponte Vedra 
Beach and Fruit Cove in what turned 
out to be a busy but blessed 2021.

What makes the experience so unique 
is the fact that it allows people to ex-
press their creativity without the fear of 
being scrutinized for it.

“This is fun art, not fine art,” Vitel 
said. “We want you to come in and 
know that you will create your master-
piece.
