Lois Marris continues as third-generation agent
Real estate is something that is a family tradition for 

Lois Marris, who works with Ponte Vedra Club Realty, 
and is a third-generation real estate agent.

“My grandfather started his own real estate brokerage 
in the 1940s,” Marris said. “He had seven kids, and 
three of the four boys eventually opened their own real 
estate brokerages, including my dad. One uncle created 
a large brokerage for residential real estate and develop-
ments. Another uncle specialized in investment prop-
erties. My father chose to have a boutique residential 
brokerage and invested for himself.”

Having grown up around the real estate world, she 
was able to get to know the ins and outs of the business 
and what it entailed.

“Before becoming an agent, I learned a great deal 
about real estate as I had a front-row seat to my family’s 
different real estate practices,” Marris said.

When she knew real estate was for her as well, she 
made the decision to follow in her father’s footsteps 
when opening her own practice.

The teachings she learned from him growing up are 
still reflected in her practice today.

“I’ve followed my father’s approach to real estate, 
which is always serving and helping people with their 
transitions in life that involve a move,” Marris said. 
“Changes can be challenging, and I strive to provide 
sound counsel throughout the entire process and 
beyond, making the moving process as stress-free as 
possible.”

In 2000, her husband David joined the family real 
estate business, and she left a career in computer science 
to be a stay-at-home mom and manage the family’s

process. 

“Those years taught us a special lesson in how real es-
tate is so much more than a business,” Marris said.

So many people told us stories of how dad had helped 
them get their first house, often sharing his commission 
to help a family find stability in a new home. My goal 
and passion are to always put the customer’s unique 
needs first and partner with them through the moving 
process.”

Other than carrying on her father’s legacy in how she 
works with her clients, she believes the experience she 
has gained in the field over the years is another aspect 
that separates her from other real estate agents.

“I now have over 20 years of experience in real estate, 
and I have experience with international buyers and sell-
ers and am experienced with the Foreign Investment in 
Real Property Tax Act (FIRPTA) that can impact these 
transactions,” Marris said. She is a member of the Insti-
tute for Luxury Home Marketing (ILHM) and a Certi-
fied Luxury Home Marketing Specialist (CLHMS).

Although she leans on her personal experience and 
the wisdom of her father, she also realizes that real estate 
is an ever-shifting landscape, and the best realtors are 
the ones that can quickly adapt and be prepared to han-
dle whatever is thrown at them.
