PACT Prevention Coalition kicks off
cyber and social media safety initiative

In the wake of the Feb. 14 shooting
at Marjory Stoneman Douglas High
School in Parkland, questions have been
raised regarding mental illness, access to
firearms and a cultural desensitization to
violence. With concern for the safety of
students fresh on their minds, members
of PACT Prevention Coalition met last
Tuesday, Feb. 27, to discuss the influences
and risks mobile devices and the internet
impose on today’s youth.

tal control and supervision early on only
makes it more difficult to impose restric-
tions later.

“It’s hard to reel that in, when you’ve
had 13 or 14 years of being able to do
what you want, and then when you’re 15,
your parents try to put the lasso around
and go back,” he said.

Attendees also acknowledged that one
of the largest roadblocks to online safety
education is the generational gap between
today’s students and their parents.

“There’s a disconnect between the
generations, and we all know that,” Cook
said, pointing to a 2012 study conducted
by Hart Research Associates regarding
parental perception of youth safety online.
When surveyed, 84 percent of parents said
that they monitor their children’s online
activities “very” or “somewhat” closely,
yet only 39 percent of teens echoed that
response. Similarly, 91 percent of parents
responded that they were well-informed
of what their teens were doing online

forms,” PACT Pre-
vention Coalition
Chair Denver Cook
said. “As what our
kids are exposed to
and what they are
learning in school
can affect behaviors

derage substance abuse. The meeting, held
at the residents’ clubhouse in Nocatee’s
Coastal Oaks neighborhood, was attended
by a handful of coalition members, as well
as supporters like Ocean Palms Elemen-
tary School Principal Tiffany Cantwell
and Lt. Mike Strausbaugh of the St. Johns
County Sherift’s Office. Among the topics
discussed were the difficulties of limiting
children’s exposure to the various dangers

“(Boundary) conversations have to start
early,” Strausbaugh said. “What we see a
lot in law enforcement is that those con-
versations aren’t had early on with chil-
dren, and then those children grow into
teenagers, without a lot of rules and things
in place that need to be put in place. Then
they come into things like social media
that they misuse or use inappropriately,
because they’ve not had boundaries set
since early on.”

Strausbaugh added that a lack of paren-

and on their mobile devices, but only 60
percent of teens said their parents were in
the know.

Noting that the study also found that
teens typically rely on their parents and
other adults in their lives for information
regarding internet safety, Cook zeroed in
on parental education as a primary objec-
tive for PACT’s forthcoming campaign,
stating: “The kids are smarter than we are
with technology, so we need to develop
ways for parents to learn.”

The map is the problem and the solution. For months, St.
Johns County has been floating the idea of a six-laned A1A
through the very heart of residential Ponte Vedra Beach —
the same Ponte Vedra Beach that provides the cache of the
PGA, ATP, TPC and the Inn & Club, as well as thousands
of high-end homes that provide a treasure trove of property
taxes for the county. In essence, the county wants to bold-
en the eastern boundary of a very large square bounded by
JTB on the north, [-295 to the west and Nocatee Parkway
and Palm Valley Road on the south. In the heart of that
very large box, with the exception of Pablo Creek Reserve,
is a vast void of unused space.

More so than St. Augustine, Ponte Vedra Beach is a sub-
urb of Jacksonville. It attracts families who work in Duval,
but who want the safety, school system and lower property
taxes of St. Johns. And St. Johns is happy to oblige. One
cannot drive Roscoe Boulevard, Palm Valley Road or A1A
south of Mickler’s Landing without running into numer-
ous construction crews and denuded home sites. This says
nothing about the ever-growing Nocatee. But whereas St.
Johns has no problem authorizing more homes, it has thus
far failed to address the added traffic these homes bring.
The result for Ponte Vedra Beach and Nocatee is the “Hob-
son’s Choice” of driving southwest to U.S. 1 or I-95 to go
north to Jacksonville, or driving east, nearly to the ocean,

to pick up A1A and the far end of JTB.

