John Clayton - ARTISTIC DIRECTOR

Grammy-winning bassist/composer/conductor John
Clayton has written and arranged music for Diana Krall,
DeeDee Bridgewater, Natalie Cole, Milt Jackson, Nancy
Wilson, McCoy Tyner, Quincy Jones, George Benson, Dr.
John, Regina Carter and many others.

John has been commissioned by many ensembles
including the Northwest Chamber Orchestra, the American
Jazz Philharmonic, The Iceland Symphony, The Metropole
Orchestra, The Carnegie Hall Big Band, The Richmond
Symphony, the WDR Orchestra, and the Amsterdam Philharmonic. John
was awarded a platinum record for his arrangement of The Star-Spangled
Banner, performed by Whitney Houston during the Super Bowl in 1990.

He has won numerous awards such as the Golden Feather Award, and the
Los Angeles Jazz Society’s Composer/Arranger award. Most recently, John
won a Grammy for his arrangements on Queen Latifah’s, Trav’lin’ Light.
John has served as the musical director of several jazz festivals including
the Sarasota Jazz Festival, the Lionel Hampton International Jazz Festival,
the Santa Fe Jazz Party, and the Vail Jazz Workshop. He is a co-founder

of the Grammy-nominated Clayton-Hamilton Jazz Orchestra, which he
co-leads with his brother, saxophonist Jeff Clayton, and drummer Jeff
Hamilton. John and his brother Jeff also co-lead the Clayton Brothers
Quintet, which has been nominated for two Grammy awards.

Clarence Acox - BIG BAND

A leading figure in the Seattle music scene for more
than two decades, Clarence Acox, Jr. has nurtured young
musicians for over 35 years as director of jazz bands at
Garfield High School. Under Clarence’s direction, the
Garfield Jazz Ensemble received top honors four times
at New York’s Essentially Ellington National Jazz Band
Competition and Festival, the country’s most prestigious
high school jazz competition. Clarence, who also directs
Seattle University’s Jazz Ensemble, was named “Educator of the Year”
by DownBeat Magazine in 2001. In 2004, the Seattle Music Educators
Association awarded him its “Outstanding Music Educator” award.

~ | Brad Allison - TRUMPET

At 19, Brad Allison played lead trumpet on tour with

a Jimmy Dorsey ghost band. He held the first trumpet
position at the Vegas Hilton Hotel where he backed up
numerous celebrities, earning him a spot on tour with Tom
Jones. Brad is principal trumpet at both the Fifth Avenue
and Paramount Theatres in Seattle. He often performs with
the Jazz Port Townsend All Star Big Band and is a member
of the Jim Knapp Orchestra along with many of the finest
jazz soloists in the Northwest.

Dan Balmer - GUITAR

Long considered one of the finest guitarists,
composers, and educators in the Northwest, Dan Balmer is
one of only five Oregonians honored with membership in
both The Oregon Music Hall of Fame and the Jazz Society
of the Oregon Hall of Fame. From 2005-2009 Dan toured
and recorded with two-time Grammy winner Diane Schuur.
| When not on the road with Ms. Schuur, he leads his own
i- groups and continues long-standing gigs with drummer

=3 Mel Brown, David Friesen, and others. Dan has performed
with a long list of jazz greats including Joey DeFrancesco, Benny Green,
Steve Smith, Airto, Bruce Forman, Houston Person, Jeff Hamilton, Bill Mays,
Gerald Wilson, Eric Alexander, and Pat Martino among others.

Jean Baylor - VOCAL
Marcus Baylor - DRUMS

Jean and Marcus Baylor have achieved
quick recognition for their work together,
earning two Grammy nominations for their
second recording, The Baylor Project, in 2018.
Jean was introduced to jazz in college and was
heavily influenced by Carmen McCrae, Jimmy
Scott, and Shirley Horn. She subsequently
made her mark as one-half of the platinum
recording duo, Zhane.’ She has branched out into composing, arranging,
producing, and band leading. She has been a featured guest artist in
performances and recordings with Yellowjackets, Kenny Garrett, Marcus
Miller and legendary bassist, Buster Williams. Marcus is widely recognized
as a former member and drummer of the Grammy Award-winning jazz
quartet, Yellowjackets. He has performed and recorded with Cassandra
Wilson, John Scofield, and Kenny Garrett and is also a composer, arranger,
producer and bandleader.

John Bishop - DRUMS

John Bishop has performed with Bobby McFerrin, Lee
Konitz, Slide Hampton, Benny Golson, Hal Galper, Jessica
Williams, Kenny Werner, Bobby Hutcherson, Dr. Lonnie
Smith, Julian Priester, Ernestine Anderson, Buddy DeFranco,
Joanne Brackeen, Carla Bley, Steve Swallow, Sonny Fortune,
and countless others. He has appeared on more than 100
albums, and was inducted into the Seattle Jazz Hall of
Fame in 2008. In 1997 Bishop started Origin Records, which
has released 600 recordings by 300 artists from around the

Pianist George Cables has performed and recorded
with some of the greatest jazz musicians of our time,
including Joe Henderson, Roy Haynes, Max Roach, Art
Blakey, Sonny Rollins, Woody Shaw, Sarah Vaughn, Tony
Il Williams, Bobby Hutcherson and Dizzy Gillespie. He has
|| recorded numerous albums as a soloist and ensemble
leader including the iconic Cables’ Vision with Freddie
Hubbard. He is noted for his fresh interpretations of
classic compositions and for his innovative style of writing.
George is currently performing and recording as a soloist, with trios and
larger ensembles, and as a clinician in college jazz programs.

Jeff Clayton - ALTO

Reed specialist Jeff Clayton is a versatile performer,
bandleader, and studio musician whose diverse recording
credits include work with Stevie Wonder, Michael
—| Jackson, Frank Sinatra, Madonna, and Earth, Wind, and
| Fire. Together with his brother John, he founded the
Grammy-nominated Clayton Brothers in 1977, and later co-
founded the Clayton-Hamilton Jazz Orchestra - named by
readers of DownBeat as the top big band in jazz. Jeff has
performed with numerous artists including Lena Horne,
Lionel Hampton, Dr. John, Ella Fitzgerald, and has played in the Count Basie
Orchestra while under the leadership of Thad Jones.

Dawn Clement - PIANO

Pianist/Composer and vocalist Dawn Clement hails
from Seattle, WA. A veteran of Jazz Port Townsend, Dawn
is involved in several collaborations including the Jane
Ira Bloom Quartet, Priester’s Cue with the legendary
trombonist Julian Priester, the Seattle Pianist Collective
as well as her own trio. Dawn has performed with such
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notables as Nancy King, Ingrid Jensen, Hadley Caliman, John Clayton,
Mercer Ellington, Mark Dresser, Jay Clayton and Pharaoh Sanders.

Chuck Easton - THEORY

Multi-instrumentalist and composer Chuck Easton
is equally at home on the bass, flute, piano, clarinet,
saxophone, trumpet, trombone and violin, though he
$ is best known for his jazz guitar work.
