Shelbyville City Council
meets 6 p.m. Thursday at
the Shelbyville Rec Center
to discuss items like the
new livestock ordinance,
the Carlton land purchase,
and over $960,000 in new
equipment purchases.

Council will have a
first reading on a new
ordinance that would pro-
hibit roosters within the
City limits. Chickens must
be in a coop and could not
roam free.

A public hearing will
be held for the approval
of the Global Crossing
Subdivision, coming
in 2022 around Grand
Station Boulevard off
Highway 41 A, and approv-
al for the annexation of
the southeast corner of the
Highway 437 intersection
by-pass, owned by Barlee
Ventures.

Also on the agenda
is the consideration to
amend the City Manager’s
contract to allow him to
live within three miles
of City limits, instead of
the current requirement
to live inside Shelbyville.
Council will also consider

a five-year contract for a
new cloud-based police
in-car and body cam sys-
tems, costing $95,314.80
per year.

As the 231 Business
Park expands, the City
will consider a motion
to purchase 33 acres
of Highway 231 North
frontage for $1.05 million.
The City plans to discuss
vehicle purchases for the
cemetery, airport, street
and solid waste depart-
ments, as well as light
installation for the tennis
and basketball courts at
H.V. Griffin Park, totaling
$967,780.75.

Several items will
be listed as surplus on
GovDeals.com with pur-
chases going to the high-
est bidder. Those items
include old Celebration
Station material/equip-
ment; a 1980 GMC pump-
er truck; a 2014 Nissan
Altima; and a 2003 Ford
Taurus.

Stabbing suspect
wanted 4-wheeler

An argument over use
of a four-wheeler led to a
Shelbyville man brutally
stabbing his stepfather
several times Saturday
night, according to the
Bedford County Sheriff’s
Office.

Witnesses said Luke
Burton, 27, allegedly
began arguing with his
girlfriend at a Rabbit
Branch Road home over
being unable to find the
key to the four-wheeler,

which he wanted to drive
to a nearby convenience
store. The girlfriend told
investigators she hid the
key because she felt he
was too drunk to drive.
Allen Durden, the
stepfather, and Burton’s
mother, Marcie Durden,
allegedly grabbed Burton
to try and stop him from
chasing the girlfriend.
The men allegedly
began fighting at that
point as Durden tried
to wrestle Burton to the

COVID vaccinations up 47%

While COVID-19 vac-
cinations are on the increase
in the state, Bedford County
continues to schedule clin-
ics here and encourage the
community to participate.

As of Friday, there were
118 active COVID-19 cases
in Bedford County-11 new.
There are two shots and

they will be scheduled
accordingly with the health
department or clinic.
Tennessee Department
of Health is recogniz-
ing August as National
Immunization Awareness
Month, so the push is real-
ly on at the state level to
get as many Tennesseans
vaccinated against the cor-

onavirus as possible.
While some companies
like Tyson Foods recently
stated it was making the
vaccines mandatory for its
employees, the state has
not presented any orders
from Gov. Bill Lee’s office
to indicate that a mandate
for the vaccine is going to

“Vaccinations pre-
vent the spread of dis-
eases and outbreaks,” said

Biden plan to require military vaccines

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Members of the U.S.
military would be required
to have the COVID-19 vac-
cine beginning Sept. 15,
under a plan announced by
the Pentagon Monday and
endorsed by President Joe
Biden.

That deadline could
be pushed up if the vac-
cine receives final FDA
approval or infection rates
continue to rise.

“I will seek the presi-
dent’s approval to make
the vaccines mandatory no
later than mid-September,
or immediately upon”
licensure by the Food
and Drug Administration
“whichever comes first,”
Defense Secretary Lloyd
Austin says in the memo
to troops, warning them
to prepare for the require-
ment.

He added that if infec-
tion rates rise and poten-
tially affect military readi-
ness, “I will not hesitate to
act sooner or recommend
a different course to the
President if 1 feel the need
to do so. To defend this
Nation, we need a healthy
and ready force.”

Austin’s plan provides
time for the FDA to give
final approval to the Pfizer

vaccine, which is expected
early next month. Without
that formal approval,
Austin would need a waiv-
er from Biden to make the
shots mandatory. Biden
has made it clear he sup-
ports that.

In a statement Monday,
Biden said he strongly sup-
port’s “Austin’s message
to the Force today on the
Department of Defense’s
plan to add the COVID-
19 vaccine to the list of
required vaccinations for
our service members not
later than mid-Septem-
ber.”

Biden said the country
is still on a wartime foot-
ing and “being vaccinated
will enable our service
members to stay healthy,
to better protect their fami-
lies, and to ensure that our
force is ready to operate
anywhere in the world.”

