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Rich indicted on attempted murder

A Bedford County grand jury returned 

an indictment of 25-year-old Samuel Rich 
of Shelbyville on Monday on seven counts 
in connection with the Aug. 13 shooting 
of a woman at a Temple Ford Road home. 
The woman, according to law enforce-
ment reports, was reportedly shot in the 
head, yet survived.

Rich is currently a suspect in the 
murder of Will Warner whose body was 
found Aug. 13 in Nashville. 

Nashville police, which are investi-
gating that case, said Warner had been 
shot several times. Investigators believe 
Warner was killed in Nashville.  

Rich is the son of Bedford County 
General Sessions Court Judge Charles L. 
Rich. He has recused himself from hear-
ing his son’s case and special judges are 
being called in.

Samuel Rich has been charged with 
attempted first degree murder, use of 
a firearm in the commission of a dan-
gerous felony (attempted murder), theft 
of a 2021 Jeep Cherokee (belonging to 
Warner), aggravated burglary (entering 
Warner’s home to commit a felony), a 
second burglary count (for entering the 
home of Warner with intent to commit 
a felony that resulted in the “serious 
bodily injury” to the woman he shot), and 
tampering with evidence (for knowingly 
destroying or concealing evidence in a 
criminal case.)

In the listing of charges in the indict-
ment, it was noted that Rich had been 
convicted of felony possession of drugs 
for resale on Sept. 17, 2018.

Plans have been discussed 
to expand the sports fields, 
add bike lanes, and contin-
ue to update the recreation 
center’s facility with new 
equipment.

Juvenile detention center
projected to lose $224,000

A yearly loss of 
$224,000 is projected for 
Bedford County Juvenile 
Detention Center and 
talk by a Bedford County 
Commission committee 
Tuesday indicates the 
facility’s future may be in 
question.

“The commission 
needs to decide if it 
wants to stay in the juve-
nile detention business 
or not,” Commissioner 
Linda Yockey told the 
commission’s Rules and 
Finance committee.

Monthly losses range 
from approximately 
$12,000 to more than 
$30,000 most months, 
according to records sup-
plied by County Finance 
Director Robert Daniel. 
The facility, currently the 
only occupant of a portion 
of the former sheriff’s 
office on Lane Parkway, 
derives most of its income 
from jail fees, most paid 
by other counties who 
send teens to periods of 
varying lengths.

Several commission-
ers have met informally 
with law enforcement 
representatives about the 
possibility of building a 
new juvenile detention 
center on the grounds of 

Bedford County Justice 
Center.

Solid waste
Bedford County’s solid 

waste may be going to 
a different location soon, 
the committee was told.

Bedford, Franklin, 
Lincoln and Moore 
counties and the city of 
Tullahoma are members 
of the Interlocal Solid 
Waste Authority. Waste 
from Bedford County is 
being trucked to a land-
fill in Marshall County, 
but the so-called “tip-
ping fees” — fees paid 
to landfills for handling 
refuse — are increasing 
due to rising transporta-
tion costs.

Road Superintendent 
Mark Clanton and Solid 
Waste Director Diane 
Forbes both said they’ve 
recently attended con-
ferences in which gov-
ernments are turning to 
trains to carry away gar-
bage.

Franklin County has 
proposed building a large 
solid waste collection 
center, Clanton said. All 
ISWA counties would 
send their waste to be 
transported from that 
site to “anywhere in the 
world.”

The proposal isn’t 
an ideal solution but is 
the direction most areas 
across the country are 
going, Clanton said.

Hazardous waste
Only 50 people 

attended the Solid Waste 
Authority’s recent house-
hold hazardous waste 
event, Forbes told the 
committee. Several 
attendees were from sur-
rounding counties, with 
the furthest from Wilson 
County.

But Forbes was pleased 
with how the event went. 
She said the new loca-
tion at Bedford County 
Agricultural Center 
worked well in terms of 
room and access.

The event took in 
1,975 pounds of waste at 
a state-covered cost of 
$4,667.60.

More EMS runs
Bedford County 

Emergency Medical 
Service has made 2,218 
calls for service so far this 
fiscal year, the highest 
ever at this point accord-
ing to Director Ted Cox.

Maintenance costs are

More than $1,200 has 
been stolen over the past 
two weeks from an office 
in The Webb School’s ath-
letic complex, a Bedford 
County Sheriff’s Office 
report said.

Dear Readers: 
These awful, 
tiny, biting, red-

dish insects create a 
huge mess and plenty of 
distress in your house. 
The minute that you see 
these invaders, you need 
to act. Take these three 
steps right away.

1. Search the affected 
areas closely to see where 
they are coming in and 
where they are in the 
room. Then clean, disin-
fect and get rid of them. 
Closely examine your 
bed and bedroom. Wash 
linens, bedding, curtains 
and clothing in the hottest 
water safe for the fabric 
and dry at a high tem-
perature.

2. Vacuum everything 
-- the bed area, floors, 
carpets, baseboards, 
furniture and bed frame. 
These nasty insects hide 
and nest in the tiniest 
places, like seams, tufts 
and folds or in piles of 
clutter in the bedroom. 
To flush them out, point a 
hair dryer on hot toward 
the area where you have 
seen them. Then you can 
kill them.

