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Intense blaze destroys home

Shelbyville Fire Department battles a blazing home on Union Street from the ground and air.

A huge cloud of black smoke
from a house fire on Union
Street was visible for miles
across Bedford County Ilate
Wednesday afternoon.

Everyone nearby escaped
injury when flames erupted after
a charcoal grill was accidently
knocked over, Shelbyville Fire
Marshal Jason Richardson said.
The fire was initially reported
shortly before 5 p.m.

The house, once used as a
flower shop many years ago,
was vacant, Richardson said. It
had been rented as residential
property for at least the past 40
years.

Neighbors were allowed
to use the building’s porch
for recreational purposes,
Richardson said.

“The fire was completely

accidental,” according to
Richardson. The name of
the building’s owner was

unavailable Thursday due to
what Richardson termed “a
language barrier” A translator
served as a go-between with
firefighters and several people
present when the fire started.

Shelbyville Fire
departmnent’s snorkel truck
fought the flames from above as
most firefighters backed off due
to heat, which was unusually
intense compared to many fires.
Richardson did not know why
this blaze was so hot.

Former FUMC pastor takes plea

Mullikin walks
with probation

The former pastor of the
First United Methodist Church
in Shelbyville entered into an
agreement with prosecutors last
week on a charge of sexual battery
that will keep him out of jail, as
long as he stays out of trouble for a
year and writes a letter of apology
to the victim.

Paul Hunter Mullikin, 65, was

sexual battery/forcible fondling on
a l6-year-old female, a Class E
felony that could have resulted in
just under a year behind bars. He
would have had to serve at least
20 percent of the sentence or 2.4
months.

Mullikin  and prosecutors
established a memorandum of
understanding (MOU) on Aug. 25
— an agreement that requires him
to write a letter of apology to the
victim. He will be on supervised
probation for 11 months and 29
days and be required to pay court
costs.

If the pastor successfully
complies with the terms of the

memorandum, he may apply to
have the charge dismissed and
have his criminal record expunged.
According to the American Bar
Association, “An expungement
order directs the court to treat
the criminal conviction as if it
had never occurred, essentially
removing it from a defendant’s
criminal record as well as, ideally,
the public record. It is important
to clarify that expungement is not
“forgiveness” for committing a
crime....”

Mullikin had been the pastor at
the Shelbyville church since July
2019. He had previously served
as pastor at Ripley First United

Methodist Church and Arcadia

United Methodist Church in
Paducah, Ky.
The crime

On Feb. 22, “Paul Hunter

Mullikin did commit unlawful
sexual contact with female juvenile
by grabbing the female’s
buttocks knowingly without her
consent,” according to Shelbyville
police in the affidavit of complaint
filed on March 8.
The victim in the incident is
a physical therapy technician
at a clinic in Shelbyville. She

Title contenders talk horses

For veteran Celebration goers, the
annual Tennessee Walking Horse event
is pretty routine. But for the trainers,
every night is different as they are always
hoping for the best and watching how
their horses are going to react.

Those stakes are even higher for those
considered as World Grand Champion
contenders.

John Allan Callaway of Shelbyville
is no stranger to the Celebration. He
showed Justified Honors, the 2021 World
Grand Champion, in one class on the
preliminary night Saturday. The now
5-year-old stallion is still a contender,
Callaway said.

“It’s hard to do. It’s hard to win one of
them,” said Callaway. He cited how the
horse, I am Jose, won three World Grand
Champions in a row between 2013 and
2015.

Some horses just seem made for grand
championships, he said. “There are not
many challenges working with Justified
Honors. Just like any athlete, you have
good nights and bad nights.”

Callaway is part of Allan Callaway
Stables located off Highway 41A North.
When contacted by the T-G on Thursday
morning, he added that the Celebration
is going great this year and said that
he’s “showing against some really good
horses.”

“Every horse is my competition. So
however he shows up on Saturday, if he
performs well, that’s the way I look at it. I
feel good in my horse.”

But Callaway’s achieving moment
during this Celebration had to do with
his daughter, Julia, winning her first
World Grand Championship. “That was
the highlight of my Celebration,” said the
proud dad.

Walk for Roses

Russ Thompson trained and showed
the 2022 contender, Walk for Roses,
which was sold Wednesday to an amateur
rider. Thompson said Thursday, “I think
he’s the best horse I've ever had. But
he’s a really good protégé . . . beautiful
animal. I think he’ll make a breeding
horse out of this world.”

Thompson said they are going to start
a “new venture” with one of their amateur
riders—one he’s really excited to have in
his barn this year. “We’re going to sit back
and just enjoy what we do.”

Born in Alabama but raised in
Nashville, Thompson runs Russ
Thompson Stables in Shelbyville and
Ontario, Calif. He said Thursday, “If I
had to pick up Coke cans to get to the
Celebration, I'd be here. I've been coming
here a long time . . . my dream. This is my
world series right here.”

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told police, in a written
statement, that while she
was hooking Mullikin up to
a traction table, she “felt his
hand graze my butt.” She
wrote that she moved and
“he moved his hand when I
moved and he squeezed my
butt.” The girl immediately
left the treatment room and
told her supervisor what
had happened.

On Feb. 27, two days
after the incident, Mullikin
wrote a letter to a supervisor
at the physical therapy
clinic, not admitting to or
apologizing for the incident
but expressing how “sorry
I am that she felt this way.”
Mullikin wrote, “It breaks
my heart to think that
something I inadvertently
did would upset her in
this way.” He also wrote
“... Ifelt I needed to send
you this note to let you
know how sorry I have
been feeling and hopefully
convince you (and maybe
in turn the victim) that I
in no way intended to act
inappropriately.”

In the course of the
ensuing policeinvestigation,
a detective interviewed the
physician connected with
the clinic, who reported a
similar incident involving
Mullikin that occurred on
Feb. 15. On that date, the
female technician wrote in
a statement to police, while
she was hooking Mullikin
up on the traction table, he
lifted his arms to allow her
to strap him in and then “he
brushed his hand down my
lower back and butt.”

After she reported the
incident to the manager, the
clinic physician wrote in
an email to the detective,”
‘My first thought was he’s
a preacher, of course it was
an accident.”

According to  the
physician, the technician
said she too thought it was

an accident “but something
about it still bothered her.”

The victim speaks

The victim in the
case, a local teenager, sat
with her parents outside
the courtroom last week.
She did not hesitate to
talk about the incident.
“I was very emotional for
no reason immediately
following the incident,”
she said. “I just want to say
that no matter about their
reputation, this shows that
anyone is capable of doing
the wrong thing.”

While serving FUMC
Shelbyville, Mullikin
conducted a satellite
program at  Thomas
Magnet of his DayShore
camp — one which he had
conducted for several years
in other communities.
Over 30 kids had attended
the mobile summer camp
here, which included arts
and crafts, songs and faith-
based small groups.

Mullikin was also very
instrumental in the food
ministry of Shelbyville
Community Soup Kitchen
in Shelbyville, which got
its start in the basement
of FUMC Shelbyville and
is now located on South
Cannon Boulevard.