Anyone who has driven these arteries at peak traffic
times — and often in non-peak times — has an intimate
knowledge of the word “gridlock.” Driving into Jack-
sonville, normally a 25- to 30-minute trip, can take 45
minutes to an hour at rush hour, with a majority of that
extra time spent lurching about U.S. 1 and A1A. Further,
there is no direct line from Nocatee to the employment
center quickly arising around Town Center. But look at
the map. Hodges and Kernan boulevards, both four-lane
roads extending into east Jacksonville, dead-end just south
of JTB. Both are pointed at the heart of Nocatee, and one
or both, if extended to Nocatee Parkway, would provide

alternate north-south arteries for the residents of northern
St. Johns County. The problem, of course, is that the va-
cant land is in Duval, owned by one of the county’s most
famous families.

The solution is simple - and difficult. St. Johns has to
bring Duval to the table. One of Jacksonville’s former
mayors once famously thanked St. Johns County for its
school system, because it had fed Jacksonville’s labor
force. It’s time to remind Jacksonville mayor Lenny Curry
of this fact. Someone has to convince the Davis family
and Duval County that a new, limited access north-south
artery, west of the Intracoastal, offers more for their cof-
fers and permits the opportunity to maintain a preserve of
natural forest in the area. The City of Jacksonville, the
State of Florida and the St. Johns River Water Manage-
ment District (the “SIRWMD?”) already have the land
south of Hodges Boulevard and JTB under a conservation
easement and will ultimately own the land outright in the
future.

Alternatively, if northern St. Johns County becomes
unlivable due to traffic, Jacksonville and St. Johns County
will suffer. Six-laning A1A through some of the county’s
most valuable residential property is not an answer and, in
fact, likely causes more harm than good. Make the call,
St. Johns; Mayor Curry is waiting.

Philip Vineyard, Ponte Vedra Beach
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County Commission to pursue ordinance
banning medical marijuana dispensaries

The St. Johns County Board of County
Commissioners (BCC) voted unani-
mously on Feb. 20 to begin the process of
permanently banning medical marijuana
dispensaries in the unincorporated area of
the county — which excludes St. Augustine
and St. Augustine Beach.

Paolo Soria, the assistant county at-
torney for St. Johns County, delivered a
presentation at the BCC meeting to give
the board four possible options following
the expiration of the medical marijuana
dispensary moratorium enacted in March
2017.

Expiring March 31, the moratorium
prohibits medical marijuana dispensing
facilities from being built in the unincor-
porated area of St. Johns County. At the
Feb. 20 BCC meeting, the board directed
staff to develop an ordinance resulting in a
permanent ban of such marijuana dispen-
saries, after viewing Soria’s presentation
and listening to public comments.

One of those comments came from
resident Tom Reynolds, who urged the
commission to allow medical marijuana.

“There’s two kinds of medical mari-
juana,” he said. “There’s the ‘get high
kind’ and then there’s the kind that stops
seizures. So, when you banned medical
marijuana in the county, you’re banning
a child’s ability to get ‘non-get high’
marijuana and that’s what it’s all about
... Don’t deny any child, any parent, the
right to get medication for a child having
seizures.”

Another resident, Ed Slavin, agreed
with Reynolds’ assertions.

“Please lift the moratorium and please
make this legal in St. Johns County,” he
requested.

Soria noted at the meeting, however,
that a permanent ban on medical mari-
juana dispensaries will not restrict access
to the substance for those ordering it from
home to treat a specific medical condition.

“It does not apply to the at-home de-
livery of medical marijuana to qualified
patients,” he added. “As an example — if
you meet one of the debilitating conditions
in the statute and you obtain a physical
certification that you qualify to receive
medical marijuana — you can order online
or go to one of the two current retail facili-

ties in Jacksonville and have it delivered
to you at home.”

If the ban is implemented, Soria said, it
will prohibit the retail sale of marijuana
within the county at brick and mortar
stores, pharmacies and other outlets.

Instead of directing staff to implement a
ban, the board could have proceeded with
land development regulations consistent
with Florida law, reviewed possible chang-
es to zoning for pharmacies or extended
the moratorium for an unspecified number
of months, Soria told the board.