Austin’s memo to the
force went out Monday.

His decision comes a
bit more than a week after
Biden told defense officials
to develop a plan requiring
troops to get shots as part
of a broader campaign to
increase vaccinations in
the federal workforce. It
reflects similar decisions
by governments and com-

panies around the world,
as nations struggle with
the highly contagious delta
variant that has sent new
U.S. cases, hospitaliza-
tions and deaths surging
to heights not see since the
peaks last winter.

Austin said in his memo
says that the military ser-
vices will have the next
few weeks to prepare,
determine how many
vaccines they need, and
how this mandate will be
implemented. The addi-
tional time, however,
also is a nod to the bit-
ter political divisiveness
over the vaccine and the
knowledge that making it
mandatory will likely trig-
ger opposition from vac-
cine opponents across the
state and federal govern-
ments, Congress and the
American population.

Troops often live and
work closely together in
barracks and on ships,
increasing the risks of
rapid spreading. And any
large outbreak of the virus
in the military could affect
America’s ability to defend
itself in any national secu-
rity crisis.

The decision will add
the COVID-19 vaccine to
a list of other inoculations

that service members are
already required to get.
Depending on their loca-
tion around the world, ser-
vice members can get as
many as 17 different vac-
cines.

Austin’s memo also said
that in the meantime, the
Pentagon will comply with
Biden’s order for additional
restrictions on any federal
personnel who have not
been vaccinated. Those
restrictions will include
wearing masks, social dis-
tancing and travel limits.

According to  the
Pentagon, more than 1 mil-
lion troops are fully vacci-
nated and another 237,000
have received one shot. But
the military services vary
widely in their vaccination
rates.

The Navy said that more
than 74% of all active duty
and reserve sailors have
been vaccinated with at
least one shot. The Air
Force, meanwhile, said that
more than 65% of its active
duty and 60% reserve forc-
es are at least partially vac-
cinated, and the number
for the Army — by far the
largest service — appears
to be closer to 50%.

ARMYWORMS
AGAIN

I'm repeating myself
some here. I had a friend
not far from here that went
off for a four-day trip last
week and came back to
a hay crop that had been
stripped and devoured.
That’s not a good thing at
all.

I wanted to share again
the pictures of the adult
moth and the armyworm
so that you can be aware
of what they look like. We
need to be alert and scout
for these critters.

And I am able to share

the several references
from Dr. Scott Stewart,
who is the director of the
Research and Education
Center at Jackson. And Dr.
Stewart is an entomologist
as well and is a wealth of
information on treating
for these armyworms. I'll
be glad to share with any-
one, just give me a call at
684-5971 or email me at
jteaguel @utk.edu. There
are several options and too
much to put here, but I'll
be glad to send them on
request. Also, here is a link
to one of our insect control
guides for field crops.

Armyworms can show
up literally in a matter of
hours and devour a hay
field or soybeans or many
other crops in a relatively
short time. They eat many
types of plants as grow-
ing larvae and have a huge
appetite. When they are
anywhere in the state, they
can pop up anywhere due
to migration of the adult
moth and we’ve had them
here in the past. Be on the
lookout. I’ve attached pho-
tos for identification. If you
see the adult moth, the lar-
vae won’t be far behind.

HAY CROP

This hay crop looks
pretty good to me. We’ve
gotten rain for the most
part and we’ve seen a lot
of bales, both round and

small bales. In contrast, the
folks in the west have been
fighting the drouth and
they have been very short
on hay. I have not heard
much about them looking
for hay from our area, but
if and when I do, I'll pass
it on.

I did have one conversa-
tion with a local farmer
that had some information,
but it’s too early to really
know what the need is and
how we may be able to
address it. There may be a
market, and there may be
opportunity for donations.
Either way, I'll let you
know.

And we may be experi-
encing some dry weather
and who knows, it may go
on for a long time, causing
us to hold on to what we’ve
got. Let’s hope not.

Bowden revered
as legendary

college coach

Clemson coach Dabo
Swinney called Bobby
Bowden a “model” that
other college coaches
should follow.

“He was such a great
example of not losing sight
of the main thing: a man
of faith, a great husband, a
great father,” Swinney said
in a statement posted on
Clemson’s football Twitter
account.

College football mourn-
ed the loss of one of its
greatest coaches as the
nation awoke to the news
Sunday morning.

Bowden, who won 377
games over four decades
leading programs and built
Florida State into one of
college football’s great
dynasties with two national
championships, died at 91.

Alabama coach Nick
Saban said Bowden showed
that coaches can compete
against one another with

respect, admiration and
even friendship.
“That example of

being a good person is
something that can help us
all professionally,” Saban
told reporters. “He wasn’t
always just about him; he
was always about helping
other people.”