3. If the infestation 
is overwhelming, call a 
professional to get rid 
of them.

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Blowouts
on rise
in NFL

The NFL has been high-

lighting the big number of 
late comebacks, overtimes 
and last-minute finishes so 
far this season.

There also has been a 
increase in blowouts — 
with last week one of the 
most lopsided the league 
has seen in years.

Cincinnati, New 
England, the Giants, 
Tennessee, Tampa Bay and 
Arizona all won by at least 
22 points on Sunday as 
more than half of the games 
that day were blowouts.

There have been 21 
games so far decided by 
more than 21 points, tied 
for the second-most since 
the merger through seven 
weeks. Only the 2009 sea-
son had more with 23. The 
NFL averaged less than 13 
of these blowouts in the 
first seven weeks in the past 
six seasons.

The six games decided 
by at least 22 points on 
Sunday marked just the 
third time that has hap-
pened on a single day in 
the past 100 years, with the 
others coming on Oct. 25, 
2009, and Sept. 7, 1986.

The average margin of 
victory on Sunday was 20 
points, marking the third 
day since the merger when 
at least four games were 
played and the average mar-
gin of victory was at least 
20 points.

When it comes to nail-
biters, there have been 24 
contests decided by a score 
in the final minute, 11 OT 
games and 29 wins by 
teams that trailed at some 
point in the fourth quarter.

Turnaround teams
Half of the division 

leaders are teams that 
didn’t make the playoffs 
in 2020, led by the NFL’s 
sole remaining undefeated 
team in NFC West-leading 
Arizona. The Cardinals 
(7-0) last made the postsea-
son in 2015.

AFC North leading 
Cincinnati (5-2) also hasn’t 
made the playoffs since 
2015, and finished last in 
the division the previous 
three years. In 16 of the 
past 18 seasons, a team has 
gone from last to first.

The droughts for two 
other division leaders are 
slightly shorter, with the 
AFC West-leading Raiders 
seeking their first playoff 
bid since 2016 and the NFC 
East-leading Cowboys (5-1) 
looking to get back for the 
first time since 2018.

At least two teams have 
won their divisions the sea-
son after missing the play-
offs in 17 of the last 18 
years.

Streaking
The Cardinals and Green 

Bay Packers head into their 
Thursday night game on 
impressive streaks. The 
Cardinals have won seven 
straight, while the Packers 
have won six in a row since 
a season-opening loss to 
New Orleans.

This marks the first 
time since 2018 when the 
Rams played the Saints that 
both teams entered on win-
ning streaks of at least six 
games. The Saints won that 
game, but lost the rematch 
in the NFC title game that 
season.

The Saints won 10 
straight after losing their 
opener that season. The 
Packers are chasing that 
with six straight, becom-
ing the 11th team since 
the merger to following a 
season-opening loss with at 
least six straight wins.

Miami and Houston 
are going the other direc-
tion with six straight losses

Playing in the top-heavy 
SEC East could work out 
well for No. 1 Georgia’s 
championship hopes.

The Bulldogs appear 
to have a smooth path to 
the Dec. 4 Southeastern 
Conference championship 
game in Atlanta. They 
can thank the Eastern 
Division.

Georgia plays Florida 
on Saturday as the first 
of three consecutive games 
against SEC East teams 
which currently have los-
ing conference records.

Despite having Georgia 
to boost its credibility, the 
East lacks depth and is 
again playing catch-up to 
the West, which has won 11 
of the last 12 SEC champi-
onships. The East’s lone 
SEC champion in that span 
was Georgia in 2017.

Since Florida won its 
last SEC title in 2008, 
Alabama has seven confer-
ence championships. LSU 
and Auburn each have 
two.

Now the Bulldogs (7-0, 

5-0 SEC) are trying to 
return to Atlanta. After 
Saturday’s game against 
Florida, Georgia has SEC 
games remaining against 
two more teams from the 
East, Missouri (3-4, 0-3) 
and Tennessee (4-4, 2-3).

Georgia already has 
a 30-13 win over No. 12 
Kentucky, the only other 
ranked team in the divi-
sion, on Oct. 16. It then had 
an off week.

While the Bulldogs rest-
ed, the disparity between 
the divisions was glaring 
last weekend. Three teams 
from the West — Alabama, 
Mississippi State and 
Texas A&M — took lop-
sided wins over Tennessee, 
Vanderbilt and South 
Carolina, respectively, by a 
combined 97 points.

The West boasts four 
of the SEC’s six teams 
in this week’s Top 25: 
No. 3 Alabama, No. 10 
Mississippi, No. 14 Texas 
A&M and No. 18 Auburn. 
A fifth team from the West, 
Arkansas, leads teams also 
receiving votes.

Meanwhile, the East 

lacks depth. Georgia and 
Kentucky are a combined 
9-1 in SEC games. The 
division’s other five teams 
are 5-17.

Georgia coach Kirby 
Smart insists the East “is a 
really good division ... but 
who am I to judge when 
we see each other more 
than most people do, in 
terms of watching tape and 
crossover.”

Smart said Florida has 
been the victim of close 
losses. Most notable was 
the Gators’ 31-29 home 
loss to Alabama to open 
their conference sched-
ule. Perhaps most damag-
ing to Florida coach Dan 
Mullen was a 49-42 loss at 
Louisiana State.