Calm before storms? Oddly quiet Atlantic despite forecasts

NEW ORLEANS -— A record-
tying inactive August is drawing to
a close and no storms have formed,
even though it is peak hurricane
season and all experts’ pre-season
forecasts warned of an above normal
season. Nearly all the factors that
meteorologists look for in a busy
season are there.

Warm ocean water for fuel? Check.

Not a lot of wind shear that
decapitates storms? Check.

La Nina, the natural cooling of the
central Pacific that changes weather
patterns worldwide and increases
Atlantic storm activity? Check.

Yet zero storms formed. Surprised
experts point to unusual persistent dry
air and a few other factors. But each
time they and computer simulations
think something is brewing, nothing
comes of it.

“It has been surprisingly and
freakishly quiet in the Atlantic,”
University of Miami hurricane
researcher Brian McNoldy said,
pointing out that weak Tropical Storm
Colin fizzled out on July 2 and there’s
been nothing since.

It’ll be the first time since 1941
that the Atlantic has gone from July
3 to the end of August with no named
storm, Colorado State University
hurricane researcher Phil Klotzbach
said. Since 1950. onlv 1997 and 1961

had no named storms in August
and 1961 then went hyperactive in
September, including deadly Carla,
he said.

In Lake Charles, Louisiana, one of
the more weather-battered cities in the
past decade, residents have noticed
how quiet the hurricane season is
so far and it’s almost “testing fate”
to bring it up, Mayor Nic Hunter
said. From August 2020 to August
2021, the city was hammered by two
hurricanes — Laura and Delta —
only six weeks apart, a deep freeze
and spring flooding. Residents still
have blue tarps on their roofs.

“I think there’s a lot of knocking
on wood. There’s a lot of prayers,”
Hunter said. “Until the season is over,
I don’t think anybody’s going to have
any sighs of relief.”

Certainly not 74-year-old Shirley
Verdin, who lives about 200 miles
(320 kilometers) away in Bayou
Point-Au-Chien, where Hurricane Ida
ripped through on Aug. 29 last year.
She now lives in a Federal Emergency
Management Agency trailer next
to her gutted home that will be
demolished down to the pilings this
weekend so it can be rebuilt.

There are wisps of potential storm
systems swirling in the Atlantic that
meteorologists are following and so is
Verdin. Closely.

“I know there’s something out
there right now,” she said.

The National Hurricane Center is

watching three thunderstorm systems
in the Atlantic and gives them all at
least a 50% chance of becoming a
named tropical storm, with one of
them a likely sounding 80%. But
Colorado State’s Klotzbach has seen
this before this year and isn’t counting
on them.

Just late last week, the computer
forecast models predicted three
maybe four storms forming, including
one becoming a major hurricane with
winds of more than 110 mph (177
km/h), Klotzbach said.

Then nothing.

For the past month and a half,
thunderstorms that could be seeds
of hurricanes power off Africa
looking strong enough “but then they
encounter a lot of dry air that’s just
sitting over the Atlantic,” University
of Albany atmospheric scientist
Kristen Corbosiero said. “The dry air
has really been the main thing that’s
been stopping storms from really
getting going.”

Relative humidity is about 15%
below normal and there’s been
Saharan dust in there making it drier,
McNoldy and Klotzbach said.

The dry air does a couple things,
Corbosiero said. Those thunderstorms
become more potent and get their
energy as warm moist air rises off the
ocean. The ocean is warm enough,
but the dry air causes that water to
evaporate, cool and go down, not up,
she said.

Suicide is the ninth-lead-
ing cause of all deaths in
Tennessee, the second-lead-
ing cause of death among
youth ages 10 to 14 as well
as young adults ages 25-34
and the third leading cause
for children ages 15-24.

More than three lives a
day are lost to suicide in
Tennessee, which means the
state loses 21 Tennesseans
each week and 97 people
per month.

The three-digit number
988 was recently intro-
duced for emergency access
to mental health services.
There is now a text ver-
sion of the National Suicide
Prevention hotline: text
“TN” to 741741.

TSPN’s statewide
September Suicide
Prevention Awareness event
will be held on Sept. 7-8 at
the Cool Springs Marriott
in Williamson County. The
theme will be “Building a
Mentally Healthy Future.”

In 2019, Bedford County
was listed as No. 18 out
of a list of 20 counties in
Tennessee for its suicidal
ideation rate, that is, those
having thoughts of sui-
cide. These statistics come
through emergency service
reports.

September marks
Suicide Prevention Month.
Now is the time to deal with
this mental health issue.

A national poll conduct-
ed in 2020 found that while
95% of Americans sur-
veyed would do something
if someone close to them
was thinking about suicide,
almost 70% of respondents
identified barriers that keep
them from discussing sui-
cide with others.

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Winton runs for
Congress

Candidate weighs in
on ‘people needs’

STAFF REPORT

Fourth Congressional
District candidate Mike
Winton is on the ballot in
the Nov. 8 general election.
Winton considers himself a
common-sense type guy—
one who will look out for the
needs of the people.

The Tullahoma area busi-
ness owner and real estate
affiliate broker, who is run-
ning as an independent,
recently explained that he
understands the needs of the
working community.

Winton was raised with his three siblings on a
family farm in Pelham by a single mother, Frankie.
Earning her wages from a shirt factory, he came to
understand from his mother what hard work—and hard
times—were all about.

Though he has proven his success in business over
the years, Winton said like the majority of Americans,
he’s grown “frustrated” with the lack of performance
and the increase in partisanship in Congress. “Just look
at low voter turnout,” he recently observed.

Winton says he’s a family man; he’s the married
father of 3, grandfather of 8 and has 1 great-grandchild.
His aim is to have his political run reaffirm “the old
generational promise” which he said is to “leave the
next generation in a stronger America than the one
before.”

He added how at the moment, Congress has an 18%
percent job approval rating. That’s not good, he said.
He believes that politicians have lost their connection
with the people they were elected to serve.

Winton said he’s a candidate out meeting with peo-
ple throughout the district, finding out their concerns
and issues—those important to them. His campaign
focuses on issues such as the historic national debt,
immigration reform, school safety and education.

He’s concerned about the lack of compromise inside
the Washington ruling establishment. “Now that it’s
election time, we’re going to hear some claim they will
‘reach across the aisle. It’s about time we have someone
who won’t just reach across the aisle, but stand in it, to
get the people’s House back in order. People say they
want to drain the swamp . . . will not work if you leave
the gators.”

Winton believes his 31 years of business experi-
ence will help bring a “Main Street” sense back to
Washington, where there seems to be more of an
emphasis on Wall Street and “lobbyists.” Winton makes
the connection to small businesses and America’s
middle/working class, as he sees a correlation between
the two.

“The failed economic policies that have led to
inflation and increased public debt have made life for
middle and working class Americans arduous over the
past few months. The challenges have also impacted
small and family-owned businesses that have been
important to communities for years. Who’s been their
advocate in Washington?”

Winton points to the over $30 trillion national
debt, the projected $1 trillion budget deficit and the
continued “spending spree in Washington,” as major
economic concerns that need to be handled.

Tackling the issue of illegal immigration is also on
this congressional candidate’s agenda. According to
Winton, immigration is a multifaceted, national sover-
eignty concern and an issue that needs to be managed
in steps.