“I gave the board roughly four options
— which are the options that are currently
permissible under the regulatory frame-
work given to us by the state of Florida
legislature,” Soria said. “They picked the
option to ban medical marijuana treatment
center dispensing facilities within the un-
incorporated area of St. Johns County; that
was in fact a direction to staff to begin the
process of formally prohibiting these types
of facilities in the county.”

Commissioner Jeb Smith delivered a
closing pronouncement before submitting
his vote at the conclusion of the meeting.

“Number one, this is still against federal

statute,” he said. “Number two, there is
still no restriction to access for anybody
that has a need or that has a doctor’s
prescription to obtain [medical marijuana]
and it can even be delivered at the home.
I just believe that this board — we’ve dealt
with some zoning issues as of late — and
this is going to be a disaster when it comes
to that as well.”

Commissioners Henry Dean, Jimmy
Johns, Jay Morris and Paul Waldron
also voted for the ban, which will not be
formally implemented until a final hearing
takes place in April following a series of
meetings and public hearings. According
to Soria, the board’s Feb. 20 decision was
a catalyst for county officials to develop
an ordinance that would culminate in a
permanent decision at a later date. He
added that the board can direct staff to do
something else at any point in time.

St. Augustine will be unaffected by
any future decisions, Soria said, because
the city’s zoning regulations allow St.
Augustine and St. Augustine Beach to act
as “their own governments” with a distinct
set of regulations that cannot be altered by
St. Johns County.

North Florida Land
Trust acquires property
on ATA North in
Ponte Vedra Beach

North Florida Land Trust (NFLT) recently announced that it is now
the owner of 4.3 acres of land along A1A North in Ponte Vedra Beach.

The property is located next to the McGarvey-Goelz Preserve,
which NFLT has owned since 2004. The land conservation orga-
nization reached out to the community to ask for donations to help
purchase the property, which had been advertised for sale for resi-
dential or multifamily development. The land will now be preserved
in perpetuity, giving NFLT access to the property and allowing for
public access for picnicking, canoeing and kayaking.

us purchase this piece of land, especially the River Branch Founda-
tion and Joseph and Renate Hixon,” said Jim McCarthy, president
of NFLT, in a recent press release sent by the organization. “The
donations we received covered a portion of the $400,000 cost of the
property and we used NFLT funds to cover the rest. We are now ask-
ing for donations to help us replenish those funds.”

The property is located at 1105 A1A North and is a wetland parcel
with 0.55 acres of uplands. According to NFLT, it contains a mixture
of live oak hammock and cabbage palm that is surrounded by the
freshwater wetlands of the Guana River. The organization continued
to explain that it is marsh habitat that is rich with wildlife including
roseate spoonbills, tricolored herons, great egrets, snowy egrets, white
ibis, clapper rails and others. This acquisition is among the 112,346
acres in NFLT’s 10-county focus area that the organization had
deemed in critical need of preservation.

It is one of 28 coastal sites designated to
protect and study estuarine systems in the U.S. According to NFLT,
the preservation of this stretch of freshwater marsh and upland
maritime hammock is vital to the adaptability to this estuarine system
under sea level rise and critical to ensure the future health of the GTM

Can you please tell us about your background?

I grew up in a small town, Sedgwick, Kansas, about
20 minutes north of Wichita. I went to college at
Pittsburg State University, where I met my wonder-
ful wife of 18 years. I eventually landed in Buffalo
after signing with the Seattle Seahawks out of college
and playing two years in NFL Europe for the Berlin
Thunder.

What is your favorite NFL memory?

I use that same focus now in my business when
listing and selling or helping other agents be success-
ful in the office.

What excites you most about your work in the real
estate industry?

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How would you characterize the real estate market
on the First Coast?

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Jamie Chapin Classic set for March 17 in Ponte Vedra

Fvent honors former UF
lacrosse star, raises money
for brain cancer research

Former Nease and University of Florida
(UF) lacrosse star Jamie Chapin continues
to be an inspiration to the Gators’ lacrosse
team, and his legacy also lives on in
groundbreaking cancer research at UF.