Texas A&M coach Jimbo
Fisher followed Bowden in
2010 at Florida State after
spending a few seasons as
his offensive coordinator.

“He was so normal,”’
Fisher said about his for-
mer boss. “He could make
you feel like you knew him
for 20 years in the first two
minutes you ever talked to
him. He was so genuine and
honest just sitting there tell-
ing stories about ball and
coaching.”

Jacksonville  Jaguars
coach Urban Meyer coached
against Bowden five times
during his tenure as Florida
coach from 2005-10.

“Today, we lost a leg-
end,” tweeted Meyer, now
the head coach of the

Bowden

NFL’s Jacksonville Jaguars.
“Bobby was a great friend
and mentor to me, and his
impact transcended the
coaching profession in so
many ways.”

Family, friends and fans
had known for weeks that
Bowden had little time left.

He announced on July
21 he had a terminal illness
and his son Terry Bowden
later said it was pancre-
atic cancer. In recent days,
family had gathered in
Tallahassee, Florida, to be
around him.

Terry said in a statement
his father died with all six
children by his side.

“I couldn’t have asked
for a better personal mentor
than my father,” Terry said.
“He was a wonderful hus-
band and father, who relied
on his strong Christian faith
to provide the foundation
for his life. I also was for-
tunate to be raised by a
football coach who had a
reputation for coaching the
right way his entire career.
He was admired by every-
one who played for him or
coached against him. As a
family, we will embrace all
of those wonderful memo-
ries and celebrate a life well
lived.”

Florida State president
John Thrasher said in a
statement Bowden raised
the national profile of the
school, doing it with “class
and a sense of humor.”

“While he leaves an

Manning tamed doubts, injuries
to secure Hall of Fame status

DENVER — Peyton Manning
was coming off a series of neck oper-
ations in between the storied chap-
ters of his Hall of Fame career in
2012 when former college teammate
and then-Colorado Rockies slugger
Todd Helton invited him to a private
workout at Coors Field.

The two superstars of their respec-
tive sports who played together at
Tennessee in the 1990s headed to
the batting cages under the stands to
throw the football around.

Helton thought Manning was
goofing around when his first throw
fluttered and fell short.

It was no joke.

Manning was in the midst of
retraining his brain to release the
ball on time and on target after
missing the entire 2011 season and
undergoing several cervical spine
surgeries that left him with unyield-
ing numbness in the fingertips of his
right hand.

“He had nothing,” Helton
recounted several years ago. “But I
knew he’d come back and be Peyton
Manning again because nobody else
works that hard.”

That work ethic allowed Manning
to overcome the heartache of his
split with the Indianapolis Colts, the
doubts about his football future and
nerve damage in his right arm to go
50-15 in Denver and set numerous
passing records while burnishing his
lofty credentials as one of the great-
est passers in NFL history.

Manning overcame his neck prob-
lems to throw 140 of his 539 career
touchdown passes for Denver, includ-
ing arecord 55 in 2013. In four years,
he led the Broncos to four AFC West
titles, two conference championships
and a Super Bowl 50 triumph after
overcoming a serious foot injury to
go with the Super Bowl he won with
the Colts nearly a decade earlier.

Manning retired a month after
becoming the first starting quarter-
back to win Super Bowls with two
franchises, and he was elected to the
Pro Football Hall of Fame 24 hours
before his friend and longtime nem-
esis Tom Brady joined him in the
exclusive club by leading Tampa Bay
over Kansas City in Super Bowl 55
six months ago.

“I certainly wanted to play for the
Indianapolis Colts my entire career

Manning

because they were the team that
drafted me” No. 1 overall in 1998,
Manning said as he reflected on
his upcoming induction into Canton.
“I was fascinated by John Elway
being only a Bronco, Dan Marino
being only a Dolphin, Troy Aikman-
Cowboys, my dad drafted by New
Orleans, majority of his career lived
in New Orleans. So, that was my
plan all along.”

The Colts moved on to Andrew
Luck after Manning missed the 2011
season and Indianapolis secured the
No. 1 overall pick in the 2012 NFL
draft.

After an emotional farewell to
Indy, Manning embarked on the most
anticipated free agency tour since
Reggie White bolted Philadelphia for
Green Bay in 1993.

“And Denver just, boy, they just
welcomed me with open arms,”
Manning recounted. “They were the
only team that understood I think
what I was going through emotion-
ally, physically, and I think a lot of
that is Elway. Elway flirted going
to other teams, rumors or whatnot
and I think he knew how probably
that would have affected him. He
certainly knew injuries.”