“When I sit back and 
watch games on Saturday, 
there are some really tough 
games in the SEC whether 
it’s East-West, West-East,” 
Smart said Monday. “It’s a 
tough conference. A lot of 
games are decided really 
close, typically. Florida 
has been in a couple of 
those that they ended up on 
the short side of, but they 

have a really good football 
team.”

Florida’s drop from the 
Top 25 is unusual. This 
is the first Georgia-Florida 
game since 2017 when both 
teams are not ranked in the 
top 10.

Even so, it’s always an 
important highlight for 
both teams.

“Yeah, this is a big 
game,” said Florida defen-
sive lineman Zach Carter. 
“We all know what’s at 
stake. Right now we’re 
playing to finish strong 
and end the year on a good 
note. So getting this win 
would mean a lot, espe-
cially potentially knocking 
off the No. 1 team.”

It has been a difficult 
year for Mullen. Beating 
the Bulldogs could make 
Florida’s season.

“We’re very aware,” 
Georgia defensive tackle 
Jordan Davis said Monday. 
“We feel like that’s it for 
every team. Every team 
wants to beat us. That’s the 
name of the game.”

A Florida win over 
Georgia would make the 

East look like a deeper 
division. But the Gators are 
worried about their reputa-
tion, not the lack of respect 
for their division.

“We want to win cham-
pionships here: SEC cham-
pionships and national 
championships,” Carter 
said. “Obviously, you 
know, we can’t get to that 
this year. ... When you 
think about it, we’re still 
playing for a lot. I mean, 
just the Gator standard in 
general. You now, it’s big-
ger than this year. I want 
to help finish off strong so 
those guys next year can 
start off strong.”

Georgia isn’t thinking 
about next year. Davis says 
the Gators’ disappointing 
record isn’t the Bulldogs’ 
concern.

“No, not at all. It doesn’t 
matter who we play,” Davis 
said. “It doesn’t matter what 
rank they are. It doesn’t 
matter what rank we are. 
We’re always going to give 
our best shot and they’re 
always going to give their 
best shot.”

Georgia’s title hopes boosted by weak SEC East

HOUSTON — Charlie Morton 
spun a curveball past Jose Altuve 
for a called third strike, his 16th 
pitch after taking a 102 mph come-
backer off his right leg. Morton 
stumbled and started to fall. Turns 
out the leg was broken.

“I wouldn’t think it’s possible,” 
catcher Travis d’Arnaud said. “It’s 
incredible that he even like thought 
of going out there.”

Morton’s right fibula was frac-
tured by Yuli Gurriel’s one-hop 
screamer leading off the second 
inning of Tuesday night’s World 
Series opener, a ball hit so hard it 
ricocheted to first baseman Freddie 
Freeman for an out.

By the time Morton faced 
Altuve leading off the third with 
a 5-0 lead, the leg had started to 
swell. Four relievers combined to 
pitch 6 2/3 innings and finish a 6-2 
victory over the Houston Astros.

Morton’s World Series was over 
soon after it started.

“You don’t wish bad on any-
body,” Astros manager Dusty 
Baker said. “Charlie Morton is one 
of the best guys around, too.”

After Gurriel, Morton struck out 
Chas McCormick on four pitches, 

then retired Martín Maldonado on 
a liner to first base.

“When the inning was over, 
we meet and talk about what’s 
going on,” d’Arnaud 
recalled. “He said, 
`Oh, that one got me 
good.’ He was kind 
of walking a little 
funny. I didn’t think 
it was broken.”

Braves manager 
Brian Snitker said 
an initial X-ray after 
the second failed to show a break.

“He wanted to keep going, 
because he was down in the tunnel 
and he was throwing against the 
wall,” Snitker explained. “He said, 
`It kind of hurts more when I run. I 
feel good when I throw.’”

Morton went back out for the 
third. Still reaching up to 95.9 
mph, he struck out Altuve. The 
37-year-old right-hander braced 
himself with both arms after the 
pitch and grimaced as he popped 
back up, then rubbed at his right 
ankle.

“To go out there and strike out 
the next guy with a broken leg, it 
blows my mind,” d’Arnaud said, 
repeating for emphasis. “It blows 
my mind.”

Head athletic trainer George 
Poulis and manager Snitker came 
to the mound, and Morton walked 
back to the dugout, favoring a leg. 
By the fifth inning, the Braves said 
Morton’s next mound appearance 
was expected to be during spring 
training.

“That’s Charlie,” Snitker said. 
“He wants to be on this stage. God 
bless him, I hate it for him. Really 
hate it for him. He’s such a great 
person, great person and team-
mate.”

A.J. Minter came in and pitched 
2 2/3 innings of one-run ball for 
the win.

“Whenever I got through with 
my first inning. I went up to the 
locker room real quick, and I heard 
the news,” Minter said. “You could 
tell he was devastated, but he 
wasn’t going to show it.”

Asked what was the longest 
he could envision someone throw-
ing with a broken leg, d’Arnaud 
responded: “Maybe one pitch, and 
it probably went to the backstop.”

“It’s incredible that he even like 
thought of going out there, and I 
bet you it was so A.J. could have 
some more time to get ready. He 
sacrificed himself,” the catcher 
said. “I don’t think he knew it was 

broken right away, but he knew it 
was hurting. For him to sacrifice 
himself to make sure A.J. was 
ready and for him to strike out 
Altuve is incredible.”