First, he advised, the borders need to be secure.
Second, the system is increasingly overwhelmed.
“There are many who have been waiting a long time to
gain legal entry. Some, out of desperation, frustration
or desire, are foregoing the formal process and enter-
ing illegally.

He added, “The United States must secure its bor-
ders and enforce fair immigration policies. We are a
nation of laws. Without respect for the law, we no lon-
ger have a country; we have lawlessness. For our coun-
try to work, we need the law and to stand firm on it.”

Winton also has educational items on his agenda.
First, to solidify school safety, Winton is calling for
School Resource Officers (SROs) to be placed in every
school in America.

The independent is also seeking to introduce pro-
grams that will assist in providing teachers greater
resources to educate children, as well as increase the
amount of community involvement in local schools
while eliminating a lot of what he calls “unnecessary
bureaucracy.”

“We must make our schools the safest in the world.
We owe it to the children, to the parents of those chil-
dren and to those we entrust to care for them during
the day.”

History’s bookends: Putin-Gorbachev reforms

NEW YORK (AP)
— One stood for freedom,
openness, peace and closer
ties with the outside world.
The other is jailing crit-
ics, muzzling journalists,
pushing his country deeper
into isolation and waging
Europe’s bloodiest conflict
since World War II.

Such are history’s book-
ends between Mikhail
Gorbachev, the Soviet
Union’s last leader, and
Vladimir Putin, Russia’s

president.

In many ways,
Gorbachev, who died
Tuesday, unwittingly

enabled Putin. The forces
Gorbachev unleashed spun
out of control, led to his
downfall and the Soviet
Union’s collapse.

Since coming to power
in 1999, Putin has been tak-
ing a hard line that resulted
in a near-complete reversal
of Gorbachev’s reforms.

When Gorbachev came
to power as Soviet leader in
1985, he was younger and
more vibrant than his pre-
decessors. He broke with
the past by moving away
from a police state, embrac-
ing freedom of the press,
ending his country’s war in
Afghanistan and letting go
of Eastern European coun-
tries that had been locked
in Moscow’s communist
orbit. He ended the isola-
tion that had gripped the
USSR since its founding.

It was an exciting, hope-
ful time for Soviet citizens
and the world. Gorbachev
brought the promise of a
brighter future.

He believed in integra-
tion with the West, multi-
lateralism and globalism to
solve the world’s problems,
including ending armed
conflicts and reducing the
danger of nuclear weapons.

In marked contrast,
Putin’s worldview holds
that the West is an “empire
of lies,” and democracy is
chaotic, uncontrolled and
dangerous. While mostly
refraining from direct criti-
cism, Putin implies that
Gorbachev sold out to the
West.

Returning to a commu-
nist-style mindset, Putin
believes the West is imperi-
alistic and arrogant, trying
to impose its liberal val-
ues and policies on Russia
and using the country as a
scapegoat for its own prob-
lems.

He accuses Western
leaders of trying to restart
the Cold War and restrain
Russia’s development. He
seeks a world order with
Russia on equal footing
with the United States and
other major powers, and in
some respects is trying to
rebuild an empire.

Gorbachev sometimes
bowed to Western pres-
sure. Two years after U.S.
President Ronald Reagan
implored him to “tear down
this wall” in a speech at

the Berlin Wall, Gorbachev
did so, indirectly, by not
intervening in populist anti-
communist revolutions in
Eastern Europe. The drop-
ping of the Iron Curtain
and end of the Cold War
followed.

At home, Gorbachev
introduced two sweep-
ing and dramatic policies
— “glasnost” or open-
ness — and “perestroika,”
a restructuring of Soviet
society. Previously taboo
subjects could now be dis-
cussed, in literature, the
news media and society
in general. He undertook
economic reforms to allow
private enterprise, mov-
ing away from a state-run
economy.

He also loosened up on
the dreaded police state,
freed political prisoners
such as Andrei Sakharov,
and ended the Communist
Party’s monopoly on politi-
cal power. Freer foreign
travel, emigration and reli-
gious observances were
also part of the mix.

Putin has veered away
from Gorbachev’s changes.
He focused on restoring
order and rebuilding the
police state. An increas-
ingly severe crackdown on
dissent has involved jailing
critics, branding them trai-
tors and extremists, includ-
ing for merely calling the
“special military operation”
in Ukraine a war. He sees
some critics as foreign-
funded collaborators of

Russia’s enemies.

In his quest for control,
he’s shut down indepen-
dent news organizations
and banned human rights
and humanitarian organi-
zations. He demands com-
plete loyalty to the state
and emphasizes traditional
Russian family, religious
and nationalistic values.

Gorbachev’s leadership
was not without failures.
His more liberal policies
were uneven, such as a
bloody 1991 Soviet crack-
down on the independence
movement in the Soviet
Baltic republic of Lithuania
and the attempted early cov-
erup of the 1986 Chernobyl
nuclear power plant disas-
ter.

By 1988, he realized that
trying to hide bad events
wasn’t working, so when
a massive earthquake hit
Armenia in December
1988, he opened the borders
to emergency international
help and allowed transpar-
ency about the destruction.

After nearly a decade
of fighting in Afghanistan,
Gorbachev ordered the
withdrawal of Soviet troops
in 1989, entered into mul-
tiple arms-control and dis-
armament agreements with
the United States and other
countries, and helped end
the Cold War.

‘Lord of the Rings’ prequel to debut

NEW YORK — The return of
dragons on the small screen has
been a huge hit. Now it’s time for the
return of the elves and dwarves.

Amazon Studios is launching
“The Lord of the Rings: The Rings
of Power,” an ambitious, years-in-
the-making and very expensive
salvo that will go head-to-head with
another costly streaming fantasy
epic: HBO’s “Game of Thrones” spi-
noff “House of the Dragon,” which
recently became the most-watched
series premiere in HBO history.

The series is based on J.R.R.
Tolkien’s writings and asides about
Middle-earth’s Second Age, which
preceded the Third Age’s “Lord of
the Rings” and “Hobbit” films and
books. Tolkien’s grandson, Simon
Tolkien, was a creative consultant.

“We say Tolkien sort of left a
series of stars in the sky. Our job
was to connect the dots and form the
constellation and then sort of draw in
between the constellations to give a

little more specificity to it,” said J.D.
Payne, a showrunner and executive
producer.

Amazon Prime Video will debut
both the first two “The Rings of
Power” episodes on Friday. After
that, the remaining six episodes
arrive weekly on Friday.

The hour-long episodes are
stuffed with action and humor but
buckle up: Payne and his co-show-
runner Patrick McKay plan to use
a 50-hour canvas to explore their
nuanced characters and complex his-
tories. These first eight episodes are
like an appetizer.

Early ones shift across the vari-
ous regions of Middle-earth, our
planet’s imagined mythological past.
Here, some 4,000 years before “The
Hobbit,” are elves involved with
royal intrigue, dwarves who mine
inside mountains, hobbitlike harf-
oots who are pastoral, humans who
seem unusually prone to violence,
and evil orcs.