Chapin died of a brain cancer in 2011 at
the age of 25. Last year, the UF lacrosse
team held the first Jamie Chapin Classic
golf tournament to raise money for the UF
Brain Cancer Immunotherapy Program.
The team hopes to top last year’s success
with the second annual event on Saturday,
March 17, at the Lagoon Course of the
Ponte Vedra Inn & Club.

“When we started talking about plans
for the second annual event, it made more
sense to take it to Jamie’s hometown where
so many of the people that made up his
personal network still reside,” UF lacrosse
coach Garrett Hanrahan said. “It’s also a
great golf community and we had access
to some great resources, so we decided to
make the move this year and anticipate
it will remain in Ponte Vedra moving
forward.”

Hanrahan, a former UF lacrosse player
who took over the Gators’ program in
2016, said his former coach, Ryan Winters,
always kept Chapin’s memory alive when
Hanrahan played for the Gators. Winters
would always tell incoming players about
Chapin, a team captain, and the inspiring
story stuck with Hanrahan.

“For us to be a small part of that and
to be able to support it with our efforts is
meaningful, and I think would be meaning-
ful to anybody because it’s such a worthy
cause,” Hanrahan said. “It’s a cause that
transcends lacrosse, transcends our team.”

The tournament raised more than $7,400
for the program last year, and Dr. Duane
Mitchell, program director of the UF Brain
Cancer Immunotherapy Program, said fun-
draising efforts like the golf tournament are
crucial to the program’s success in finding
better treatments for brain cancer.

“I certainly couldn’t exaggerate the
importance of private support and phil-
anthropic funding like the Jamie Chapin
Classic to the work that we do,” Mitchell
said. “In fact, within the next one-to-two
months, we’ll have four new immuno-
therapy clinical trial options available
here at the UF that came from research
from our laboratories. Every one of those,
the science that supported those clinical
trials, started with private donor funding.
We couldn’t pursue that work if we didn’t
have funding like what the Jamie Chapin
Classic provides.”

Mitchell will also be speaking to attend-
ees at this year’s Jamie Chapin Classic to
share what the UF program is doing in the
search for better brain cancer treatments.

The 2nd Annual Jamie Chapin Classic benefitting the UF Brain Cancer Inmunotherapy Program
will be held Saturday, March 17, at the Ponte Vedra Inn & Club.

The doctor said while brain cancer might
not be the most common cancer out there,
it is among the most deadly, with very a
very slim survival rare. The median surviv-
al of someone diagnosed with malignant
brain cancer is only about 15-20 months
from the time of diagnosis, and five-year
survival is less than 10 percent.

Mitchell also said research on brain
cancer is very important, because in 95
percent of cases, the cause of brain cancer
is unknown.

“In the overwhelming majority of cases,
we really don’t have any identifiable either
heredity or environmental or exposure-risk
factors that lead to the development of
brain cancer,” he said.

Immunotherapy involves using the
patient’s own immune system to attack
the cancer and to recognize cancerous
cells. The process involves harvesting the
patient’s own immune cells and activat-
ing them to be more able to recognize
cancer cells, expand immune cells to much
larger numbers than what the patient has
naturally and deliver activated cells back
to patient.

Mitchell said one of the biggest benefits
to immunotherapy treatment is what is
known as immunologic memory, which
allows the patient’s immune system to
recognize and fight the foreign cells if they
reappear. The findings from the program’s

research offer “the potential for a treatment
that might be able to provide a truly long-
term cure and protection against reoccur-
rence.”

Mitchell said he really hopes to be able
to convey two things to attendees at this
year’s event.

“One is our sincere appreciation and
gratitude for their efforts that they’re put-
ting forward to support the Jamie Chapin
Classic and what an impact that has on fur-
thering science for children and adults with
brain cancer,” he said. “The second is to re-

ally give people what I hope will be a very
realistic but optimistic outlook in terms of
how far the field of cancer immunotherapy
has come.”