Manning said only the Broncos
were willing to meet him halfway.

“They were the only team that
said, ‘Hey, Peyton, give us your
Indianapolis Colts playbook, we will
form this hybrid offense with the
plays that we like here in Denver that
we think will help you at this point
of your career, we’ll form this mesh
of an offense and really give you a
chance to get back going again,”
Manning revealed. “And not every
other team was doing that.”

Manning said he felt like a visitor

in his own locker room for his entire
first season in Denver, but he soon
came to embrace the city where he
and his family still live.

“I have a great relationship with
Indianapolis and still very involved
there in the community, just like I
am in Knoxville and New Orleans,”
Manning said. “But you can only live
in one place and Denver’s just been a
great place to live and I've enjoyed
being a part of the community and
really couldn’t have made a better
decision ... back in 2012.”

Almost from his pro debut in
1998, Manning was a pioneer in
the way he deciphered defenses and
directed play at the line of scrim-
mage, a mastermind pacing from
tackle to tackle, pointing and holler-
ing, as he became a model for every
quarterback who has come along
since.

Manning was never the best ath-
lete, but his off-the-charts prepara-
tion and other-worldly memory recall
made him rise above the rest.

“He beat you mentally,” said
DeMarcus Ware, who came to
Denver like so many others for the
chance to play with Manning. “That
was his guide: Physically you might
be faster than me, you might be more
athletic than me, but I'm going to
outsmart you every time.”

When Manning retired, his father,
Archie, said he was more impressed
with the way his son had won his
second Super Bowl “with his mind
after winning his first one with his
body.”

Manning picked his dad to intro-
duce him in Canton.

“Never was my coach but always
my mentor,” said Manning, noting
that his father’s rule was that he’d
gladly provide any advice so long as
he was asked.

Manning said he was hard-pressed
to trim his acceptance speech to the
allotted 8 minutes because so many
people played a part in his fantastic
football journey.

“Unfortunately, it’s just not enough
time to thank everybody,” Manning
said. “The good thing is for the past
five years, either on a handwritten
note or a phone call or in person,
I’ve had a chance to thank the people
personally. So, even though I won'’t
get to repeat them all in the speech,
the thank-yous are as heartfelt now
as they were then.”
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incredible legacy as one of
the best football coaches in
collegiate history, he also
will be remembered for his
great faith, his love of fam-
ily and his mentorship of
countless young people,”
Thrasher said.

Current Florida State
coach Mike Norvell called
the folksy Southerner the
program’s “patriarch.”

“It was the honor of my
lifetime to know him and
beyond anything I could
dream to have a relation-
ship with him,” Norvell
said.

Jackson State coach
Deion Sanders was maybe
Bowden’s greatest and most
famous Florida State play-
er. The list also includes
former NFL stars Warrick
Dunn and Derrick Brooks
and Heisman Trophy win-
ner Charlie Ward.

Sanders, the All-
America cornerback and
Pro Football Hall of Famer,
tweeted “ God bless the
Bowden Family, Friends &
Loved ones. My Prayers
are with u. I've lost 1 of
the best coaches I've ever
had.”

Former Florida State
running back Amp Lee
recalled Bowden’s pep
talks the night before a
game.

“He’d always say, ‘Amp,
where are you?’ .. Tm
right here Coach.” He’d look
me dead in my face and say

‘Amp, I need you to be
the best running back on
that field tomorrow. Light
itup.” I'd always respond, ‘I
got you Coach,” Lee said.

Chris Weinke, Florida
State’s second Heisman
Trophy winner and quar-
terback of the Seminoles’
second national champion-
ship team under Bowden
in 1999, used the hashtag
“greatestofalltime.”

“ We lost a great one
today!” Weinke tweeted.
“FAITH, FAMILY &
FOOTBALL-  nobody
did it better than Coach
Bowden. I will forever be
grateful to have had the
opportunity to play for this
man.”

At last month’s ACC
media days, Swinney
recalled a memory of
Bowden from earlier in his
career at a coaches’ meet-
ing.

He said the laid-back
Bowden would often be
flipping through a news-
paper while coaches were
discussing different topics,
including one about the
merits of adding the Sun
Bowl in El Paso, Texas,
to the league’s postseason
lineup.

Seemingly oblivious to
the conversation, Bowden
put the newspaper down
on his chest and in his
Southern drawl chimed in.

“He goes, ‘Boys, y’all
going to be doing this a lot
longer than me, but y’all
want the Sun Bowl. That’s
a great trip right there,”
Swinney said with a laugh.

US looks back at
unusual Olympics

TOKYO — Kara
Winger is the American
record-holder in the javelin
throw who just wrapped up
her fourth Olympics. She
has never finished higher
than sixth place.