Morton threw 44 pitches — 
Hank Aaron’s old number keeps 
popping up — and allowed one hit, 
Michael Brantley’s one-out single 
in the first. Morton struck out three 
and walked two.

Morton pitched the final 
four innings and got the win for 
Houston in its Game 7 victory at 
the Los Angeles Dodgers in the 
2017 World Series. A calming, 
respected clubhouse presence, he 
was looking forward for a chance 
to take center stage in his former 
ballpark, before opponents he con-
siders friends.

“He cares about everybody in 
the clubhouse,” d’Arnaud said. 
“Everybody knows his pedigree, 
and you wouldn’t expect some-
body with that pedigree to be that 
humble and that down to earth, 
that caring about every little detail 
about everybody, not just baseball, 
but their lives, their families. So 
it’s definitely a tough, tough break 
for us. Like I said, I can’t wait to 
see him and give him a hug.”

Chasing history
Rookie receiver Ja’Marr 

Chase is doing his best 
to settle the debate about 
whether the Bengals made 
the right choice to draft him 
fifth overall instead of an 
offensive lineman.

The 21-year-old Chase 
had eight catches for 201 
yards and a TD last week 
against Baltimore, becom-
ing the second-youngest 
player to record a 200-
yard receiving game. Mike 
Evans did it ay age 21 years, 
87 days old — 150 days 
younger than Chase.

Chase did set a record 
with his 754 yards receiv-
ing so far this season, the 
most ever for a player in his 
first seven games, 69 yards 
more than Harlon Hill had 
in 1954.

Chase, who also had 
159 yards receiving and a 
touchdown catch in Week 
5, is the fifth rookie since 
the merger to have mul-
tiple games with at least 

150 yards receiving and a 
TD catch. Randy Moss is 
the only player with three 
games in 1998.

Chase isn’t the only 
rookie pass catcher putting 
up impressive stats. Atlanta 
tight end Kyle Pitts had 
seven catches for 163 yards 
last week, the fourth-most 
yards by a rookie tight end.

Pitts also had 119 yards 
receiving in his previous 
game before a bye, join-
ing the Raiders’ Raymond 
Chester (1970) as the only 
rookie tight ends with at 
least 100 yards receiving in 
back-to-back games.

Pitts’ 471 yards receiving 
broke Mike Ditka’s mark of 
444 for the most by a tight 
end in his first six games.

On target
Raiders quarterback 

Derek Carr barely missed 
on Sunday.

Carr completed 31 of 34 
passes for 323 yards against 
Philadelphia.

Carr’s 91.2% completion 
rate is the second-highest 
by a quarterback in a game 
with at least 30 attempts, 
trailing only Drew Brees’ 
96.7% against the Colts in 
2019.

The only other time a 
QB completed at least 90% 
of passes with at least 30 
attempts was also by Carr, 
who went 29 for 32 (90.6%) 
against the Broncos in 
2018.

World Series 
is family affair 
for Snitkers

HOUSTON — No mat-
ter how this year’s World 
Series ends, a Snitker will 
get a championship ring.

This edition of the Fall 
Classic is a family affair 
with Atlanta Braves man-
ager Brian Snitker in the 
dugout opposite his son, 
Houston Astros co-hitting 
coach Troy Snitker.

Close their whole lives, 
they’ll be rivals when the 
teams take the field Tuesday 
night for Game 1.

“Quite honestly, tomor-
row at 7:09 or whatever, he’s 
going to want to kick my 
(butt),” dad said Monday.

But on the eve of the 
game, the elder Snitker still 
found time to play the role 
of proud papa when talking 
about his son’s success.

“I kind of validated 
the fact that maybe I did 
something right, the way he 
turned out,” he said. “He’s a 
heck of a young man.”

And later Monday the 
family got together one last 
time before they had to go 
their separate ways for the 
start of the series.

“We talked about this 
last night at dinner, how we 
needed to just enjoy this,” 
Brian Snitker said. “You’re 
never guaranteed this. Who 
knows when you’re going to 
get back. Enjoy it and relish 
in it.”

And for anyone wonder-
ing, it was dear old dad who 
picked up the check.

Troy Snitker grew up 
in clubhouses and dugouts, 
following his father as he 
toiled as a minor league 
skipper for most of his 
childhood. Brian taught his 
son so much during that 
time, but as he watched him 
bounce around teams from 
Macon, Georgia, to Myrtle 
Beach, South Carolina, it 
was not what he said, but 
what he did that served as 
the most important lesson.

“Just his work ethic,” the 
32-year-old Snitker said. 
“I think that’s the biggest 
thing that I’ve taken away 
from him, being able to 
watch him from a young 
age at the ballpark. He’s 
so consistent, hard working. 
He’s the same guy every 
day when you’re in the 
clubhouse with him.”

The 66-year-old Snitker 
spent 15 seasons a manager 
for various Braves’ farm 
teams before working as 
Atlanta’s third base coach 
from 2007-2013. He was 
the manager of the Triple-A 

Gwinnett Braves from 2013 
until becoming the big 
league club’s interim man-
ager when Fredi González 
was fired in May 2016.

Brian got the job full-
time in 2017 and has led 
the Braves to the postsea-
son in each of the last four 
seasons.