Despite being set centuries before
the books and films that make up

the Tolkien’s canon, fans of “The
Lord of the Rings” will notice some
familiar characters, based on the
long lifespan of some of the crea-
tures, including Galadriel, Elrond
and Isildur. Sauron, the evil force, is
unseen in the first two episodes but
a malevolent presence throughout.

Morfydd Clark grew up in Wales
to parents who adored Tolkien’s
epic book series and her dad read
her “The Hobbit” when she was 9.
The films came out when she was
11, accelerating the obsession. Now
she finds herself playing a young
Galadriel, a powerful elf played later
in the films by Cate Blanchett.

“I think there’s a lot of hope
in Tolkien’s world, and with hope
comes bravery to stand up and have
courage for what you think is valu-
able,” she said. “The world needs
to be safe enough for the smallest
and most vulnerable. And I think
that’s something that’s important
to remind yourself — just because
something suits you, it doesn’t suit
everybody.”

Dessert Packs a
Flavorful Punch

Many people, if given the
opportunity, might skip their
appetizers and entrées and
reach right for the dessert
menu. For adults who love
their desserts full of flavor,
“Chocolate-Peanut Butter
Terrine with Sugared Peanuts”
from Emily Luchetti’s “Classic
Stars Desserts” (Chronicle
Books) is ideal.

Chocolate-Peanut Butter
Terrine with
Sugared Peanuts

Serves 8

Terrine

11 ounces bittersweet chocolate,
finely chopped

1 ounce unsalted butter

6 tablespoons creamy
peanut butter

4 large egg yolks

Y4 cup granulated sugar

1% cups heavy whipping cream

Glaze

4 ounces bittersweet chocolate,
finely chopped

2Y2 ounces unsalted butter

2 teaspoons light corn syrup

Sugared Peanuts

1 large egg white

6 tablespoons granulated sugar
1%2 cups unsalted peanuts

To make the terrine, spray an 81/2-by-
41/2-by-23/4-inch loaf pan with nonstick
spray. Line the sprayed pan with plastic
wrap, allowing a 11/2-inch overhang on
all sides.

In a stainless steel bowl, combine the
chocolate, butter and peanut butter. Place
the bowl over a pan of simmering water,
making the sure the bottom of the bowl
does not touch the water. Heat, stirring
occasionally, until the chocolate and
butter melt. Remove from the heat and
whisk until smooth.

Combine the egg yolks and sugar in the

bowl of a stand mixer fitted with the whip
attachment and whip on high speed until

thick, about one minute. Remove the
bowl from the mixer stand. Using a
wooden spoon, stir in the chocolate
mixture in three equal additions. The
mixture will be quite thick.

In a separate bowl, whisk the cream until
it starts to thicken. Using a spatula, fold
the cream into the chocolate mixture in
four equal additions. Spread the batter in
the prepared pan. Cover with the plastic
wrap overhanging the sides and
refrigerate until firm, for at least 4 hours.
To unmold the terrine, fold back the
plastic wrap and invert the pan onto a
wire rack. Pull on a corner of the plastic
wrap to release the terrine from the pan.
Lift off the pan and carefully remove the
plastic wrap. Line a baking sheet with
parchment paper and place the rack in it.
Return the terrine to the refrigerator while
you make the glaze.

To make the glaze, in a stainless steel
bowl combine the chocolate, butter and
corn syrup. Place the bowl over a pan of
simmering water, making sure the bottom
of the bowl does not touch the water, and
heat, stirring occasionally, until the
chocolate and butter melt. Remove from
the heat and whisk until smooth. The
glaze should be pourable but not so thin
that it will run off the terrine. If the glaze
is too thin, let it sit at room temperature
for about 30 minutes.

Slowly pour the glaze evenly over the top
of the terrine, allowing it to stream evenly
down the sides. With offset spatula,
spread the glaze to cover the terrine
smoothly and completely. Refrigerate
until the glaze is set, about 30 minutes.

To make the sugared peanuts, preheat the
oven to 350 F. In a bowl, whisk the egg
white until frothy. Whisk in the sugar.
Add the peanuts and mix until they are
evenly coated with the egg-white mixture.
Spread the peanuts in a single layer on a
rimmed baking sheet and place in the
oven. Toast the nuts, stirring them every 5
minutes, until dry and golden brown, 15
to 20 minutes.

To serve, transfer the terrine to a serving
platter and arrange the sugared peanuts on
top. Cut the terrine with a hot, dry knife.

How will you celebrate Magellan’s 500th anniversary?

hen does a

500th anniver-

sary require an
asterisk?

If you’re a fan of
trivia and myth-busting,
you’ve doubtless heard
umpteen repetitions of
“George Washington
didn’t really have wooden
teeth,” “Napoleon wasn’t
short,” “Lemmings don’t
commit mass suicide”
and “Ferdinand Magellan
didn’t sail all the way
around the world.”

Sure enough, Magellan
was killed two years into
the three-year voyage to
circumnavigate the globe.
(That probably saved him
from an ugly scene at
home. Before he set sail,
he told Mrs. Magellan
he was just going to the
corner market to buy a
pack of Marlboros. She
should have been tipped

off by the Doc Brown-
ish “Where we’re going,
we don’t need roads!”
comment, but love is
blind.)

On the other hand,
a milestone is still a
milestone. September
8 marks the 500th
anniversary of Spanish
navigator Juan Sebastian
Elcano’s return to Spain
in the only vessel to
survive Magellan’s 1519
expedition to the Spice
Islands. (Posh Spice, meet
Scurvy Spice.)

I guess Magellan (rather
than Elcano) sticks in
the public consciousness
because of expert
PR work. You know,
“Magellan would have
sailed all the way himself
if not for that ‘getting
killed in the Philippines’
thingie.” I need a publicist
myself. (“Danny Tyree

cured the common cold,
except for that ‘not getting
his butt off the sofa and
doing research’ thingie.”)

So perilous was
Magellan’s journey that
another 55 years passed
before Sir Francis Drake
accomplished the second
circumnavigation of the
globe. Well, the perils
and the bad Yelp reviews
Magellan wrote combined
to slow down copycats.

Magellan had an
incalculable impact on the
entire world. He helped
give empirical support
for the idea of the earth
being spherical. (Many of
his contemporaries took
an attitude of “Follow
the science — but not off
the edge of the world!

He discovered (to his
chagrin) the vastness of the
Pacific Ocean, discovered

South American animals
unknown to Europeans
and inspired indigenous
peoples to learn phrases
such as “Indigenous
peoples?

Just
good ol” white European
males with no gold or
anything.”

I understand that
Magellan met with
heaps of skepticism
before embarking on his
voyage. Pondering the
circumnavigation aspect,
one shade-tree philosopher
drawled, “You can’t get
here from here.”

Even after Elcano’s
return, the doubts
persisted. (“They filmed
the whole journey out in
the desert somewhere. I'1l
bet Magellan had Neil
Armstrong on speed-dial.”)

Merchandise and
commemorations tied to

the anniversary are getting
people worldwide revved
up, but some folks remain
blasé. This includes those
who loathed World History
in school and others
who are all too familiar
with people (like my late
father-in-law) who go
All the Way Around the
World to tell a story. (“The
3/16-inch wrench didn’t
work, so I got my trusty
7/32-inch wrench off the
front seat...or was it the
floorboard...?”)