As for his role in the annual golf tourna-
ment, Hanrahan said being able to honor
Jamie and the Chapin family, and to assist
with a program that aims to save others in
Jamie’s situation is what the event is all
about.

“[The Chapin family] was sharing
Jamie’s story with us and allowing us to
make it part of the event, and that’s not
something we take lightly,” Hanrahan said.
“You want to be a good steward of Jamie’s
legacy and his story and to put on an event
that is worthy of that story and that cause.”

This year’s event will feature a silent
auction, a hospitality tent and refreshments.
There will also be a long-drive pro who
will play with each foursome at a particular
hole, and a chance to a win trip to Pebble
Beach. Hanrahan said the tournament will
also celebrate St. Patrick’s Day with music,
outfits and decorations.

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Democrats demonstrate determination
to‘paint the town blue’at recent gala

First Coast Democrats recently demon-
strated their determination to tip the region’s
political scale from red to blue and win big
in November at a gala held in the Republi-
can stronghold of Ponte Vedra Beach.

Approximately 200 people attended
the event held Saturday, Feb. 24, at the
Sawgrass Marriott Golf Resort & Spa and
hosted by the Ponte Vedra Democratic
Club. The “Paint the Town Blue” gala most
prominently featured former U.S. Con-
gresswoman Pat Schroeder as its keynote
speaker, who represented Colorado in the
House of Representatives for 24 years. Her
address followed remarks from several
congressional candidates and gubernatorial
candidate Philip Levine, as well as enter-
tainment provided by Rod MacDonald and
the national anthem sung by Nease senior,
Junior ROTC member and “Dreamer”
Medina Blekic.

“It’s so exciting to see these candidates,”
said Schroeder. “All of you are the most
important people here tonight. You’re go-
ing to help get these candidates elected.”

The former congresswoman encouraged
the gala attendees and Democrats, overall,
to unite, get excited and rally behind those
running for seats in November. Schro-
eder, who now lives in Osceola County,
challenged the audience to follow in the
footsteps of Central Florida, which she said
recently elected three young Democrats to
Congress. She reminded the audience that
the primary elections are set for Aug. 28,
which are often forgotten amid the begin-
ning of the school year and Labor Day.

Schroeder also reminded attendees that
Aug. 26 is the 98th anniversary of when
women received the right to vote via the
ratification of the 19th Amendment. In
citing Ruth’s List, which supports Florida
Democratic women in running for office,
Schroeder noted that 1,800 women in the
state have shown up for their candidate
training so far.

Local congressional candidates

Prior to Schroeder’s remarks, local con-
gressional candidates vying for the Florida
4th and 6th district seats — including two
women — addressed the gala.

Monica DePaul, a transgender woman,
author and former writing professor at
University of North Florida, made her
case for Florida’s 4th District seat, which
is currently held by Rep. John Rutherford
(R.). DePaul first focused on education,
emphasizing the importance of investing
in students, providing necessary resources
for teachers and working to make college
tuition more affordable.

“Decades ago, it was possible to pay for
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college with a summer job,” said DePaul.
“Now, I’m still paying off my student
loans.”

DePaul also discussed the need for
wage equality, investments in infrastruc-
ture and solar energy (in opposition to
offshore drilling) and Social Security ex-
pansion, among several other focus areas.

Ges Selmont, a Ponte Vedra Beach
attorney and sports and entertainment
entrepreneur also running for the 4th
District seat, said Democrats thought they
could accomplish anything when Presi-
dent Obama was elected, and consequent-
ly became complacent and cocky. Now,
he stated emphatically, the Democratic

party is back.

“We will prove to people that Demo-
crats have energy, the ideas, the stamina,
the endurance, the creativity, the technol-
ogy, youth and moral imperative to lead
this country,” said Selmont. “We don’t
look backwards to make America great
again. In 2018, the Democrats are going to
make America greater.”

Selmont also said he believes the coun-
try is more united than the media portrays,
citing recovery efforts after Hurricanes
Matthew and Irma as an example of the
country’s solidarity.