When she got the call
over the weekend telling
her she would be carrying
the flag Sunday for the
United States at the clos-
ing ceremony of the Tokyo
Games, her first reaction
was “shock.”

“I expected tweets with
people saying ‘What has
she done?”” Winger said.

Turns out, an awful
lot over a career that has
spanned two decades. That
the American athletes
chose her as flagbearer
is a fitting lens through
which to view the U.S.
accomplishments at these
Games.

The Americans won
113 medals, which, for
the fifth straight Summer
Games, was double-dig-
its more than the nearest
competition. It was, how-
ever, eight fewer than what
they won five years ago in
a Rio de Janeiro Olympics
with fewer events.

When the athletes voted
for Winger to represent
them, they tapped into the
core message resonating
inside a fractured, frac-
tious U.S. Olympic family
over the last few years:
The medals shouldn’t mat-
ter more than the athletes
who win them. Or some-
times not matter at all.

“We spent a ton of ener-
gy on creating an environ-
ment where people could
be heard, and feel safe
to be heard,” said Sarah
Hirshland, who came on
as the CEO of the U.S.
Olympic and Paralympic
Committee in 2018.

She was tasked with
repairing the damage from
sexual-abuse cases that led
athletes to wonder if they
were valued for more than
simply what they won.

If Winger as flagbearer
is one sign that the USOPC
has made some headway,
then Simone Biles gets
credit for making sure the
message stayed front-and-
center despite the hectic,
pandemic-tainted run-up
to an Olympics.

The willingness of the
highest-profile athlete at
the Games to step away
because it didn’t feel right,
and to place her personal
welfare over victory for
herself and country, was
startling at first.

Much more than cost-

ing medals, what Biles did
was re-center the focus. As
the Olympics moved into
their second week, all but
the most cynical observers
started celebrating athletes
for winning bronze — or
nothing — even if they
were picked to win gold.

“These are not the
USOPC’s medals, these
are the athletes’ medals,”
Hirshland explained as
the Biles decision was still
reverberating.

That was part of what
Hirshland pitched as a new
outlook for the USOPC.

Leading up to the
Games, the USOPC intro-
duced new mental-health
offerings and created a
new athlete-service divi-
sion — first as a nod to the
fallout from the sex-abuse
cases, then as a resource
to help athletes cope with
a yearlong delay and the
COVID pandemic.

Their offices stayed
busy over the 17 days in
Tokyo.

In the end, COVID-19
knocked out only four of
the 600-plus athletes offi-
cially named to the team,
a remarkable logistical
challenge in a pandemic
that came with its share
of stumbles and critiques.
Some athletes who worked
all their lives to get to this
point were bitter that they
couldn’t share the trip with
friends, family or fans.

That was largely a deci-
sion by local organizers
that left the USOPC with
limited options.

Still, Hirshland and the
rest of the federation lead-
ers are bound to hear their
fair share of critiques —
if not about Tokyo, then
about what lies ahead.

The Beijing Games
start a scant 180 days from
Sunday’s closing act in
Tokyo.Muchasthe USOPC
was forced into playing a
lead role in changing the
outlook on the IOC’s rule
banning demonstrations, it
will be pressed by some to
boycott those Games as a
sign of protest of China’s
much-criticized human-
rights record. The federa-
tion almost certainly won’t
go down that road, but the
questions will persist.

So will doubts about
its effectiveness in putting
athletes first. A snapshot:
One program designed to
funnel more money into
athletes’ pockets through
sponsorship deals has
been lauded by some, but
criticized by others in the
tightly knit world of agents
who deal with Olympic
clients.

Larson inches closer to season
title, wins at Watkins Glen

WATKINS GLEN, NY. — Kyle
Larson took another step toward a reg-
ular-season NASCAR Cup title. Chase
Elliott lamented a race that he let get
away.

Larson gained the lead from Martin
Truex Jr. during green flag pit stops in
the final stage Sunday, built a big lead
and kept his hard-charging Hendrick
Motorsports teammate at bay over
the final laps to win at Watkins Glen
International.

“T knew my car was good and the
strategy worked out,” said Larson, who
was constantly reminded by his crew
that his lead was quickly shrinking over
Elliott in the No. 9 Chevrolet. “We were
able to maintain that gap for a while
and eventually start to pull away. Good
thing the nine wasn’t close enough. He
was really, really fast. He’s the guy to
judge off of. I was definitely worried
about him all day. He was so fast.”

Elliott was seeking his eighth road
course victory and third in a row at
The Glen, which would have tied Jeff
Gordon and Mark Martin for the Cup
record at the historic road course in
upstate New York’s Finger Lakes.