“He’s just, he’s been 
through so much in his 
career where there were 
plenty of times where he 
could have easily decided 
to go do something else,” 
his son said. “But he stuck 
with it.”

Troy Snitker coached 
in college for a bit before 
joining the Double-A 
Corpus Christi Hooks as 
their hitting coach in 2018. 
He spent just one season 
there before moving on to 
work for Houston’s major 
league club.

Brian Snitker is 
impressed with the way 
his son has incorporated 
the things he learned about 
baseball growing up with 
his dad with the newer side 
of the sport.

“I love the fact that he’s 
meshed (things),” Brian 
Snitker said. “Because I 
raised him in a dugout, on 
a bus, on the field a long, a 
long time ago before ana-
lytics were ever invented. I 
think he’s a good blend of 
the old-school way of doing 
things and he’s very open 
and gets all the new infor-
mation that’s out there. I 
think it’s a good mix.”

The entire family is, of 
course, thrilled about two 
Snitkers being in the World 
Series. But for Ronnie 
Snitker, wife of Brian 
Snitker and Troy Snitker’s 
mom, navigating through 
this week might be a bit 
difficult.

No telling yet what 
she’ll wear, how she’ll rep-
resent her family’s teams.

“I think she’s just slight-
ly overwhelmed at the 
moment trying to get her 
mind around the concept 
that this is actually hap-
pening,” Troy Snitker said.

The men were asked 
Tuesday who Ronnie would 
be rooting for.

“She’s decided she’s just 
going to cheer the whole 
time no matter what hap-
pens,” Troy Snitker said. 
“She’ll probably cry the 
whole time, though.”

And after the Snitker 
men finishing raving about 
each other, they both 
agreed that the true star of 
this week is Ronnie.

The NCAA spends 

more on average on male 
athletes than female ones, 
particularly when it comes 
to the “mere handful of 
championships” viewed as 
revenue sources, according 
to a new report.

The law firm hired by 
the NCAA to investigate 
equity issues released its 
153-page report Tuesday 
night, which includes a 
series of recommendations 
to improve the gap among 
all sports tournaments. It’s 
the second report from the 
firm, following its Aug. 
3 one that recommended 
how to equalize men’s and 
women’s basketball tour-
naments.

The NCAA has imple-
mented some of those, 
including allowing the 
women’s tournament 
to use the term “March 
Madness.”

“The same structural 
and cultural issues that 
impact Division I basket-
ball pervade the NCAA 
and have shaped its treat-
ment of other champion-
ships,” the report said. 
“The NCAA member-
ship’s heavy reliance on 
the money it receives from 
NCAA revenue distribu-
tions has placed pressure 
on the NCAA to maximize 
that revenue and minimize 
spending so that more 
funds can be distributed to 
the membership.”

Tuesday’s report shows 
spending per Division I 
and national champion-
ship participants, exclud-
ing basketball, was about 
$1,700 less for women’s 
participants than men’s in 
2018-19. The NCAA spent 
$4,285 per men’s partici-
pant versus $2,588 per 
women’s participant.

The gap is even greater 

in the six single-gender 
sports like wrestling and 
beach volleyball — $2,229 
more per student-athlete for 
the men’s championships 
than for the women’s.

The review also found 
that sports with combined 
their championships have 
fared better on gender 
equality.

“We have seen that com-
bining at least some portion 
of the men’s and women’s 
championship for a given 
sport enables more coordi-
nated planning, increases 
equity in the goods and 
services, facilities, and 
resources provided at the 
championships and elimi-
nates or reduces disparities 
between the ‘look and feel’ 
of the tournaments,” the 
report said.

Another piece of the 
report shows NCAA 
doesn’t have the infrastruc-
ture in place to encourage 
equal sponsorships at all 
championships.

“The report identified 
important recommenda-
tions, which we will pri-
oritize and sequence so 
they can be implemented 
for impactful change,” 
the NCAA Board of 
Governors said in a state-
ment on the institution’s 
website. “These changes 
may require altering bud-
gets and business models 
while evaluating the bal-
ance between resources 
devoted to championships 
that produce revenue and 
resources for those that do 
not.”

The review was done 
by Kaplan Hecker & Fink 
LLP, which was hired in 
March after the NCAA 
failed to provide similar 
amenities to the teams in 
the men’s and women’s 
Division I basketball tour-
naments. The situation 
blew up on social media 
amid player complaints 

and prompted apologies 
from NCAA executives, 
including President Mark 
Emmert.

Tuesday’s report also 
recommended:

— Establishing a sys-
tem for collecting and 
maintaining standardized 
data across all 90 cham-
pionships that will facili-
tate future gender equity 
reviews and audits.

— Getting rid of gender 
modifiers on branding for 
the tournaments and cham-
pionships.

— Increasing the num-
ber of senior staff in the 
NCAA’s championships 
structure to improve over-
sight of gender equity.

— Conducting a “zero-
based” budget for each 
championship over the next 
five years to ensure gender 
differences are necessary, 
appropriate and equitable.

The report estimated 
that ESPN is underpay-
ing the NCAA for tourna-
ment rights for 29 cham-
pionships, “causing the 
association to lose out on 
substantial and crucial 
revenue.” For example, 
the firm estimated that 
women’s basketball annual 
broadcast rights in 2025 
would be worth $81 mil-
lion to $112 million, which 
is “multiples more” than 
the network gives NCAA 
right now for all 29 cham-
pionships.