Magellan’s pioneering
efforts seem quaint
nowadays, since we have
jet planes, satellites and
TV spoilers traveling
around the world with
breathtaking speed.

But Magellan was
one of the giants of the
Age of Exploration. For
all the talk of a Mars
mission, we’re now stuck

After Mrs. Spafford
was rescued, heartbroken
she telegraphed her hus-
band these words, “Saved
alone.”

When Spafford heard
the terrible news, he
boarded the next ship out
of New York and headed
to Europe to be with his
wife.

During the voyage, the
captain of his ship called
Spafford to the bridge,
and told him that they
were passing near the spot
where the Havre had gone
down.

His heart filled with
grief, Spafford returned
to his room and wrote the
words to this classic and
much beloved hymn.

Over the years, the
words of this hymn have
brought great comfort to
millions who have sung
these lyrics during their
times of sorrow, and dur-
ing their good times as
well.

For those of us who
believe in God, we can
find strength in times of
weakness, hope in the
midst of turmoil, and com-
fort in our sorrow; and we
can echo Spafford’s words,
“it is well, it is well with
my soul.”

Petty adds, “Who bet-
ter to guide them than the
young people who were
practically born knowing
how to work these devices
and technology!”

Agencies and nonprof-
its seeking grants had to
address ways their organi-
zations would reduce social
isolation and increase
access to essential servic-
es for older Tennesseans
through digital literacy and
inclusion programming,
according to Dianne Oliver,
executive director of West
End Home Foundation. “We
look forward to seeing how
the Shelbyville —Bedford
County Public Library will
use these funds to address
the specific needs of its
residents.”

The Library will use
these funds to implement
the new Teens ‘N’ Seniors
Program to join junior and
senior teens with senior
adults to help them navi-
gate specific technology
needs and learn how to use
new devices and technol-
ogy to keep them better
connected with their com-
munity. Teens will sign up

to be a part of the program
and will be on a rotation to
be called for appointments
scheduled by the senior
adults to help with their
specific needs. The library
will be the meeting place,
as there are plenty of study
rooms and computer access
if needed.

Petty advised, “We
will also be offering

Chromebook & Hot Spot
kits to be checked out, free
of charge, to our patrons
who are 60 and older.
There will be three of these
kits available for 1 week
checkouts. They can be
used in-house for training
or checked out and taken
home for a week to be
used by our senior patrons.
Students wishing to be a

part of this program can
choose 1 of 2 paths; they
can earn hours for com-
munity service or they can
choose to be paid hourly for
their assistance. The grant
award includes a designated
amount for instructors.

She said that all of the local
high schools have been con-
tacted and are excited about
the program. The library is
partnering with them to get
the word out to their stu-
dents and encourage them
to get involved.

Research shows that
when older adults are con-
nected to technology, they
become less isolated and
more engaged in their
communities. Older adults
without internet access suf-
fered more extreme levels
of social isolation dur-
ing the COVID epidemic.
Many were unable to access
essential services and prod-
ucts, and could not take
advantage of telehealth,
telecounseling and other
telesupport services.

The digital literacy
initiative, administered
by the West End Home
Foundation, is the last
phase of the $40 million
settlement handed down
from Davidson County
Chancery Court, Division
III, Case No. 11-1548-III.
Funds from this case, were
designated by the Court
to be used to sustain and
improve the quality of life
for elderly Tennesseans.

The digital literacy
grant program was created
in response to the connec-
tivity crisis experienced by
the country’s older adults.
An estimated 21.8 million
older adults are offline at
home, with only 58%of
Americans age 65 and
older with broadband inter-
net service. The negative

ramifications of this lack of
connectivity became clear
during the pandemic as
older adults became cutoff
from the families, friends
and communities, library
officials stated.

Funding back-
ground

In 2014, the Tennessee
Attorney General recov-
ered $40.1 million from
the dissolution of two non-
profit nursing homes in
Murfreesboro. The funds
were under the auspices
of the Chancery Court of
Davidson County, with
Chancellor Ellen Hobbs
Lyle presiding. The West
End Home Foundation was
the recipient of $3.9 mil-
lion funds for the purpose
of designing and admin-
istering a statewide grant
aimed at bridging the digi-
tal divide that was apparent
for older adults during the
pandemic.

The grant, “Reducing
Social  Isolation and
Increasing  Access to
Essential Services
Through Digital Literacy
and Inclusion for Older
Tennesseans,” was launched

Jan.10, 2022.
West End Home
Foundation is a

private,charitable founda-
tion located in Nashville.
The Foundation’s mission
is to enhance the lives of
older adults through grant
making, advocacy and
community collaboration.
The Foundation serves
middle Tennessee, includ-
ing Cheatham, Davidson,
Robertson, Rutherford,
Sumner, Williamson and
Wilson counties, provid-
ing approximately $2 mil-
lion annually in grants to
nonprofit agencies serving
older adults.

Lawmakers weigh in

TOP Grants are available
for public libraries to provide digital
literacy training to the public, hotpots,
solar charging stations, increase internet
access at the library and for the Digital
Navigators pilot project.

“Tennesseans rely on the technol-
ogy resources available through public
libraries to complete schoolwork, apply
for jobs, print documents and so much
more,” said Secretary Hargett.

COVID-19 and MPX update

T-G STAFF REPORT

Cold and flu season
will be here in the upcom-
ing months, so here are a
few numbers to look at for
COVID-19 and Monkeypox
(MPX).

According to the Center
for Disease Control, there
are just over 220 active
COVID-19 cases in Bedford
County as of Aug. 25, while
there have been less than
10 deaths in the last week.
Cases are down almost
80% since mid-August.

Some 51% of Bedford’s
population, or 25,366 peo-
ple, have received at least
one dose of the COVID-19
vaccine, while 44% per-
cent, or 21,893 people, have
been fully vaccinated.

For the more recently
discovered Monkeypox,
Tennessee has only 156
active cases as of Aug. 26.
There is a total of 17,432
cases across the United
States with the most cases
include California (3,291),
New York (3,124), Florida
(1,739), Texas (1,472),
Georgia (1,299), and
[1linois (1,005.)

The Bedford County
Health Department is pro-
viding the monkeypox vac-
cine to those eligible to be
vaccinated for the infection
between 8 a.m. and 4:30
p.m. at its office, located at

140 Dover Street.

“The good news
is that if you have been
exposed to the virus, fol-
lowing some prevention
steps and getting yourself
vaccinated can protect you
and others from monkey-
pox,” said Angie Faulkner,
director of Bedford County
Health Department.

MPX vaccination

eligibility

Those eligible to receive
an MPX vaccination
include:

eAnyone  who has

had contact exposure to
MPX, or may have been
exposed, in the last 14
days. Talk to your doctor
or contact Bedford County
Health Department or the
Tennessee Department of
Health.

*Anyone who has had
intimate contact with oth-
ers who might have been
exposed to the MPX virus.