Following remarks from DePaul and
Selmont, the candidates running for
Florida’s 6th District addressed the gala.
(Ron DeSantis, who has served as the U.S.
representative for the 6th District since
2013, is running for governor.)

Dr. Stephen Sevigny, an Ormond Beach
resident and radiologist, said he is running
to reform the country’s health care system,
which he believes is focused on profits
instead of the health of the people.

In his address, Sevigny was critical of
big pharmaceutical companies that he
said spent $250 million in the 2016 elec-
tion cycle on lobbying in Washington to
influence policy in their favor. He also
noted some of the “really disturbing poli-
cies” coming out of Washington, such as
lifetime limits for Medicaid, which he said
leaves families with special needs children
in situations where they have to worry
about bankruptcy.

“I want to go to Washington to fight for
high quality, universal health care,” said
Sevigny. “I will not disappoint you. I will
fight for you.”

Ambassador Nancy Soderberg, who has
served on four presidential campaigns, in
the U.S. Senate, in the White House and
at the United Nations, said she’s running
for the 6th District to restore middle class
opportunities for every American.

Additionally, Soderberg said if
elected, she would focus on fixing the
health care business by making health
care more affordable and available.
Currently a professor at UNF, she also
said she’s concerned about education,
which she believes must remain a
public service and not be treated as a
business. Among several other focus
areas, Soderberg stated her opposition
to offshore drilling.

“I’m running for Congress to fight
for what is right,” said Soderberg.
“We’re going to win this seat, we’re
going to change this country and
‘paint the town blue.””

Across the board, the candidates
addressed the recent Parkland shoot-
ing and called for an assault rifle ban,
background checks and increased
investments in mental health.

Philip Levine

Democratic gubernatorial candi-
date Philip Levine, the former mayor
of Miami Beach, also discussed the
Parkland shooting and suggested
similar policy changes. In addition, he

Ambassador Nancy Soderberg, a candi-
date for Florida’s 6th District

said if elected, he would pass a refer-
endum in the state that would allow
local leaders, mayors, council people
and commissioners to pass their own
local gun regulations. A gun owner
and concealed weapon permit holder,
Levine said this is not about taking
peoples’ guns away, but rather ensur-
ing that responsible people own them.

An entrepreneur that made his
success in the cruise ship industry,
Levine reflected on his mayoral ac-
complishments, which included a
half billion-dollar program in Miami
Beach to address climate change, an
increase in the minimum wage and
police reform. As governor, Levine
said he would work to attract the best
companies in the country to Florida
by investing in education and envi-
ronmental policy. He also noted that
he would pass an executive order that
would ensure everyone has equal pay
for equal work.

In conclusion, Levine called the
2018 midterm elections in Florida the
most important in the world.

“It’s not just the most important
election in our country,” Levine said.
“It’s the most important election in
the world because so goes Florida this
year, so goes the presidency in 2020.”

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How can women make financial progress?

On March 8, we
observe International
Women’s Day.

This year’s

arenas. But right here in the United States,
women still face barriers to their financial
progress.

If you’re a woman, you need to recog-
nize these challenges — and respond to
them. So, what are the key obstacles to
financial security for a woman? Probably
the first thing that comes to mind is the
gender wage gap: Women generally earn
around 80 cents for every dollar men earn,
according to the U.S. Census Bureau.

SUP Yoga Center offers floating yoga classes on Intracoastal Waterway

BOGA Yoga Ambassador, marine life
activist and St. Augustine resident Jessica
Amendola doesn’t operate her yoga studio
in a building; it’s located on the water.

SUP Yoga Center is completely mobile
and open to a variety of skill levels, with a
portion of its proceeds supporting marine
life conservation organizations. Amendola
started her St. Augustine-based business
in March 2016 after growing up near the
ocean and accruing a decade of experience
practicing yoga and paddle boarding.

“My parents are entrepreneurs as well,
so they’ve always encouraged me to fol-
low my passion and not settle for nine-to-
five in an office because that’s just never
been who I am,” she said. “I took the
plunge and tried it and put my whole heart
into it and it’s been incredible. I do think
when you’re doing something you’re pas-
sionate about, people are drawn to that.”