Elliott was relegated to the back of
the field before the race when his No.
9 Chevrolet failed inspection twice and
crew chief Alan Gustafson was ejected.

But just as he did at Road America a
month earlier when he won from 34th
on the starting grid, Elliott made a
gallant charge but couldn’t overcome
Larson’s big lead and crossed the finish
line 2.45 seconds behind.

“T just hate it. I made too many mis-
takes to win,” Elliott said. “It was too
late in the race to recover from it. That’s
what cost us.”

Martin Truex Jr., Kyle Busch, and
Denny Hamlin rounded out the top
five.

Larson also held off Elliott in over-
time to win on the road course at
Sonoma in June and leaves Watkins
Glen tied with Denny Hamlin with 917
points for the series lead.

“It’s fun racing him,” Larson said
after his series-leading fifth victory of
the season. “I look forward to the next
few weeks and even into the playoffs;.
There’s still a lot of racing left. It’s going
to be fun. I'm glad there’s a fun little
points battle. I feel like in years past it’s
kind of been a blowout.”

It was the first Cup race after a two-
week break for the Tokyo Olympics and
there was no practice or qualifying.

Larson and Truex were together at
the front of the field with 20 laps to go
in the 90-lap race around seven-turn,
the 2.45-mile layout. Kyle Busch in
third was nearly 10 seconds behind and
just ahead of Elliott.

Larson had a lead of nearly three
seconds on Truex as the laps began
to wind down as Elliott continued to
charge. The grandstands were sold out
and cheers for Elliott grew as he con-
tinued his surge. He passed Truex for
second at the top of the esses with eight
laps to go and set his sights on his team-
mate just over five seconds in front with
lapped traffic ahead.

Elliott’s surge fizzled over the final
five laps and Larson negotiated a gaggle
of four lapped cars, overcoming a mis-
take in the first turn, and cruised to the
finish.

Elliott had surged hard in the first
stage but flat-spotted his tires in turn 1
and dropped to 36th near the end of the
second stage before rallying.

Truex, Christopher Bell, and Larson
were in a three-car breakaway early
on the 50-lap final stage. Christopher
Bell challenged Truex for the lead with
Larson on lap 48 but couldn’t make it
stick and backed off.

Eight laps later, Larson took out
Bell entering the first turn, a downhill
90-degree right-hander, dropping Bell
to eighth as Elliott continued to make a
strong comeback from last. Bell, whose
No. 20 Joe Gibbs Racing team was hit
with the same penalty as Elliott, rallied
to finish seventh.

Ericsson wins 1st Music City race

NASHVILLE — Marcus
Ericsson used the slowed car
in front of him as a launch-
ing ramp and shot up and
over — with a dangling
wing — Sebastien Bourdais’
Chevrolet.

“I thought my race was
over there,” Ericsson said.

Not in this wreckfest.
Call the latest IndyCar race
winner Marcus Air-icsson.

Ericsson stuck the land-
ing on his early race flight
and avoided further disaster
on the perilous city streets
of Nashville on Sunday to
win the inaugural Music
City Grand Prix.

“I’'m just trying to figure
out how I ended up winning
the race after flying and see-
ing the sky,” he said.

Ericsson conserved fuel
and survived hard-charging
runs from Colton Herta and
Scott Dixon and won his
second race of the season.
He moved to fifth in the
IndyCar points race with
five race left — 79 points
back of leader Alex Palou.

Ericsson doesn’t have
a deal with Chip Ganassi
Racing for 2022 and said
“I hope Chip was watching
today.”

“My biggest wish is con-
tinue here in the 8 car,”’
Ericsson said.

He made the IndyCar
highlight reel long before
the checkered flag when
he jumped the backside
of Bourdais’ Chevy and
knocked the Frenchman out
of the race. Ericsson’s air-
borne Honda needed a new
front wing only five laps
into the race and said he
thought the car was going to
snap in half.

The 30-year-old Swede
won as darkness fell in
Nashville with Dixon, the
six-time IndyCar champion,
making a late run.

Ericsson caught a break
when Herta clobbered his
car into the tire barriers
with five laps left, ending
his dominant weekend for
Andretti Autosport. Herta
topped the first two practice
sessions, won the pole and
his team was in “a league of
our own.” He was gaining on
Ericsson and had a potential
go-ahead pass on the hori-
zon when he crushed his car.
Herta buried his head in his
hands in stunned disbelief.

“We had the car all week-
end to win,” Herta said. “I
just threw it away.”

Dixon was second to give
Chip Ganassi Racing a 1-2
finish. James Hinchcliffe,
Ryan Hunter-Reay and
Graham Rahal rounded out
the top five.