“The structure of broad-
cast agreements is holding 
back the growth of sports 
other than men’s basketball 
and the leadership team has 
been unable to recognize 
the inequities in treatment 
of student-athletes and rec-
tify it in a timely manner,” 
Metro Atlantic Athletic 
Conference commissioner 
Rich Ensor said.

August’s report high-
lighted staffing as an issue 
for championships, with 

men’s basketball having 
more than women’s hoops. 
Some sports like baseball 
and hockey also had more 
staffing than softball and 
women’s hockey, the lat-
est review said, though it 
showed women’s volleyball 
and soccer championships 
had bigger staffs than the 
men.

The report says there 
“appears to be no formal 
or consistent definition” of 
the three categories that 
the NCAA uses to decide 
staffing for championships 
-- “equity,” meaning rev-
enue-producing or could 
be revenue-producing; 
“growth,” which would 
have the potential to make 
money over time; and “sus-
tained,” or one that loses 
money.

“There remains little 
understanding among the 
NCAA membership and 
even among NCAA staff 
about how staffing support 
is allocated among cham-
pionships,” the report said.

The law firm also said 
couldn’t do direct compar-
isons between champion-
ships because “the NCAA 
does not maintain its 
records of expenses, ticket 
sales, amenities, or other 
items in a standardized 
manner that would permit 
such analysis.”

Fan festivals were 
another topic in which there 
was gender inequality, the 
report said. The women’s 
soccer fan festival is bigger 
than the men’s, but is an 
outlier. Men’s lacrosse and 
baseball fan festivals have 
more sponsors, music and 
games than women’s, the 
firm said, and the NCAA 
spends more on them. The 
2019 baseball fan festival 
cost about $274,800, com-
pared to the softball equiv-
alent at $53,900.

Second NCAA gender report 
shows spending disparities

NEW YORK — The NFL is 
not going to issue a report on its 
10-month investigation into allega-
tions the Washington Football Team 
engaged in harassment and abuse 
because of its promise to protect 
the identities of those who testified, 
Commissioner Roger Goodell said 
on Tuesday.

Speaking around 7 p.m. after the 
first day of meetings for the 32 own-
ers, Goodell said the league wanted 
to protect the roughly 150 former 
employees who spoke to outside 
counsel Beth Wilkinson, who con-
ducted the NFL investigation and 
amassed six million pages of evi-
dence.

“When you make a promise to 
protect the anonymity, to make sure 
that we get the right information, 
you need to stay with it,” Goodell 
said. “And so we’re very conscious 
of making sure that we’re protecting 
those who came forward. They were 
incredibly brave.”

Goodell sidestepped a question 
about releasing a redacted report, 
saying he felt what the league did 
was appropriate. He said the league 
looked forward to responding to 
inquiries from Congress.

Goodell said the NFL did release a 
summary of its investigation and that 
Washington owner Daniel Snyder has 
not been allowed to handle any of the 
day-to-day operations of the fran-
chise since July.

“I do think he has been held 
accountable and the organization 
has been held accountable,” Goodell 
said.

Goodell said the most important 
thing for the league was that the 
situation not happen again with any 
team.

“So we think protecting the peo-
ple that helped us get to that place, 
the people that unfortunately have 
to live through that experience, if we 
respect them and make sure we pro-
tect them,” the commissioner said.

The league has released reports in 
other high-profile investigations into 
Tom Brady for deflating footballs in 
an AFC title game, offensive line-
man Richie Incognito for alleged 
racial slur and Ray Rice for domestic 
violence.

Earlier in the day, members of the 

NFL’s Social Justice Working Group 
and the owners were given a copy of 
a letter by two former employees of 
the Washington Football Team ask-
ing them to make a report public.

“I love for this to be a learning 
point, not just for the NFL, but for 
leagues and teams all across that 
this shouldn’t be hidden,” said Ana 
Nunez, who worked in the team’s 
business department until 2019. 
“There shouldn’t be, no workplace 
is perfect which is understandable, 
but there has to be a level of account-
ability when it comes to toxic culture 
and sexual harassment.”

Addressing other topics, the com-
missioner said there has been prog-
ress made on getting a new stadium 
for the Buffalo Bills. He believes the 
current location in Orchard Park, 
New York, is the likely one but the 
final decision is up to local officials.

The commissioner said the league 
has not made a decision on the future 
of quarterback Deshaun Watson 
because of pending legal issues from 
civil cases still being considered. The 
league is waiting to see all the infor-
mation gathered in the suits.

The three-time Pro Bowler is fac-
ing allegations of sexual assault and 
inappropriate behavior in 22 active 
lawsuits and has been inactive for 
Houston’s first seven games this sea-
son.

In other news, the league said ear-
lier in the day it was encouraged by 
the progress made in preventing any 
major spread of COVID-19 among 
its teams, while concerned about an 
increase in soft tissue injuries.

Dr. Allen Sills, the league’s chief 
medical officer, noted at the first 
in-person owners’ meetings since 
December 2019 that a low posi-
tive COVID-19 rate between .04% 
and .06% is due greatly to vaccina-
tions and protocols working. Nearly 
100,000 COVID-19 tests have been 
taken, 1,200 a day on average across 
the league.