°Gay, bisexual, and
other men who have sexual
relationships with men who
have had multiple or anony-
mous partners and or were
diagnosed with a sexually
transmitted disease or are
receiving medication to
prevent HIV infection in
the last 90 days.

Steps for
prevention

Taking these steps will
help prevent contracting
the MPX infection:

*Be aware of any chang-
es to your body and talk to
your doctor if you develop
any new rash.

°Avoid close, skin-to-
skin contact with people
who have a rash or lesion
that looks like it could be
MPX.

*Avoid contact with
objects and materials that a
person with MPX has used.

*Wash your hands often.
Use soap and water or an
alcohol-based  sanitizer.
Hand washing can protect
against MPX and other
infections such as COVID
and flu.

“While  Monkeypox
is a serious infection, we
don’t want people to be
alarmed,” Faulkner said.
“Rather, we want everyone
to be educated and empow-
ered as to how they can
protect and take care of
themselves.”

MPX is a previously
rare disease, caused by a
virus that’s in the same
family as smallpox but
much less severe and less
contagious. In some cases,
people may have a flu-like

illness, but it’s more com-
monly characterized by a
rash or lesions on the body
that may look like little

blisters or pimples or sores.

Fitness tips for new parents

Being a new parent
requires an ability to adapt
to change.

Newborns require around-
the-clock care that often
translates into little free
time for their parents. When
parents get opportunities to
step away, exercise may be
the furthest thing from their
minds.

But it could be in new
mothers’ and fathers’ best
interests to consider exercise
even when their schedules are
hectic.

Health experts at the
Mayo Clinic advise exercise
helps to tame stress, keep the
mind sharp and boost the
immune system. Staying fit
and healthy with a new baby
in the house may be easier
when parents embrace certain
strategies.

e Flexibility is key. New
parents strive to maintain
schedules, but newborns and
infants don’t always comply.
Therefore, committing to a
workout at a specific time
each day or even a specific

duration can be foolish. It’s
better to take what you can
get when you can get it. Don’t
get hung up on following a
specific regimen right now.

* Exercise in bursts. Rather
than devoting a set amount of
time to a workout, fit in exer-
cise when you have a minute.
Run up and down the stairs
while the baby is napping.
Or do some bicep curls while
preparing a bottle.

e Take a “baby-and-me”
class. Gyms and fitness orga-
nizations often offer classes
for new parents that build
workouts around movements
that can be done with baby
in hand or in tow. Another
option is Stroller Strong
Moms, a workout group that
incorporates kids and stroll-
ers. Seek out these programs
for innovative ways to get
exercise and spend time with
your child and other parents.

* Ask for time off. Spouses
can divide baby duties so that
each gets equal time away
to devote to personal needs.
Factor exercise into some

of the plan, even if you can
carve out only a few minutes.
Another tip is to multitask.
Consider buying a stationary
bicycle to use while watching
a favorite television show.

. Go swimming.
Swimming works many
muscles of the body, and
the buoyancy of the water
relieves pressure on joints and
other areas of the body. When
baby is old enough, you can
even enjoy time in the pool
together.

e Prioritize sleep. Do not
compromise sleep for exer-
cise, which can adversely
affect your overall health.
Sleep is essential for human
development, says The Sleep
Foundation. During sleep,
the brain experiences intense
activity, building the founda-
tions for how people learn
and grow, including the devel-
opment of our behavior, emo-
tions and immune systems.
Adequate sleep is vital for
new parents to maintain their
health and the health of their
babies.

A healthy lifestyle
includes many different
components. Diet and exer-
cise are arguably the two
most significant elements
of a healthy lifestyle, but
being healthy and avoid-
ing illness involves more
than just eating right and
getting off the couch.

Preventive care can be
critical to long-term health.
A healthy diet and routine
exercise can help lower
risk for various ailments,
including heart disease
and diabetes. But what
about preventing more
routine conditions, includ-
ing the flu? The Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention notes that the
flu vaccine prevents mil-
lions of illnesses and flu-
related doctor visits every
year. Despite the effective-
ness of the flu vaccine,
some people still don’t get
one each year. But a look
at some of the many ben-
efits of being vaccinated
against the flu might com-
pel such men and women
to change their minds and
get their flu shots this year.

* The flu shot keeps you
from getting the flu. While
it’s common sense to note
that the flu keeps people
from getting the flu, just
how effective the flu vac-
cination can be might open
the eyes of even the most
ardent flu shot proponents.
According to the CDC, in
seasons when the flu vac-
cine viruses matched cir-
culating strains, the vac-
cine has been shown to
reduce the risk of having

The benefits of the flu vaine

to go to the doctor by as
much as 60 percent.

* The flu shot can save
you money and vacation
time. The CDC estimated
that 48.8 million people
got sick with the flu dur-
ing the 2017-18 flu season.
In addition, the CDC esti-
mates that the flu caused
workers to miss approxi-
mately 17 million work-
days and led to more than
950,000 hospitalizations.
The cost of a hospital stay
is often considerable, and
workers who value their
vacation and personal
time will almost certain-
ly lament having to use
some of that time at home
nursing the flu. By getting
the flu shot, anyone can
greatly reduce their risk
of spending their time and
hard-earned money recov-
ering from the flu.

* The flu shot can help
prevent serious medi-
cal events. A 2013 meta-
analysis of various studies
that was published in the
Journal of the American
Medical Association
found that the influenza
vaccine was associated

with a lower risk of major
adverse cardiovascular
events among people with
heart disease. In addition,
the CDC notes that pre-
vious studies have found
that the flu vaccination
has been associated with
reduced hospitalizations
among people with diabe-
tes and chronic lung dis-
ease.

 The flu shot can pro-
tect children. Humans’
immune systems mature
as they grow, and the flu
vaccine can be an invalu-
able ally to children as
their immune systems are
still evolving. A 2014 study
published in The Journal
of Infectious Diseases
found that children who
were fully vaccinated were
between 74 and 82 percent
less likely to be admitted
to pediatric intensive care
units than unvaccinated
children.

The flu is a formida-
ble foe. But an annual flu
shot can bolster everyone’s
chances of beating or even
avoiding the flu.

The symptoms of HIV

Treatment of the HIV
virus has come a long
way over the last several
decades. While a cure for
HIV has proven elusive,
thanks to the tireless work
of medical researchers,
millions of HIV patients
across the globe now have
access to life-changing
medications that make it
possible for them to live
long, healthy lives.

Testing remains the
most effective way to diag-
nose HIV. If untreated,
HIV can advance to the
stage where it is considered
AIDS. That’s a dangerous
progression that, according
to Medicine.net, can prove
fatal in as little as three

years, which only under-
scores the importance of
recognizing HIV symp-
toms.

Does HIV produce
early symptoms?

It’s a misconception that
HIV, in its early stages,
does not produce any symp-
toms. Avert.org, which is
devoted to providing global
information and educa-
tion on HIV and AIDS,
notes that symptoms vary
in severity and type from
person-to-person.  Some
people may not experience
any symptoms, but HIV.
gov, a website managed
by the U.S. Department of

Health & Human Services,
notes that about two-thirds
of people will have a flu-
like illness during stage 1
of HIV infection, which
is often referred to as the
acute HIV infection stage.