SUP Yoga Center features regularly
scheduled classes that take place off the St
Augustine Lighthouse Boat Ramp. Amen-
dola calls it a “floating studio.”

“I developed this anchor system that
keeps everybody anchored down and also
in a nice line,” she said. “Typically, it’s an
hour-and-a-half class and we do at least 20
minutes of paddle boarding, so people can
experience that part of it as well.”

Additionally, the center offers teacher
training for yoga instructors who are inter-
ested in starting their own business.

During a class, Amendola said she often
paddle boards for ten minutes before
finding a quiet spot that’s protected from
the wind to anchor with her students. The
most unique aspect of SUP Yoga Center,
Amendola noted, is that participants spend
entire lessons doing yoga on paddle-
boards. She described the experience as
a “full body workout” that allows for
“deeper stretches.”

Aside from the physical benefits, Amen-
dola noted that her yoga classes produce
mental benefits as well.

“Yoga is supposed to be a moving medi-
tation where your mind is connected to
what your body is doing,” she said. “And
your body is connected to your breath, so
everything is moving as one when you’re
out here.”

One of the benefits of doing yoga in

a natural environment is that people can
forget about the stresses of life and “just
breathe,” the instructor noted.

“I think there are spiritual, mental,
physical benefits to practicing on the wa-
ter,” she added.

Little Shop
of Horrors'
IS a scream

The Alhambra has done it again.

Featuring a sassy, talking plant; catchy,
doo-wop-style tunes; and a hilarious cast,
the Alhambra Theatre & Dining produc-
tion of “Little Shop of Horrors” has all the
ingredients of must-see musical comedy.

The second show of the Alhambra’s
51st season, “Little Shop” follows the
story of Seymour Krelborn, a poor and
timid floral assistant at Mushnik’s Skid
Row Florists. After discovering an in-

e

triguing and mysterious plant, which he —
names Audrey II after his coworker crush,
Seymour puts Mushnik’s on the map and
begins to make a name for himself, as
well. Conflict arises, however, as Audrey
II’s ever-increasing appetite grows more
and more ominous, and Seymour is forced
to choose between his conscience and his
newfound fame and fortune.

“Little Shop,” based on the low-budget
1960 film “The Little Shop of Horrors,”

satirizes many things, including science
fiction, comedy, musical theater and the
all-female singing groups of the 1960s.
The show frequently pokes fun at itself
through its deliberate use of melodrama,
outrageous characters and an outlandish
plot, leaving the audience no choice but to
laugh.

The standout performance of the night
belonged to Daniel Robert Sullivan for
his portrayal of the sadistic dentist Orin
Scrivello, Audrey’s cruel and abusive
boyfriend. Sullivan’s ability to take such
a vile character and make him the subject
of pure comedy is impressive.

the texture created by different applications of paint
and mixed media to his canvas. As his captivation with
texture progressed, the content and form of his paint-
ings became simpler. Color studies replaced traditional
forms of content in his pieces, and the balance and
contrast of color became the second focal point of his
paintings.

Schuyler works in a process of layering, pouring,
scraping off and scratching into the surface of the can-
vas while leaving traces of earlier information, plus a
buildup and overlap of successive stages. The paintings
reveal themselves slowly, while exploring each suc-
cessive layer underneath to examine the relationship
between space and depth, presence and absence.

Schuyler’s rough texture alludes to a passionate
physicality while its simplicity in form reflects a cool
logic, a balance inherent in all his pieces without a
predetermined idea of the outcome while the process
guides him. Schuyler currently resides in Boca Raton,
Florida.

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Historic season for Ponte Vedra girls basketball
ends with 59-33 loss in state championship

A storybook season for the Ponte Vedra girls
basketball team came to a close last week when
the Sharks lost to American Heritage School
Plantation 59-33 in the Class 6A State Champi-
onship.