The Grand Prix was the
first new street course race
added to the schedule in 10
years and enough fans to
fill Nissan Stadium packed
grandstands, partied near
live music stages, and lined
fences 10 rows deep with
cameras raised to snap a
picture of the fastest new-
comers in town.

“If there’s enough alco-
hol out there, it’s going to
be a good show no matter
what,” Dixon said.

The best seat in the house
might have come without
one, when fans stood high
on the stadium concourse
for a bird’s-eye view of one
of the 11 turns on the track.

The 2.17-mile course
weaved through the stadi-
um parking lot and over a
3,500-foot straightway that
spanned over the Korean
War Veterans Memorial
Bridge and suspended 80
feet over the Cumberland
River.

“The track going down-
town was so cool to race
on,” Ericsson said.

Better safe than sorry,
dive teams and boats were

on standby in case of emer-
gency.

The chaos was contained
to the asphalt streets.

Team Penske drivers
brought the race to a halt only
a few laps later from Ericsson
when Will Power dipped
inside Simon Pagenaud and
drove his teammate into the
wall. That led to a massive
10-car pileup and the red
flag was out for roughly 20
minutes.

There were nine cau-
tions and two red flags in
the race.

“There was no flow to the
race. It was like we had six

races,” Dixon said.

Jimmie Johnson continues
to hit bumps in the road — or
in his case, on a bridge — in
his rookie season in IndyCar.
Johnson destroyed his car in
the morning practice session
for his second wreck of the
weekend and was forced to
use a backup car. He used a
backup car shared by team-
mate Palou. He was collected
in the Penske crash and was
disqualified when the No. 48
crew worked on his Honda
— Johnson even helped carry
spare parts — under the red
flag. Johnson was 26th.

Hagerty stands in way
of infrastructure bill

WASHINGTON — One
by one, Democrats and
Republicans trekked to the
Senate floor on Sunday
touting a $1 trillion infra-
structure proposal and
argued that, after months
of haggling, it was time for
a final vote on the measure.

Standing in their way:
Republican  Sen.  Bill
Hagerty of Tennessee.

The freshman senator
spent the weekend using
a procedural maneuver to
essentially grind the cham-
ber to a halt. A final vote
that could have happened
days ago could now lin-
ger into the early hours of
Tuesday morning, forcing
lawmakers to give up their
second consecutive summer
weekend to plod through
the minutia of Senate rules.

More than a dozen
Republicans have joined
Democrats to clear initial
hurdles on the infrastructure
bill, meaning the legislation
will almost certainly pass
despite Hagerty’s protest.
But the effort could raise
the profile of a one-time
Trump administration offi-
cial eager to align himself
with the former president,
who has stepped up efforts
to derail the package.

“I think he’s doing
Trump’s bidding. I don’t
think there’s any doubt
about it,” Sen. Jon Tester,
D-Mont., one of the lead
negotiators of the package,
said in an interview. “I think
they want to try to draw this
out as long as they possibly
can and hope and pray that
Congress fails.”

In Hagerty’s telling, his
reasoning for taking a stand
has less to do with Trump
and more about the measure
increasing the federal deficit
by about $256 billion over
the next decade, according
to the Congressional Budget
Office. Once Congress
approves this legislation,
Democrats are planning to
take up an even more ambi-
tious — and expensive —
spending measure on their
own.

“Democrats’ true
intention is to rush this
bill through,” Hagerty

said Sunday, adding that
Democrats want to pass the
bill quickly so they can pivot
to the separate $3.5 trillion
spending plan, which he
derided as “a socialist debt

bomb.”
The overwhelming
majority of Americans

— about 8 in 10 — favor
plans to increase funding
for roads, bridges and ports
and for pipes that supply
drinking water, according
to a new poll from The

Associated Press-NORC
Center for Public Affairs
Research.

But that hasn’t stopped
Trump from blasting the
proposal and discouraging
Republicans from support-
ing it, even though Trump
himself tried and failed to
pass a pricier infrastructure
package as president.

In Hagerty, a 61-year-old
businessman and financier,
Trump has found a will-
ing ally whose affinity for
the former president marks
a notable transition from
orthodox Republican to
ardent Trump supporter.

Trump called Hagerty on
Sunday morning, said a per-
son familiar with the call
who requested anonymity
to discuss it. Later in the
day, Trump egged Hagerty
on in a statement, while
criticizing Senate Minority
Leader Mitch McConnell
for failing to help pass
Trump’s own infrastructure
proposal when he was still
in the White House and
Republicans held a Senate

majority.
“Congratulations to
Senator Bill Hagerty
in remaining true to
‘AMERICA FIRST!””
Trump said.