So far, 94.1% of players are vac-
cinated, as well as 100% of team and 
league staff.

“We’re continuing to work with 
the players association on the goal of 
100% vaccination,” Sills said. “The 
CDC has been in contact with us 
about how that is achieved, a vacci-
nation success story, and is pointing 
to the NFL as a model for other parts 

of society.”
Sills mentioned a recent mini-

outbreak with the Arizona Cardinals 
that included coach Kliff Kingsbury.

“Of the first seven cases in 
Arizona, five were different strains 
of the virus,” he said, which indi-
cated those people were exposed out-
side the team facility. “Definitely 
the impact of vaccinations, we’re not 
seeing the clustering or uncontrolled 
spread of the virus. Nor are we 
seeing the uncontained, unexplain-
able, uncontrolled spread we saw last 
year.”

The league is undertaking a vol-
untary study of antibody levels to 
measure and compare who was vac-
cinated when and which medication, 
and whether the person had COVID-
19. Sills called it a “unique study 
because of size and the frequent test-
ing.” Players can participate but are 
not the focus; club employees are.

In the meantime, Bills co-owner 
Terry Pegula was required to leave 
the league’s first in-person meeting 
in 641 days for precautionary reasons 
after being deemed to have had close 
contact to a person who tested posi-
tive for COVID-19 at his daughter’s 
wedding over the weekend, as first 
reported by The Buffalo News earlier 
in the day.

Members of the Pegula family, 
including co-owner and team presi-
dent Kim Pegula, are not experienc-
ing any symptoms.

As for the soft tissue injuries 
(hamstring, groin, calf, et al), the 
numbers are up to a five-year high 
even though the overall amount of 
preseason injuries went down. Of 
course, 30 teams played only three 
preseason games, down from four in 
previous years.

Sills cited the amount of work 
required of players in a short time-
frame, and expressed a need for sig-
nificant load management to combat 
the problem.

“There’s a lot to unpack there and 
we will have more to say about this, 
I think, as we approach the com-
bine (in late winter),” he said. “This 
year (such injuries) were particularly 
noteworthy.”

The 2022 combine will be in 
Indianapolis, but the 2023 event will 
be put up for bidding, with Dallas, 
Los Angeles and Indianapolis inter-
ested.

The complicated connection between 
black cats, witches and Halloween

Come October, it’s hard to miss 
the many indelible images associ-
ated with Halloween. Homeowners 
may decorate their home exteriors 
with scarecrows, inflatable ghouls 
and goblins, and jack-o’-lanterns. 
Local businesses also may get in 
on the fun, offering “spooktacular” 
sales and decorating their store-
fronts with images of vampires, 
witches and other symbols of 
Halloween.

Black cats have become synony-
mous with Halloween decor, but 
few may know how this association 
came to be. According to History.
com, the notion of black cats as bad 
omens can be traced to the Middle 
Ages. Back then, people believed 
witches avoided detection by turn-
ing themselves into black cats. 

The perception of black cats as 
something more than mere felines 
may even pre-date the Middle Ages. 
For example, in Norse mythology, 
Freyja, a goddess of, among other 
things, a type of Late Scandinavian 
Iron Age magic known as “Seior,” 
was believed to have ridden a char-
iot pulled by two cats. That con-
nection to sorcery could explain the 
link between black cats and witches 
that continues to be made today. 

Despite the lengthy history sug-
gesting black cats are bad omens, 
it’s not all bad for these dark-
colored felines. One researcher at 
the Carnegie Museum of Natural 
History found that Welsh folklore 
depicted black cats as harbingers 
of good luck, and even noted their 

ability to predict the weather.
Black cats are one of many sym-

bols of Halloween. And much like 
jack-o’-lanterns and trick-or-treat-

ing, the story of how black cats came 
to be associated with Halloween is 
interesting and thought-provoking.

Black cats have become synonymous with Halloween decor, but few may 
know how this association came to be.
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Disabled students achieve dreams at Motlow 
Motlow State Community College hon-

ors the many and varied contributions 
of people with disabilities to America’s 
workplaces and economy by commem-
orating National Disability Employment 
Awareness Month, held each October.

Kenzie Luttrell
Motlow State graduate Kenzie Luttrell 

works at Motlow as an administrative 
assistant for the honors program. She was 
diagnosed with Friedreich’s Ataxia, a rare 
and neuromuscular disorder when she was 
only 9. The disease damages the spinal 
cord, peripheral nerves, and the cerebellum 
portion of the brain.

Having a disability has not stopped 
Luttrell from obtaining an education. She 
graduated from Motlow in 2018 and started 
working part-time at the college. She is also 
pursuing her master’s degree in applied 
sociology from the University of Alabama 
at Birmingham, Ala. After graduation, she 
plans to become an instructor at Motlow.

“I was homeschooled my entire life,” 
explained Luttrell, who admits she was 
nervous about attending college when she 
started going to Motlow in 2016. Her dis-
order is a progressive disease that she said 
primarily limits her mobility.

“I used to be able to walk. I got the 
scooter I use now around the same time 
that I started my studies at Motlow,” she 
said. “The College is homey and helped 
me come into my own. I was insecure and 
didn’t want anyone to think I had some-
thing wrong with me, but I made friends 
and became more confident regardless of 
my disabilities.”