What are some
early symptoms?

Symptoms during the
acute HIV infection stage
are flu-like. In fact, many
people may mistake their
symptoms for the flu, espe-
cially since they can last
just a few days. However,
people who are members
of groups considered to be
at high risk for HIV infec-
tion, including gay and

bisexual men and injection
drug users, should report
flu-like symptoms to their
physicians  immediately
and submit to HIV testing.
Even people who are not
in high-risk groups should
seek HIV testing if they
experience any of the fol-
lowing symptoms and are
concerned about possible
exposure to the HIV virus.

* Fever

* Chills

* Rash

 Night sweats

* Muscle aches

* Sore throat

e Fatigue

e Swollen lymph nodes

* Mouth ulcers

After the acute infec-

infect

tion stage, HIV moves on
to the chronic HIV infec-
tion stage. HIV.gov notes
that, at this point, the virus
is still multiplying but at
very low levels. Because of
that, infected persons may
not feel sick or experience
any symptoms during this
stage, which can last for
well over a decade.

If HIV goes undetected
or untreated, it will eventu-
ally advance to stage 3, the
final stage of HIV infection
during which people are
diagnosed with AIDS. This
stage is often preventable
if HIV is detected early
and people take their HIV
medications. Once a person
has HIV, they have it for

[

life, but many people never
develop AIDS so long as
they take their medications.

Since HIV will not
always produce symptoms,
or may only produce symp-
toms that can be easily mis-
taken for more common,
less deadly ailments like
the flu, it’s important for
people in high-risk groups
or those who engage in
risky behaviors, like having
unprotected sex, speak with
their physicians about HIV
testing.

championship. He leads the Cup
Series with four wins, won the
regular-season title and enters the
playoffs with a 15-point cushion
n the standings.

Elliott doesn’t put too much
faith into the numbers game. If
there truly is a favorite in this
16-driver field, he can’t pick one,
not even himself.

“I don’t really see a favorite. I
mean, it seems like some weeks
you have some guys who are real-
y strong up there contending for
wins, and then other weeks it’s a
bunch of different guys,” Elliott
said. “To me, I think the narrative
of how many winners we have,
t’s not a fluke. Anything can
happen to anyone in the last 10,
so I personally don’t think there’s
1 favorite.”

NASCAR had 16 different
winners during the regular season,
including five drivers who made
heir first career Cup Series visits
0 victory lane. It made for a dicey
regular-season finale at Daytona,
where two spots in the field were
open only because injured driver
Kurt Busch withdrew his medical

waiver because he won’t be ready
to race when the playoffs open
Sunday at Darlington Raceway.

Ryan Blaney and Martin Truex
Jr., both winless this season but
ranked inside the top five in the
standings, were racing each other
to make it into the playoffs on
points. But then Austin Dillon
won the race to claim one of
the spots, and Blaney edged out
Truex for the final spot.

Truex, who advanced to the
championship finale in four of
the last five years, now can’t fin-
ish higher than 17th in the final
standings, a playoff stalwart shut
out of title contention. Racing
instead for the title are first-time
playoff participants Ross Chastain
and Daniel Suarez, who combined
for three regular-season wins
for Trackhouse Racing, Chase
Briscoe of Stewart-Haas Racing
and rookie Austin Cindric, the
Daytona 500 winner from Team
Penske.

New generation

The new crop of young drivers
racing for a championship was
aided by NASCAR’s introduction
of the Next Gen car, an industry-
wide project to design a spec
vehicle that contained costs and
leveled the playing field. Some

teams caught on quickly with the
car, while it took others deep into
the season to find a comfort zone.

Kevin Harvick won back-to-
back races in August to snap a
65-race skid and qualify for the
playoffs for the 13th consecutive
year. But is the 2014 champion a
serious contender?

“As we started the year with
the new car, we were on the
wrong side of the fence and trying
to figure everything out,” Harvick
said. “And as we’ve gone through
the year we’ve become progres-
sively better, and we figured some
things out and got back to vic-
tory lane and really have some
momentum as we start the pro-
cess of these last 10 weeks and
racing for a championship.

“The biggest thing is, we’re
giving ourselves a chance to race
for the championship — that’s the
first goal. That looked bleak for
a little while, but now we'’re in a
good position to get started.”

As Harvick’s teammate point-
ed out, the playoff drivers will
have to contend with the entire
field because the gap between the
top teams and small teams has
closed.

“I think the thing people are
overlooking with these playoffs
is in the past, the playoff guys
were so much faster from a speed

standpoint that the non-playoff
guys didn’t even have a chance to
win any of the races or truthfully
contend in the top five to 10 some-
times,” Briscoe said. “Now, there
are legitimately seven to eight
guys that can still go win races
that aren’t in the playoffs.”

Aggressiveness

Chastain, meanwhile, has
angered much of the field with
his aggressive driving. Chastain
knows he’s made enemies, Kyle
Busch among them.

The only active Cup driver
with multiple championships
heads into the playoffs without
a contract for next year and a
split with Joe Gibbs Racing, his
home since 2008, a very real
probability. He’s got no time for
Chastain — it was Busch who
turned the rival driver’s name
into a verb when he said he “got
Chastained” after a recent crash
— and suggeswted many veter-
ans won’t give Chastain an inch
the next 10 races.

“Absolutely not, no way, no
chance,” Busch said. “I don’t
think people are paying him back
yet, they’re waiting for the right
time.”

Reigning Cup champion Kyle
Larson starts the playoffs in a

far different position than last
season. He was the top seed with
five wins a year ago, then won
five playoff races to win his first
title.

Now he’s fourth in the stand-
ings with only two wins, and,
three engine failures among the
six races he’s failed to finish.

“I think our regular season
didn’t go very well, to our stan-
dards, but I don’t really know if
it did for anybody,” said Larson.
“Even for Chase, like 1 don’t
even know if his regular season
was up to their standards. There
was just a lot of inconsistency
this year throughout the regular
season.”

But Larson has been strong on
intermediate speedways, which
make up half of the playoft
schedule.

“I know we have a champion-
ship caliber team. We proved
that last year and we just have
to do it again,” Larson said.
“Even though I have favorites,
I'm not confident in anything,
just because of how wild and
inconsistent the season has been
for so many people. I think you
can look at us as being one of the
favorites. I think you can look
at Chase , obviously; and in my
opinion, Ross Chastain.”

The changes to transfer rules will
go into effect immediately. Sport-
specific windows will be set dur-
ing an academic year when athletes
would be required to enter their
names in the transfer portal to be
eligible immediately to compete the
following school year.

Athletes in winter sports would
be required to provide written noti-

following the NCAA championship
selections in their sport.

For spring sports, the transfer win-
dows will be Dec. 1-15 plus a 45-day
period beginning the day after cham-
pionship selections are made.

In fall sports, including football,
the first window will begin the day
following championship selection
and last 45 days. The second would
be from May 1-15.

On the enforcement side,
the Independent Accountability
Resolution Process will be eliminat-
ed. The IARP was formed to handle
complex infractions cases after the
FBI’s investigation of corruption in
college basketball, but it has mostly
slowed down the processing of cases.