The team finished the year 24-6, which head
coach Jim Piggott said is the best record in the
program’s history. The state title appearance on
March 1 was also the first for the Sharks’ pro-
gram, after falling short of the championship last
year in the semifinals to Lakewood.

Ponte Vedra was the lone First Coast team
to play for the state title at RP Funding Center
in Lakeland. Piggott said the size, speed and
strength of American Heritage made it difficult
for the Sharks to be successful. The Ponte Vedra
coach said the team had to make a decision go-
ing into the game: take away the paint or take

away the three-point shot. The Sharks decided to
focus on the paint, and American Heritage con-
sequently started hitting some deep, costly shots.

Regardless of the loss, Piggott is proud of his
team’s heart and desire throughout the season.

“They always found a way and will to win
most of the games,” he said.

Moving forward, Piggott said his team is in
a good position to follow up this year’s perfor-
mance with another strong season next year,
since the Sharks are only losing one senior
starter. However, the Sharks aren’t looking to
repeat this year’s performance, he said. They
have plans to do even better.

“After we went back to the locker room, the
girls weren’t satisfied with the loss,” said Pig-
gott.

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Ponte Vedra High prioritizing safety in football

Sharks will be first team in
Florida to wear technology-

advanced VICIS helmets

By Paris Moulden

The Ponte Vedra High School (PVHS)
football team will be at the forefront of a
new advancement in player safety when it
opens the 2018 season.

The Sharks will be one of the first high
school football teams in the country and
the first in Florida to wear the VICIS
ZERO1 helmets, which were first used
last season by 18 NFL teams and 20
NCAA programs. The helmets, which just
became available to high schools for the
upcoming season, are designed to reduce
impact forces much better than the tradi-
tional helmet.

PVHS football coach Matt Toblin said
protecting student-athletes from head
injuries is a big concern for his program,
so coaches reached out to VICIS a few
years ago when they first found out about
the helmets.

“At that time, we were told they were

not ready to release them to the public and
that they were still in the testing phase,
so we started to slowly put reserves away
for when this became public,” Toblin said.
“We’re lucky that our booster club has
done such a good job of not only fundrais-
ing, but also preparing for a situation like
this, so we were able to get the helmets.”
Overall, Toblin said the new helmets

are part of an all-around push to make the
game safer.

“There is no bigger threat to football
right now than the threat of concussions,
so not only do we need to change the way
that we go about playing football, but any
kind of equipment we can put on our kids
that will help reduce the risk, we found
that to be a proper investment,” he said.

The main difference in the helmet is that
it boasts a deformable outer shell rather
than the hard, plastic shell of the tradi-
tional helmet.

VICIS began as a technology company
and was founded by a pediatric neurosur-
geon, so it approached the design of its
new helmet with technology in mind.

“We very much approached this as how
do we create a fundamentally different
way of mitigating impact forces,” said
VICIS Vice President of Marketing Tony
Titus. “The helmet is kind of like a car
bumper with crumple zones that absorb
and redirect energy by conforming to a
structure.”

He said the company has a full-testing
lab with state-of-the-art equipment, but
the helmets were also independently

tested by the NFL and ranked No. 1 in the
league’s annual rankings.

“We wanted to make sure that it was
designed to handle the game at its highest
level first and then extend it into the high
schools,” Titus said. “We’ve got high
interest in every level of the game.”

Titus said PVHS has been very proac-
tive in making the game safer for student-
athletes.

“Ponte Vedra made a big commitment,”
Titus said of the school becoming one of
the first to equip its entire varsity team
with the helmets. “It’s great to work with
programs like that. It’s just a fantastic
organization.”

Toblin said the helmets will have pretty
much the same look as the previous ones,
with a bit of a sleeker design and minimal
modifications. But, he hopes the new hel-
mets are a reflection of how much player
safety means to the team.

“No helmet single-handedly can prevent
a concussion, but we hope this is a sign
of how important it is to us, how much
effort and time we put into mitigating the
risk,” Toblin said. “We practice differently
than we did 10 years ago, and we play
and coach differently than we did 10 years
ago. We will leave no stone unturned in
how to make the game safer.”