A private equity inves-
tor, Hagerty had long been
enmeshed in Republican
politics. He previously
served in the administra-
tion of George HW. Bush
and went on to work for
the failed presidential cam-
paigns of Republicans who
later became Trump critics
— John McCain and Mitt
Romney, to whom he and
his wife donated $100,000.
He also served as economic
development commissioner
under a Republican gov-
ernor of Tennessee, Bill
Haslam.

Like many in the GOP,
Hagerty hopped from can-
didate to candidate in the
2016 election cycle before it
became clear Trump would
become the nominee and his
confrontational approach
would reshape the party.
Hagerty had been for Jeb
Bush, then Marco Rubio,
and ultimately, Trump.

He joined Trump’s
Victory Committee as
finance chairman and

donated about $11,000 to
Trump, disclosures show.
After Trump’s win, he
served as a key transition
team leader and, in 2017,
became ambassador to
Japan.

Months before Hagerty
launched his 2020 Senate
bid to succeed the retir-
ing Sen. Lamar Alexander,
Trump preempted his
announcement by tweet-
ing that he would endorse

him, which Hagerty used
as a centerpiece of his self-
financed run, which he
funded with $7.3 million in
loans, records show.

“The president knew
where my heart was. He and
I had been talking about
this for some time and he
had encouraged me strongly
to do it,” Hagerty told the
AP in 2020.

His campaign leaned
heavily on a Trump-style
of politics that was a turn-
off to some of his previous
bosses.

On top of traditional
GOP issues like gun rights,
opposition to abortion, low
tax and regulatory bur-
dens and a tough stance
on immigration, Hagerty
adopted Trump’s brash
tone when talking about
Democrats, the Black Lives
Matter movement, and oth-
ers in the then-president’s
crosshairs.

Before the coronavirus
outbreak, Donald Trump Jr.
went to Tennessee to boost
Hagerty. Other Trump
world figures who support-
ed his bid include Kellyanne
Conway, Lara Trump and
Larry Kudlow.

“I’ve known Bill for a
long time. He was one of my
earliest supporters,” Trump
said during the 2020 tele-
town hall event for Hagerty
at the height of the pan-
demic. “He’s been so great
in so many ways. We need
to send great conservative
voices out there.”

After taking office in
January, Hagerty hired
over a dozen former Trump
administration officials to
serve on his Senate staff.

Some Republican have
cheered Hagerty on.

Indiana  Sen. Mike
Braun applauded Hagerty
for “standing on principle,”
though he conceded that
the days have gone by slow
and he’s bided his time by
reading a book and doing
crosswords.

“What I'd rather be
doing? Back home on my
farm picking weeds,” Braun
said.

To other colleagues,
however, the effort amounts
to a waste of time.

“We have squandered not
minutes, not hours, but sev-
eral days,” said Republican
Sen. Kevin Cramer of North
Dakota, who supports the
measure.

Romney, R-Utah, also
sought to blunt the cam-
paign against the bill.

“Criticism is expected.
And, I note, criticism 1is
also pretty easy,” Romney
said. “If you don’t like this
bill, what bill do you like
instead? What would you
do instead?”

Air firefighters return to Western blaze

Thick smoke that held
down winds and tempera-
tures in the zone of the
largest single wildfire in
California history cleared
Monday from scenic forest-
lands, allowing firefighting
aircraft to rejoin the bat-
tle to contain the massive
Dixie Fire.

The newly clear skies
will allow more than two
dozen helicopters and two
air tankers that have been
grounded to fly again and
make it safer for ground
crews to maneuver.

“With this kind of weath-
er, fire activity will pick up.

But the good thing is we
can get aircraft up,” said
fire spokesman Ryan Bain.

Winds were not expect-
ed to reach the ferocious
speeds that helped the blaze
explode in size last week.
But they were still a con-
cern for firefighters work-
ing in unprecedented condi-
tions to protect thousands of
threatened homes.

Fueled by powerful gusts
and bone-dry vegetation,
the fire incinerated much
of the small community of
Greenville last Wednesday
and Thursday. At least 627
homes and other structures
had been destroyed by

Monday and another 14,000
buildings were still threat-
ened in the northern Sierra
Nevada.

Damage reports are pre-
liminary because assess-
ment teams can’t get into
many areas, officials said.

The Dixie Fire, named
for the road where it started
nearly four weeks ago, grew
to an area of 765 square
miles (1,980 square kilo-
meters) by Sunday evening
and was just 21% contained,
according to the California
Department of Forestry
and Fire Protection. It had
scorched an area more than
twice the size of New York
City.