Luttrell has become more confident in 
sharing her story with others during her 
time at Motlow. As part of her job with the 
honors department, she often has direct 
contact with students.

“There was a student who needed to miss 
one of the honors program meetings for a 
doctor appointment due to their disability, 
and I was able to share my experiences and 
relate to that individual,” she said.

Chasity Carlbom
Students with all kinds of disabilities 

come to Motlow State to get a high-qual-
ity education. Chasity Carlbom graduated 
from Motlow in 2020 with an associate of 
applied science (A.A.S.) degree in business 
with an entrepreneurship concentration. 
The A.A.S. in Entrepreneurship equips 
students with the skills needed to start and 
successfully run their own business.

She was employed full-time with 
the Tennessee Army National Guard in 
Nashville until 2017 when she was medi-
cally retired after suffering from multiple 
sclerosis and intracranial hypertension, a 
build-up of pressure around the brain.

“I started losing my vision and had a 

shunt placed in my brain to drain the excess 
fluid,” said Carlbom, who volunteers with 
the First United Methodist Church chil-
dren’s ministry in Murfreesboro.

In a few years, her husband will retire, 
and they plan to move to Nebraska to open 
a retail store. She came to Motlow to learn 
the financial side of running her own busi-
ness to be better prepared when that day 
comes.

“I was worried about starting a busi-
ness, so I went back to school to learn basic 
finance in regards to entrepreneurship. I 
was hesitant because my disabilities make 
me unreliable,” she explained. “There were 
days I could not drive myself to school, so 
I had to either call an Uber or miss class. 
The instructors were very understanding 
and would send me the information for 
the day. I feel more comfortable now that I 
have a better grasp on everything.”

Alex Boyd
Another Motlow alumnus is Alex Boyd, 

who graduated from the College in 2019 
and continued pursuing additional educa-
tion at MTSU, majoring in graphic design. 
He was diagnosed with attention deficit 
disorder (ADD) in elementary school.

“I think about whether or not my ADD 
will be an issue for me when I finish 
school,” said Boyd.

He is authorized accommodations for 
his disability but said he tries not to rely 
on them. “I don’t want to be treated differ-
ently. I want to be independent. While I can 
request extra time for tests and projects and 
things like that, I try not to use them. I have 
always been able to get my assignments 
done on time, but I am glad that the option 
is there,” he said.

Like Carlbom, Boyd made sure to com-
municate with his teachers about his dis-
ability upfront.

“They have always been very under-
standing,” he said. “Sometimes, I do have 
to have them reiterate something a few 

times, but I take notes and record lectures 
with my phone to help out.”

People with ADD may have difficul-
ty staying on task and sustaining focus. 
Learning online was an obstacle that Boyd 
had to overcome. He said he asked for extra 
help and reminders from his instructors 
when needed.

“I am an in-person learner,” he explained. 
“I told myself to push through the pandem-
ic shift to online learning because this is a 
temporary situation, and I am so close to 
finishing my bachelor’s degree. I know in 
the end it will be worth it.”

Disability Services
No matter what path a person takes in 

life, having a disability should not hin-
der obtaining an education and pursuing 
your passion. The pandemic created unique 
challenges for some students transitioning 
to online learning. Motlow’s online learn-
ing platform helped reduce stress during 
this time.

“Many students had never taken an 
online course before the pandemic, which 
brought about heightened stress and fear of 
the unknown,” explained Yeulanda Pierce-
Beverly, assistant director of Disability, 
Testing, and Counseling Services at Motlow. 
“The Universal Design online learning 
platform has been huge for all students. 	
The platform accommodates disabled stu-
dents by providing access to transcripts 
of notes, recorded lectures, and closed 
captioning, to name a few.” Motlow’s dis-
ability services, including college accom-
modations, are designed to focus on access 
to education and educational programs.

	 “Students with disabilities can 
find that developing an individual college 
accommodation plan will support their 
academic needs and plan for completing 
a degree,” said Belinda Champion, direc-
tor of Disability, Testing and Counseling 
Services at Motlow. “Our experienced staff 

works with each student individually to 
design a plan for semester courses and 
support communicating the plan to instruc-
tors. We also encourage students to take an 
active role in discussing information with 
instructors about their learning and com-
munication styles.”

“During my time as a student at Motlow, 
I developed a close relationship with dis-
ability services. I would let them know 
when a door opener was broken or when I 
needed extra time on a test,” said Luttrell. 
“Motlow has always been very accom-
modating to my individual needs. When I 
started working here, maintenance installed 
a grab bar in my office.”

It can be challenging for a student to 
navigate all that college brings, especially 
if there is a disability impacting the path to 
educational goals. Knowing that disability 
services can help students rise to the same 
playing field and have equal opportunity 
to be successful hopefully offers some 
peace of mind for students who experience 
the impacts of a disability in their college 
path.”

“I thought it would be hard to establish 
services, but Yeulanda made me feel so 
comfortable during the process. It was 
actually really easy,” said Carlbom.

“Motlow offers accommodations for 
all students registered with our office of 
Disability Services,” said Pierce-Beverly. 
“I want students to know that they do not 
have to be embarrassed to ask for help. 
Disability Services are confidential. No 
matter which barrier that they are faced 
with, they too can graduate and be suc-
cessful!”