The TARP will be eliminated
after current cases against Arizona,

Memphis are adjudicated.

Other proposals focus on incentiv-
izing cooperation between schools
and NCAA staff working on infrac-
tion cases, increasing transparency
and streamlining the appeals process
to reduce the number of cases that
are appealed.

“These changes to the overall
infractions process will accelerate the
timelines for infractions cases,” said
Georgia President Jere Morehead,
who is chairman of the D-I Board of
Directors. “With the adoption of the
new constitution in January, NCAA
members committed to resolving
cases fairly and in a timely fashion,
thus holding those responsible for
violations accountable and avoid-
ing penalizing those who were not
involved in rule-breaking.”

The Southeastern Conference has
a national championship quarterback,
a Heisman Trophy winner and a col-
lection of promising passers both
new and old.

The group is headlined by
Alabama’s Heisman winner, Bryce
Young, and Stetson Bennett, who
led Georgia to the national title over
Young & Co. But it hardly stops
there.

There’s established starters at
Tennessee (Hendon Hooker), No.
19 Arkansas (KJ Jefferson), No.
20 Kentucky (Will Levis) and
Mississippi State (Will Rogers), and
a dynamic but still unproven Anthony
Richardson at Florida.

Not to mention highly regarded
transfers and former Power Five
starters Spencer Rattler at South
Carolina and Jaxson Dart of No. 21
Mississippi.

Several SEC quarterbacks are
receiving NFL draft buzz, especially
Young, Levis and Richardson. The

only one picked in the most recent
draft was the Rebels’ Matt Corral in
the third round.

Auburn and No. 6 Texas A&M
have just announced starters, with
returnees beating out new transfers.

For the Aggies, Haynes King beat
out former LSU starter Max Johnson
and freshman Conner Weigman, a
five-star recruit, in preseason camp.
The speedy King opened last season
as starter but had his season end in
the second game with a broken right
leg.

Rattler was a star at Oklahoma
drawing Heisman buzz before getting
replaced by Caleb Williams.

T.J. Finley, who took over as
Auburn’s starter for the final three
games last season because of an
injury, will open against Mercer. He
topped two transfers, Texas A&M’s
Zach Calzada and Oregon’s Robby
Ashford.

Missouri’s Brady Cook and
Vanderbilt’s Mike Wright had
already been announced as starters.
Wright passed for 146 yards and two

touchdowns and rushed for 163 yards
and two more scores in an opening,
63-10 win over Hawaii.

Two coaches — Mississippi’s
Lane Kiffin and LSU’s Brian Kelly
— opted to keep their starters a
secret. Both have top transfers vying
for the job, with the Rebels getting
Dart from USC and LSU Ilanding
Arizona State’s Jayden Daniels.

Dart is vying for the job as
Matt Corral’s successor with Luke
Altmyer.

Some of the most intriguging
SEC quarterbacks, besides the firmly
established Young and Bennett:

— Hooker set program records in
passing efficiency (181.4) and com-
pletion percentage (68%) last season.

— Jefferson is a 6-foot-3, 242-
pound dual threat for the Razorbacks.
He passed for 2,676 yards and 21
touchdowns last season while leading
the team with 664 rushing yards.

UN inspectors arrive at Ukraine nuclear plant amid fighting

ZAPORIZHZHIA,  Ukraine
(AP) — A U.N. inspection team
entered Ukraine’s Zaporizhzhia
nuclear power plant Thursday on
a mission to safeguard it against
catastrophe, reaching the site amid
fighting between Russian and
Ukrainian forces that prompted
the shutdown of one reactor and
underscored the urgency of the
task.

The 14-member delegation
from the International Atomic
Energy Agency arrived in a
convoy of SUVs and vans after
months of negotiations to enable
the experts to pass through the
front lines and get inside Europe’s
biggest nuclear plant.

“The IAEA is now there at
the plant and it’s not moving. It’s
going to stay there. We’re going
to have a continued presence
there at the plant with some
of my experts,” IAEA director
Rafael Grossi, the mission leader,
declared after the group got its
first look at conditions inside.

But he added: “I will continue
to be worried about the plant until

we have a situation which is more
stable.”

As the experts made their way
through the war zone toward the
complex, Russia and Ukraine
accused each other of shelling the
area and trying to derail the visit.
The fighting delayed the team’s

progress.
“There were moments when
fire was obvious — heavy

machine guns, artillery, mortars
at two or three times were really
very concerning, I would say, for
all of us,” Grossi said.

Just before the IAEA team
arrived, Energoatom, Ukraine’s
state nuclear power company, said
Russian mortar shelling had led to
the shutdown of one of its reactors
by its emergency protection
system and had damaged a backup
power supply line used for in-
house needs.

One of the plant’s reactors that
wasn’t operating was switched
to diesel generators, Energoatom
said.

Once inside the plant, Grossi
said, his experts were able to tour

the entire site, including control
rooms, emergency systems and
diesel generators. He said he met
with the plant’s staff and residents
of the nearby village, Energodar,
who asked him for help from the
agency.

He reported that the team had
collected important information
in its initial inspection and will
remain there to continue its
assessment.

“It is obvious that the plant and
the physical integrity of the plant
has been violated several times by
chance, deliberately — we don’t
have the elements to assess that,”
Grossi said. “And this is why we
are trying to put in place certain
mechanisms and the presence, as [
said, of our people there.”

The Zaporizhzhia plant has
been occupied by Russian forces
but run by Ukrainian engineers
since the early days of the
6-month-old war. Ukraine alleges
Russia is using it as a shield to
launch attacks, while Moscow
accuses Ukraine of recklessly
firing on the area.

Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskyy had tough words for
the IAEA delegation. While
applauding its arrival at the plant,
he said independent journalists
were kept from covering the visit,
allowing the Russians to present a
one-sided, “futile tour.”

And he said that while Grossi
agreed to support Ukrainian
demands for the demilitarization
of the plant — including the
withdrawal of Russian forces
from it — the IAEA has yet to
issue such a call publicly.

Fighting in early March
caused a brief fire at its training
complex, and in recent days, the
plant was briefly knocked offline
because of damage, heightening
fears of a radiation leak or a
reactor meltdown. Officials have
begun distributing anti-radiation
iodine tablets to nearby residents.

Experts have also expressed
concern that the Ukrainian staff
is overworked and stressed out
from the occupation of the plant
by Russian forces — conditions
they say could lead to dangerous

erTors.
Some of the Ukrainian shells
landed 400 meters (yards) from
the plant’s No. 1 reactor, Russian
authorities said.
The Russian-installed

administration in  Enerhodar
reported that at least three
residents were killed early

Thursday by Ukrainian shelling.

Ukrainian officials,
meanwhile, accused Russian
forces of shelling Enerhodar and
a corridor that the TAEA team
was set to go through.

Neither side’s version of
events could immediately be
independently verified.

The fighting came as Ukraine
endeavored to start the new school
year in the middle of a war. Just
over half of the country’s schools
are reopening to in-person classes
despite the risks.

In other  developments,
authorities with the Russian-
backed separatist government in
the eastern region of Donetsk said
13 emergency responders were
killed by Ukrainian shelling in
